Although the United Mine Work-

ers of America’s massive walk-out at

all Peabody Coal Company-owned
mines has yet to affect any Eastern

Kentucky miners, UMWA President

Richard Trumka announced Tu

da that more walk-outs, nationwide,
may follow.

‘The union swike against Peabody,
the nation’s largest coal-producer,
began Monday in protest to what

Trumka termed “unfair labor prac-
tices.” Trumka said that Peabody and

other companies affiliated with the

Bituminous Coal Operator’s Asso-

ciation had failed to respond to

UMWA negotiators concerning the

expiration of the 1988 National Bitu-

minous Coal Wage Agreement since

contract summits began last Novem-

ber.
The wage agreement, negotiated

between the union and the Coal

Operator&# Association, covers more

than 7,700 working miners at Peabody
and more than 60,000 other miners at

smaller operations nationwide.

“(Peabody has) failed to respond
to even the most simple information

requests....” Trumka said. “For acon-

tract settlement to be reached, both

sides... have to be prepared to nego-
tiaie. Absent that, you don’t have

coliective bargaining, only a collec-

live waste of lime.

“Today, thousands of UMW

coal

miners are seeing the coal companies
they’ve worked years for open new

mines and closing old ones,” Trumka

said. “(W)hen it’s time to fill the jobs
at those new mines those long-term
employees are being shutout... What

we want to bargain for is job security
so our members don’t see their

family’s future go up in smoke when

coal operators open new mines.”

Trumka added that the union’s

campaign might even dwarf the 1989

strike at Pittston Coal, and said that

more than 150,000 retired miners’

pensions could be affected if a new

wage is not

Victims knew

‘trouble’ was

a possibility

Three weeks before her murder,
Ella Frances Hunter called Kentucky
State Police and said she feared her

estranged husband would follow her

to Karate class at Betsy Layne High
School and “cause trouble.”

Last Sunday at the gate to Betsy
Layne High School, police say

Hunter&#39 husband, Phillip Hunter,

shot and killed his wife and her boy-
friend just prior to the beginning of

her Karate class.

KSP captain Robert Forsythe said

Tuesday that Ella Hunter called the

Pikeville police post on Sunday, Janu-

ary 10 saying she feared her husband

would follow her, Forsythe said Ella

Hunter, 41, was advised to call the

post if her husband showed up. Ap-
parently, her husband did not follow

her that day.
Phillip Hunter, 46, of Honaker

was charged with two counts of capi-
tal murder Sunday afternoon after he

allegedly killed his wife and Darreil

Blackburn, 45, of Pikeville.

Police said Phillip Hunter went to

a pay phon and called state police
and told them what he did. He was

arrested b state police a short time

after the killings.
Both victims suffered gunshot

wounds to the head and chest. Their

bodies were found lying on the ground
in front of the locked gate to the

campus of Betsy Layne High School

at 3:45 p.m. Sunday.
Ella Hunter was a Karate instruc-

tor who had

class scheduled Janu-

ary 31 at the school, police said.

Ella Hunter had been granted an

emergency protection order against
her husband last October and it has

been reported that Phillip Hunter had

violated that order on several occa-

sions.

KS captain Forsythe said Tucs-

day that five complaints had been

made against Phillip Blackburn since

October, two by Ella Hunter, two by
Blackbum and one by Ella Hunter&#39

co-worker at Happy Mart at Harold.

As soon as both forms have been

Legislators find agreeing on

ethical standards a bit difficult
State lawmakers in the House and

Senate realized the first day of the

special legislative session on ethics

that agreeing on standards of conduct

for themselves may be more difficult

than they ever dreamed.

Forexample, the Senate—the first

chamber of the General Assembly to

consider the ethics standards pro-
posed by a task force earlier this

year—has already drafted a compro-
mise bill that weakens the provision
in th task force’ s proposal that would

prohibit lawmakers from taking “any-
thing of value” from lobbyists. The

Senate compromise bill would allow

lawmakers to take free meals from

lobbyists.
Sen. Ed Ford, D-Cynthiana, said

he was concerned the provision pro-

hibiting lawmakers from taking “any-
thing of value” went too far.

Ford wondered during a Monday
evening public hearing on the senate

compromise bill if, under the task

force’s proposal, it would be illegal if

a lawmaker ate dinner a the house of

an old friend who had just become a

registered lobbyist.
“I don’t want us to put ourselves

in a box so the only social friends I

can have would be members of the

legislature,’ Ford said.

But while members of the Senate

State Government Committee beld a

public hearing on their chamber’s

compromise bill, members of the

House Democratic Caucus met in

closed session to add teeth to the

House version of the ethics bill. The

Democratic Caucus endorsed the task

force’s provision prohibiting taking
anything of value from lobbyists.

