Why have
the accidents at the new U.S. 23 and
Route 1428 continued, killing two
people and critically injuring four
others.

Even more importantly, one Floyd
County man asks, why hasn’t the
slate taken the necessary measurces to
stop what he terms the “senseless
slaughter.”

Gas Company met Wednesday in a
public hearing in Frankfort with the
Kentucky Public Service Commis-
sion in an effort Lo enact a proposed
natural gas price hike, which could
affect nearly 2,000 Floyd County resi-
dents.

The proposed hike would affect
nearly 5,000 Equitable Gas Com-
pany customers in Floyd, Johnson,
Pike, Martin, Magoffin, Letcher,
Knott, Perry, Leslic and Lawrence
Counlies, acompany spokesman said
Thursday.

Equitable Gas Company, a divi-
sion of Pitisburgh, Pennsylvania-
based Equitable Resources, [ncorpo-

1,600 Floyd County cus-
tomers, Equitable Resources Com-
munications Director Brian Plunt said
Thursday. He added that Kentucky-
West Virginia Gas customers should
not be affected by the price hike, if it
is allowed.

According W Kentucky Press As-
sociation reports released Thursday,
the Equitable Gus Company asked
Public Service Commissioners for
permission Lo increase its monthly
scrvice charge from $4 per month to
$6.50 per month, in addition w in-
creasing the cost per 1,000 cubic feet
of natural gas used. That increase
would representa 10.5 percent rate of
return on the company’s invesunent

Plant said that the company has
requested the stalcwide rate hikes in
an effort 1o recoup annual loss:
Last year, Plant said, Equitable’s
Kentucky division lost more than
$84,000. With the increase, the com-
pany would carn an extra $224,876 in
operating revenue per year, enabling
the company o carna statewide profit
of around $56,000, Plant said

Pillersdorf said if Thornsberry is
indicted for wanton endangerment
and first degree assault on a police

“I will defend his case by present-
ing evidence that the drug Prozac
prevented my client from having a
criminal staté of mind (al the tme of
the incident),” Pillersdorf said.

Court records show that Hale was
convicted of firstdegree sexual abuse
in Franklin County Circuit Court in
1981 for cxposing himself and hav-
ing sexual contact with a scven-year-
old boy. He was sentenced to a five-
year prison tcrm,

Investigator's records show that
Zahn had arrived in the United States
on January 9, 1991 and stayed with
various familics along the East Coast.
Zahn was to begin a bus tour of U.S.

Zahn
called travel agent Ann Santilli in
Orange City, Florida on April 27 last
year to confirm the tour. He has not
been heard from again.

Zahn’s Euro credit card was used
31 times from April 30 through May

into the school in Switzerland and
took Musick's phone number.

The report said that Hale had been
fired from the CSX Corporation in
Florida in Junc of 1991 for making
obscene and threatening phone calls
to a young man using his CSX busi-
ness phone.

Childhood immunizations

Immunizations against infectious
disease has been highly effective in
decreasing the incidence of
diphthemia, measles, mumps, rubella,
pertussis (whopping cough), polio
and tetanus. In the past five years the
introduction of vaccines against
Herhophilus influcnza type b (HIB)
has also substantially reduced the
incidence of this common childhood
infectious agent. In spite of these
significant advances, outbreaks of
vaccine-preventable discases still do
occur and this has often been attrib-
uted 1o low rates of immunizations in
younger children (i.e. less than 2 years
of age). Most children are immu-
nized completely by school age as
this is often a requirement 1o enter
school.

live virus vaccines (eg. oral polio) are
also not tobe given during pregnancy
or suppressed immunity (eg. patients
on chemotherapy for cancer)

H.influenzatype b conjugate vac-
cine (HBCV) is now routinely given
starting at (wo months of age with
completion by 12-15 months. This
bacterium commonly causes ear and
throatinfectious in children and until
now the vaccine would be only given
after 2 years of age. With the new

That's a fact of life. That doesn’t
mean they should have to die.

“I feel that some person or per-
sons... in state government fears that
if the state lights or paints the rock
wall, they will be admilting some sort
of wrong-doing... and maybc hurt
themselves in the (impending) law-
suits.”

James H. Jenkins, attorney of
record for the family of Jimmy
Howard Brewer, said Tuesday that
he and his firm werc “intenscly pur-
suing all legal liability aspccts” re-
garding Brewer's futal accident.

