Former Floyd County man shoots

stepdaughter, boyfriend, himself

A formers Floyd County man killed
his stepdaughter and her boyfriend
before killing himself Wednesday
night in Pike County.

Police say that Raymond Lewis,
53, formerly of Daniels Creek, shot
his stepdaughter, Christine Lewis, 43,
one time in the abdomen and David

Chapman, 28, in the lower chest area

with a 12 gauge shotgun. Raymond
Lewis then shot himself in the chest,

River otters find

new home at lake

Paintsville Lake is now home to

25 North American river otters.

‘The otters were released at the

Open Fork boat Ramp in the Morgan
County section of Paintsville Lake

Sauurday as part of a project by the

Kentucky Department of Fish and

Wildlife Resources. Approximately
200 people watched th otters as they

discovered their new home.

Otters require clean, slow moving
water with good cover and an ad-

equate fish supply. They live, prima-
rily, on rough fish, crayfish, mussels

and crustaceans.

‘The release is part of a project to

restore the species in the easter two-

thirds of the state. Itis the third suwaigh
year the department has acquired
North American river otters for re-

lease into the wild.

Pike County Sheriff Charles “Fuzzy”
Keesee said Thursday.

Pike County Coroner Charles
Morris said Tuesday that Christine
Lewis had been shot first and her

body was found near a couch inside
the trailer. Chapman’s body was in-
side his truck near the trailer.

Raymond Lewis’ body was found in

the yard.
Morris said there were no signs of

a struggle inside the trailer.

Raymond Lewis, who lived in a

trailer with Christine Lewis at Sidney
in Pike County, was apparently jeal-
ous of Chapman, Keesee said.

Chapman was visiting the residence
at the time of the shooting, Keesee
added.

“We understand that the two had
been arguing back and forth for some

time,” Keesee said. ““We understand

that possibly there had been some

bad feelings there and we think the
fellow that did the shooting was jeal-
ous of Chapman.”

Morris said that there were chil-
dren present in th trailer at the time

of the shooting and that two children

were cyc-witnesses to the shooting.
Morris said he did not know who the

child&#39 parents were.

The Lewis’ moved to Pike County
approximately three years ago,

Keesee said.

All three were pronounced dead at

the scene by Pike County Coroner

Charles Morris.

The incident is under investiga-
tion by the Pike County Sheriff’s

Department and Kentucky State Po-

lice.

Sword and two teachers then ap-

proached the teen and casually walked
him into the principal’s office, away
from the other students and faculty,

he said.

The student admitted having the

weapon, Sword said, and explained
that he had brought it to the school to
trade with another party, notan Allen

Central student, for motorcycle parts.
The student did not realize he was

doing anything wrong, Sword said,
and at no time threatened anyonc’s
life. The gun was not loaded.

An altercation between two stu-

dents on Wednesday, although re-

ported to Floyd County Board of

Education Superintendant Dr.

Stephen Towler, was not related to

the handgun incident, Neither, Sword

said, was a minor fire set in one of the
school’s hallways later Wednesday
afternoon.

Martin council eyes plan to

roll back city utility charges

The Martin City Council had wa-

ter, or at least water service, on the

brain al its regular meeting Wednes-

day evening for the first reading of a

proposed ordinance regulating Mar-

tin city utilities.

Councilman Denzil Halbert told

members of the council that he felt

many of the city’s ulilities charges
are too high, prohibiting prospective
new residents from moving into the

city limits.
Halbert sa that hig fees for con-

necting gas water, cable and tcle-

phone lines, coupled with the first

month’s rent and security deposit on

a house or apartment, were hable to

discourage people from moving into

the cit at all. Halben added that his

extensive studies show that approxi-
mately 90 percent of the city’s water

customers who are delinquenton their

bills are long-time residents, not“tran-

sients.””

I think we ought to draw people
into the city,” Halbert said, “not run

them off.”

