The lawsuit, filed by Pikeville at-
tomey Larry Webster, also claims
that the fired officers’ due process of
rights were violated because the three
commissioners investigated com-
plaints made against the two officers
and later voted to fire them.

“The city commissioners of
Wheelwright, Kentucky were wit-
nessesto the alleged events described
in the complaints against the plain-
tiffs, acted as the prosecution at the

dapolicy last year
that prohibited city police from an-
swering complaints outside city lim-
its unless it was an emcrgency in-
volving a life or death situation.

City commissioner Allen Taylor
and Mayor Kenneth Johnson are also
named in the civil suit, but no dam-
ages are being sought against the
two.

Allen Taylor and Kenneth
Johnson are made parties hercto be-
cause of their official positions but
no relief is sought against them as
individuals for the reason that they
were not part of any conspiracy
against the plaintiffs, did not vote to
terminate the plaintiffs, and did not
participate in any violations of the
plaintiff’s due process.”

The marathon effort 1o bring live
horse racing to Floyd County for the
first time in the state's 200-year his-
tory sailed over yet another hurdle
Wednesday aftemoon thanks to its
one-time opponent, the Kentucky
Racing Commission.

Site-owners Jack Absher Sr. and
Hobart Potter were unwilling o per-
form the additional work, which
would have cost an estimated
$300,000-3400,000, for the agreed-

Local woman remembers
role in Big Sandy bus crash

February 28, 1958 is a date that
will never be erased from the minds
of the Shenault family

On that day 35-years ago 26 Floyd
County school children and a driver
were killed in the nation's worst
school-bus accident.

The Shenaults, now residents of
Harrodsburg, were safely at home
when Bus No. 27 plunged off U.S. 23
in Prestonsburg into the flooded
Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy River,
killing 27 passengers. But they suf-
fered along with the rest of the
Prestonsburg community. They suf-
fereda loss of friends and loved ones

The details of the tragedy and the
60-day search for the bodics are still
fresh in their minds.

“I'll carry it with me even 1o my
grave,” said JoAnn Shenault Morgan
of Harrodsburg. "My (twin) sister
(VeraLynn Shenauit of Harrodsburg)
and 1 both will."”

The sisters, who were fourth grad-
ers in Prestonsburg in 1958, lost dear
friends in the accident

During TeleFund *93, the on-air
membership campaign which con-
tinues through March 21, KET hopes
to raisc $350,000 for the purchase
and production of ils programs and
services.

However you feel about Costain
Coal’s effort to set up a coal ash land-
fill in Floyd County, you had to be
struck by a statement Jack McNicol
made in a guest column in Monday's
edition of the Appalachian News-Ex-
press. The Costain vice president said
the coal industry feels sometimes “like
an unwanted orphan. Citizens want
the final product of our labors ... but
they would rather not tolerate our pres-
ence.”

Interesting. And the more we think
about the statement the more we're
touched by it.

Hardly anyone in these hills does
not have a present family member or
an ancestor who worked directly with
coal. Chances are if your family is
from this part of the country, your
father, your grandfather or your greal-
grandfather worked in oraround a coal
mine. Perbaps you are or were aminer,
or you're married to one. If you're a
merchant, a doctor, alawyer, a teacher
or an ad salesman, your living is based
in coal.

Yet, most of us act as if we're
ashamed of coal. We complain about
everything associated with coal — the
color, the dust, the trucks, the roads,
thetipples, everything. We' veall heard
miners characterized as ignorant; the
idea that mining is an honorable way
o make a living and that most miners
today thoughtfully choose to be min-
ers is ignored. Owners are often char-
acterized as greedy and irresponsible,
yet we cagerly take their money for
our roads, schools and parks, and we
refuse 1 update our image of them
from a half-century ago.

I's apparently casy for some to
blame our region’s ills on coal. Our

economy fluctuates regularly with the
fortunes of the coal industry, but that’s
not unusual anywhere in the world. A
few companies have been villainous in
terms of the environment and safety,
but they are not the norm. The trucks
do damage our roads, but their taxes
have built miles of roads that would
not have otherwise been built What
we have because of coal is far more
significant in the long haul.

We Eastern Kentuckians need to
take pride in our coal industry. That
doesn’tmean we should avert our eyes
when it errs. But it does mean we
should be grateful for what our hills
offer and for the ability to make them
uscful. And instead of continuing this
mad scrambile to give away our people
and our land to small manufacturers,
we should be doing whatever we can to
bolster what we already have, wming
some of that development money into
altracting coal-related industry and
helping our own businesspeople who
work with coal.

East Kentucky coal warms and
brightens lives around the globe. It
sends kids to college. It pays the sala-
ries of cashiers, florists and govern-
ment workers. It sustains us. We are its
people.

