Deputy education commissioner

Dave Thomas; Mike Luscher, direc-

tor of facilities management for the

st architect Paul Hoffman; con-

strudtion manager Sam Martin and

several representatives from Martin’s

office met with Smith on July to

review all the construction projects
in the county.

Questions about the gym renova-

tion arose earlier this month when it

was discovered that a construction

management contract existed on the

project.
Smith announced last June that

the gym renovation project had been

scaled back and that the services of a

construction manager (CM) were not

needed.
When it was noticed last month

that the board of education was pay-

ing aCM, Martin Engineering, on the

gym project, Floyd County superin-

State budget shortfall could

be big trouble at local levels

A$70 million budget shortfall for

the 1992-1993 fiscal year has

prompted Governor Brereton Jones

to request a budge cut for all state

agencies, in turn prompting the Ken-

tucky County Judge’s Association to

file suit agains the state.

Atthe beginning of the fiscal year,
all state agencies were asked to re-

serve two percentof their 1992-1993

operating budgets in anticipation of a

budget shortfall.

Jone’s spokesman, Kevin Hable,

announced this week that the state

would have to keep those funds in

order to balance the state budget in

acordance with state law.

Hable blamed the budget shortfall

on exhorbitant health-care costs,

don’t just do that verbally. Even if a

verbal statement were made, it
wouldn&#39; have any meaning or sig-

nificance because you can&# operate
that way.

When the meeting concluded,

Smith said Thomas and Luscher told

him to proceed with all the construc-

ton projects as planned.
“That day was basically a general

review of all the projects that were

ongoing at the time that were still just
hanging and open,” Smith said. “We

were just visiting the sites so every-

body would be familiar with what

was going on. I don’t have any notes

or anything on that because it just
simply wasn’t that kind of meeting.”

Local board members were not

informed about the meeting because

it was a review of the projects and no

changes had been made, Smith ex-

plained.
Smith remembers telling the board

of education last June that a CM
would not be needed on the project

and he is still of that opinion.
“I recall that very specifically be-

cause I know there wasconcem about

the amount of money to do that project
and we were certainly limited and

wanted to keep it in a reasonable

balance,” Smith said. “I do recall

very clearly stating at that board meet-

ing that a CCM wasn’t needed, which

itisn’t. You don’t have to have aCM

for a project of that size, a minor

renovation. My feeling was we

needed to do that with a minimum of

expense.
“J had no dealings with a CM,”

Smith continued, “If I had stayed
there, I would not have been working
with a CM. I would not have recom-

mended one. I was surprised when I

read about that in the paper that one

had been hired. I don’t know any-

thing about that.”

Smith said no discussions were

held last July concerning aCM on the

gym project
It was discovered in February that

Martin and board Chairman Ray
“Shag” Campbell signed a CM con-

tract dated August 3, 1992 on the

gym renovation and that Martin would

receive $66,000 in fees, which in-

On November 24, 1990, our

brother Douglas Hughes shot and

killed our 84-year-old father Billie

hat others are sayin

Hughes. On March 5, 1993, a Floyd
County jury convicted our brother of
a reduced charge of reckless homi-
cide and recommended a sentence of
only two years.

During the tial, Attorney David
Williams dragged out several things
concerning our father to try and prove

be was a violent man in order to try
and prove Douglas’ claim that he
shot Dad in self defense. Much of
what was brought up about our father

was out and out untrue or taken com-

pletely out of context. We feel that

our dad, Billie Hughes, although dead

of a brutal crime, was the one who

was put on trial. We did not have the

opportunity to defend him in court

but wish to do so now.

Two of the incriminating circum-

stances brought up by the defense

attorney were two previous murder

convictions. One was back in 1934.
Our father supposedly killed a man.

H said all along that he didn’t do it.
After Billie Hughes served six long
years in prison, a woman came forth

to admit to the killing as reported in

the Floyd County Times of May 28,
1941.

