$700 million for the state, which
would be used to begin statewide

construction projects and create liter-

ally thousands of jobs.
Frank Ashley, Jones’ press secre-

tary, said Tuesday that although it

would be unlikely for Clinton to ear-

mark such a large amount for the

state, special consideration would be

given to projects in counties with

unemployment rates higher than 6.7

percent. According to the latest fig-
ures available, Floyd County’s un-

employment rate is nearly 12 per-
cent. Other Eastern Kentucky coun-

ties, such as Magoffin and Johnson,
have even higher unemployment
rates.

Among the projects that Jones has

deemed as most urgent is a proposed.

Developmental Occupation Pro-

gram teacher Stephen Halbert alleges
that a move by the board last year to

reduce extended employment to 185

days with his salary reduced accord-

ingly was intended to punish him

plaintiff and substantially reducing
his salary. .

.the board, through its

action and the actions of its

policymaker, was motivated by a

desire to punish plaintiff because of

his affiliations, associations, activi-

ties and beliefs, ,.,” the lawsuitclaims.

In the lawsuit, Halbert claims that

notification from interim superinten-

dent Eldon Smith that the reduction

in responsibility and salary was part
of a uniform plan affecting all em-

ployees in the Floyd County school

district did not apply to all employ-
ces.

“The resulting reduction in pay
for plaintiff was not the result of&#3

uniform plan equally affecting all

teachers. ..,” the lawsuit said. ‘“There

was, in fact, no reduction of duties

and responsibilities for plaintiff for

the 1992-93 school year. In fact, the

10-year sentence urged
in Pike abuse case

A circuit court jury has recommended one of

the stiffest penalties ever for spouse abuse in Pike

County, a prosecutor said.

The panel deliberated only 30 minutes Mon-

day before finding John L. Adkins, 45, of Pikeville

guilty of second-degree assault agains his wife,
Karen Adkins, 45. It recommended a maximum

10-year-prison sentence.

The case stemmed from an incident October

20, 1990, in which Karen Adkins alleged that

John Adkins assaulted her with a pool cue and

then used it to bat broken pieces of glass against
her face

Commonwealth&#39;s Attorney Ronald L, Burchett

said Karen Adkins testified that her husband

attacked her in October 1990 because she refused

to leave their home. Sh said he struck her on the

head, face, arms and body with the pool stick and

stomped o her foot.

“An interesting thing, to me, was that she

stayed with him until August 1991 and wrote

letters both to her attorney and our office, saying
it didn’t happen,” Burchett said.

Th letters were introduced as evidence by the

defense attorney that the attack never happened,
Burchett said, but Karen Adkins told the jury her

husband coerced her to write them.

“She was afraid he&# leave her,” Burchett said.

“He bad convinced her she could not support
herself. She ha no skills or formal training. She

was convinced she ha to live with him in order to

survive, no matter what he did.”

Burchett said Karen Adkins finally moved to

Ohio. “I don’t know what the catalyst was, but she

gota jobasahousckeeperata hotel and felt secure

enough tocome back here and testify.” — Lexing-
