Embattled policeman
quits at Wheelwright

Less than two weeks after he had

been shot, Wheelwright Police Chief

Bob Moore resigned from his post
citing reasons.

Moore told city commissioners

Monday night that he could no longer
hold the position of police chief be-

cause he needed to take care of his

mother who is ill. Moore did ask to

stay on the police force as an auxil-

iary officer.

Commissioner Lowell Parker, who

supervises the police department,
accepted Moore&#3 resignation and

appointed David Duncan as acting
chief. A special meeting has bee set

for Thursday, April 8 at 6 p.m. to

discuss Moore&#39 replacement.
Moore informed commissioners

Parker, Andy Akers and Luther

Johnson Jr. of his resignation Mon-

day when the commissioners attended

apublic meeting to discuss job at the

new prison scheduled to open in

Wheelwright this fall.

FORGET NOT THE

DARKNESS

Itis Palm Sunday that marks the

beginning of the holiest of weeks for

Christians everywhere. Holy Week

isa time set aside to specially remem-

ber Jesus’ wiumphant entry into the

city of Jerusalem (Palm Sunday), the
Lord&#3 Supp (Maundy Thursday),
the Crucifixion (Good Friday) and

the Resurrection (Easter Sunday). It

is often a time remembered with nos-

talgia--you know, that warm feeling
of looking back. Yet, ithas been said

that nostdlgi is “recalling the fun

without remember the pain.” Is

this what we&#3 doing with ‘Holy
Week? Are we forgetting the pain of

Christ as he wept over the city of

Jerusalem before being proclaimed
King? Are we forgetting the betrayal,
Peter&#3 denial, Caiaphas vengeance,
an innocent life being traded for

Barabbas and the aloneness of the

garden as he prayed for the cup to

pass, if possible? Are we forgetting
the weight of th cross and the brutal-

ity of the crucifixion? What about

this day Good Friday, its past and

today’s liturgical observance?

From the first centuries, Easter

has been preceded by a fast extend-

ing from Maundy Thursday through
the Great Easter Vigil until Easter,
this being done to commemorate the

suffering of Jesus. Traditionally, even

the worship area was prepared to

moum the death of Christ. Every-
thing from within the sanctuary was

removed. Today, this act of worship
is carried out on Maundy Thursday
when, as part of the service, members

of the congregation remove the hym-
nals, worship books, crosses, candles,

flags, banners, offering plates and

even the pictures from the wall. At

last, even in the early church, the altar

was slipped of its color, removing

Sundram and other Kentucky Black

Lung members, Susie asked Jim
Demmarce and staff to come to the

coal fields, go ona T.V. program and
answer some questions that coal-re-

lated workers want to know.

All this done to ready
the church for Good Friday, but what

of its people
It was in the year 380 AD (ap-

proximately) that the pilgrim Egeria
wrote of a special service being held

to mark this Holy Day. A Good Fri-

day observance in those days was

indeed a day-long rite, attended by
every Christian within walking dis-

tance of the great church. From those

writings, we are told of the people
gathering ateighto&#39;cl inthe morn-

ing, with their last meal being supper
the night before, Remember, this was

atime of fasting before the great feast

on Easter moming. On the altar in

front of the people was placed both

the wood and the superscription from

the supposed true crucifixion cross of

Christ. Asif this was notenough, this
display was placed at the site of the

crucifixion on Golgotha. It was in-

deed a great place of worship, built

by the Emperor Constantin’s mother

Helen, which was so large that it also

claimed as its territory the tomb of

Jesus. At noon, the pecple would

gather in the great courtyard of the

church. There, the service would con-

tinue and progress both to the site of

the crucifixion and the tomb. Scrip-
ture readings, prayers and silence

marked the service and it was not

considered a time of nostalgic re-

membrance. Communion was for-

bidden during fast days and the early
Christians made that observance

which to this day is widely consid-

ered the only day of the Christian

year celebrated without a Eucharist.

