Medisin cited; malfunction
is blamed for excess smoke

A Floyd County company that op-
erates two medical waste incinera-

tors was cited March 25 by the Ken-

tucky Division of Air Quality for a

opacity level violation.

Medisin Inc. was cited for releas-

ing smoke omissions that exceed the

allowable 10 percent opacity level.

Opacity level refers to the amount of

light obscured by particulate pollu-
tion.

Eva Smith-Carroll, spokesperson
for the Division of Air Quality, said

Thursday that Medisin officials have

replied that smoke omissions were

the result of a malfunction from in-

cinerator number two at waste dis-

posal facility located behind High-
lands Regional Medical Center.

Medisin vice president Bob Ford

was not in his office Thursday and

was unavailable for comment.

Smith-Cartoll said she didnotknow

the nature of the malfunction and the

vote,” Secreta o State Bob Babba
said recently in

from citizens.

Babbag said his office had re-

ceived several calls from citizens

questionin the secrecy of their vote.

Some alleged that they were told their

vote could be determined after the

election.

“That is simply not the case.”

Babbage said.

“Kenuicky has one of the fore-

most voting systems in (he nation

which has served as a model for sev-

eral other states.”

“One thing is certain, once a vote

is cast, only lhe voter knows for whom

or for what issue the ballot was

marked,” be added.

But

she can’t quite come up with the

$2.50 it takes to purchase the

doll, Her older brother Johnny
has his eye on a BB gu at the

store, but he realizes be’H never

make enough money at odd jobs
to buy the gun by Christmas. He

tells a depressed Willie Pearl,
“Even if there’s nothing under

the tree this year, we sull have a

lot to be thankful for. We&#39; got
a home, good food to eat, and

people who love us. What can be

better than that?”

Green, who has a journalism
degree from the University of

Maryland bas been a technical

writer and editor for 15 years.
She chose to write her first fic-

tion book about her mother be-

cause “you write what you
yw.

Through the years Mahone

passed down stories about her

mountain childhood to her three

daughters, and the stories be-

came more real to Green during
annual visits to Jenkins.

“lm a military brat,” Green

laughed. “I was bor in Chicago,
but my heart is here. Jenkins

He added, “Ms. Green came

to me with the idea of one story.
I thought it should be more than

one story and have dolls and
other positive products. Willie

Pearl should be a role model

character for African-American

youth.”
Thus, Holmes and Green de-

veloped the concept of a Willie

Pearl series (Green has already
begun writing the third book)
and Holmes created 19-inch dolls

of Willie Pearl and another char-

acter in the book, Mae Ella,
Willie Pearl&#39; best friend.

Caroline Traum, of the Book-

worm, said “We&#39; been carry-

ing both the book and dolls since
last fall and they have bee sell-

ing well.”

To Green, Willie Feari is

more than a book.

“It has been a life-long goal
of mine to be a published writer

and, more importantly, to docu-

ment my family history,” said
Green.

Wearing a PFD can saves lives

It’s that time of year again when

the sun starts to stake its claim on the

Northern Hemisphere. Not only are

days getting noticeably longer, but

there is a touch of warmth in ir.

Cabin fever is about to break, and the

symptoms of winter confinement are

about to fade.

For fishermen and boaters, there

is something ritual about the first

time on the water since last season.

Maybe it’ the magic of a boat slip-
ping through the water on a warm

spring day—boats on a trailer or in

drydock don’t have the gracefu pres-
ence of those in the water.

These early season outings are

often very tranquil since boat traffic

is light. Who would believe a mon-

ster awaits the unsuspecting and un-

prepared boater in this near-perfect
setting?

This menace is silent bul deadly.
This unforgiving element is the wa-

ter—cold water. While th air tem-

perature is warm, the water is still

cold. The shocking effect of cold

water on the human body is instanta-

neous and immobilizing.
Persons who fall into cold water

may disappear under the water with-

outa struggle. Those who survive the

initial plunge may lose the use of

their arms and legs and may not be

able to get out of the water. As the

person’s body temperawure drops rap-
idly, unconsciousness and drowning
result.

