A spending freeze coupled with a

year-end school construction bond
sale should keep the Floyd County
School System in the black at the end

of the 1992-93 school year.
Budget director David Johnson

reported to school board members

‘Tuesday that “a projected surplus” at

the end of the school year “depends
on a few items.”

Johnson said he is “shooting for”

a $500,000 surplus in the district&#3

budget and that could be accom-

plished if a bond sale is held to reim-

burse the system for school construc-

tion costs.

Prisoner&#39; second suicide attempt

An attempted suicide was averted

Thursday at the Floyd County Jail
when an inmate at the facility appar-
ently tried to hang himself only onc

day after being released from the

hospital following an earlier suicide

attempt.
Deputy Jailer Duran Jarrell said

Thursday that Stephen A. Ousiey,
21, of Allen, apparently tried to hang
himself using sheets taken from his

cell bed. Jarrell said wasalerted to the

emergency by other inmates who were

attempting to hold Ouslcy up to keep
him from strangling.

Jarrell and Christian Appalachian
Project volunteer Robert Duncan,

visiting another prisoner at th jail,
then cut Ousley down, Jarrell said.

The incident occurred at around

12:45 p.m.
Ousley was transported to the

Highlands Regional Medical Center,
where he remains in stable condition.

Malpractice suit yields $3 million

A Floyd County family was

awarded nearly $3 million Wednes-

day when a three-year old malprac-
tice suit against Our Lady of the Way
Hospital, Cabell-Huntington (West
Virginia) Hospital and Acute Care of

America Incorporated was setlled out

of court.

Victor and Ruth Robinson, of

Martin, filed the suit in Floyd Circuit

Court on December 28, 1990, after

discovering that their then five-year
old son had suffered brain damage.

In th suit, the Robinsons claimed

that their son was taken to Our Lady
of the Way after he bega “having
trouble getting his breath and was

having what appeared tobe seizures.”

The Robinsons claimed that hos-

pital staff members and “certain medi-

cal personnel employed by Acute

Care Incorporated,” which was un-

der contract to the hospital, “negli-
gently and carelessly failed to

vide treatment to (the child) by fail-

ing to follow medical standards..., by
failing to prompuy assess cardiores-

piratory function, check for meta-

bolic derangements and prompiy
treat the seizures with intravenous

anti-convulsants and by failing to

incubate (the child) upon arrival for

full respiratory maintenance.”

According to the suit, the child

“suffered permanent and severe cog-
nitive dysfunction, changes in the

brain as a result of prolonged sei-

zures and metabolic derangements
and

a

lack of oxygen to th brain.”

According to a Floyd District

Court Probate Division document

signed by District Judge Danny
Caudill and filed in Floyd Circuit

Court Thursday, Our Lady of the

‘Way Hospital, Acute Care of America

Incorporated and Cabell-Huntington
Hospital settled without a jury trial
foran approximate negotiated sum of

$2.7 million.

However, under the terms of the

agreement, 40 percent or approxi-
mately $1,080,000 of the settlement

was ordered to be paid to Robinson

attorneys Gary L. Gardner and

Lawrence R. Webster; $48,211.72 to

pay “outstanding expenses”; and

$28,000 to Blue Cross and Blue Shield

to settle its subrogation claim.

Victor Robinson and Ruth

Robinson willeach receive $100,000
for“‘emotonal distress that they have

suffered now and will suffer in the

future...” and the child was paid
$340,000 “up-front,” to be adminis-
tered by joint guardians, the
Robinsons. A structured settlement

pay-out that is guaranteed to total

$1,897,077 over 30 years with a po-
tential of reaching $8,445,312 should
the child reach the age of 74 was also

awarded.

The funds will be placed in a

“blocked account” at First Common-
wealth Bank and are to be distributed

by court order only.

Unnecessary acrimony
For an exampie of good intentions gone awry,

look at an Anderson County sexual abuse case in

which a social worker went to jail for contempt of

court,

The episode began with Anderson Diswict Judge
Michacl Harrod trying to correct a problem that be

didn’t create. A temporary custody order was all that

kept the alleged victim, an 8-year-old girl, in foster

care. The judge indicated it wasn’t the appropriate
order in this case. Harrod needed to get rid of the

erroneous order and follow the proper procedure for

removing the child from the home. And in the end,

that’s what he did.

