State school officials have chas-

tised Floyd County school superin-
tendent Steve Towler for failing to

provide local board members with

vital information relating to the

district’s improvement plans.
Local board members apparently

have also been bypassed in the distri-

bution of revised state guidelines —

some of which require their atten-

tion— concerning school construc-

tion projects.
In an April 22 letter to Towler

from Sandy Gubser, director of the

state’s management assistance pro-

gram, the state’s ire was evident con-

cerning the communication gap and

that Towler had apparentl told state

Officials that he kept board members
informed on those issues.

“Both the management assistance

staff and the Commissioner (Thomas
Boysen) have expressed dismay and

grave concern that you have not

shared with the Floyd County Board

(local and state monthly progress re-

ports), Gubser’s letter said. “These

omissions are especially serious given
the local board&#3 responsibility and

authority for completion of the short-

term plan, and the fact you had indi-

cated to us on numerous occasions

that this information is being shared

with the board.”
“The purpose of this letter is to

direct you to ensure that all monthly
progress reports must be submitted to

and approved by the board.

partment of Education,” Gubser’s

letter said. “Likewise, all Kentucky
Department of Education monitor-

ing reports must be submitted to the

local board for their review and ac-

tion.

Marijuana eradication efforts have

begun early in Floyd County with

state and local law officers confiscat-

ing over 150 plants Thursday in two

different strikes.

Officers executed a search war-

rant at the home of Theresa Gibson,
20, at Middle Creek Monday after-

noon and came away with approxi-
mately 30 pot plants.

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt

Thompson and deputics Homer

Neeley and Ricky Thomsberry joined
forces with Kentucky State Police

officers Bobby Day, David Watkins

and Tim Mullins in a search of

Gibson&#39 trailer where officers found

the pot plants on a window sill in

Gibson’s bedroom. Officers also

found a small quantity of prescrip-
tion drugs not in proper containers.

Gibson was arrested and charged
with cultivating marijuana, over five

plants, prescription drugs not in

proper container and possession of

drug paraphernalia.
In the second hit Thursday, offic-

ers found just over 130 marijuana
plants o a hillside at Shop Fork on

Mare Creek.

After a short hike up a hillside,
officers found several plots of mari-

juana plants growing in prepared
growing beds.

The Court of Appeals decision overturned a

January 21, 1992 Johnson Circuit Court ruling
that put the operation of the detention center into

Tacket’s hand. The appellate court said the op-
eration and management issue had been settled in
1989 when the Supreme Court allowed the Big
Sandy Regional Jail Authority, comprised of

Johnson, Lawrence, Magoffin and Martin Coun-

ties, to run the facility.
That ruling, in turn, had reversed a Court of

Appeals decision giving Tackett control of the

jail.
In response to the petition, Paintsville attomey

J.K. Wells, representing the Jail Authority, claims
the validity of the jail authority was an issue in the

Branham said that “the Floyd
County staff is trying to clear up that

misconception by explaining the im-

portance of early childhood immuni-

zation

Health officials insist that chil-

dren should actually receive the re-

quired four DTP (diptheria, tetanus,

Pertussis) vaccines, three polio shots
and one MMR (measles, mumps, mu-

bella) immunization by age two years.
Health officials also recommend a

series of Hib (Haemophilus
influenzae type b) vaccines, not re-

quired b state law, by age 15 months.
“Many times, children will start

out on the proper schedule,” Leach
said. “But something will happen
along the way and th Jon’t finish

all of the necessary v: es, sothey
do not have a lastin protection
against the disease.”

Leach estimated that only 65 per
centof Kentucky two-year-olds have

received th full series of immuniza

tions on schedule

“That percentage of adequatcly
immunized two-year-olds lags far

behind the goal of 90 percent immu-

nized by the year 2,000,” Leach said.
