As evidence of the violation, En-

vironmental Protection officials sub-

mitted a copy of a service contract

dated October 2, 1992 between Floyd
County Solid Waste and Koch Vic-

tory Division, Koch Carbon Incor-

porated, which states that Floyd
County Solid Waste “shall use... des-

ignated area to wansfer solid waste

material during Koch Victory work-

ing hours” for 90 days at $2,000 per
month,” and that Solid Waste “shall

provide a minimum of one million

dollars general liability insurance,
with Koch as additional insured.”

In letter to the Division of Waste

Management dated April 30, Floyd
County landfill director David Cooley
said “In response to your notice of
violation... Floyd County solid Waste

does not operate a transfer station...
The practice of shifting solid waste

from one collecting unit into another

is not a violation of the Kentucky
Administrative Regulations. Floyd

County Solid Waste is in the process
of trying to obtain a transfer station
and, at the proper time, will request a

permit-by-rule before implementa-
tion of the plan.”

However, environmental investi-

gator Johnnie Ross said Tuesday,
according to Kentucky state law, “any
(waste) transportation related facil-

ity including loading docks, parking
areas and other areas where ship-
ments of solid waste are either heldor

transferred under the normal course

of waste transportation” is consid-

Airport ruling upheld

The mayors of Paintsville and

Prestonsburg scored their second vic-

tory Friday in the Combs Field con-

uoversy when the state Court of Ap-
peals refused to rehear a case filed by
a pilots’ group.

By denying a rehearing, the ap-
pellate court let stand a February 26
decision overturning a Johnson Cir-
cuit Court ruling th said appoint-
ments to the P

Airport Board must be approved by
the cities’ councils. Such powers rest

exclusively with the mayors, the Court
of Appeals said.

Paintsville attorney C.K.

Belhasen, who filed the initial suit in

1991 on behalf of the Floyd/Johnson
County Pilots Association, said Mon-

da that he was;“not surprised by the

appeal court’s action but added that
the case was “a long way from over.”
Belhasen plans to take the lawsuit to

the Kennicky Supreme Court.
I its suit, the pilots organization

claimed that appointments made Oc-
tober 29, 1991, by Paintsville Mayor
John David Preston and Prestonsburg
Mayor Ann Latta were illegal be-

cause the two city councils didn’t

approve them.

Johnson Circuit Judge Stephen N.
Frazier agreed, saying airport board

members are city officers and that

their appointments require council

approval. Frazier cited KRS

83A.080(2), enacted in 1980, which

states that appointments of all non-

elected city officers must be approved
by acity’s legislative body.

and/or judge-executives may jointly

‘Th surprise: At least four Repub-
licans—enough to blunt the vetoover-

ride—cited word from “an over-

whelming majority of our constitu-
ents” and said they& changed their

minds and no longer favored repeal
of the ban o assault rifles.

In Washington, President Clinton

has indicated—without yet demon-

straling—that he&qu not be an NRA

toady, unlike his two immediate pre-
decessors, Presidents Reagan and

Bush, who displayed lifetime NRA

membership cards as if to prove sup-

port for all the nation’s organized
gun nuts.

It&# Clinton&#39; spoken word so far,
not yet tested by presidential act, that

he opposes the sale and ownership of

assault rifles anywhere in the nation

and that he would support federal

adoption of the “Brady bill,” a pro-
posed gun-control law to require a

waiting period before any final gun
Purchase.

The state and federal rebuffs to the

gun-nul lobby are encouraging bul

only faintly so, actually reminders of

bo far there is left to go in protect-
ing Americans from the cruel and

unnecessary traffic in firearms.

