American Cancer Society

The Kentucky Division Public Is-

sues Committee and the TobaccoFree

Young Kentuckians Coalition sup-

Port increasing the Kentucky excise

lax on cigarettes from the low 3¢ a

pack to 27¢ a pack. We know these

additional funds could be used to

finance public education and health

care reform in Kentucky, but in-

creased revenue is not the primary
reason the American Cancer Society
endorses this tax increase. The rea-

son we favor an increase in excise

taxes is that we know fewer young
people will begin smoking and con-

tinue smoking when th price of ciga-
rettes is increased significantly.

Also, there is a movement to in-

crease the federal excise tax on a

pack of cigarettes. Suggestions range
from $1 to $2 a pack. This proposed
tax is considered an appropriate and

logical source of funding for health

care. The American Cancer Society
also supports increasing the federal

excise tax.

Please contact your state repre-
sentative and senator tolet them know

many Kentuckians support an in-

crease in the tax on tobacoo. You

might also suggest that funds gener-
ated from this tax could be used to

belp pay for health care and/or edu-

cation.

W also ask you, and other Legis-
lative links, to contact your United

States congressman and Senators

Ford and McConnell to encourage
them to endorse an increase in the

federal excise tax on tobacco. We

know support from Senators Ford

and McConnell is not likely but think

it is important for legislators who

represent our state in Washington,
D.C. to hear from Kentuckians who

know Kentucky needs to look be-

yond tobacco as a source of income.

As the American Cancer Society
asks for an increase in excise taxeson

tobacco al th state and national lev-

els, we think it is a good idea to

suggest that some of the money gen-
erated from

a

tax on tobacco be used

to develop other agricultural prod-
ucts and/or businesses to help replace

income lost as tobacco production
diminishes in communities that rely

heavily o this cash crop. You might
mention this possibility when you

talk with or write your legislators.
We sense the political winds re-

garding tobacco are shifting in the

direction of intelligence and reason.

Volunteers and staff working with

the American Cancer Society need to

speak out as thinking people who

care about the health of Kentuckians,
who are aware of the economic im-

pact of tobacco and who know w-

bacco farmers may need help as to-

bacco becomes less reliable as a cash

crop.

An after-hours caller in the Pike County Court-
house ran up more than $100 in charges by dialing
“1-900” numbers, allegedly phon sex lines. The

caller may never be found, said Tim Bostic, a

spokesman for Pike Judge-Executive Wayne T.

Rutherford.

Bostic sai five calls were made, but he did not

know tbe nature of the services provided by the

numbers. Donna Damron, a former county fi-

nance officer who is challenging Rutherford for

the office in the upcoming election, said th calls

went to “sex lines.”
The Damron campaign blames Rutherford for

the calls, saying be removed a safeguard from the

county’s telephones that required a three-or-four

digit code to gain access to a long distance line.

Bostic acknowledged that Rutherford had changed
the code system, but added that officials have

since blocked all access to &quot;1-90 numbers from

county phones.
Bostic said he suspects Damron’ s campaign of

making the calls. Danny Briscoe, a political con-

sultant working for Damron, called the allegation
“so weak that it&# hard to imagine.” —Louisville

When lost, staying
calm is imperative

The thought of getting lost is a

recurring nightmare for a lot of hunt-

ers, hikers, campers and other folks

who venture into the woods.

Since I&#3 never been lost, I have

no personal knowledge of what the

experience is like. But judging from

what I&#3 heard and read, it appar-
ently is one of the most horrifying
ordeals anyone can ever undergo.

Supposedly many people, upon
ing

lost, are swept by a hys-
terical pani that shatters all power of

reasoning. Quite often, victims thraw

away the very equipment they need

to survive. Some even discard their

clothing.
If their misfortune lasts long

enough, the panic can evidently tum

into something resembling tempo-
tary insanity. Lost people have been

known to hide from rescue parties or

even flee from them in blind terror.

There have been a few times when

T&# lost my bearings in the woods

and gotten umed around. It is a be-

wildering sensation. You feel as

though you&# entered a mirror world

where everything is backward from
what it&# supposed to be.

Fortunately, I&#3 always managed
to get back on track quickly enough
toexperience nothing more than tem-

porary uneasiness. But that was

enough to give me some inkling of

how it must feel to be marooned in

the woods with no idea of how to get
out and no knowledge of how wo

survie.

