Mickey McGuire contends that the

board’s discussion of the reorganiza-
tion plan in a closed session at the

March 30 and April 3 meetings was

in violation of the law.

McGuire demanded in his letter to

Patton that the reorganization plan be

rescinded and that all employces af-
fected b it be reinstated.

State education officials directed

the local board to reorganize the

district’s central offices after an ex-

tensive investigation into the school

system last year.
McGuire also contends that board

members violated a provision in the

state&# education reform act relating
to the hiring and firing of school

personnel.
“The development of an organi-

zational plan that eliminated only
certain peopl is, in essence, no dit-

ferent from the intentional demotion

or dismissal of those individuals in

violation of KERA.”

With a May deadline looming for

ahealthcare proposal from the White

House, members of President

Clinton’s reform task force say

they&# examining all available op-
tions for much needed cost contain-

ment. Nothing is set in stone, yet.

Still, some observers fear that the

cause long-term damage to the
nation’s health care delivery system.

One proposal that is causing con-

cem in the medical community would

establish what lawmakerscalla“‘glo-
bal budget.” That would mean set-

ting an annual limit on the amount of

money that could be spent in the

United States each year on health

care services. On its face, a global
budge or spending cap sounds like a

reasonable idea, but Alan R, Nelson
MD, the executive vice presiden of
the American Society of Internal

Medicine, says establishing and liv-

ing within such a budget could have

some unintended and unwanted con-

sequences.

Dr. Nelson says because of the

many competing demands for gov-
emment dollars, it’s possible that a

national budget for health care ex-

penditures may not be set at a level

that would fund our nation’s many
health needs adequately. Thus, the

key question becomes: What hap-
pens if the

the year? The answer, Dr. Nelson

worries, is that limits might be placed
on the healthcare services that Ameri-

cans could receive,

“Our relationships with our pa-
uents would likely be compromised
if we were asked by the government
to restrict access to some health care

services. Physicians must retain the

ability to make decisions based on

what&# best for individual patients,”
Dr. Nelson says.

Critics of global budgeting also

question the wisdom of placing spend-
ing decisions for the entire health

care system into the hands of Wash-

ington bureaucrats. The American

Medical Association points out that

under a global budget, Congress and

governmental agencies would be

making decisions that would have

unknown and far-reaching conse-

quences for a sector of the economy
that is bigger than the automotive,
aerospace and computer manufac-

turing industries combined.

Dr. Nelson realizes that lawmak-

ers are under pressure to find some

way to rein in health care costs, and

h says that’s why many in Congress
think it might be best “to simply say
ur country won&#3 spend more than a

given amount on health care in a 12-

month period.” But an arbitrary
spending cap, he says, ignores the

fundamental problems that are fuel-

ing medical inflation.

“Increased use of medical tech-

nology, soaring malpractice costs, an

aging population—these issues are

driving health care costs and they&#3
Not going to go away simply because

Congress decides to puta capon how

much we spend on health care each

year. Instead of eating the symp-

toms, we need to do something about

the inefficiencies and inequities thal

are the real problems,” Dr. Nelson

says.

As an alternative to a spending
ceiling set by lawmakers, the Ameri-

can Society of Internal Medicine is

calling for spending gaals that would

be agreed to b all of the players in

the in the health care system. ASIM

believes the government and doc-

tors, along with insurers and con-

sumers, can establish reasonable

spending goals and then work to-

gether toward meeting the goals

Inaddition, ASIM proposes a num_-

ber of cost-control measures that Dr

Nelson says would eliminate billions

of dollars in administrative waste and

unnecessary care without dramat-

cally increasing government control

over health care or restricting access

to medical services,

“I think physicians realize how

important it is to help bring about a

health care system thal is more cffi-

cient than the one we have now,” Dr

Nelson says. &quot at the same ume

Count of the indictments al-

leges that LeMaster, 44, attempted to

commit extortion by accepting five

cash payments from former lobbyist
John W. “Jay” Spurrier. The alleged
payoffs were for LeMaster&#39;s influ-

ence on legislation that would have

prohibited hamess race tracks from

taking bets on televised races from

thoroughbred tracks.
All five alleged payments were

made in 1992. Two occurred on the

same January trip to Florida on which

former House Speaker Don

Blandford, convicted in April, took

three $500 bribes from lobbyist Bill

McBee. LeMaster was paid $1,500
during the trip, the indictment says.

The indictment doesn’t specify
when or where the other three pay-
ments LeMaster allegedly took oc-

curred.

The second count claims he com-

mitted interstate travel in aid of rack-

eteering for going tw Florida to ac-

cept two of the payments.
The senator is also accused of

lying to FBI agents when he was

interviewed March 31, 1992—the day
the federal probe, known as

BOPTROT, became public.