Mostmembers of the general pub-
lic who attended the Senate hearing
also supported tougher ethical stan-

dards for state legislators, Paul

O&#39;Bri told the Senate committee

members a good, strong ethics bill

with teeth in it would be a good start

to cleaning up the legislature’s act.

A number of financial aid options
are available for Eastern students:

grants, loans, employment, academic

and athletic scholarships, and others.

About 70 percent of EKU stu-

dents receive some type of financial

assistance, which last year totaled

about $34 million, About a third of

that was in the form of grants, which

do not have to be re-paid. The most

common loan program is the Stafford

Loan, for which more students will

be eligible this year, Vescio said.

Inaddition, various assistance pro-

grams are available to veterans or

families of deceased or disabled vet-

erans.

The average annual award at East-

em is about $2,600, said Vescis not-

ing that would cover about half of a

student’s annual costs, including tu-

ition and fees, books and supplies,
housing and meals, at

a

state-assisted

university like Eastern. The costs may
be highe at a larger land-grant insti-

tution or private school.

Another source for financial help
is the campus job. About 2,600 East-

em students help finance their educa-

tion through either the Federal Work

Study Program or the Institutional
Work Program.

Also, various academic and ath-

letic scholarships are available, in-

cluding several automatic scholar-

ships for qualifying students. For

example, Kentucky high school vale-

dictorians and salutatorians are eli-

gible for Presidential Scholarships,
National Merit Finalists and Semifi-

nalists are automatically offered an

EKU Honor Award, and Governor&#39;

Scholars are automatically offered a

Regents Scholarship, as are Kentucky
students who score 29 on their ACT

composite with a 3.75 cumulative

grade point average (on a 4.0 scale).
Inrecent years, Eastern has increased

the amount of scholarships available

to attract academically talented stu-

dents.

In this, my final reflection on Ger-

many, I want to think about culture

and the value of cross-cultural expe-
riences. We mean b culture, all the

things that make up and enrich our

lives, including but certainly not lim-

ited to the arts. A prime example of

American culture would be the Super
Bowl, which for the past month has

dominated American consciousness

and media-hype. An outsidercoming
to these shores would have a hard

time figuring what all the big deal

was about! But, I found that I could

live (for three weeks a least) know-

ing and hearing nothing about foot-

ball or even UK basketball!

Similarly, we may look at events

in other culures (like a European
soccer match) and wonder why people

are so exercised about their team and

winning.

The Department of Veterans Af-

fairs (VA) has announced that more

than $960 million in dividends will

be paid in 1993 to veterans holding
active veterans’ life insurance poli-
cies.

These dividends are made pos-

sible because veterans are living
longer than originally predicted, and

the insurance trust funds are earning
high yields from U.S. Government

securities.
The payout will be credited auto-

matically to 2.5 million policyhold-
ers on the 1993 anniversary date of

their policies. Policyholders may

choose to receive a dividend check or

ct one of nine alternate payment

options. VA is cautioning veterans

ubat only those policies that have been

kept in force receive annual dividend

distnibuuons.

The dividend amount will vary

according to age, type of insurance

and duration of the policy. No appli-
cation from individual policyholders

is necessary.
Government Life insurance poli-

cies were issued to veterans of World

Wars I and Il and the Korean Conflict

who served between 1917 and 1956.

The largest group receiving dividend

payments will be the 2.1 million vet-

erans of World War II with National

Service Life Insurance (“V&qu poli-

cies who will receive an average pay-

mentof $386. Total payments to these

policyholders are expected to reach

$818.1 million.

Dividends totaling $8 million will

be paid to the 30,377 World War I

veterans holding Government

Life Insurance (* policics for an

average payment of $263.

With more than half of the

mother’s with infants age one or

younger in the U.S. workforce, con-

venience has become the name of the

game when it comes to infant care.

But in this age of disposable dia-

pers and baby bottles, some women

are getting back to basics.

The nursing mothers of the Breast-

Feeding Support Grou at Our Lady
of the Way Hospital in Martin are

part of what may be a growing trend

to discard the bottle.

Atarecent support group meeting
at Seton Complex near the hospital,
Kim Blocker, LPN and community
health outreach educator for OLW,

and four mothers gathered together
and freely shared their experiences as

nursing mothers.

Julic Kerber, of the Big Sandy
Childbirth Association, attended the

meeting with her three-month-old

daughter Maggie. Kerber, who lives

in Johnson County, said that the

association’s objective is to promote
breast-feeding and to encourage
mothers to consider breast-feeding
their babies. “Breast-feeding doesn&#3

make you a better mother,” she em-

phasized, “But! want people to know

about breast-feeding. Being informed

is important. You are free to make a

choice because you have the infor-

mation.”