“I intend Lo conlinuc placing the
signs at the intersection,” the man
said. “I don’'t carc how many times
they take them down, and I don’t care
if I end up going 10 jail over this....
I've worked in the medical profes-
sion for eleven ycars and 1've seen
accidents like this before, but one of
this severity is very rare... and it
doesn’t need to conlinue.

“People have to know. Something
has to be done.”

Nothingis likely toincite more
debate, or fear, among Ameri-
cans than a good, sharp stab in
the pocketbook.

The current debate over So-
cial Security is a good example.

Federal entitlement payments,
of which Social Security repre-
sents a sizable chunk, are the
largest expenses our deficit-
spending government rings up
each year.

If the deficitis to be controlled,
it's logical to assume that en-
titlement payments must bear
some of the burden.

But logic and Social Security
seem to mix like oil and water,

One of the most consistently
offered and routinely impugned
proposals for deficit control in-
volves caps on the growth of
entitlement programs.

‘While that makes perfect eco-
nomic sense, and is probably
the only answer to eliminating

Social insecurity |

this country's financial dilemma,
it just ain't going to happen.

‘When prominent politicians
like Senator Patrick Moynihan
call efforts to cap Social Secu-
rity a political "death wish," it's
unlikely any meaningful action
will be forthcoming.

The public, meanwhile, ap-
pears unable to distinguish be-
tween capping entitlement
growth and what it perceives to
be "reductions” in Social Secu-
rity.

Entitlement caps aren't cuts,
no one gets less, they are limits
on how fast and how much those
payments will increase.

Our aging population has ev-
ery right todemand security, but
our future is facing a deficit-
fueled economic crisis that will
be indiscriminate of age.

No pain, no gain, they say. If
we don't act quickly and respon-
sibly to resolve our budget crisis
and cancerous deficit, all we will
gain is pain.

Whal you want, if you intend 1o run a coal opera-
tion unimpeded, is 1o remain out of sight when the
government permits are granted, hidden from public
responsibility. Later, you can buy into the business
formully. And you want to have the local political/
Jjudicial system in hand, so that inconvenient things
like enforcement of overweight coal hauling rules can
be brushed aside. So, you hring in somebody like the

out fronl, you use a person with a fine public reputa-
tion.

Clearly we need a new state law to insure that
public records on ownership of mines are updated
when control changes.

‘We need to change the state law that requires only
ownecrship "of record” to be on file. Coal firms should
file records of "beneficial ownership,” not just the
names of those who can sit in the board room and
vote

And if the coal operators oppose this, their hypoc-
risy is as raw as an unreclaimed highwall.

They say the industry has changed. They say they
want the rogues out of the business of mining coal. If
50, they ought o support these changes. — The
Courier-Journal

Don't dismiss the truth

about domestic violence

Let's hope that America's beaten women weren't
the losers along with the Buffalo Bills on Super
Bowl Sunday.

Last weekend, some women's rights activists
found themselves on the defensive. They had to
explain how they arrived at statistics that showed
women were at greater risk of being attacked by
abusive men on Super Bow! Sunday than on any
other day of the year. They had no luck.

By Monday, they were saying their information
was inaccurale and incomplete. It was an embar-
rassing revelation. Worse than that, it could under

mine more than two decades of efforts 1o educate
people about a crime that is an cveryday tragedy.

The error indeed was unforwnate. It no doubt
will cause future claims by advocates to be scruti-
nized carefully.

But the error should not obscure the facts. Wife-
beating is epidemic in this country. On average, a
woman is beaten every 15 seconds every day of the
year. The FBI estimaltes that 6 million American
women are beaten each year by their husbands or
boyfriends; 4,000 of them are killed.

There is no cvidence that football fans beat their
wives or girlfriends more often than other men do.
In fact, there is no stereotypical wife-beater. They
are not all drunks, drug addicts or social misfits.
They are all criminals, however, who beat their
wives or girlfriends because they want o control
them and they can get away with the violence.

This is the message that was al Lhe heart of what
domestic violence advocales wanted 1o communi-
cate on Super Bowl Sunday: Domestic violence isa
problem we need to combat every day. [t has been
with us since long before anyone dreamed up the
game of football and, unfortunately, will be with us
long after football season ends. — Lexington Her-
ald-Leader

Amendment to policy

Board of Education, Chairman Garry Lafferty
voiced the board's concern and pushed through
an amendment to the board’s policy concerning
weapons in school.