Halbert recommended locking
water and gas meters when custom-

ers disconnect services, rather than

taking the meters outcompletely. This

measure would reduce costs for both

the city and potential new customers,

Halbert said.
Councilman E.P. Grigsby, Sr., said

that the city’s water tap-on fees, al-

though lower than those of many
other Floyd County municipal uulity

services, were still too high.
A proposed ordinance regulating

city utility fees and services will be

read in itsentirety and discussed again
at the next Martin City Council meet-

ing before adoption.
Among other topics discussed at

Monday’s meeting:
+ the council voted unanimously

to donate $300 to the Martin Junior

Pro basketball all-star team. The

funds, donated at the request of coach

Carl Crisp, are to cover travel and

lodging costs for the team’s road

games.
+ The council tabled discussion on

the fate of the city’s old police build-

ing until the next meeting. Council

members agreed to tour the building
and study all alternatives before de-

ciding whether to rentit, sell it or tear

it down.

White Cloud Mining was involved

ina lawsuit in 1991 regarding certain

mineral rights owned by Elk Horm.

A part of the settlement in that case,

White Cloud given three

lease toexclusively mine certain min-

erals on Cow Creck

The lease was contingent upon
White Cloud entering into a third

Party coal purchase agreement. White
Cloud negotiated the coal purchase

contractand Eik Horn agreed to enter

into the lease agreement with While

Cloud.

The agreement gave White Cloud

60 days to re-open the closed mine

and begin mining before royalty pay-
ments would be duc. Elk Hom termi-

nated the lease for lack of payment of

royalties before the 60 days had ex-

pired.
‘Th jury found that Elk Horm acted

toward White Cloud with “oppres-
sion, fraud or malice” and failed to

exhibit good faith in the negotiation
and performance of the lease.

After lengthy deliberauons, the

jury awarded White Cloud $500,000
in punitive damages and $1,507,500
in compensatory damages.

Floyd Disuict Judge Danny P.
Caudill stepped down Thursday in

the case of a Knott County woman

accused of harassing her ex-

husband’s fiancée in what has been
called a case of “fatal attraction.”

Caudill told the defendant,
Henrieua Criggcr, that he had learned

she was allegin that the case against
her was politically motivated and that

Caudill was in some way related to

Crigger’s ex-husband, Quentin Henry
Scott.

Caudill stressed that all such ru-

mors were unsubstantiated, and that

although he was barely acquainted
with Scott, who served a brief stint as

a Floyd County deicctive, he was in

no way related w either Scott or the

accuser, Darnell Combs.
Caudill said that his offer to step

down was issued only so that there
would be no appearance of impropri-

ety whatsoever because of his ac-

quaintance with Scott. Caudill had
offered to step down from the case on

three occasions.

Caudill said that although he was

stepping down from the case, all bond

provisions and restraining orders

against Crigger remain in force.

Crigger appeared before Caudill

Thursday on a contempt of court

charge, levied against her after she

was late for trial on the harassment

charges.
Crigger, who earlier held off Ken-

tucky State Police and Floyd and

Knou County sheriff&#39; deputies with

a shotgun when they tried Lo serve her

with an arrest warrant, faces trial for
three counts of telephone communi-

cations harassment, one countofcon-

tempt of coun; one count of tamper-
ing with a witness; one count of sec-

ond-degree wanton endangerment;
and one count of resisting arrest.

Scott alleges that, since the

couple’s divorce, Criggerhas stalked,

Obeying the Law can be a nighunare, though. A

bill introduced last year by Rep. Dan Rostenkowski,

D-ILL, offers a good starting point for charting a saner

course

It would simplify the process by allowing Social

Security taxes to be filed by employers with their

income tax returms: the paperwork would be done

annually instead of quarterly, The bill also would

increase from $50 per quarter to $300 the level at

which Social Security taxes kick in. The current

Unreshold, set in the 1950s, is absurdly low. Boosting
it too high, however, would defeat the purpose of

Social Security.
Some people worry that these efforts could back-

fire and penalize welfare recipients who do occa-

sional day work. That extra bit of income can make

a big difference for families — it buys clothes and

school supplies that welfare checks don’t adequately
cover, Usually, however, the income from day work

is too small and too unreliable to substitute for

welfare

However, if government workers get wind of it,

recipients may risk losing benefits. The solution is

not to dilute Social Security laws but to loosen

welfare rules. Encourage initiative b letting recipi-
ents keep some earings. Indeed, many people would

say thal’s the surest way to help welfare recipients
become self-sufficient. — The Courier-Journal

Bradley&# peculiar circumstances involve his law

practice. About 95 percent of that practice consists of

representing clients before state agencies. But the

Bradley, serving the public& interest, retired from

practicing law and voted for the ethics reform —

because it was the right thing to do.