Rather than considering it an un-
wanted orphan, we need to claim it for
what it is — a vital part of our family.

Yabba dabba don’t

Federal regulators have put disingenuous broad-
casters on notice: Palming off cartoons like “The
Jetsons™ and “Ihe FFlintstones™ as educational pro-
gramming is no laughing matter.

I'he welcome word that educational requirements
will be more stringenty policed, coupled with recent
delays in renewing licenses for offending stations,
signals that, after 12 years of Reaganesque laissez-
fuire, the Federal Communications Commission is
serious

Some broadeasters complain that unregulated
cable TV will gain an edge in children’s program-
ming. And whatever happened to freedom of the
press? But broadcasting on public airwaves is a
lucrative privilege, not a right. Those who have the
privilege should play by the rules

The rule in this case is the Children’s Television
Act, 4 1990 law requiring that stations demonstrate
their commitment o the educational needs of chil-
dren as a condition of license renewal every five
years, It was intentionally crafled 1o be vague. Offi-
cials were rightly wary of dictating specific content
or hard-and-fast ratios of time (o be spent educaling
versus entertaining. Guidelines like that would cross
the First Admendment line.

But broadcasters trying to sell “Superboy” and
“Leave It 10 Beaver” as educational shows have
already crossed a line. — Condensed editorial from
Newsday, reprinted in the Lexington-Herald Leader

Campaigns for governor
are, mercifully, on hold

Call us crazy, but we like the idea of a breather
between gubernatorial clection campaigns.

Othersdisagree. The debate in Frankfortis whether
folks who want 1o test the waters for a 1995 guberna-
torial campaign can dip their toes before naming
their running mates for lieutenant governor.

In a sensible decision, the Kentucky Registry of
Election Finance says that no one can raisc or spend
money without first naming a running mate. The
candidate doesn’t have 1 name that person unul
January 1995, four months before the primary.

But for obvious reasons, and in the spirit of

politics-as-usual, some candidates are antsy 10 lay
their groundwork without naming a running mate.
That means they want to lest their message and raise
money for 1995 on the same kind of schedule candi-
dates followed in the past.

But the past is no more. As state Senator Michacl
R. Moloney said, shortening campaigns was exactly
the idea behind requiring candidates for govemor
and liculenant governor o run as a slate. Voters
approved a conslitutional amendment in November
that requires the slating.

Some people at the registry now worry that “un-
derground” campaigning has begun. They sbould
worry more about enforcing the rule they wrote o
mect the spirit of the constitutional amendment.

If the campaigning must begin, let it begin with
the gubernatorial hopefuls fullowing the new rule
and naming their their running mates. [f we're lucky,
they won'Crush into anything. — Lexingion Herald

EKU course relates Appalachian
culture to health care services

It’s enough, Anne Blakeney says,
to be technically proficientin provid-
ing health care services.

Providers should be equally aware
and respective of the customs and
culture of the region they're serving.

That's why Blakeney, an associ-
ate professor in Eastern Kentucky
University's Department of Occupa-
tional Therapy, teaches a course en-
titled “Providing Health Services in
Appalachia.”

But this is not another do-good
outsider. Blakeney's family roots run
deep in East Tennessee. And she has
scen 100 many health care profes-
sionals make derogatory, insulting
comments about Appalachians, East-
em Kentuckians in particular.

It's more than a matter of wounded
pride

Y ou can learn techniques all day
long,” she said, “but if you can't
deliver them, it's no good. How ef-
fective we are depends on how well
we comimunicate, and that depends
on an understanding of the patient’s
culture.”

All o often, she believes, cul-
twral prejudice based on stereotyped
imagcs of Appalachians poses a bar-
rier 10 good medical care. Sometimes
the stumbling block is nothing more
than differences in language or dia-
lect; other tmes, the biascs run deep

Blakeney remembers one non-
hian student who completed

‘lass, but went away unchanged
in her conviction that all mountain
folk were strange, ignorant or lazy.

Thal's the exception, however
Many non-Aj students have

Once, Blakeney's class was com-
posed entirely of Appalachian stu-
dents—*Ilearned as much from them
as they did from me"—but, oddly,
the opposite is true this semester.
Blakeney wonders if Appalachian
students are hesitant to confront the
stereotypes about their homeland
along with their more urban class-
mates.

One mountain student who did
cnroll wrote in her evaluation that the
class “made me proud, not ashamed,
of my heritage. In the past, | was
more inclined to blame Appalachians
for their problems with jobs, educa-
tion and health care. Now 1 firmly
believe that those who have sterco-
typed Appalachians as ignorant,
rowdy, poor, backward and shiftles
have not thoroughly examined them-
selves and their own surroundings.