There was never any doubt about
the second case. Our brother Willard

Hughes testified under oath at the

trial that he, not our father, had pulled.
the trigger to save Dad’s life. Yet,

in

Billie H
ved time,

leaving his wife and seven children

to fend for themselves. On Novem-

ber 9, 1953, Burnis Martin,who was

then the commonwealth’s attomey,
wrote the following in

a

letter to the

State Division of Probation and Pa-

tole:

“While this case was not pros-
ecuted by me...I am somewhat famil-

iar with the facts in the case, and I

understand that the son of Billy
Hughes, Willard, admitted firing the

fatal shot. Billy was convicted largely
on the testimony of Millie Gibson,
apparently an eyewitness who, at the

time, had been drinking heavily.
“Certainly, Mr. Hughes was

a

fine

citizen of Floyd County and has al-

ways been, and I feel that the jury’s
verdict in this case was especially

harsh under the circumstances,”
During Douglas tial, further tes-

timony was given that our father had

denied medical treatment to our

mother, charges totally disproved by
evidence now in the hands of Jerry

Patton, commonwealth&#39;s attomey.
Our mother and father were mar-

ried 66 years. They had 11 children,
two of which died in infancy. As

happens in families, unfortunately,
there can arise differences and prob-

lems among children and parents.
This is the case in our family with two

brothers and one sister having long-
time gridges and hate toward our

father. Our father had even had to

Tesort to the law tocontrol Douglas in

the past. Douglas had threatened
Dad&# life a number of times. These
three kids played a big part in the bad

picture painted of our father during
Douglas’s trial.

But they do not speak for us all.

This letter represents six other

children of Billie Hughes who can

testify to a man we loved, aman who

did his best to provide for us, a man

who corrected us when we needed it

but did not abuse us.

‘We want the full story to be known.
We want to clear the name of Billie

North Korea’s brazen threat
North Korea’s brazen decision to withdraw from

the Nuclear Nonproliferation Treaty rather than sub-

mit to inspecuons of a suspected hidden cache of

plutonium demands strong reponse.
The treaty may not be much of a dike, but it’s the

best we&#39; got. If North Korea is allowed to breach

it, a flood of dangerous regional arms races will

surely follow.

The current showdown actually is the result of an

encouraging solidarity on the part of the world’s

major powers to toughe the International Atomic

Energy Agency&# monitoring of treaty compliance.
After the embarrassing ease with which the Iraq,
another weaty signer, hid its bomb development
program, the IAEA recognized th futility of its

policy of inspecting only sites offered up by host

counties. So in North Korea it insisted on having a

look at suspect nuclear sites that Pyongyang didn’t

wantexamined, That&#3 when North Korea decided it

had had enough

‘The integrity of the treaty is now at stake. Protect-

ing it will depend on the major powers — particu-
larly the United States and its human-rights nemesis,
China — maintaining enough unity either to con-

vince North Korea to reconsider or, if it refuses, to

impose tough sanctions through the United Nations.

The woubled post-Cold War world faces few

issues so crucial as heading off the step-by-step
spread of nuclear terror, and success will require
both nimble and strenuous diplomacy.

Salvador’s backward glance
El Salvador President Alfredo Cristiani doesn’t

believe in looking back. “If we ever really want

reconciliation,” he told Salvadorans, “we won&#3 be

going any good by wasting time o the past.”
An estimated 75,000 Sal vadorans died in the 12-

year civil war that ended January 1 1992. The peace
accord set out a process for cleaning human rights
abusers out of government and the military.

Given that nation’s sordid and bloody history, it
is inconceivable that bygones will ever be bygones
for survivors of the carnage.

In a report this week that followed an eight-
month investigation, the U.N.&#3 Commission on the

Truth spread the blame, condemning leftist rebels

but particularly implicating right-wing military lead

ers in civilian deaths. One recommendation of the

commission was to punish those cited by barring

them from leadership posts in the government or

political parties for at least a decade.

But Mr. Cristiani has said that identifying and

purging the guilty may reopen old wounds and

plunge El Salvador back into crisis.

That sounds generous — but we don’tagree with

him.
Salvadorans must look back to go forward. Then

again, so must the United States. Our leaders from

that era — especially in the Reagan administration

— also are implicated because, in the name of

rooting out the Communist menace in our hemi-

sphere, we continued to finance El Salvador’ s right-
ists — in spite of credible evidence that many were

dripping with the blood of the innocents.

President Clinton would do well to consider

withholding foreign aid to pressure Mr. Cristiana to

listen, not just to outsiders like the U.N., but to the

recommendations of insiders such as the Salvador-

ans of good will who laid down their arms and came

up with a peace accord they believed they could live

with. — The Courier -Journal

form, in “D.W. Griffith: Father of

Film,” a special three-hour presenta-
tion premiering on KET at 8 p.m.

With the arrival of the “talkies” in

1927, Griffith’s career was almost
over. He made only two talking pic-

tures, and no movies at all during the
last 17 years of his life.