Forthe mostpart, today& churches

continue to celebrate Maundy Thurs-

day as the &quot;birth of the Holy Sac-

rament,” not receiving communion

again until Easter moming and with

good reason. For Jesus, the Last Sup-
per was just that--his final meal be-

fore the crucifixion. It was on that

day we call Maundy Thursday that

Maybe not, for

in remembering the &quot;warmt of the

past we often forget the “pain.” For-

get not the darkness and the light will

always have much more meaning.
Granted, there are members of the
Catholic communion which will

gather to appropriately remember

Good Friday. One is an ecumenical

gathering. The community Holy
Week Services are being held this

year at the First Methodist Church.

Regardless of your denomination,
find an appropriate celebration of this

holy day and remember the pain in

the Passion of our Lord. Without

appropriately remembering the suf-

fering, death and crucifixion of Good

Friday, the Last supper and Easter

certainly will have less meaning.

Kentucky’s supported living pro-

gram is giving 93 Kentuckj with
isabilities the ity to“dive

with their families or independently
in their communities.

The recently implemented pro-

gram enables peopl with disabilities

to stay in their communities by get-

ting flexible services, such as home

modifications, equipment and per-
sonal care,

“This is another option for people
with disabilities, so they can have

more choices about how and where

they live their lives,” said Dennis

Boyd, commissioner of the Depart-
ment for Mental Health and Mental

Retardation.
“This program coversa wide range

of services that can be tailored to the

individual and it is open to anyone

who qualifies under the Americans

With Disabilities Act as having a

disability. Like other Kentuckians,

people with disabilities should have

as many choices about how the live
their lives as possible,” he said.

In 1992, the Kentucky General

Assembly provided $1.5 million dur-

ing the 1992-94 biennium to imple-
ment the Supported Living Bill and

establish the State Supported Living
Council. During th first application

phase in November and December

last year, 178 Kentuckians applied
for funds. New applications are cur-

rently being accepted until April 16.

People who were notapproved for

money during the first application
phase will be considered along with

new requests.
“Our first obligation is to serve the

first group of applicants and then

other people may be helped if money

penmits,” said Doug Riddell of the

Division of Mental Retardation. “At

this point, we don’t know how much

money will be left after we take care

of the first group of people.”
Riddell said about a fourth of the

approved applications are for one-

time expenses, such as home modifi-

cations,
i

and furniture.

Other applications are for recurring
costs, such as a personal care assis-

tant or in-home taining, The most

common requests were for respite
care, therapy and equipment.

“The council tries to distribute the

money across th state an to people
with various disabilities. The money

is not limited to people with mental

retardation or developmental disabili-

les, but covers other disabilities as

well,” Riddell said.

Among the applications, funds

were requested to assist people with

mental retardation, bead injuries,
multiple sclerosis, cerebral palsy,

A i & disease,
disabilities and mental illness, and

people who are blind and deaf.

Eligibility for funds is determined

b the State Supported Living Coun-

cil, which is composed of 10 people
across Kentucky with various back-

grounds. Funds can be given to a

Kentuckian with a disability, a fam-

ily member or guardian of a person
with a disability living in Kentucky
or an agency that wants to provide
supported living services. Eligibility
is not based on income.

“We have seen b the first appli-
cation response that these services

are needed in our communities and

many people can benefit from them.

Deciding who receives funding is

very difficult, butknowing that people
who necd these services are out there

may help us secure more funding in

the future.” Riddell said. “This pro-

gram not only helps the person with a

disability, but also the family.”

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War, age causes Reds to

rebuild in late &#39 early ‘50s

While growing upin Floyd County
Iremember the time 1 began to follow

the Cincinnati Reds as an avi fan. It

was during my freshman year in high
school that the Reds became part of

my life. I learned to love sports and

following the Cincinnati Reds was a

big thrill to me i the early ‘50s.

World War II and age caught up
with the Reds in the &#3 and the club

began rebuilding in the late ‘40s and

early ‘SOs. Ewell Blackwell became

the first pitcher to pitch in six con-

secutive All-Star games. Who can

forget the muscular arms of Ted

Kluzewski, better known as &qu
Klu”. Kluzewski was signed by the

Reds off the Indiana University cam-

pus.
‘Warten Giles left the Reds organi-

zation in 1951 and was later named

presiden of the National League. His

successor was Gabe Paul, who put
together a powerful hitting team in

the middle ‘SOs. The Reds nearly won

the pennant in 1956, losing by two

games to the Brooklyn Dodgers. Re-

member them? But the fans fell in

love with this team. The Reds hit the

million mark in paid attendance for

the first time and in 1956 tied the

National League record for the most

home runs with 221, Birdie Tebbets

was named Manager of the Year.