Of course, there is a simple pre-
caution that can prevent such trag-

edy. Boatcrs should wear a PFD any
time they&#39 near the water. A PFD is

a Personal Flotation Device. It will

keep you afloat until you can get out

of the water or until belp arrives.

However, it won&# do you any good
unless you wear it, especially if the

water is cold.

SHOULD USE

SUNSCREEN REGULARLY

Doctors suggest anyone spending
a lot of time outdoors in the sun

should use a protective sunscreen

regularly. This includes bass fisher-

men.

“If you don&# think bass fishermen

can get skin cancer, guess again,”
says bass tournament pro Charlie

Reed, a member of the Johnson Out-

boards Pro Staff and winner of the

1986 Bass Masters Classic.*

“For years I worked outdoors and

never used a sunscreen. I never wore

a cap. cither. I really thought [ was

immune, that my skin wouldn’tburn.
Then I noticed some small sores on

my face and neck that wouldn&#39 heal.

“They were th first stages of skin

cancer, and | had to bave them re-

moved by a dermotologist.”
Ever since, Reed has been a firm

believer in the use of protective sun-

screens, and while he still spends
many hours on the water as a fisher-

man, he has not had any additional

skin problems.
Doctors now believe the effects of

strong sunlight on unprotected skin

are cumulative, and that it usually
takes years for skin cancer to appear.

Strong sunscreens and protective
clothing are the best precautions for

fishermen to take.

“] use a strong 30-power sunscreen

I put on in the morning before I start

fishing,” explains the Johnson pro,
“and that&#39 the only time I use it. The

higher power sunscreens don’! pro-

vide more protection, they just last

longer.
“Don&#3 wait until the sun is really

bot and bright to put sunscreen on,

either,” he advises. “Put it on right
after you finish shaving or before you
leave the house so you don&# have to

stop later, and make certain you ap-

ply some to your ears and back of

your neck, as well as to th rest of

your face, arms, and legs.”
Reed is rarely found without a

cap these days, either. While base-

ball-style caps are the standard among
bass anglers, Reed cautions fisher-

men to make certain they use a capin
which the underside of the bill is dark

* rather than light. A lightcolored bill

will reflect light off the water and can

cause severe sunbum.

“If you have fair skin, I also rec-

ommend wearing trousers and long-
sleeve shirts, too,” he adds. “Youcan

start your fishing day in shorts but

even with a good sunscreen I suggest

protective clothing if you&# suscep-

ible to sunburn.

AUTUMN BASS

Bass anglers know one of the most

reliable place to locate autumn bass

is in the backs of tributary creeks, but

not many fishermen realize why these
are such good spots

“T al depends o baitfish migra-
dons,” explains Texas guide and

Johnson Outboards Pro Staff mem-*

ber Randy Fite. “No matter what time

of year you&# fishing, if you locate

baitfish, you&# find bass.

“In the fall months, the baitfish

move into the creeks, and the bass

follow.”

advantage of cooler, better oxygen-
ated water. During the summer, lakes
gradually become warmer and

warmer and oxygen levels generally
decrease. By late summer this can

become critical.
“The coolest water will be in those

uibutaries that have a slight current,”
notes Fite, “and naturally, moving
water like this will have more oxy-

gen. Both gizzard and threadfin shad

will leave the main lakes in late sum-

mer and migrate into the tributary
creeks in search of these better condi-

tions, and eventually, they&# move

all the way to the backs of the creeks.

“The bass make this same migra-
tion a few days behind the baitfish,
and sta there as long as the bait

does.””

Because of the improved watcr

conditions, the Johnson pro contin-

ues, both baitfish and bass are more

active, The bass begin feeding
heavily, as if in preparation for the

approaching winter, and readily hit

artificial lures.

“This is why fast-moving lures,
such as spinnerbaits and crankbaits,

are such good lure choices,” says

Fite. “The bass are striking by im-

pulse at lures that come anywhere
close to them.”

‘The autumn feeding frenzy can

continue for several weeks, accord-

ing to Fite, but begins to slow down

Fite suggests fishing tributaries

on the upper end of a lake early in the
fall because these are more shallow

and will cool first. Gradually, as the

season progresses, he advises mov-

ing to other deeper tributaries on the

lower end of the lake.