But the process for reaching that conclusion was

fraught with emotional displays in the courtroom

that could have been avoided

The problems began when state social worker

David Ransdell vigorously protested Harrod’ s deci-

sion toremove the temporary custody order. Ransdell

feared that the girl would be sent home, so he spoke
up to try to protect her. He did this because there was

no one else to speak on her behalf. That&#3 what he

was supposed to do.

Tf the judge had stopped to think about the social

worker&#39 point of view, he might have stopped to

explain the simation to Ransdell, who was new to tbe

case. Instead, he got riled. Exchanges between the

judge and social worker grew more heated until
eventually, Harrod jailed Ransdell for $ 1/2 bours

Clearly the state has an obligation to protect this

child. and in the end, Ransdell and Harrod both acted

to protect her. But proceedings need not have been so.

adversarial.

Are courts to condemn social workers who dis-

play this kind of passion for protecting children they
think have been abused? We hope not. We also hope
that the judge’s action won&#3 have achilling effect on

the advocates working on behalf of children in

Kentucky&#3 courtrooms. — Lexington Herald-Leader

The referenced law was written with the express
intent to belp farmers get rid of blackbirds. Former

Gov. John Y. Brown vetoed the measure, but a 1990

ruling said the veto was invalid because it was late.

So what do we have? A state that is looking
forward on education and health fronts and back-

ward on chicken fights.
We bave enough gambling opportunities in Ken-

tucky without arousing bloodlust vicariously through
birds. It should be simple enough for the current

legislature to clarify a 1980 intent or to expressly
prohibit the practice of cockfighting.

Surely there are not so many cockfighting lobby-
ists as there are Kentuckians who would be against
the “sport” in principle.

The Hidden ‘Hit’ in the Energy
Tax

by Michael Baly
The current effort by the adminis-

tration and Congres to devise a

broad-based tax on energy is, quite
simply, a bad idea—and its real im-

pact is being hidden from American

consumers.

Estimates of the direct impact of

this tax—the increase in the costs just
for electricity, gasolin and natural

gas—start at $120 and go up for an

average household, But these num-

bers don’t include the hidden cost:

An energy tax will raise the price of

almost all American goods, so every-

one. will pay more for everything
from milk to movies. These hidden

costs for other products will almost

triple the cost of the tax for consum-

ers—and that’s just the beginning.
An energy (ax also means higher

inflation, which will increase the tax

automatically because it will be in-

dexed to inflation. In wim, higher
inflation will lead to an increase in

the cost of government entilement

programs, like Social Security, that

are keyed to the consumer price in-

dex, And that means more overall

government spending—contrary to

what this tax is supposed to accom-

plish in deficit reduction.

In addition, such a tax would hurt

U.S. competitiveness in the world

economy by adding to the cost of

manufactured products. Raising the

cost of energy would drive manufac-

turing companies— and jobs—out of

the country.
And that’s not all. The tax would

not live up to its revenue expecta-
tions. Ailing industries and others are

already lined up to ask for exemp-
tions—and some have already been

granted for such fuels as methanol

and ethanol. Exemptions from the

tax are being discussed for the airline

industry, for barge fuel, for “agricul-
ture” and for the aluminum industry,
among others. Thus the revenues that

were to be collected to reduce the

deficit will be much lower than first

estimated—uunless the tax rate on un-

exempted energies and unexempted
customers goes higher. And that will

mean higher taxes on average resi-

dential energy customers who use

natural gas and electricity in their

homes.

If imposing an energy tax is a bad

idea, trying to collect it would be

even worse. Intense jockeying will

continue over exemptions from the

tax and how and where it should be

collected on each energy source.

When all the exemptions, phase-ins
and regulations are finished, a whole

new government bureaucracy will

have been created.

government&# tendency to grow rather

than shrink, the cost of maintaining
such a bureaucracy could easily eal

into the revenues it&# supposed to

collect.

Any broad-based energy tax is a

bad idea for America, and this ver-

sion is no exception, lunergy lacs are