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Exploring the unsung history of:

Women im War
by Mary Combs

Smithsonian News Service

Secretary of the Navy Josephus Daniels

had a problem. lt was 1916, and the United

States was preparing to enter the Great War,
later to be known as World War I. The Navy
needed clerical staff. Recruiting women to

serve as yeomen would be the perfect solu-

tion, but, by law, all yeomen had to be able to

serve at sea—and, by law, women were pro-
hibited on shipboard. Daniels found a tidy
answer: He assigned yeoman-F (for female)

staff to ships that had been sunk. With their

berths safely at the bottom of the sea, his

clerks were free to attend to Navy business

without fear of impropriety.
And when the Great War was over in 1918,

all 11,000 yeomen-F were promptly dis-

charged. The Navy kep its Nurse Corps, but

sent the rest of the women home.

“Now look at this,& says Margaret Vining,
museum specialist at the Smithsonian&#39; Na-

tional Museum of American History in Wash-

ington, D.C. She points to a Navy work shirt

in the Division of Military History collection.
It was issued in the mid-1970s to a boatswain

mate 2nd class, a light-blue long-sleeved shirt

with an eagle and two stripes on each sleeve

and the name stenciled over the left shirt

pocket, unremarkable except for one thing.

Today, pregnancy and motherhood are no

bar to service in the armed forces, and women

fill nearly every military role. They can le-

gally fly warplanes in combat, and Congress
will soon be debating the removal of the laws

excluding women from direct combat.

“American women have been directly in-

volved in military activities since the birth of

the nation,&q Vining says, but the history of

that involvement has remained largely unrec-

ognized.

Carpenter bees in Kentucky home
They look like larg black bumble-

bees. The males buzz, dart and dive

bomb toward people who come too

close to their nests.

Butacarpenter bee&#3 buzz is worse

than its sting.
“Carpenter bees spend their win-

ter as adults in abandoned nest tun-

nels,” said Mike Potter, Extension

specialist for urban veterinary medi-

cine at the University of Kentucky’s
college of agriculwre, “and then

emerge in the spring during April or

May.”Ly
After dormancy, these large, black

insects begin their search for a mate

and a place to constructa nest. Unfor-

tunately, homes are included in their

search.

During mating, aggressive males.

often hover in front of people who are

around nests.

“These males are quite harmless,
however,” said Potter, “because they

lack a stinger.”
Female carpenter bees can inflict

apainful sting but seldom will unless

they are handled or molested.

“After mating, the fertilized fe-

male excavatesa perfectly round tun-

nel about the diameter of a finger in

wood and lays her eggs there,” said

Potter.

Burrowing sounds may be heard,

or coarse sawdust the color of fresh

cut wood may be seen around the

entry hole.
Th bees prefer bare, unpainted or

weathered softwood, especially red-

wood, cedar, cypress, and pine. Com-

mon nesting sites include eaves, win-

dow trim, siding, wooden shakes,

decks and outdoor fumiture. They
usually avoid painted or pressure-

wood.
‘Whether the female utilizes an old

nest or constructs a new one, the

damage to a home can be consider-

able.
Potter suggests the following for

control of carpenter bees.

*Paintall exposed wood surfaces,

especially those which have already
bee attacked.

“Keep garages and outbuildings
closed when bees are spotted.

*Apply liquid sprays of carbary!
(Sevin), chlorpyifos (Dursban), or a

synthetic pyrthroid to wood being
attacked.

*Puff insecticidal dust in exca-

vated nest openings, or

*Use a bee or wasp control aero-

sol spray.
After treatment, leave the hole

open for a few day to allow the bees

to contact and distribute the insecti-

cide throughout the nest galleries.
Then plug the entrance hole with a

piece of dowel coated with

carpenter&# glue or wood putty.

“This protects against future utili-

zation of old nesting tunnels and re-

duces the chance of wood decay,”
Potter said.

Be aware that female carpenter
bees will sting. Potter suggests treat-

ing nests at night when bees are less

active or while wearing protective
clothing.

New model refrigerators make
wholearray of different sounds

If the new refrigeratcr sitting in

your kitchen sounds different, it’s
because of better energy efficiency.