Most of the eastern United States

is so throughly dominated b civili-
zation that it&#3 hard for me to under-

stand how anyone could become se-

riously lost there. Few remaining
tracts of woodland are vast and un-

broken enough to rank as wilderness

in anything other than the artifical

sense conferred b legislation.
And yet people still somehow

manage to get lost. Not only do they
get lost, more often than you would

think, they fail to survive the ordeal.

On of the places where it happens
most frequently is right at my own

back door in the Great Smoky Moun-

tains National Park.

In the 3 years I’ve lived near the

Smokies, dozens of people have been

lost there. The most recent was a 13-

year-old boy who vanished on a fam-

ily hike abouta monthago. Some 300

searchers scoured the woods for a

week before the boy& body was found.

Evidence indicated he&# panicked and

fallen off a cliff shortly after he dis-

a

The Smokies park entcnds for 70

miles along the Tennessee-North
Carolina border in a northeast-south-

west direction. At no point is it more

than 20 miles wide going from cast to

west. From the crest of the mountains

along the state line, the average dis-

tance to the park boundary o either

side is only eight or nine miles.

Admiuedly, the terrain is some of

the most rugged in the eastern United

States. But even allowing for that, a

person in good physical condition

who doesn&# lose his head should be

able to start from the most remote

poin in the park and hike out of it in

no more than a couple of days.
In other words, no one with good

sense should ever get seriously lost in

the Smokies. Yet during the ime I&#3

lived near the park, to the best of my

recollection, there have been half a

yee

dozen people who went astray in it

and never came out. In three of those

cases, victims’ bodies were never

found.
Even more baffling is a case that

happened several years ago in South-

west Virginia&# Mount Rogers Na-

tional Recreation Area. Being a Vir-

ginia native, I&#3 made many hunting
and camping excursions to Mount

Rogers. In no way could it be classed

as remote.

Compared to the Smokies, the ter-

rain is gentle, and it&#39 crisscrossed by
numerous old logging roads and an

interconnecting network of horse,

hiking and jeep wails. Moreover,

much of the crest area is untimbered,

providing vistas that extend for miles.

Like the Smokies, the Mount

Rogers area is elongated in shape, but

whereas the Smokies are 20 miles

across, Mount Rogers is only half a

dozen miles wide with well-used

paved roads bounding it on either

side.

Nevertheless, back in the mid-

1980s, a male and a female student

from a nearby college managed to get
lost there on a sprin day hike. It was

bright and sunny when they left their

vehicle, so they wore only lightcloth-

ing. But while they were out, bad

weather moved in and wrapped the

mountains in fog. The couple appar-

ently wandered aimlessly in the fog
for hours.

Finally, the girl refused to go any

farther. Her companion left her and

eventually did reach a road, But by
the time a rescue party could be

mounted to search for the girl, she
was dead of exposure.

Wilderness may be a thing of the

past in the eastern United States, but
if you don&# know what you&# doing
or don&# hang onto your wits, youcan
still lose your life in a seuing that&#

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Catch and release means more

bass

Late April through mid-May is

the spawning period for many Ken-

tucky fish species including large-
mouth and smallmouth bass.

When water temperatures begin
to consistently hold in the mid-60s,

bass will move into shallow water

areas to nest. And during this period,
catch and release can play a very

important role in helping maintain

good bass populations in Kentucky&#3
major reservoirs and smaller lakes.

Fisheries biologists with the Ken-

tucky Department of Fish and Wild-

life Resources (K DFWR) encourage
anglers to strongly consider keeping
crappie or bluegill that can also be

realily caught in April and May, in-
stead of taking home largemouth or

smallmouth. Crappie and bluegill are

generally considered better tasting
fish, according to most fishermen.

During May, both largemouth and

smallmouth can be found in almost

any kind of shoreline cover such as

stump rows, flooded bushes an
Gmber, Bass are

toa, to almost any type lure with

spinnerbaits and plastic worms being
two top choices. Later in May, blue-

gill will begin bedding, which usu-

ally means they are more concen-

trated in shallow water and easier to

catch.

Kentucky has numerous smaller

public lakes that offer excellent blue-

gill and red ear sunfish (shell-cracker)
fishing.

Favorite tactics for blucgills is to

driftcricketsor small bits or redworms
or nightcrawlers on a small hook and
bobber rig over spots where bluegill
are spawning.

To catch red ear sunfish, a large
cousin of the bluegill, fishing just off

the bottom using the same technique
can be productive. One additional

method is to fish very small jigs with

a plastic, minnow-type body or a

short twister-tail using ultralight fish-

ing tackle. Using very ligh line such

as two- to four-pound test, casting
smaller lures is easier and the action

of th lure is more lifelike.