Eleven people have either pleaded

guilty or been convicted in the fed-
eral sting.

MIDDLECREEK!

by Chris Prater

In December 1861, Brigadier Gen-

eral Humphrey Marshall, in com-

mand of 2,800 Confederate soldiers,

marched from Pound Gap along the

Virginia border with 1,250 men.

Marshall marched his men to Paints-

ville where he set up camp. He knew

the Union soldiers were coming and

wanted to give them a great big sur-

Prise.

In charge of the Union soldiers

was Col. James A. Garfield. He com-

manded the 18th Brigade, made upof
two Ohio regiments and two Ken-

tucky regiments. One of the Ken-

tucky units was the 14th Kentucky
Infantry. The soldiers in the 14th

were mainly from the Big Sandy area.

‘These soldiers marched upriver, ar-

riving in Lawrence County, Decem-

ber 26, 1861.

“The first skirmish between the

two armies took place near Paints-

villeon January 4, 1862,” writes Floyd
County historian John David Preston

in his essay, “The Battle of

Middlecreek.” Preston said the armics

kept moving, winding up at Jenny&
Creek on January 6. This skirmish

made Brigadier General Marshall

withdraw to a place he thought was

safer. Marshall withdrew to Prestons-

burg. It took two days to move his

troops.
Colonel Garfieldalso went toward

Prestonsburg with 1,100 Union sol-

diers, arriving near the mouth of

Abbott Creek, January 1, 1861.

Garfield&#39 troops spent the night wait-

ing until moming tocross th hill into

Middlecreek.

At the forks of Middlecreek,
Marshall waited. He knew that

Garfield&#39 troops were across the hill.

H decided to put his artillery in the

valley of Left Fork. On the other side

of the creek, to the right of the artil-

lery, he placed his regiment of Ken-

tucky and Virginia units. Also on the

ridge wasacalvary unit. The Confed-

erate soldiers numbered 1,967 at the

battlefield.

During the two and one-half mile

tripup Middlecreek, Garficld’s troops

exchanged shots with rebel&#3 calvary,
early on the moming of January 10,

1862. He continued marching his

troops until he got 1,000 yards away
from the Southern troops. Garfield

placed a semicircle around the hill.

Garfield sent out his calvary around

noon “to draw Confederate fire and

reveal their position,” writes Preston.

Heavy fighting began. Garfield or-

dered two Kentucky companies to

attack the Confederates at the other

end of the ridge. H also sent a com-

pany from each of the Ohio regi-
ments to wade through the waist-

high water of Middlecreck on this

cold January day, says Cleve Shep-
herd, a Civil War reenactor.

The Confederates opened fire with

their cannon, but the shells didn’t

explode. When the bate between

the troops became rougher, Garfield

sent in two Kentucky companies.
Marshall withdrew to the left of the

ridge to reinforce his right position.
Garfield sent in more men to

strengthe his force on th left.

The Confederates moved to the

ridge on Garfield&#3 right. They were

now in position to seriously damage
the Union Army. Garfield then sent

one hundred twenty men led by Lieu-

tenant Colonel George Monroc to

push the Rebels from this position,
but the Rebels were only pushed to

the top of the ridges.
The battle was heavy. “Such ter-

rific volleys Ihave ever seen. Th hill

trembled under th recoil,” Garfield

said about the battle, writes Preston.

But things got worse.

The Rebels attacked Garfield’s

men in full force. The firing of guns

was like lighting and the smoke like

The Union soldiers shouted with joy
and pushed forward. B late evening

Marshall ordered a retreat. The Con-

federates left the slopes atevery point
burning their supplies as they went.

Garfield and his troops spent the

night on th battlefields and watched

the lights of the buming fires of the

Confederates.
Both sides claimed victory.

Garfield reported that Marshall did

not spen the night on the battIcficld

but moved down Middlecreek into

Prestonsburg after dark. Then went

on to Paintsville the next day.
Marshall also said that eleven Con-

federatcs has dicd and fifteen

wounded, Marshall estimated the

Union&#39 loss at 250 men killed and

300 wounded.

Garficld reported his losses at one

killed and twenty wounded. He said

that 85 Confederates were killed,

The Union gained conuol of the

Big Sandy. Garfield sent his troops in

pursuit of Marshall but the troops

only followed them six miles. The

Union soldiers were tired and hun-

gry, so they returned to camp.