Mary Lou White, the group fa-

cilitator who had her two young

daughters, Kathryn and Clare with

her, said she never considered botde-

feeding her children. “I never thought
of doing it any other way. Breast-

feeding seems natural to me. My
mother breast-fed me, and my sister
breast-fed her children. The child

benefits nutritionally. A mother&#39

milk gives the child a lot of immu-

nity. It gives your baby incredible

health benefits, and promotes bond-

ing .

It&# a great way to comfort your

baby.”
Of nursing a child, Kerber said,

“IC&# a matural process. You carry a

child for nine months, give birth,

then breast-feed.”
Blocker said that she believes a

lack of knowledge of and misconcep-
tions about breast-feeding have made

new mothers hesitant to nurse their

infants. The result?

“A lack of confidence...a lot of

women feel they can’t do it,” she

said.
Lind Daniels, of Johnson County,

brought her seven-week-old daugh-
ter Magen. Ten years ago Daniels

had twins, which she bottle-fed. “At

that time, all you heard about was

bottle-feeding,” she said. “Breast-

feeding was never mentioned. My
doctor didn’t mention it. I didn’t see

any other mothers breast-feeding.
“Later my sister breast-fed all of

her children. My niece did, too. Ijust
saw all that closeness (between
mother and child). When I became

pregnant this time, I knew I would

breast-feed. And this time my doctor

asked me what I wanted to do —

breast-feed or bottle-feed.””

Susan Sanders, of Floyd County,
who had her 11-week-old daughter
Rachel with her, said, “I always as-

sumed I would nurse my child. My
mother didn’t, but my sister did.” For

Sanders, breast-feeding is “conve-

nient. I can go anywhere and feed my
baby when she is ready to eat. I don’t

have to carry bottles. I don’t have to

pacify her.”

One drawback is that a baby rc-

quires several feedings a day, which

can lead a mother to feel stressed

from lack of freedom.

Kerber doesn’t let nursing her child

hampe her freedom. During the hour-

long meeting Kerber discreetly
breast-fed Maggie undercover of a

blanket. “I breast-feed anywhere. I

nurse her at restaurants. I nurse her

while walking in the mall,” she said.

“The ke is to be discreet. It’s impor-
tant to nurse in public. It’s normal.

It’s something you should do in pub-
lic. Just put a blanket over the child.”

The group agreed that breast-feed-

ing takes time, commitmentand plan-
ning, but the benefits are worthwhile.

“In the long run it’s worth it,” said

Daniels. “At night when Mage cries,
Tlook at my husband and say, ‘I think

I&# geta bottle.’ Then I think and say,
‘No I&#3 not.&#3

Although all four of the mothers

stay athome to care for their children,

they emphasized that a woman who

has a job away from home can still

nurse their child. It takes juggling of

schedules, but most importantly it

takes committment.

“When you consider whether to

breast-feed, the question is never ‘Is

it the right thing todo?,’” said Kerber.

goes back to the basics
“But, ‘Do I want to make a

committment?’ You can always
switch to a bottle. Breast-feeding

keeps your options open.”

“We anticipate that, according to

the formula, the price support would.

cents a pound,”’ h said. “That would

be about a two-percent increase in

the average support price.’”
Just how much will the decrease

in basic quota cost Kentucky farm-

e

Kentucky&#3 basic quota for the

1992 crop was 449 million pounds,
said Will Snell, Extension agricul-
tural economist with the University
of Kentucky College of Agriculture.
“We could be looking at an income

loss of about $80 million from the

quota reduction,” he said.

Snell said the large quota reduc-

tion will lead to highe lease rates in

areas with few off-farm employment
opportunities. “We&#39 probably see

somewhat higher rates in northeast-

em and south central Kentucky,’” he

said. “The quota suppl is histori-

cally tight in these areas.

The reduced tobacco income will

have far-reaching effects, according
to Forrest Stegelin, Extension

agribusiness specialist.
“Lifestyles will be affected be-

cause farm families will have fewer

dollars to spend on day-to-day neces-

sities and luxuries,” Stegelin said.

“As farm families tighten their

belts to make up lost tobacco income,
rural communitics also will fecl the

pinch,” he adudcd. “Rural counties

will see big dollar effects; some coun-

ties could see over half a million

dollars in income loss. The effect

would be very similar to seeing a

small business go under.”

Stegelin said the quota reduction

will have minimal impact on sales of

tobacco production input. However,

some farmers might alter their pro-
duction mix, including other com-

modities to compensate for reduced

tobacco acreage and income.