Current policy says that students are prohib-
ited from bringing to school firearms, fireworks,
illcgal knives (with blade over six inches long), or
anything clsc thatmightbe used asa weapon. Any
student caught with such contraband is subject 10
suspension from school.

Lafferty and the board changed the policy to
add “look alikes,” in reaction to an incident at a
larger school in which a student pointed a plastic
pistol atateacher’shead.—The Mountain Citizen

Appalachian writers

During the week of the Appala-
chian Writers' Workshop, held each
summer at the Hindman Settlement
School in Knott County, writers and
other participants share the images
(hey' ve created of Appalachia. These
varied images blend into one at the
small mountain school at the forks of
Troublesome Creek.

Atthe Forks of Troublesome, pre-
miering on KET at 8:00/7:00 p.m.
Monday, February 15, features writ-
ers Lee Smith, James Still, George
Llla Lyon, Gurney Norman, Jim
Wayne Miller, and Ed McClanahan
at the 15th annual workshop, held in
August 1992 In readings and inter-
views, the authors share their com-
mon belief in place—especially the
place known as Appalachia—as a
source of inspiration.

The program also features a brief
history of the Hindman Settlement
School, which has become a center
for Appalachian literature.

The school was founded in 1902
“{o providc an educational opportu-
nity for the youth of the mountains
and keep them mindful of their heri-
tage.”” Since its earlicst days, it has
served thousands of students who
otherwise would have been unable to
attend any school at all.

Today. the Settlement School
serves the region in other ways. A
program designed for children with
dyslexic characteristics which began
with four students now serves 900.

And the Appalachian Writers'
‘Workshop has “become a kind of
mecca for people interested in the
‘writing of this region,”’ according to
the school’s director, Mike Mullins.

“Qur literary tradition goes all the
way back to Lucy Furman, a writer
who taught here for many years,’”
Mullins says. “Al Stewart, who started
the writers” workshop, came here as

a S-year-old child and was one of .

Miss Lucy's litle boys. James Still
came herein 1932 as the librarianand
‘two-legged bookmohile,' and, for
the most part, he's been here ever
since.”"

In At the Forks of Troublesome,
Still reads excerpts from his novel
River of Earth and is accompanied in
music and song by Randy Wilson.

“Appalachia is that somewhat
mythical region with no known
boundaries,’” says Still. “If such an
area exisls in erms of geography,
such a domain which has shaped thc
lives of men and women rom pio-
neer days to the present and given
them an independence and an out-
look and a vision such as often attrib-
uted to them, [ trust 1o be understood
for imagining the beart ol it to be in
the hills of Eastern Kentucky, where
I have lived and feel at home. and

where [ have exercised as much free-
dom and peace as the world allows.”

Gurney Norman (Kinfolks, Divine
Right's Trip) likens what has oc-
curred artistically in the Appalachian
region in the last 20 ycars to the
Harlem Rcnaissance of the 1920s.

The difference, he says, is that the
Harlem Renaissance was “confined
to a section of a big city. Wc spread
out over six stalcs and many moun-
tinranges.. Soif we're going to have
amovementand arenaissance, we're
going (o have o have a home, and
Hindman Sctdement School is that
home."”

‘The mark of this artistic Nourish-
ing, says Jim Wayne Miller (His First,
Best Country; Brier, His Book), is
that Appalachia and the people who
live here “used o be defined hy oth-
ers; now we define ourselves,

For a long time, the rest of the
world's definition of Appalachia was
not always flattering. Harlan native
George Ella Lyon (Come A Tide,
‘Who Walked This Road) considers
the influence outsiders’ opinions of
Appalachia have had on her.

While she was growing up, during
the *War on Poverty™” of the "60s.
Lyon says, “thc image of Appalachia
was a placc which had no culture.
And the images were very negative.

Military installations
of importance in state

‘While early military installations were built 1o protect settlers from Indian
attacks, modern facilitics in the Commonwealth serve as home to the nation’s
fighting forces.

In frontier times, fortified like ugh were neces-
sary to protect settlers from Indian attacks. Established in April, 1775 in
present-day Madison County, Kentucky's first such settlement with stood
numerous assaults, including 1778's Great Siege of Boonesborough. Histo-
rians have called the episode a major military victory, and credit the
Boonesborough pioncers with saving the Kentucky fronticr.