Tuesday night, Rep. Charles Gevenden proposed
an amendment that significanUy weakened the re-

strictions on lawmakers representing clients before

Slate agenc! ‘The amendment, approved by the

committee, eliminated the prohibition on legislators
appearing before the Public Service Commission on

behalf of clients.

Geveden, a lawyer from Wickliffe, told the com-

mittee thal one of his clients is a small rural utility
cooperative regulated by the PSC.

These are only two examples of the kinds of

choices that legislators will be making as they enact

an ethics bill. But in all these choices, the real issue

will be the same. In the end, the strength of the reform

will be determined by bow many legislators are

willing, as Bradley is, to place the public’s interest

before their own. — Lexington Herald-Leader

Perspective

with House Majority Floor Leader

Rep Gregory D. Stumbo

Members of the Kentucky Gen-

eral Assembly have concluded the

first week of a special session to

consider ethics legislation. Attempt-

ing to govern oneself is a difficult

task. Ethics, its meaning and its rami-

fications are not as defined as many

other issues we are required to ad-

dress.

But legislators are reacting admi-

tably toa tough task which makes my

job as Majority Floor Leader much

easier. My colleagues are eager and

ready to d the right thing in regard to

establishing ethics perimeters. What-

ever the final result, I believe the

General Assembly will emerge from

this experience motivated and re-

dedicated to honestly representing
our constituents. When the legisla-
tion law, the general public,

as well as legislators will know the

defined boundaries and will be com-

fortable working within those.

The House of Representatives just
received the legislation from the Sen-

ate and will spend the better part of

this week fine-tuning portions of it.

Major decisions will be made on how

much money an individual legislator
should receive from a Political Ac-

tion Committee for campaign pur-

poses; how specific lobbyist report-
ing requirements should be; and

should the ethics law mandate that a

legislator never take anything of value

from a lobbyist—not even a cup of

coffee.

The complicated issue also re-

quircs defining who is alobbyist. We

are considering whether lobbyists
should include the many unpaid citi-

zens’ activists. And, also if and when

former legislators should become lob-

byists.
Finally, we must decide if the leg-

islation should pertain only to legis-
lators or if it will apply to local gov-

emment officials.

Education technology is also on

th call of this special session. I am

sponsoring the bill now before the

House of Representatives. Specifi-
cally, the Education Cabinet is ask-

ing that the cap placed upcn the com-

puter development portion of KERA

(Kentucky Education Reform Act)
be lifted so that the program can

continue its pregress toward full

implementation for students’ use in

the classroom, While some legisla-
tors expressed doubts regarding the

removal of the financial cap during a

critical fiscal time, we must keep in

mind that the Governor as well as

legislators have repeatedly expressed
support for KERA and have consis-

tently shown adamantcy that nothing
stand in the way of the continued

implementation of the major facits of

the reform. And, the classroom com-

puter portion of KERA is perceived
as an essential part of its success,

especially regarding children’ s learn-

ing enhancement, The bill, as we will

vote on it, has increased oversight
from the Finance Cabinet and the

Legislature. After intense discussion

by legislators, the bill finally was

approved by the House Committee

on Appropriations and Revenue and

the entire membership of the House

will vote on th bill this week.

INTRODUCTION

This document has been adopted
b the Floyd County Board of Educa-

tion. The plan was prepared by the

Local Planning Committee (PC).
The LPC was formed following the

process required by state regulations
and includes elected members repre-

senting teachers, building adminis-

trators, parents, the Board of Educa-

tion, central office, and the commu-

nity. The Superintendent of Schools,
Dr. Stephen Towler, was also a non-

voting member. The LP utilized the

services of Kenneth Brooks and As-

sociates to facilitate the planning pro-
cess. The LPC also employed Randy
Burchett and Associates Architects

to provide the required forms regard-
ing building evaluations and cost es-

umates.

‘The LPC has metregularly through
the fall and winter to prepare the plan.
The LPC was chaired by Mr. Jody
Sword. Mr. Paul Hughes served as

Vice-Chair, The complete roster of

members is included as Appendix A.

carly task for the LPC was to

conduct three public forums. The first

was held on Dec. 6, 1992 at 2:15 pm
at McDowell High School. The sec-

ond was on Dec, 7, 1992 at 6:00 pm

at Duff Elementary. The final forum

was held at Allen Elementary at 6:00

pm on Dec. 10, 1992. All were adver-

tised in the local paper. All were in

accessible facilities. The three loca-

tions are geographically spread
through out the county. LPC mem-

bers conducted each forum. The re-

sults were shared with any members

not in attendance.