Charlie Sizemore to give concertat PCC

‘When Charlie Sizemore firstcame
to Prestonsburg Community College
in 1986, he thought he would be out
of place. He had been a professional
musician for over adecade and didn’t
know what kind of a college student
be might be. After a semester of all
“A's, he was as hooked on education
as he was on bluegrass music. In fact,
he was such a good student that he
became presidentof the local chapter
of Phi Theta Kappa, the two year
college equivalentof Phi Beta Kappa.

When he completed his degree at
PCC, he transferred to UK at Lexing-
ton, but he also continued his musical
career, forming his own band. He
returned to PCC to perform in the
Taculty Follies and even talked of
giving a concert to raise fumds for
scholarships. On April 2, he willkeep
his promise. He will give a concertin
PCC’sPike Auditorium with the pro-
ceeds going to provide scholarships
for needy students .

Like many Eastern Kentuckians,
music for Charlie is a family tradi-
tion: “The first music I cver heard
was my daddy playing banjo around
the house.” His fatheralsohad alarge
collection of blucgrass records, but
he hated modemn country music. “Tra-
ditional bluegrass was all I ever
heard,” said Charlie.

He became a semi-professional at
the age of 13 when he began playing
and singing in a local bluegrass band
on Puncheon Creek. Performing in
the mid-70’s with regional bluegr:
favorites, the Goins Brothers, Charlie
found himself opening a show fer his
hero, bluegrass patriarch Ralph
Stanley. Stanley liked what he heard
and offered Sizemore, then 17, a job

in his band.

“The Stanley Brothers were al-
ways my favorites,” said Sizemore
“Asalittle kid I would tell everybody
1 was going to grow up and play with
the Stanley Brothers. I never envi-
sioned doing anything else. I think a
lot of people just laughed it off. The
day Ralph called me and told me I
had the job was the pinnacle of my
bluegrass music existence.”

After nearly a decade on the road,
Charlie felt the magic fade. So he
came home to Magoffin County and
registered at PCC. Now, he has com-
pleted his undergraduate degree in
history and is working on a master’s
degreein political science. How these
two go together is a mystery even 0
him.

“I'm on the backside of 30 now,
and have essentially been a journey-
man musician all my life,” he said. “I
don’t know where or even if music
and academics fit together.

He said if 1
reported child abuse, I would have to
go to trial and testify against Tracy's
parents—so I backed down. Abby, I
have regretted that decision all my
life.

lleftteaching toraise a family, but
1 have followed the progress of some
of my former students—ithrough
honor roll achievements and also
through police reports. Tracy became
a runaway by age 11—and she was
later arrested at age 13 for prostitu-
tion, The year after I failed to report
Tracy's abuse, legislation was passed
10 protect those who report problems.

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Bourbon State Backs
Temperance

Ironically, Kentucky wasa strong-
hold of the temperance movement,
although the state has long been
known for the quality and quantity of
the whiskey it produces.

Kentucky first regulated alcohol
in 1793, requiring taverns to have
liquor licenses. In the first half of the
19th century, temperance organiza-
tions blossomed, including the Ken-
tucky Legislative Temperance Soci-
ety; the Washington Society, founded
by a group of former alcoholics, and
the Knights of Temperance.

The Civil War temporarily halted
the movement, but the era following
the war was marked by a loosening of
morals and an increasing fondness
for whiskey. Likewise, the temper-
ance movement found new followers
in groups such as the Order of the
Good Templars, organized in Lex-
ington, and the Women’s Christian
Temperance Union. Covington
hosted the General Temperance
Revival in 1869.

One legendary leader hailed from
Kentucky. Carry Nation was born
Carry Moore on November 25, 1846
in Garrard County. Carry developed
her hatred of liquor after her first
husband, Dr. Charles Gloyd, died of
alcoholism. She then married David
Nation and moved to Kansas, where
her anti-liquor crusade gained na-
tional prominence. Wielding her
trademark hatchet, she led a group of
women to demolish a Wichita saloon
in December 1900. Despite numer-
ous arrests for violence, she contin-
ued to denounce alcohol and wobacco
until her death in 1911.

National prohibition was enacted
in 1920, but bootleg liquor flourished
in both city and country. In urban
areas, revelers flocked to “speak-
easys” to slake their taste for alcohol.
Rural moonshine runners made big
money outsmarting federal agents,
and furthered the stereotype of jug
and shotgun-toting mounltaineers.

Prohibition was repealed in 1933,
but in 1950 more than 90 of
Kentucky's 120 counties wereclosed
woalcohol. In one of the contrasts that
mark the Commonwealth, many
counties remain dry today, despite
the stale’s importance as a distilling
center.

The boys' 15th Region Basketball