Iremember Tebbets well and re-

member the day it was announced

that he resigned as manager of the

Reds before the completion of the

1958 season. The Reds had hit a skid

and were finding it hard to win games.
The blame, naturally, was placed on

the manager.
- Fred

i

of the more popular Reds managers,

took command of the Reds in 1959

and, in 1961, Cincinnati startled many
baseball “experts” by winning the

National League pennant.
Boy, do I remember that year.

was in the Air Force and stationed in

Litde Rock, Arkansas, and was re-

joicing as a Reds fan when they won

their first six games of the season.

Then orders came down for me to

pack my bags and head to Goose Bay,
Labrador, where tele vision programs
came months later than the normal

world recevied them.

I do remember when the Reds

won the pennant and faced the New

York Yankees in the World Series.

‘The game was filmed and flown to

Goose Bay where we saw it two days
after it was played.

I remember Frank Robinson and

Vada Pinson having great years.
Pinson almost won the batting tide

back then. Robinson was Rookie of

the Year in 1956 and named the Na-

tional League& Most Valuable Player
in 1961.

Hutchinson died of cancer while

managin of the Reds.

Rumors spread in 1966 that the

Reds would leave Cincinnati. They
were quickly silenced, however, when

a group of busi headed by
Francis L. Dale, purchased the Reds

and pledged allegiance to the city
with a 40-year lease, thus assuring

construction of a new stadium.

The group named Bob Howsam

general manager in 1967, and six

years later he moved u to the club

presidency.
The glory years began for the Cin-

cinnati Reds in the ‘70s as Sparky
Anderson was named manager of the

ballclub. The words were outquickly
and th public asked &quot;S who?

Anderson was not well known as

a player, let alone a manager. Who is

this man that will guide the Cincin-

nati Reds?

Anderson quickly revealed him-

self and became one of the most suc-

cessful managers in Reds’ history.
Anderson was at the helm of the

Reds for nine seasons, leading them

to five Wester Division titles, four

National League pennants and two

world championships.
‘Then one weekend then General

Manager Dick Wagner traveled to

California to inform a stunned Ander-

son that be would not be returning as

manager of the Reds in 1980.

A long association with old

Crosley Field ended when the Reds

moved into the present facility,

Riverfront Stadium on June 30, 1970.

Before Crosley Field was named af-

terCrosley, it was known as Redsland
Field.

While the Kentucky Department

of Fish and Wildlife Resources sup-

ports catch-and-release of game fish

not needed for the table, anew study
indicates the catch and release of

striped bass results in a very high
mortality rate during spring and sum-

mer.

A two-year study by biologists on

Lake Texoma, Texas, recenuy re-

vealed a 70 percent hooking mortal-

ity in striped bass over 20 inches long
that are caughtand released in spring.
Fish taken on live bait such as shad

were twice as likely to die as those

caugh on artificals. A high percent-
age of the fish monitored experienced
mortality six or more hours after re-

lease.
Unlike largemouth or smallmouth

bass, the striped bass’ biological
make-up simply doesn’t allow the

fish \o re-adapt from we shock of -

being caught as well as black bass

species. Striped bass are much more

dependent on colder water habitat,
therefore it’s harder on the fish when

taken from a deeper, cold-water en-

vironment in spring and summer and

teleased back into a much warmer

water environment Stripers just can&#3

adjust that quickly, and the stress

causes many of them to eventually
die.

Fisheries biologist with the

KDFWR are encouraging striped bass

fishermen to conclude fishing for

stripers once a limit has been ob-

tained to reduce population losses

that occur from catch-and-release

fishing. Anglers who want tw prac-
tice catch-and-release of striped bass

should do so during the fall and win-

ter months, when monuality rates are

significantly lower.

SLOW RETRIEVE, REELS

HAVE MULTIPLE USES

IN BASS FISHING

In recent years, fishing reel manv-

facturers have introduced numerous

new reel designs, some of which rep-
resent the first major changes to reels.

in decades. The most notable change
had been in retrieve ratios.