Ne refrigerators use just half as

much electricity as older models. A

twenty cubic foot refrigerator uses

about the same amount of electricity
as a seventy-five watt light bulb, said
Suzanne Badenhop Extension fam-

ily resource management specialist
with the University of Kentucky Col-

lege of Agriculture.
“Refrigerators purchased within

the Jast few years make different
sounds than their older counterparts,”
Badenhop said

“Some of the more automated
models emit a high-pitched whine
from newer, more efficient compres-
sors,” she said.

Other sounds include a soft hum
from the evaporator fan in the freezer,
clicks from the automatic defrost
timer switching off and on, she said.

“You also may notice thuds from
ice cubes falling from the ice maker
and gurgling water sounds from de-
frost water running into the drain

pan,” she said,
To help quiet some of these sounds,

The Rockcastle River, like many
other rivers in Kenucky, has been

treated like a garbage dump for many

years. As you travel along this river

you encounter pile after pile of cans,

bottles, boxes, bags, and other trash,
left by people unaware or uncon-

cemed for how they were fouling the

river. These dump not only scar the

river’s beauty, but threaten the river

with toxic contamination from the

various hazardous chemicals we com-

monly use in our homes, What ef-

fects will lead acid batteries, motor

oil, paints, diapers and other such

materials have on the river and its

wildlife? Whateffect does living with

these trash dumps have upon th self-

image and pride of the communities

dwelling along the river?

These are among the concerns of

the members of RRR and its founder,

Jerry Waddle. Jerry grew up along
the Rockcastle in Livingston and still

calls it home. He has made a deep
commitment to this river and the

people who live along it. He feels

violated by the damag being done to

this river as surely as if the dumps
were on his own front porch. “The

students who came down here from

Ohio worked real hard and they were

affected by the condition of the river,”
he said during a discussion after the

cleanup. “What&#39; so important is get-

ting local peopl to join u in protect-

ing the river.”

Jerry started RRR about two years

ago and since that time the group has

worked to preserve the river and its

wildlife. With the helpof local people
they have been cleaning up existing
dumps, thereby making immediate

The Floyd County Times

improvements in the river&#3 health.
Unfortunately this can become an

overwhelming task as new dumps
appe almost daily, trashing restored
sites almost as quickly as they are

cleaned.

RRR’s more long-term efforts are

focused upon educating peopl in the

region about the values of the river

and the importance ofkeeping itclean.
Besides teaching people about the

hazards of dumping, RRR is working
to develop a renewed sense of pride
and care for the river. It seems as

though people will not stop trashing
the river until they really begin to

care for it as a part of their home, and

care for those who share it with them.

Kentucky couldn&#39 afford
to wait for education réform

In 1990 a wise friend offered some valuable advice as the Kentucky
Education Reform Act&#3 journey toward implementation began. He

warned us not to assume people knew why Kentucky&# schools needed to

be radica reformed.

“Kentuckians may have enacted a massive solution for a problem
they don’t know they have,& he opined.

Heeding this advice, let&# go back to some basics. Why is this

revolutionary transformation of Kentucky schools necessary Why are

we doing something no generation of Kentuckians has tried to do before?

The simplest answer starts with the 1989 Kentucky Suprem Court

decision that found Kentucky’s ‘‘entire system of common schools’’ —

all the laws, regulations and funding formulas -— to be unconstitutional.
All Kentucky children have the right to an adequat and uniform

education, no matter where they live, the court declared, and Kentucky&#
school system hasn’t provided it. In effect, the court ordered the General

ay te eagles ad enone te ae te
schools. The legislature did this when they passe the 1990 Kentucky
Education Reform Act.