In windy conditions, you may want

to add a small split-shot sinker

clamped on the line a few inches

above the jog. This will help with

better accuracy when casting. Jigs
should always be fished slowly to

allow th blucgill time to get the lure

in its small-sized mouth.

HIT JIGS
On of the nice things about win-

ter bass fishing, says loumament pro.
Cliff Craft, is that it narrows your

choice of lures considerably.
“Basically, all you need is a jig

and pork chunk, or possibly a

spinnerbait or spoon,” laughs the

Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff an-

gler. “Other lures may work at differ-

ent times, but one of these three will

almost always catch bass in cold

weather.”
The key, explains Craft, is being

able to fish the lures slow and usually
fairly deep, although if bass happen
to be shallow, both the jig and

spinnerbait can still be used.

“Jigs are effective because when

used with a big pork chunk trailer

they&# sink very slowly,” he says.
“Youcan hop them along the battom,

bounce them down steep channel

drops or even drop them into thick

cover.

“With th silicone skirts now used

on many jigs, the lures really do look

alive, too,” continues Craft. “I think

every bass angler owes it to himself

to learn ho to fish jigs.”
Another lure Craft often uses in

cold weather is a jigging spoon. It

resembles an injured shad and can be.

extremely effective when bass are

suspende in deep water somewhere.

between the top and bouom.

“You can work a spoon at various

depth and at different speeds,” ex-

plains the Evinrude pro, “and you

usually have to experiment with dif-

ferent speed until you find the cor-

rect presentation.
“I believe many fishermen work

spoons too fast. That is, they jig them

too much with their rod tips. A spoon

actually
j

anglers realize, and bass don’t usu-

ally want it that way.”
Another up Craft offers to spoon

fishermen is to let the lure fall on a

slack line so it will wobble from side

wside and. more natural. Many
fishermen let the lure fall on a tight

line, which keeps it from moving
freely.

If bass don’t want jigs or spoons,
Craft warns to a big spinnerbait. For

deep winter fishing he prefersa heavy
3/4 or one-ounce spinnerbait with

large Indiana or Colorado blades. This

is most effective when fished around

rocky riprap or steep channel drops
and bluffs.

“One of the best ways to fish a

spinnerbai like this is to let it wind-

mill down a steep drop,” says Craft.

“You can stair-step it down b letting
it touch the bottom

i

but

basically, you pull it down a slope
with your rod tip.

“If you&# after big bass, this is

one of the best lures to use.”

If it has been a while since you last

treated your outboard to a tune-up,

consider scheduling an appointment
with your Evinrude of Johnson dealer

this winter, rather than waiting until

next April or May when most service

departments will be swamped.

“Sometimes, even in the dead of

winter, if you can find the right con-

ditions, you can catch big fish on a ban

topwater lure like this.”
The right

iti Dearman

continues, are often bright, sunny
afternoons during which the water

may actually warm a few degrees.
Bass that have previously been deep
often come into shallow water to take

advantage of this warmth. They are

more likely to hit lures if the weather
remains sunny several days in suc-

cession.

“T think the best places to fish

buzz baits under these conditions are

around thick vegetation, if you can

find it, orrock riprap,” says Dearman.

“I’ve seen bass move so shallow

around rocks their dorsal fins were

nearly out of the water.”
Even with the fish shallow, ex-

plains the Johnson pro, the key to

getting a strike on a buzz bait is to

retrieve the h

ly

and actually bump the cover during
the retrieve.

“You can’t use a stop-and-go re-

trieve with a buzz bait because the
lure will sink when you stop,” says
Dearman, “but you can retrieve so

slowly the lure is on the verge of

sinking, and this is the type of re-

trieve you need to make in winter.

“Run the lure right into whatever
cover you&# fishing, too, and make

repeated casts to the same spot. If
there is a bass there, you&# probably
get some action.”

Dearman believes a buzz bait

brings wintertime strikes primarily
because bass don&# see many of them

in cold weather. Later in the spring

and summer when more anglers fish

tbem, Dearman thinks the bass begin
to shy away from the lure.

“I really believe bass are able to

recognize lures in the sense that some-

thing they see a lot may frighten
them,” he says. “That’s why I don’t

i i i i like

a buzz bait in cold weather.
“A buzz bait is traditionally a big

bass lure, too,” he concludes, “not

only in the spring, summer and fall,
but also in the winter.”