OnJanuary 11, 1862,Garfield and

his Union oops took over command

of Prestonsburg. If Marshall had won

the Battle of Middlecreck, the Con-

federate Army would have had a sup-

ply route that might have helped them

havea victory over the North, Garfield

cut off this route when he took over

the Big Sandy.

some of his calls. I am glad to have

been of some help. Iam very happy to

have hadchances to operate on many
Adiwasis. Dr. Manda gave very suc-

cessful spinals at each of those opera-
tions, Some of them were

re

ciesea Most were elective such as

hemia, laporotomy, excision of fi-
broma and tubal ligations.

In 1976, a residential school was

started for Adiwasis. Because of the
dedicated and committed teachers,

there are over 400 Adiwasi students

getting a formal education. Every
Sunday the students are made to wear

their traditional dress and to dance in

order to encourage them keep their

own heritage. These children speak
Marathi, Hindi, English and Sanskrit.

Three graduates have been admitted
to medical colleges at Nagpur and

Bombay. Even Dr. Prakash’s son was

not admitted to medical school. He

had all his education with all the
other Adiwasis but he is a son from

the upper caste. Highly committed

social reformers should have some

benefits. Their children should have

some incentive to follow in their foot-

steps.
Agricultural and social activities

are conducted to teach Adiwasis to

be self-reliant and to be good farm-
ers. They are used to shift farming
which damages the ecology. Hunting
wild animals for food was discour-

aged by Dr. Prakash. Dr. Prakash and

his staff helped Adiwasis with all

kind of repairs, including hand pumps
which were installed by the govern-
ment and then ignored. I had an op-
portunity to help in one such repair of

a hand pump in a distant village. A

distance of 25 km took three hours of

driving in a four-wheeler. There are

absolutely no Toad ‘W had to drive

through ditches.

closed the wound lenghthwise with
absorbable sutures. Foot was immo-
bilized with a very thick plaster cast.

This cast lasted several days while I
was there. The tiger was seen to walk
normal on his forefoot. He tried to

che off the cast and eventually suc-

ceeded. By the end of my stay I had

gained a line crust from the tiger and

was able to pet him throug the cage.

Only a few Adiwasi patients like

to stay inside this nicely built hospi-
tal building. Most of them prefer to

camp under the shade of a tree. This

entire small wooded area adjoinin
to the hospital is considered an in-

patient ward, Many go home as soon

as they start to feel strong enough.
Skimpy, but pertinent, records are

kept in the hospital. On one patient’s
chart, his past fifteen years of treat-

ment was written on one single page.
Basic lab tests and X-rays are done

in-house.

Every night after dinner in the

common kitchen and in the early
mornings, we all sat around the out-

door fireplace.

Medical Milestones
Fixing the “Plumbing Disease of the Eye”

diagnosed with

glaucoma, a

disease of the

eye that can

lead to blindness. Essentially,
glaucom is a problem with

the plumbing system of the

eye. An imbalance in the

pressure of the fluid within

the eye leads to the deterio-

ration of sight. New find-

ings on how the eye pro-

cesses visual information

has led medical researchers

to look at the back of the

eye, where the aptic nerve

exits to the brain.

Often. glaucoma suffer-

ers do not realize how much

of their sight has been

destroyed because the brain

tries to compensate for the

missing areas. Many don’t

know they need medical

help until their vision is

seriously impaired.
Doctors know light

entering the eye is focused

onto the retina, a detecting
array of cells called rods

and cones. The more

numerous rods are responsi-
ble for black and white

vision in low light; the

cones for fine detail and
color. Recently neuro-

researchers found both are

connected to two types of

nerve cells, The magnocells,
or M cells, transmit to the

visual processing areas of

the brain information

obtained in low light. Parvo,

or

P

cells, specialize in fine

lines and colors. In glauco-
ma sufferers, vision in low

light usually is seriously
impaired. Both the M and P

cells are damaged. In the

early stages of glaucoma,
however, it’s mostly the M

cells that are destroyed.

Glaucoma, an eye
disease which can lead

to blindness, has been

likened to a plumbing
problem in the eye.

Dr. Yoseph Bolivsky
and Dr. Harry Quigley. of

the Johns Hopkins
University School of

Medicine, have developed a

way 10 test for glaucoma in

the very early stages. It

involves a patch and an

opaque cup placed over the

ey to detect deterioration in

low light vision.

The doctor&#39 team plans
to monitor 800 patients with

elevated eye pressure for ten

years to test the hypothesis
that damage to the M cells

and low ligh vision indicate

the onset of glaucoma. Most

people with elevated eye

pressure never go on to

develop the glaucom itself.

The new test may mean

people who will not get
glaucoma needn& take glau-

coma medicine unnecessari-

ly and people who will

develop the disease can get
the help they need while it

can do the most good.