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More federal financial

aid for college students

More college-bound children of

middle-income parents will be cli-

gible for federal financial aid this

year as a result of changes to finan-

cial aid rules. However, as the Ken-

tcky Society of CPAs points out,

t doesn’t mean the process for

obtaining aid is any easier or less

competitive.
CPAs urge students who need fi-

nancial aid to take the time to con-

sider all the options available to them

and to complete their financial-aid

applications as early in the year as

possible. Delaying can be costly.
Although more than 21 billion dol-

lars in financial aid is available from

the federal government, those dollars

can be depleted quickly. In fact, with

colleg costs increasing at the rate of

‘ percent ,
more ive

college students and their families

will be turning to outside sources for

financial assistance than ever before.
*

Except for PLUS and SL loans,
most federal financial aid is awarded

on the basis of financial need. To

evaluate your financial need, the fi-

nancial-aid administrator weighs the

cost of education at your school—

including tuition, books, room, and

inst the amount of money

you and your family are expected to

be able to contribute toward these

expenses. If your family contribution

doesn’t cover the education costs,

you&# considered to have a financial

need.
Don’t let the financial need re-

quirement deter you from seeking
federal assistance. Congress haseased

the requirements to make loans avail-

able to a wider population.
© greatest amount of financial

aid is available through Stafford

. Congress has made these loans

more attractive by lowering the inter-

estrate to6.94 percent for loans taken

outafter October 1 1992. Every July
1, the rate will be adjusted to the

Treasury Bill rate plus 3.1 percent,
but will not exceed acap of 9 percent.
Previously, the interest rate on these

loans had been fixed at 8 percent for

the first four years and 10 percent for

the remaining years.
In addition to lowering the inter-

est, Congress has made subsidized

Stafford Loans more available to chil-

dren of middle-income homeowners

and other individuals who may not

have qualified for these loans in the

Pas Beginning July 1 1993, home

equity will no longer b a factor in

determining a candidate’s eligibility
for federal financial aid. Beginning
at the same time, the assets of fami-

lies with adjusted gross incomes of

$50,000 or less who don’t itemize on

their tax returns, will not be consid-

ered in determining the family’s fi-

nancial
The maximum loan amounts have

also increased. Qualified students

may borrow up to $23,000 to finance

their undergraduate educations and

$65,500 to finance their graduate
educations. You do not need to repay

the loan until six months after you

graduate or withdraw from school.

Unsubsidized Stafford Loans—

those in which the government does

notassume the interest charges while

you are in school—are available for

the first time to families who do not

meet th federal financial aid require-
ments. As long as these families dem-

onstrate their creditworthiness, they
may borrow u to the same amounts

at the same interest rates as the subsi-

dized Stafford. However, they must

begin payin interest immediatel y—

not after the student graduates.
PLUS AND SLS LOANS

PLUS and SLS Loans are also

available to anyone seeking financial

assistance, regardless of their in-

comes, PLUS Loans are for parents
who want to borrow to help pay for

their children’s education; Supple-
mental Loans for Students (SLS) are

for student borrowers.

Beginning July 1, 1993, parents
can borrow up to the full cost of

education, minus any other financial

assistance they receive. Currently,
they may borrow u to $4,000 a year
The amounts a student may borrow

are also being increased next July
from $4,000 a year to $4,000 for each

of the first two years, and $5,000 per
year for a student&#3 junior and scnior

years. Interest rates on these loans are

slightly higher than those for Stafford

Loans. Repayments, including prin-
cipal and interest, must begin within

60 day after the final loan disburse-

ment,

PELL GRANTS

Pell grants, available to first-ume

undergraduate students, do not need

to be repaid. The grants are awarded

purely o financial need using a spe-

cifically designed index. How

Congress has made an important

change: Even students enrolled in

college less than half-time may

qualify for a grant. For the 1992-

993 academic year, the maximum

grant is $2,400. The maximum grant
will increase to $3,700 for the 1993-

1994 year.

CAMPUS-BASED PROGRAMS

Additional financial assistance is

usually available through programs
administered by schools. These in-

clude Supplemental Educational

Opportunity Grants (SEOG) for un-

dergraduates with exceptional finan-

cial needs; low-interest Perkins

Loans, made available to both gradu-
ate and undergraduate students

through a school’s financial aid of-

fice; and the College Work Study
Program, which provides jobs for

undergr and students

who need financial aid.

HOW AND WHEN TO APPLY

FOR AID

Federal financial aid forms are

available from high school guidance
counselors and college financial aid

offices. Apply for aid as soon as

possibl after January 1, 1993. Ittakes

about four weeks to process your

application, and you may be con-

tacted to confirm or correct informa-

tion, Be sure you do so on a timely
basis. CPAs poin out that missing a

deadline may mean missing an op-

portunity to obtain financial aid.