An early Army post, the Newport Barracks were built in 1804 at the
Jjuncture of the Licking and Ohio rivers in northwest Kentucky. Kentucky
troops assembled at the Barracks in 1813 before heading to Canada to defeat
the French and Indians at the Battle of Thames on October 5, 1813, thus
ending fighting in the old northwest. Newport Barracks was also used as a
military prison during the War of 1812, a training center for Mexican War
volunteers, and a Union Army recruiting depot in the Civil Wnr.

In 1942 Camp Breckinridge opened as an infantry training center in Union
County, but served as a prisoner of war camp for 3,000 German soldiers from
1943-46. The camp resumed its training mission during the Korean War,
1950-1954, but was closed by the Army in 1963.

Fort Knox, first used for Army mancuvers in 1902, is best known as the site
of the U.S. gold bullion depository. Located just north of Elizabethtown, Fort
Knox became a permancnt installation in 1916. Today the base is headquar-
ters for the U.S. Army Armor School and the 197th Armored Brigade, a
special tank brigade, and houses the Patton Museum of Cavalry and Armor,
in honor of colorful General George S. Patton Jr.

p ing on the K ky-Ti border, Fort Campbell is home of
the 101st Airborne Division, or "Screaming Eagles.” The 101st was one of the
first units deployed to the Persian Gulf in the Desert Storm Operation, where
its members performed heroically. Elements of the 18th Airbome Division
are also bascd at Fort Campbxll, as well as the Army's Air Assault School.

For four years at McDowell High
School Henry Webb wore number 12
on his basketball jerscy. Year before
1ast, Stacy Moore wore the same num-
ber and last ycar Dougic Hopkins put
on number 12

But after this basketball season no
one will wear number 12 again. Head
basketball coach Johnny Ray Turner
and the McDowell High School re-
tired the number in honor of onc of
the greatest players to come off the
Left Beaver school.

In attendance for the ceremonics
was former school principal and
presentassistantsuperintendent Gary
Frazier, who said he could remember
when Webb first came to McDowell.

"The first time [ saw Henry was
when he came from Allen Central as
ascrawny looking player. I said ‘'who
is this student coming in here from
Allen Central.' I attended one of his
practices and found out that he could
play basketball and I wanted to tell
Coach (Johnny) Martin if he had any-
more like Henry to send them up.”

Frazier said that Webb was the
type of point guard that made the
otherplayers ook good and that Webb
had the privilege of playing forone of
thearea's outstanding coaches, Coach

lurner.

“"Henry had gone on to promi-
nence at Alice Lloyd College and I'm
proud of the kind of young man he
bas turned out to be."

Coach Turner welcomed those
fans who tumed out for the occasion
and expressed his pleasurc at being
able to honor Webb an a special night.

“He's special, as all my pla; 1S
are," said an appreciative coach.
a pleasure to do this for him. All my
players are special in my heart.

"We will retire Henry's number,
number 12, at the end of this basket-
‘ball season. Henry was aplayerand a
leader here at McDowell. He came at
a time to help restore the basketball
tradition at the school. In the three
years that he played for me, he played
with digpity and class and [ am proud
of him tonight."

Coach Turner read off some of the
stats and achievements that was ac-
complished while at McDowell.

“During those years at McDowell,

led the team to a 42-17 record in two
years."

Webb scored over 1,300 points at
McDowell while dishing out over
400 assists and pulling in over 400
rebounds.

He was named to the All-District
and All-Conference feams lwo ycars
straight and was named Co-Player of
the Year in 1988 and Player of the
Year in 1989.

The former McDowell guard was
named Honorable Mention All-Stater
in 1989.

“Henry has continued to bring rec-
ognition and pride o McDowell by
Laking his basketball skills to a higher
level at Alice Lloyd College.” said
Coach Turner,

At Alice Lloyd College in 1992,
Webb set a new individual record at
the Pippa Passes school. He scored
the most pointsin one season, 758; he
had the highest scoring average. 26.2,
which was good for fifth in the na-
tion; he was named to the All-District
and All-Conference team; he led his
team to the number 11 ranking in the

nation; e ied Alice i.loyd Coilege to
a78-31recordin the four years hchas
been at the school

In 1993 the records continue O
arow. e scl the single game scoring
record with S1 points; he set the all-
time scoring record for Alice Lloyd
inJanuary with 1,750 points and now
has aver 1,900 points for his career.

‘Webb is currently third in the na-

tion in scoring, averaging 28.9 points
per game and is the leading candi-
date for Player of the Year in the
NAIA.