The LPC also visited every school

in the district to see the quality of

facilities. While this effort took the

majority of three days, the group felt
it was very valuable.

Th task of the LPC was to formu-

late a short and long range plan that

adequately meets the need for facili-

ties in Floyd County. Such a task is

not easy. The needs are almost over-

whelming, and the constraints

monumental.

Nevertheless, the PC and Board

of Education feel comfortable that

the plan as described on the follow-

ing pages will allow all needs to be

met. Unfortunately, funds do not per-
mit needs to be addressed as quickly
as desired.

Itshouldalso be noted that through
out the efforts and deliberations of

the LPC, numerous votes were taken

on matters big and small. On every
vote taken by the LPC, the decision

was reached with a clear consensus.

‘There were no close votes during the

course of the lengthy deliberations.

Th vote o the final plan was unani-

mous.

The district also has significant
needs related to support and manage-

ment facilities. A central office should

be acquired or built new. The exist-

ing facility was abandoned when the

new Prestonsburg High School was

built in the fifties and has served as a

temporary location for almost four

decades. A new cenwal storage facil-

ity is needed, A wash bay anda body
repair bay should be added to the

‘Transportation Center.
The district also needs to expand

athletic facilities at all high schools.

These need to be developed as dis-

cretionary projects when local dis-

trict or private funding permits. The

ideal development would be to use

local school district money to supple-
ment privately raised funding for

these facilities. While each high
school needs different facilities, all

need significantimprovementin their

facilities to support programs desired.

The Floyd County Schools has a

relatively high property tax rate. The

district has raised the property tax

rate to the tier one level, but the state

bas not yet met the full matching that

was promised and expected. The best

hope for improving facilities for stu-

dents in Floyd County immediately
will be for the state to fully fund the

tier one rate. In the future, the local

board might also wish to consider a

utility tax tomore quickly meeLneeds

rather than relying almost exclusively
on increased state funding to upgrade

facilities.

In the process of developing this

plan, the LPC observed a number of

situations about which they wished

to comment. In the plan materials

there is an extensive commentary
intendedas suggestions for the Board

of Education. They generally go well

beyon the typical scope of the LPC

as defined by state regulations so

they are offered as advice and com-

ment.

SCHOOL DISTRICT PROFILE
Appendix B includes the School

District Profile. The profile notes a

desired organizational framework of

It is important to note

that Floyd County has never had at-

tendance boundaries that are fixed.

FINANCIAL EVALUATION

Appendix H includes financial

data for th district including the Cost

of Delivery of Services to Students

and the date provided by the fiscal

agent. Study of the district&#39; financial

picture indicates that the local board

of education has only about

$17,000,000 with which to work in

the foreseeable future. Of this three

committed and under way projects
will consume about $7,000,000.
These projects are the third phase of

South Floyd High School (the gym-

nasium and band room), 6 science

classrooms and industrial technol-

ogy classroom at Adams Middle

School, and a major new facility at

Betsy Layne Elementary.

*Duff Middle school to serve 450;

* South Floyd High to serve 550.
This will create facilities at each

level that are similar in size. At the

elementary level buildings will range
from 300 to 550 students. Middle

school will serve 450 to 600 pupils.
The high school will vary from 550 to

800 students. This small range will

make it easier to achieve fiscal and

program equity. With completion of

all the work outlined, the facilities

will be equitable as well.

This plan will also get all facilities

outof the flood plain in an acceptable
way except for the gym at Betsy
Layne Elementary. This gym is used

by the high school. It would be desir-

able to investigate options such as

flood walls, dikes, and levies. This

building is unique and valuable. If it

can be saved, that would certainly be

desirable. If it can not be protected,
the district should plan to replace this

gym at some point in the future.

‘The plan proposed does take into

account locations of students. Build-

ings have been placed to minimize

busing time and distances as well as

gather together sufficient numbers of

Students to have reasonably sized

schools.