Now, instead of all reels basically
baving the same gear ratio to retrieve

lures the same way, some reels have

higher ratios to retrieve lures faster,
and others have lower ratios that take

up less line with each tum of the reel

handle and thus rewieve lures slower.

“Originally, the slow retrieve reels

were designed for crankbait fishing,”
explains professional bass tourna-

ment angler and Johnson Outboards

Pro Staff member Ron Shoffield,

“because the slower a crankbait is

retrieved, the deeper it dives.

“Most bass fisherman retrieve

these lures too fast so they never

reach maximum depth.”
Inusing slo retrieve reels, which

have a gear ratio of 3.8:1, in contrast

to a “normal” retrieve gear ratio of

5:1, Shuffield bas discovered they
are also excellent for worm and jig
fishing.

“Both plastic worms and jigs are

usually more’ effective if they&#
fished very slowly along the bottom

and around cover,” says Shuffield,
“and using a reel with a lower gear
ratio forces yo to fish them slowly.

“Even if you tu the reel handle at

the same speed you do with a normal

reel, the lure still moves more slowly
because notas much line is retrieved.

“It&#3 amazing how much better

you can feel each rock, stick or limb

the lure touches,” continues the

Johnson pro. “The slower retrieve

lets worms and jigs fall and penetrate
into cover better, too, while a fast

retrieve reel pulls the lure right
through the cover.

“T know using a slower retrieve

Teel has made me a better fisherman.”

Shuffield disagrees with some of

the other pros who usc the faster

retrieve reels with gear ratios of 6.3:1

or even 7:1 for worm and jig fishing.
“Those fisherman use th reels so

they can bring the lures back to them

faster after they work a specific piece
of cover,’ he explains, “and th faster

they can get the lure back, the quicker
they can make another cast.

“My style of fishing isn’t so much

making more casts, but rather, trying
to make each cast as productive as

possible, To me, that means working
the lure more carefully when it&#

around cover and structure, and a

slow retrieve reel helps me do that.”

LOOK FOR BASS ON DEEPER

STRUCTURE THIS WINTER

Where are the bass?

‘That’s the question most often

beard in fishing circles this time of

year. In the spring, summer and fall,

locating bass is far more predictable
than in the winter, and the winter of

1992-93 has been especially perplex-
ing because of the unusual weather.

“The normal fall/winter paticm

for bass is that they move into the

tributary creeks in September and

October and remain there until the

temperature gets really cold,” ex-

plains bass tournament pro Ken Cook

of the Evinrude Outboards Pr Staff,

“Then they begin moving back

out of the creeks and spend the cold

winter months on deeper main lake

structure.

“This year. in some regions of the

country, the bass never exhibited a

truc fail pattem i the crecks because

of carly cold fronts, and went direculy
to winter structure. In other areas, the

Early Times
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bass did go into the creeks, but have

never left them.”

So, where should fishermen look

for the bass?

“The key is baitfish,” says Cook. a

former fisheries biologist who spent
years studying the relationships be-

tween bass and forage. “I suggest
anglers look for baitfish instead of

bass, because baitfish are easier to

locate.

“When they find the baitfish,

they&# find the bass.”

Baitfish, primarily shad, normally
move into the crecks in autumn be-

cause the tributaries are full of nutri-

ents and plankton there grows rap-

idly. The bass are simply following
uheir food source into these creeks.

“Once the water gets cold and the

plankton growth slows, the shad mi-

grate back down the creeks out into

the main lake where the water tem-

perature is more stable,” continues

the Evinrude pro, “and again, the

bass follow.

“At this ime of year, my first

thought would be to look for baitfish

with my depthfinder along the deeper
channels and underwater points al

the mouth of any major tributary.
You&#3 sce baitfish because they&#
show up as large masses on the

depthfinder, and normally, bass will

be below them.”
If baitfish can&# be located in big

schaols like this, Cook notes, an ex-

ploratory trip up One of the tributaries

might prove worthwhile.