It had become clear by the early &#39 that America’s economic

competitiveness, productivity growth and the creation of high-paying
jobs had fallen behind its foreign competition. The nation, it was said,
needed to start &#39;‘thin for a living’ with strong minds inventing new

American schools, by international standards, weren&# preparing
those minds. The strongest language came from the Reagan

i & report, ‘&qu Nation at Risk.&# That report said that ifa

foreign power had done to American schools what Americans had done

to themselves, it would be considered an act of war.

aie Kentu had the nation’ & least educated work force, since only
53 percent of all adult Kentuckians had a high school diploma. About 67

percent of Kentucky&# 18-year-olds graduated from high school, 38th in

the nation.

Kentucky ranked 49th in adult population with college degrees; 46th

in college attendance; and first in adult illiteracy. School spending was

far below most states, ranking from 41st to 46th by various measures; no

Kentucky school district (not even the ‘‘wealthiest’*) was funded at the
national average, about $4,000 per student.

Poor education ice mirrored other measures of social well

being. Twenty percent of Kentucky’s children lived in poverty, seventh

highest in the nation, Kentucky ranked 42nd (lowest) in per capita
income; third in teen pregnancy; seventh in unemployment.

Problems also appeared in other areas. A profound demographic shift

was, and is, at work that will profoundly our future. Kentucky&#
population is growing old, fast. For example, in 1985 there were 97,105

able to acquire the skills they need to contribute to their own support,
much less the support of the retired generation.

Given the critical contribution these young: people must make to

& future, their development has to be our top priority.
So the Kentucky Education Reform Act grew up from alarm about the

quality of education for Kentucky children and the conviction that poor
economic conditions and education were linked. That hasn’t changed.

Kentuckians throughout the 1980s said better schools and better jobs
were their top priorities. They also told pollsters they were willing to pay

more for schools if they were shown that Kentucky schools would

improve. With the reform act Kentuckians saw an intolerable situation
leading to a bleak future and decided to do something about it.

Now Kentucky children have that reform in law; it’s time to see it in
the classrooms.

The child may

also have a short attention span and

be casily distracted, be impulsive and

cannot wait or foresee consequences

are quite mild and are only discov-

ered after the child has reached adult-

hood. Others are severe and may be

diagnosed quite readily. A child with

a specific learning disability is usu-

ally of average intelligence or above-

averaged intelligence. He or she may

be thought of as “having what it

takes” but “not being able to put it

together.”

Short was stricken with an illness
a while ago—an illness that depleted
her health and her funds,

She was not eligible for state health

care assistance through the Medicaid

program because she received Social

Security benefits, she said. She also

made wo much money for federal

assistance.

Jones, from Wester Kentucky,
has a child who needs minor life

support equipment because she has

trouble breathing. Their family, how-

ever, cannot afford the equipment,
and the family does not qualify for

Slate assistance, Jones explained.
“We&#39;v had doctors tell us, “Go

away, you can’t pay,” she said.
Several legislators on the com-

mittee gave examples of how badly
people in the Commonwealth need

universal health care.

Rep. Bill Donnermeyer, D-

Bellevue, told his fellow committee

members he knows of several people
who cannot afford to take jobs be-

cause they would lose their state

medical cards which provide health

care coverage for their children.

But Dr. James C. Norris, chief

executive officer of Pikeville Meth-

odist Hospital, gave the people in the

room some hope. Last year, he said,
Pikeville Methodist Hospital pro-

vided $2.6 million in indigent care.

“Every person who comes into

Pikeville Methodist Hospital is

treated,” Normis said.

Nomis was put on the hot seat,

however, when he said the hospital
had about a $3 million profit last

year. Sen. Benny Ray Bailey, D-Hind-

man, said he has read that hospitals
jack up medical care price to paying

customers to help pa for indigents.
“So if came up there, would you

charge me more to make up forpeopic
whocan’t pay?” Bailey asked Norris.

“That&#3 the same as any other busi-

ness,” Norris said.
“No, it’s not,” Bailey replied. “If1

Justin Reichenbach, Matthew Hale and John Mattox last

week completed building their own mountain dulcimers

during the Children&#3 Museum of Art Dulcimer-making
Workshop at the Mountain Heritage Arts and Crafts Center.