Another attribute of the plan is

that, while there are some minor ex-

ceptions, a feeder system is created

“linking y schools, middle

schools, and high schools. This link-

age should enhance efforts to tie to-

gether programs between levels. Tim-

ing of the plan is critical and some-

what complicated. Following isa list-

ing of the step that need to occur in

order:

Betsy Layne High. As is obvious

from th plan, it will be practical to

create middle schools in temporary
settings (Martin Elementary,

McDowell campus, Melvin Elemen-

tary, and Betsy Layne Elementary in

the immediate funire). This will en-

hance these programs to have these

middle school swdents located in fa-

cilities even if the facililics are not

ideal. Just grouping these students

together and not treating them as cl-

ementary students should help their

programs considerably. The general
location of new facilities is rather

apparent from the names and L lo-

cation comments included elsewhere.

Following is arecap of new sites to be

acquired and location comments:

Maytown/Mantin—in this area;

Prestonsburg High—locate a site

Not included in this discussion is

the central office project. While a

priority four, this protect must be

dealt with immediately. This is not to

imply that the LPC sees the central

office as more im, it than class-

rooms for students. Rather, the cen-

tral office is a dangerous and un-

healthful place. While the preference
would be to devote efforts towards

spaces used by students, the central

office is literally in a situation where

it must be abandoned quickly since it

is already literally falling in on em-

ployees. The LPC recommends that

the current central office be at least

partially abandoned immediately be-

fore staff are further endangered by
the collapse of the facility around

them. Further, the LPC would sug-

gest that rental options be used to

temporarily house some or all of the

staff. Finally, the LPC recommends

that the board acquire or build anew

facility for the central office within

the next three years. Renting is nota

good solution but seems unavoidable

for a brief period.
This plan is an ambitious one.

Anything less will not meet the needs

of the county.

ADVICE AND COMMENTARY

As noted earlier in this document,

the LPC in the course of planning
noted a number of times the desire of

offering to the Floyd County Board

of Education a number of comments

that go beyond the purview of the

LPC. They are offered in an effort to

be helpful to the board. The LPC

would be delighted to discuss any or

all of them with the board at any time.

Preparation for Technology
(Lech. Prep.)

This program needs to be fostered.

and expanded. It is a state operated
program at the high school level, but

every effort should be taken to en-

courage program expansion.

Safety at Harold

This building is located very close

to a major four-lane highway. Even

though it will be abandoned shortly
we hope, it would be wise to see if the

state has available portable concrete

barriers that could be placed at the

edg of the highway shoulder to offer

at least limited protection.

Sites

Floyd County has a number of

sites similar to McDowell.
McDowell is located in a popula-

tion pocket and on a major traffic

route. It also is board owned, reason-

ably large, and relatively flat. Possi-

bly mostimportant, itincludesa large
gym, cafeteria, and kitchen inneed of

renovation but above the flood plain,
a nearly new classroom building
above the flood plain, and three el-

ementary buildings in need of reno-

vation but in the flood plain. Rather

than abandon the site because it is in

the flood plain, the LPC strongly
encourages the board to consider pro-

tecting the site with a flood wall,
dike, levy, or similar barrier to flood-

ing. The LPC has investigated this

option with professional assistance

in the limited time available. Based

o this review, it would appear a cost

effective and practical solution at

McDowell. It may also be applicable
at Betsy Layne Gymnasium and El-

ementary, Prestonsburg Elementary,
and other sites.

High School Outdoor

Athletic Facilities

The LPC understands and notes

that such facilities must be built with

local, discretionary funding. The LPC

also recognizes that these facilities

are important elements of a high
school program. The LPC encour-

ages the board to plan on having
equitable facilities at each of the four

high schools. Following isa listing of

the facilities that should be provided:
football/soccer/track/stadium, foot-

ball/soccer practice field, baseball,
softball, and tennis. It may not be

possibl or even desirable to develop
the facilities at each site in exactly the

same order. The goal needs to be to

develop all fout sites simultaneously
and fully. The LPC would suggest
that th initial order of development
might be as follows: Allen Central
track first, new athletic sites includ-

ing football stadiums at Prestonsburg
and South Floyd second, and Betsy
Layne track third. It would also be

desirable for the board to encourage
the use of private funds for these

projects by agreeing to supplement
privately raised dollars with board

funds. This is the simation at Allen

Central and is the rationale for listing
it first. Efforts by boosters and par-
ents should be encouraged by board.

support. It should als be noted that

these facilities are intended to sup-

port high school physical education

and extracurricular teams, butanum-

ber of them will have use with high
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school students and the community
terms of life time sports. It goes

without saying that the site at South

Floyd will not support fields. It will

be for the board to acquire
additional land and this might require

it be condemned. The reality that

decisions in th past by others caused

this school site to be by any measure

unreasonably expensive should not
be used as an excuse to deny students

needed fields. The I .PC cannot change
decisions already made, but it does

encourage the board to take the mea-

sures necessary to complete that

project.