“Just ease up the creek, not only
looking for baitfish on your

depthfinder, but also watching for

shad that might be jumping on the

surface, especially ona bright, sunny
day. When you see that, you can

usually bet bass aren&# far away.”
The best winter creeks will te

those with steep banks, deeper water,

and heavy cover, adds Cook. The

presence of any type of vegetation
will also improve your chances for

ainding fish.

“For the deeper bass in the moutty

of a tributary, Cook suggests using a

jigging spoon, while in the creeks a

jig, spinnerbait or crankbait might be

used.

“Both the baitfish and the bass

will be relating to structure, espe-
cially if you find the in the mouthof

auibutary,” he explains. “If you sec

the fish holding on the edge of a fairly
steep edge or drop, such as along the

edge of a channel, you should be able

to catch them,

&q the fish are really suspended
out over deeper structure-like a hump
or ridge, they&# probably inactive

and you may have ahard time getting
a sirike.

“That&#39 when you&# probably do

better to try your luck in the creeks

where the bass will be relating more

to cover than structure.”

FISHING TACTICS
Even though there may be only

two inches of difference between a

12-inch bass and a 14-inch bass, it
takes vastly different techniques to

catch them.

‘That&#3 the opinion of professional
toumament fisherman Larry Nixon,

winner of more than $1 million in

prizes money and an active member

of the Evinrude Outboards Pr Staff.

“The 14-inch bass are much harder

to catch,” explains Nixon, “and in

many cases, you don&#39;teve find them

in the same places you find the smaller

fish. When you&# trying to catch a

limit of 14-inch bass, it usually takes

alot longer than for alimit of 12-inch

bass.”

No Substitute for Skill

f
_Ithink there&#3 a real problem with the way the National Football League

(NFL) is playing the game these days. and it&#39; as plain as the players on

the field. Or maybe they&# not on the field. Because with the way the

NFL has come to rely on constant substitution and specialization. it’s

hard to tell who&#3 playing the game. Specialization also interrupts the

flaw of games and detracts from the enjoyment of fans.

think almost all football fans will agree that the tide of players run-

ning on and off the field makes it difficult to know “who to cheer for

these days. Great linebackers like the Chicago Bears’ Mike Singletary
are taken oul of the game in passing situations and are replaced with

someone supposedly more adept at pass defense. On the other side of

the ball, potentially great running backs are taken out for those same

passing situations and replaced by backs who are really just wide receiv-

ers who work out of the backfield.

The specialization seems to continue on down the line to the point

where it has affected almost every position on the field.

It&# a shame, because think all this is a reflection of a lack of skill,

rather than greater skill. When played in the NFL. a player was

supposed to be able to do it all. Running backs were taught that they

should not only know how to run the ball, but also ho to catch passes

and block for others. Now it seems there are separate specialists for

each assignment.
Is there anything that can be done about the problem? Jim Finks, presi-

dent of the New Orleans Saints and head of the NFL’s competition com-

mittee, has a good idea. Finks has proposed that teams limit the number

of players who can dress for games to 40, down from the current 47.

With less men available, players actually might have to pla more of a

game. Fewer substitutes, fewer substitutions. It sounds like a great idea

to me.

Let&#3 face it. a team could actually get by with 33 players — || each

for the offensive. defensive and special teams squads. [ don’t think teams

need to bring three backup offensive tackles to a game. Any offensive

lineman should be able to play every position on th line. I also don&#3

think teams need three running backs. T need players who want to

play the game.

such as the supposedly risky job of returning punts and kickoffs.

Today, you almost never see a first-string back sent out to receive a kick.

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Food safety issues
to be addressed

Although most risk of food poi-
soning occurs after food leaves the

farm, the growing concem of con-

sumers about food safety means farm-

ers must be more aware of these con-

troversial issues.

“County Extension agents will be

working more and more with produc-
ers to help them respond positively to

various food safety issues,” said
Gerald Brown, Extension horticul-
turist with the University of Ken-

wecky College of Agriculture and
chairman of UK’S Food Safety Task

Force.

Such issues may include fooup
soning, effects of chemicals in grow-
ing plant foods or livestock or envi-

ronmental effects, Brown said.
“It’s not that they haven’t been

involved at all before,” he added,

“They have, of course. They will be

expanding those earlier efforts.”*

UK’

s

Food Safety Task Force will

provide training to all county agents
in the state to help prepare them far

those expanded effonts, he said.