The three Prestonsburg High School students are musi-

cians who occasionally get togethe to play their guitars,
but they were drawn to the soft sound of the dulcimer.

Reichenbach became attached to dulcimer music early in

his life. His

mom,

ing his own design for the sound holes. Justin Reichenbach
selected the Shamrock design. His mother, who with her

husband also crafted a dulcimer, traced a cross from her

rosary.

Ralph Clark, director of the Children&#39; Museum, based

his sound holes on a medieval design. He also plans to add

bamboo to his dulcimer.

The dulcimers made during the workshop were crafted

from cherry wood which gave them a redder tint, said

Blackbur. Dulcimers can be made from walnut for a

darker tint, and from Kentucky Coffee, cedar or poplar
wood.

the early 1800&# in a remote region of Appalachia.
The mountain dulcimer seems to have derived its shape

from Renaissance instruments, says Biggs, though the

mountain dulcimer should not be confused with the ham-

mered dulcimer, a multi-stringed percussion instrument

belonging in the psaltry family.
Dulcimer, “sweet song,” takes its name from two root

words: “dulce” which means sweet in Latin and the Greek

“melos&qu for song.
Dulcimers have from three strings to twelve. The dulci-

mers produced during the workshop were three-stringed
instruments because they&# easier to use, according to

instructor Larry Blackburn of Cow Creek.

Blackburn provided the woodcrafting tools the students

used to cut and shap their instruments. He also supervised
the use of

Childhood immunization important
to your child/other children

Parents with children who will be

entering school this fall need to make

sure they have all required immuni-

zations prior to school beginning.
“All Kentucky children need to

have a certificate that indicates that

they have received all their immuni-

zations before they enter school for

the first time,” said Janet Kurzynske,
Extension foods and nutrition spe-

cialist with the University of Ken-

tucky College of Agriculture.
After many years in which the

number of cases of childhood dis-

eases dropped, the recent trend is for

the number of cases to increase. Many
parents are failing to have their chil-

dren
i

agains the

childhood diseases, she said.

In Kentucky, only 60 percent of

children under two years of age are

properly immunized, in some devel-

oping countries that rate is 80 per-

cent, she said.
“Preschool children in our coun-

try are suffering and even dying from

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When the “Blues” won’t go away:

New treatments effective in fight against depres
W all feel “blue” from time to

time and have days when getting out

of bed seems a daunting task. Yet, for

the 12 w 14 million Americans who

suffer from depression, these feel-

ing of sadness and emptiness do not

get away. Without treatment, depres
sion will persist for weeks, months

or ev years al a time.

from work and greater use of bealth

care services than any other chronic

condition, with the exception of

chronic heart disease. It is estimated

that depression costs upwards of $27

billion annually in the U.S. alone,

including both direct and indirect

costs, such as loss of productivity.

Many believe—incorrectly—that
depression is just a bad case of the

blues, that it reflects a personal wea
ness, and that

“snap out of it” if they tried. Rather,
ion now is undezstood to be

the result of a chemical imbalance in

the brain, much in the way other

diseases, such as diabetes and thy-
roid disorders, involve chemical im-

balances. Life events, such as loss of

a loved one or financial difficultie
may trigger the onset of a

depr

episode or make a current episode
worse, but in many cases, depression
comes on without warning.

“People suffering from depression
usually have little interest in once-

pleasurable activities and suffer from

a persistent sad or “empty” mood.