Canopies
As buildings and even portables

are placed on school sites in Floyd
County, the LPC would encourage
the board to include canopies to pro-
tect students as they travel from bus

loading to schools or between build-

ings on sites. With the flow between

classrooms and other spaces now a

part of educational programs in the

county, it is not reasonable to expect
students and staff to dash through
inclement weather. Canopie are not

very good but so long as portables
and disjointed facilities are a part of

the school district, they seem aneces-

sary measure.

Four Room Addition at Clark

The board is encouraged to add a

small addition (not more than four

rooms) at Clark to allow Auxier to be

closed, This should be done as quickly
as possible after the addition at Ad-

ams which will accommodate the

Auxier middle school students. Such

a move will reduce operating costs

for th district significantly as wellas

provide better facilities for the stu-

dents impacted. It will be critical for

the design professionals involved to

plan the other work expected at Clark

so as to insure that the immediate

small addition works very effectively
as apart ofmore long range planning.

Betsy Layne High School and

Middle School Sites

It would be ideal to have these

adjacent. Such an arrangement would

be good for the sharing of staff, flex-

ibility of moving students as needed,
and simplifying transportation. The

LPC would suggest that the board

investigate the reacquisition of the

mine training site and the acquisition
of the other property on the road

adjacent to the high school site. If

acquired, this would be the ideal site

for the middle school. Condemna-
tion should be considered and started

immediately so as to have the site

available by the time construction is

to begin.

Community Involvement

Concerns have been raised about

decisions related to architects, engi-
neers, construction managers, and site

selection. To help insure that these

decisions are made in ways that are

reasonable, cost effective, and docu-

mented, the LPC would recommend

that the board of education use the

services of the LPC. The LPC would

take responsibility for reviewing the

options, documenting the choices, and

making a recommendation in public
session to the board. This would pro-
vide the board with good information

and a clear cut recommendation on

which to take action. The LPC recog-
nizes that the board must make these

decisions but may need help in reach-

ing the best decision and we would

like to provide that help

Educational

Specifications (Ed Specs)
The LPC would suggest that the

district involve the district staff as

well as the community in planning of

projects. Teachers and professional
staff should develop detailed ed specs
for each project. The process of writ-

in these should involve the site based

council if the project is an addition,

renovation, or replacement of aschool

where a site based council is opera-
tional. These ed specs should be re-

viewed by a district wide group be-

fore adoption by the board. The LPC

would be delighted to serve in this

capacity as well. Ultimately, the board

should not allow an architect to begin
design services until a completed and

approved set of educational specifi-
cations is available for a project.

Joel Tanner Hart (1810-1877), born near Winchester and self-educated,

became one of America’s most renowned sculptors.
Hant first made a living building stone walls and chimneys, and became

interested in sculpting while working in a Lexington marble yard. There he

met sculptor Shobal Vail Clevenger, who was working on a bust of Henry

Clay. The inspired Hart decided to try his hand with the chisel, and turned out

a bust of Cassius Clay. This effort was followed b a bust of Andrew Jackson,

crafted from life.

Encouraged by early recognition for his work, Hart honed his craft,

studying statuary around the country and creating more busts. In 1846 he

agreed to create a life-size statue of Henry Clay for the Ladies’ Clay
Association of Richmond, Virginia. The marble statue, largely crafted after

Hart moved to Florence, Italy in 1849, was completed in 1859. He made two

copies of the original statue, one of which is displayed in the rouunda of the

Jefferson County courthouse.

Other famous Hart pieces include a bust of John J. Crittenden, Angelin
1 Penseroso, and Woman Triumphant, which Hart was working on at the time

of his death.

First buried in Florence, his body was reinterred in Frankfort in 1885.