“While consumers have reasons

for their concems about food safety
in some cases, in other cases there is

lite cause for concern,” Brown said.

“Education is the key to help deter-

mine which is which.”

For example, some individuals

may think all bacteria, fungi, viruses

and microbes are the reason food

spoils resulting in food poisoning.
They may be right in certain cases,

but other bacteria, fungi, viruses and

microbes may be important compo-
nents in the proper growth of the

plant or anign foods, he said.

Brown said, “Again, education is

the key, and that’s what the Food

Safety Task Force wants Extension

agents to prepare producers to deal

with such issues.”

The
Food Guide Pyramid has been de-

signed to help you make healthy food

choices.

Why in a pyramid? The U.S. De-

partment of Agriculture and U.S.

Department of Healuh and Human
Services’ main goal was to developa

general food guide that lets you cre-

ate a healthy dict for maintaining
your desired weight. The pyramid

has been divided into 5 main food

groups, along with one group which

is to be included sparingly in your
diet.

No everyone knows the largest
area of a pyrami is the foundation or

the base. This is why the first group,
breads, cereals, ricc and pasta has

been includes English muffins, white/

wheat bread, white/brown rice, imaca-

roni, oatmeal, bagels and crackers

just to name a few. One serving from

this group usually provides 15 grams

of carbohydrate, 3 grams of protcin,
a trace of fat and 80 calories.

‘The next layer of the pyramid con-

sists of two food groups, fruits and

vegetables. It is recommended you
include 3-5 servings of vegetables

Birthday celebrated
Scottie Douglas Samons turned 11

years old on Saturday, February 6.

day in your diet. These foods consist
of broccoli, green beans, tomatoes,

TI food items,

for example, consists of lean ham-

burger, chicken, turkey, eggs or cgg

substitutes, catfish, kidney beans,

blackeyed peas, peanut butter and

cashews.

Just as the foundation of the pyra-
mid holds the food groups with the

Jargest recommended servings, the

top layer of the pyramid holds the

food group which should be used

sparingly, fats and sweets. As the key
shows, the triangle symbol indicates

Sugar while the circle indicates fats.

You will notice these symbols
throughout the pyramid shows all

food groups may have hidden fats

and sugars. Onc serving of fat, for

example, mayonnaise, safflower oil

or salad dressing usually provides 5

grams of fat and 45 calories. How-

ever, the content of “sugar’” foods or

concenwated sweets, is unlimited and

can provide unneeded empty calories
and increased weight gain.

Just remember you need certain

amounts of all food groups for your

body to utilize necessary vitamins.

PICKING A LAWN CARE

Walk-behind orriding? Rear-bag-

ger, side-discharge or mulching? Key-
start or pull-start? Or what about a

lawn tractor with all those great at-

tachments?
Sound confusing? When you&#

faced’ with the opportunity or the di-

lemma of selecting new lawn care

equipment, the many choices avail-

abic today can be overwhelming. You

and your mower will be spending a

lot of time together, so you&# want to

choose the mower that’s right for

you. And seeing those gleaming beau-

lies all lined up at your lawn equip-
ment dealer doesn’t make the selec-

tion any easier.
One secret to having a healthy

lawn and keeping those lawn mow-

ing chores under contol is having the

right equipment for the job. Let the

size and contour of your lawn help
determine the type and size ofmower

you buy.
If your lawn is less than half an

acre, a walk-behind mower may suit

your needs. However, if it’s larger
than an acre, a riding mower or lawn

tractor is probably more appropriate.
And if you&# tending more than two

acres, a lawn and garden twactor is

definitely in order.

Here&#

a

little guide to give you
some idea of how quickly different

types of mowers can cut an acre of

flat lawn with minimal Landscaping,
O course, these are only estimates.

Few of us have perfecuy level lawns

with n trees or shrubs.

Time to mow one acre: Walk-

behind mower, 2 to3 1/2 hours; Rear-

engine riding mower, 1/3 hours,

Front-engine lawn tractor, hour;
Lawn and garden tractor, 1/2 to 3/

4 bour.