Other symptoms include decreas
energy and fatigue, and feeling of

being “slowed gown” or feelings of
restlessness. Changes in sleeping

patterns and eating habits; difficulty

in thinking, remembering and mak-
ing decisions; feelings of guilt, worth-

lessness and helplessness; as well as

eee ote or suicid also are

Despit ‘th warnin signs, de-

undertreated. Even people who seek

belp for depression may not receive

adequate treatment or treatment may
be stopped prematurely, leading to a

relapse of depressive symptoms. In

fact, recent research has shown that

for most people, depression is a

chronic disorder that benefits from

long-term treatment.

dition, such as diabetes or high blood

pressure,” says Dr. Jan Fawcett, pro-
fessor and chairman of the Depart-
ment of Psychiatry at Rush Presbyt
rian St. Luke&#3 Medical Center in

Several options exist for the treat-

ment of depression, including drug
therap and psychotherapy—some-

times called “talk therapy.” Psycho-
therapy frequently is directed toward

There are a number of effective

medications for the treatment of de-

pression, although some of the older

drugs are associated with a high inci-

dence of unpleasan side effects, in-

cluding weight gain, dry mouth and

blurred vision. Members of a newer

class of
anti lied the

selective serotonin reuptake inhibi-

tors, or SSRIs—seem to be just as

effective as the older drugs, but have

fewer of their side effects. Nausea is

the most comumon side effect associ-

ated with drugs belonging to the SSRI

class.

The newest drug in this class,
called Paxil (or paroxetine hydro-
chloride, its chemical name) became

i in February. In addition to

alleviating symptoms of depression
during short-term treatment, Paxil

also has been shown tobe effective in

preventing relapse of depression in

patients who weré treated for one

year.
During the trials that were con-

ducte to establish the safety and

ef of Paxil, the drug was

used in a broad range of depressed
patients, including the moderately to

severely depressed, the elderly and

patients whose depressions were ac-

companied by symptoms of anxiety.
In these studies, Paxil was shown

effective in improving certain symp-
toms frequentl associated with de-

tato sced stock that originated from

Canada need to check the bag it

came in to sec if it came from a

shipment that may contain seed stock

contaminated with a virus that can

“U.S. Department of Agriculture
officials have notified local officials

that Kentucky was one of 14 states

receiving seed potatoes from Canada

that may be infected with the PVY-n

virus. Three of the suspect 83 lots

coming from Canada were delivered

to Kentucky,” said Bill Nesmith, ex-
tension plant pathologist with the

University of Kentucky College of

Agriculture.
The disease, while causing few

problems with potatoes normally
grown in Kentucky, does cause sig-
nificant damage to tobacco, a plant

closel related to potatoes, he said.
This virus, however, poses no prob-

te to humans and

potatoes con-

taining the virus are safe to consume.

Once the disease is brought to

Kentucky, it could be established in

the state since it is harbored in several

weedy host plants that could allow it

to overwinter here, he said.

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Dear Dr. Bohling, Are there any
advantages to splitting the planter
with two different hybrids? Does this

help spread pollination and reduce

heat and drought risk?
In general, I do not recommend

this practice. Heat and drought stress

can delay the emergence of silks rela-

tive to the male flower or tassel shed-

ding pollen. But under the same con-

ditions, the male flower, or tassel,

emergeson schedule and begins shed-

ding pollen. When this occurs, in-

complete fertilization and sparse for-

mation of corn kemels can reduce

yields.
The idea behind mixing two dif-

ferent maturities is that if stress de-

lays silk emergence in the carlier of

the two hybrids, pollen from the later

hybrid will be available when those
silks do emerge. I have seen cases

where pollination ofa earlier hybrid
benefited because there was a later-

maturing com shedding pollen at the

proper time. This does nothing, how-

ever, for that later hybrid which may
also have delayed silk development.

If -you decide to use this practice,
make sure you know the growing

degree units (GDUs) to flowering for
each of the hybrids. Relative matu-

rity ratings for corn do not necessar-

ily correspond to their flowering
dates. Hybrids within the same matu-

rity group can vary widely in their

flowering dates.