Besides the obvious differences

in size and “look.” there are other,

more subue differences to keep in

mind.

Walk-behind mowers are now

available with cffective mulching
systems that chop clippings into tiny
bits and blow them down into the

lawn where they disappear. Don’t

worry about thatch — it’s not caused

by clippings.

Agreement (NAFTA) between the

United States, Canadaand Mexicoas

the latest presentation in the Pike

County Campus’ International Issues

Series.
Torok teaches American and Latin

American history and recently con-

ducted research on the agreement,
interviewing embassy personnel in

Mexico and representatives of the

Agency for International Develop-
ment in both Mexico City and Wash-

ington.

Torok gave a brief economic his-

tory of Canada, Mexico and the
United States and explain prob-
lems in and produc-
tion since the late 1970s. An experi-
mental free trade project, the

Maquiladora Zone, was established

along the U.S.-Mexico border during
the 1980s. The zone created multi-

national manufacturing enterprises
with Asian capital, Mexican labor

and American technology, produc-
ing highly competitive goods, espe-
cially electronic products. By 1988,
this experiment opened the way for

discussing about a greater North

America enterprise zone. The result

was NAFTA, negotiated between the

three nations and signed February
1992.

Torok oudined the major compo-
nents of the agreement, emphasizing
manufacturing and marketing. The

United States and Canada may lose
manufacturing jobs because of the

extremely low wages paid in Mexico

but will be able to benefit from new

ational Issue

finance arrangements, agriculture
exports and management of produc-
tion. In Maquiladora, there was an

initial loss of American manufactur-

ing jobs, but, over a six-year period,
Mexico bought far more goods and

services from the United States. The

result was an economic boom along
the border, with both side’ prosper-
ing. American companies directed

much of this growth and develop-
ment and, in the long run, created
more jobs and opportunities.

Torok answered questions about

potential plant closings and job losses

in the U.S. He concluded by explain-
ing that many American manufactur-

ing jobs will disappear with or with-

out NAFTA. Asian and Latin Ameri-

can manufacturing continues to ex-

pandand produce inexpensive goods.

February unemployment rate

makes asurprising about-face -

Kentucky’s unemployment rate

bucked the normal winter trends by
in from 7.1 January

to 6.4 percent in February.
That is just the third time in the

last 12 years that the rate has fallen

from January to February and marks

the biggest drop from January to Feb-

ruary in the 24 years comparabl sta-

tistics have been kept for Kentucky,
said Carlos Cracraft, the state’s chief

labor market analyst.
February’s rate also was substan-

tially lower than the 8.2 percent rate

in February 1992, according to the

U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics. 1992

and January 199 rates have not yet
been revised by the federal agency.

The U.S. rate fell from 7.9 percent
in January to 7.7 percentin February.
Comparable state and national rates

are not seasonally adjusted.
“Usually you can count on

February’s unemployment rate be-

ing higher than January rate, but

not this year,” Cracraft said. “The

main force behind the rate dropping
was the 13,100 decrease in unem-

ployment. A good indicator of what

was happenin in th state is that the

number of initial unemployment
claims fell 54 percent from 38,814 in

January to 17,808 in February.
“Hiring climbed by 7,300 from

January, and our overallemployment
picmre showed clear signs of im-

provement, especially when com-

pared to February 1992. Every sector

except for mining and quarrying was

u over last February.”
The government sector showed

the largest jump (+2,800) in Febru-

ary with 2,700 more education em-

ployees.
Services was second with 2,700

more jobs mainly in business, educa-

tional, health and personal services

and amusement and recreation, The

sector was up 12,000 from last Feb-

ruary.
In an unusual uptum, agriculture

jumped 2,300 because mild weather

during the first part of the month

pring,
be said.

The weather also boosted con-

struction by 1,700 with increases in

residential building, heavy construc-

tion and special trades.

Trade continued its post-holiday
losses mostly in retail businesses,

such as department stores. But trade

employment was 10,200 abead of

last February.
Manufacturing had 500 fewerjobs

with the most significant loss in to-

bacco products as stemming and

redrying season ended. However,

there were 6,600 more factory jobs
this February compared to February
1992.