Mixing maturities within a field

may provide an advantage in some

seasons, depending o the timing of

heat and drought stress. Most years,
however, I think farmers are better

off planting one hybrid in each field,
using a mix of early, mid- and full-

Season com across the farm.
Dear Dr. Bohling, I have always

planted my full-season hybrids first,
then moved to mid-season and short-

season com. M neighbor plants some

short-season com first, so he can be

gin harvest earli¢r. What do you rec-

ommend?
Full-season corn shows the maxi-

mum response to early planting. To
imize

yield
ial,

I recom-

mend youcontinue planting your full-

season com first. However, if you see

an early market advantage, or a need

to spread your harvest workload,
planting some short-season com early
can provide some benefit.

Look a your priorities before you
decide. You will probably sacrifice

some yield potential by starting your

planting with a short-season rather

than a full-season hybrid. If you be-

lieve you can overcome that yield
loss with a higher market price or

dryer grain, you may wish to adjust
your planting schedule accordingly.

Dear Dr. Bohling, Do I need to

order seed treatment for soybeans
that have genetic resistance to

Phytophthora root rot?

First, we need to understand PRR

auiacks soybean plants at different

stages of development. The seedling
phase can occur anytime from germi-

nation up to about the first or second

trifoliate leaf stage. The root-rot phase
can occur anytime after emergence
when the environmental conditions

are suitable for the development of

the disease. This includes large plants
late in the season. Varieties described

as resistant to PRR have geneti abil-

ity to figh off the disease during the

seedling phase Seed treatments are

Health Walk &#3 to

benefit cardiac program
Walkers throughout the Big Sandy

region will gather on Saturday, May
8, to walk for their health.

Dear Dr. Bohling, Last year, [ saw

the effects of soybean cyst nema-

todes on my farm for the first time.

What is the best strategy for prevent-
ing yield losses from this pest?

One of the first steps you should

take is to prevent spreading the nema-

tode. Clean equipment before mov-

ing itto anew field. Take soil samples
to determine the presence of the pest.

For fields that have cyst nema-

todes, I recommend rotating between

cyst-resistant soybean varicties, non-

host crops and susceptible soybean
varieties. Depending on where you

farm, non-host crops include com,

wheat, cotton and peanuts, Cyst-re-
sistant soybean varities in the rota-

tion helps prevent the evolution of a

race of nematodes with th ability to

uttack resistant varieties.

I strongly recommend using cyst-
resistant variclics wherever yo find

the nematode. By limiting their use to

every four years in the rotation, how-

ever, you can help protect the long-
term effectiveness of that genetic re-

sistance.

Dear Dr. Bohling, I hear a lot of

talk aboutplanting beans early—even
in early to mid-April. What are the

advantages and disadvantage of this

idea?
As with most crops, soy beans usu-

ally perform best when planted lite

early rather than a litue late. How-

ever, I have seen no data to support
this ultra-early planting of soybeans.
I think the risks tend to outweigh
potential benefits. Frost damage to

emerging seedlings, flooding and

ahigh incidence of seedling disease

in cool, wet soil conditions all add to

th risk, Som growers seem sold on

this practice, but] suspect their opin-
ions are based on onc or two seasons

when springtime conditions favored

early planting.
{f you do plant carly, look for

soybean varictics with high ratings
for emergence, scedling vigor and

disease resistance. Even for later

planting, the same traits will pay off

in the cool, wet soils characteristic of

reduced-tillage fields.

Dear Dr. Bohling, Based on a po-
tential new fucl tax and higher fucl

costs, will it pay to plant earlier com

maturities to take advantage of more

field drydown?
Generally fuller season com yields

enough extra, compared to earlier

hybrids, that the additional yield will

pay for the cost of the extra moisture

it carries. However, I understand that

as the drying costs go up, the benefit

of extra yield will decrease. For ex-

ample, suppose you have a 140-bushe!

yield level atacom price of $2.20 per
bushel and a moisture difference of 2

percent. In other words, the fuller

Season com is 2 percent wetter than
the earlier com. The fuller season

com only needs t yield a little over

a bushel more than the early com

when the dryin is a penny per point
of moisture per bushel. Now, if that

drying cost goes up to cents per
bushel, then it takes a lite over 4

bushels of extra yield to pay for the

extra moisture. If drying costs would

go up to five cents, then it takes about
7 1/2 bushels wo dry those extra 2

points of moisture. So, I think it’s

easy to the ic and

plug in what you consider to be your

drying cost, the value of the crop, and
the moisture difference you would

expect between products of different

maturity.

March’s rate remained below the

7.3 percent rate in March 1992, ac-

cording to the U.S. Bureau of Labor

Statistics. The U.S. rate fell from 7.7

percent in February to 7.3 percent in

March. Comparabl state and national

rates are not seasonally adjusted.
“Since people were more optimis-

tic about looking for work in March,
we experienced a flood of job seek-

ers.

The answer is a complicated yes and no.

According to the U.S. Census Bureau. a col-

leg graduat earns about twice as much

($30.492/yr) as a high school graduate
. ($18.348/yr). This and

other data clearly in-

dicates that more educa-

tion pays off in today&
labor market. But aver-

ages can be misleading.
Wages for new high
school graduates. for

example, are much lower

y
than the average and very

s few can find good paying
jobs. Different parts of the country al have

higher average rates than others. A close ex-

amination of the data indicates that the picture

.
for new college graduates is also a bit more

complicated.
Over the past year, the U.S. Department of

Labor has released information indicating that
: new colleg graduate have been facing a more

competitive and difficult labor market — and

that this is likely to continue for some time. This

comes from two basic factors: 1) there are more

new grad than in the recent past and 2) pro-

jection for new jabs requiring degrees are

down slightly.
From 1984 through 1990, about 20% of new

college grad took jobs that don’t typically re-

quire a college degre Most of these jobs were

in administrative support, retail sales, service

and blue-collar occupations. Over the next ten

years, the percentage of underemploye college
grad is expected to climb to 30%. That is the

bad news. It means that many new grad will

have difficulty finding good paying jobs in a

field related to their training. And it means that

it will also tak many new grad long ta find

an initial job and to settle into a career.

But there is also good news. There are cur-

rently about 29 million workers with 4 or more

years of college education in a work force of

123 million. About 80% of them work in jobs
typically requiring a college degree and my

guess is that many of the remaining 20% have

gotten their job over less well-educated

workers and will be promoted more rapidly.
There is some evidence to support this, since

those with more education tend to get more on-

the-job training than those with less. Peopl
with highe levels of education also have lower

levels of unemployment, a clear economic

advantage.
One way to loo at this is to consider what

ppens when a new graduate.poes looking for

work. Many of them will find jobs quickly. par-

ticularly those whose skills are in demand. But

many will also find that the are competing with

others who have more work experience and will

end u settling for lower level of compensation
or outside their preferre occupation. Still, even

those new grads who accept less than they
prefer have often been hired over those with

even less education. In effect, they have

bumpe someone else whose credentials are less

competitiv than their own. And. over time, this

bumping will continue as they gain more ex-

perience often compoundin the advantag they
have gaine in the beginning of their careers.

There is even more evidence that education

hel in the labor market. A joint stud by the

U.S. Department of Labor and the American

Societ of Training and Developme found that

basi skills, such as the ability to learn, readin
and math, good verbal and written communica-

tion, and creative problem-solving are rated as

very important to employers — and these are

precisely the skills learned in college. Another

positive indicator is that jobs requiring educa-

tion beyon the high school level are all pro-
jecte to grow mare rapidly than average, with

projecte growth rates of well over 30%. The

fastest growth category, a projected 75% in-

crease, is for technicians — a category of jobs
often held by those with technical training but

not necessarily a four year colleg degree
These jobs pay less on the average than those

requiring four year degree but some pay quite
well and offer a clear alternative for many.

So, while it may be a competitive market for

many new and even more experienced college
graduates it is clear that, over time and on the

average. more education is still a greatinvest-
ment for your career and your life.
