Problems at the polls plagued the

political process in Floyd County
Tuesday, preventing some early
momiing pollsters from casting their

ballots and giving the state Board of

Elections pause for thought.
The problem started early, Floyd

County Clerk Carla“Robinson” Boyd
said, when workers transporting the

vaung machines to the election pre-

cincts inadvertently switched the

machines designated for Auxier and

Abbott Creck.

Then, Boyd said, machines al the

Auxier, Abbott, Porter, and Garrett

precincts would not open to allow

voters inside. A technician from Harp
Enterprises, the company contracted

to service the machines, was called in

toremove and replace the doors. Oth-

ers reported that Floyd County
sheriff&#39; deputies were also busy
Tuesday mort.ing opening the locked

machines.

Worst of all, Boyd said, the ma-

chine placed at the Maylown pre-

cincts failed to work at all Tuesday
morning because the ballot was in-

correct, forcing pollsters to cast their

votes on paper sample ballots for

much of the day. Later in the day,
Wheelwright voters were also report-

edly forced to cast paper ballots.

‘All th voting machines were thor-

oughly inspected last week and

seemed to be in perfect working or-

der, Boyd said

She suspects foul play
“You know, if it was just onc

machine, you might say ‘Well it was

just a freak accident,” Boyd said.

Despite the numerous poll prob.
lems, Boyd sad, there 1s no indica-

tion that the ballots have been

“stuffed” or tampered with because

the official seals on all the machines

are sull unbroken

As a precaution, however, Boyd
has requested that the state Board of

Elections send an investigator to de-

termine whal, or perhaps who, went

wrong, she said.

It will be June 15 before a Laurel

County judge decides if Floyd County
native Harry Hale will be extradited

to Carroll County, Georgia where he

is wanted o theft and bail jumping
charges.

Hale had asked to be returned to

Floyd County during a hearing last

week, buta judge denied his request,
a Laurel County district clerk said

Monday.
An arrest warrant for Hale was

issued by Floyd County sheriff&#39

deputy Homer Neeley in February
for possession of stolen property af-
ter officers discovered several items
in Hale’s Garth home which appeared.
to belong to Chris Zahn, a Swiss

traveler who disappeared in Georgia
on May 21, 1992.

Hale is wanted ona forgery charge
and for questioning in Zahn’s disap-
pearance by investigators in Cobb

County, Georgia.
Floyd County officials want to

question Hale about the March 1990.

disappearance of Mitchell Manns of
Martin. Manns was last seen in the

Martin area on March 16 1990 at

around 3 p.m. He hasn&# been seen

since,
FBI and Prestonsburg Police also

want to question Hale about the Sep-
tember 1992 murder of a Carl D.

Perkins Job Com student. The body
of 21-year-old Walter Cropper was

found lying ina wooded field just off
Inierstate 75 in Adairsville, Georgia.

Lanny Cox, an investigator with

the Georgia Bureau of Investigation
(GBI), said Tuesday that officials are

waiting for Hale&#3 return to Carroll

County, Georgia, but he declined to

say if GBI officials will question Hale

about Zahn’ s disappearance. Cox said

there have been no new develop-
ments in the Zahn case.

McGuire says job posting is a sham

Floyd County superintendent
Steve Towler has denied a charge by

a local attomey that he has promised
jobs to individuals before the posi-
tions have been posted.

E, Mickey McGuire, who repre-
sents Pete Grigsby Jr., Tommy Th-

ompson and Wayne Ralliff, whose

jobs were eliminated under a reorga-
nization plan, said Monday that due

process hearings for his clients were

canceled because he was going to

introduce testimony that several key
jobs had been promised before the

reorganization.
“Apparently there was a real con-

cern, I think, of what our witnesses
were going to say at that hearing,”
McGuire said. “I think (the school

board) cither found out or suspeeted
or somchow lIeamed that we were

going to ask for open hearings. We

had two stories to tell, if we would&#39;v

been allowed to put on our evidence.

“First of all we had considerable

evidence that (posting jobs) was alla

sham,” McGuire continued. ‘That

there is no job posting. That there is

no openness and non-politics in hir-

ing. Some peopic had been promised
new jobs even before the reorganiza-
tion, That jobs that are being posted

are promised before they are even

being posted
. ..

This job posting is a

big show. think we could have

Proven that the majority of new jobs
since the date of the reorganization. .

-had been promised prior w posting.
The other side of our testimony would

have been that our people never re-

ceived anything except favorable job
ratings.”

Towler denied that he promised

anybody a job, but said that he told
school employees they would be

surongly considered for positions.
“That’s not the case,” Towler said

Tuesday in response to McGuire’s

allegations. “I have talked with a

number of people and we&#39 adver-
used all the positions. That might be

someone&#39 opinion. Whoever goes
into those spots there will be some

commentary that those decisions have

already been made.

“There was no intention that ev-

erybody that was in a spot would not

be given a spot somewhere else, but
that doesn’t mean that everyone will

gcla spot somewhere else,” Towler
added. “I think anyone can express

an opinio that jobs have been prom-
ised or whatever. Since I’m the one

that names the people only I can say
if that&# true or false. I doubt that I

would say that it’s true because I

don’t think that would be the way

thingsare going. I’ve told some people
that if they would appl for those jobs
they would be give strong consider-
ation.”

McGuire declined to identify his

witnesses, but he said testimony
would have come from “people that

just talked too much and then wished

they hadn&#39;

Editor:

‘W are shocked and saddened by
the recent events in Waco. We grieve
with the families on both sides who
lost loved ones.

The federal government is con-

ducting investigations to find out what

happene at the Branch Davidian
compound in Waco to prevent simi-
lar occurrences in the future. While
we think such an investigation is ap-
Propriate, we oppose any attempt to

define what is a valid religion or set

the parameters of a proper church,
Under the religious liberty provi-

sions of the First Amendment, gov-
emment has no business declaring

what is orthodox or heretical, or what
is a true or false religion. It should
steer clear of inflammatory and mis-

leading labels. History teaches that

today&# “cults” may become
tomorrow&#39 mainstream religions.

The United States is a religiously
diverse country. We treasure its reli-

gious pluralism. Such diversity is a

natural and expected result of our

constitutionally protected religious
liberty and is a source of strength, not
weakness. These religious contours

add to the American landscape: they
do not detract from it. In the midst of
our national mouming, we must fend
off any inclination to shrink from our

commitment to religious pluralism
or to seck security at the expense of

liberty.

This heady freedom is not abso-
lute. It should be exercised responsi-
bly. Religion is no excuse for violent
or criminal conduct that harms other

people or threatens public safety or

welfare. Absent some compelling
justification, however, government

should not restrict religious exercise.
And force -- if ever appropriate --

must be employed as an absolute last

resort.

Public discourse should be con-

ducted with integrity. The nation&#3
leaders ought to measure their words

carefully and temper their passion
with reason. Government must resist

any temptation to retreat from our

“first freedom.” To deny religious
liberty to any is to diminish religious
liberty for all.

Although the statc last week is-

sued a draft permit allowing the op-

eration of a controversial new coal-

ash depository on the banks of the

Big Sandy, at least one opponent of

the facility said this week that the

fight isn’t over yet.

The 65-acre landfill is to contain

the pelletized remnants of coal burned

at Jacksonville, Florida&#39; Cedar Bay
Generating Company as part of a 20-

year contract, under which Cedar Bay
would purchase one million tons of

coal per year from Costain.

A group of concemed citizens or-

ganized last Septémbe to form the

Ivel and Big Sandy Citizens Against
Waste, which protested the landfill at

several public hearings. The Ivel and

Big Sandy Citizens said that the fa-

cility would be too close to the Levisa

Fork of the Big Sandy River and that
hazardous elements in the coal ash,

suchas lead and arsenic, could casily

contaminate the entire region&# water

supply.
Representativesof Costain and I.T.

Corporation, which designed the fa-

cility, maintained that hazardous ele-

ments existed in the coal ash in mini-

mal amounts and that the facility
would be completely safe.

“As we said all along,” Costain

engincer Tom Mattox said Tuesday,
“itdoesn&#39;tpresentany kind of hazard

acall.”

In fact, Mauox said, “This is not

an adverse thing for Eastern Ken-

lucky. It’s going to generate jobs and

iU& going 1o generate revenues. It’s

good for business.”

Matlox said that Steve Fields, per-
mit review supervisor for the Divi-

sion of Waste Management, had re-

marked that Costain’s permit appli-
cation was one of the best designed

and detailed applications he had ever

received,

The only major change in the

facility ’s plan that the state requested
was to move the landfill’s wastewa-

ter collection ponds out of the 100-

year flood plain, Mattox said.
“We&#39;ve tried to address

everybody&#3 concerns...,” Mattox

said, “and we feel that we have done

that and expect that everything will

proceed according to plan.”

Suill, Ivel and Big Sandy Citizens

legal counsel Michael DeBourbon
said Tuesday, the issue has not been

DeBourbon, a Pikeville atomey,
said that although he had not yet

‘When Russell Rice,73, retired from Kentucky/
West Virginia Gas Company 14 years ago, he

wanteda hobby that would keep him busy. First, he

tried his hand at picture framing and then, eyeglas
painting. In tbe latter, he hand-painted

mini

nature scenes on old eyeglass pieces, strung them

on chains and sold them as necklaces. Both were

nice hobbies, but ones he didn&# care to pursue.
Then about five years ago, he made a cane or

what could be more aptl called, a “walking stick&qu
& saw the need of my own for a cane,& he

remembered. & needed somcthing to occupy my
time.”

H took apiece of wood, hand-carved it, painted
it and made it into a work of art, His daughter,
Sharon R, Watkins, who lives nearby, liked the

walking stick so much, she claimed it as her own

— until a fellow from Florida visited Rice, saw the

walking stick, and decided to buy it. Watkins told

He began making canes for his own enjoyment
and began to sell them locally, gaining notice

throug his participation in regional craft festivals

Although Rice has since become well-known
in Floyd County for bis walking stick creations, his

cane-making career, which he still considers a

hobby, took off when he met Adrian Swain of the
Morehead State University.

&quot;Adri Swain is the rod of folk art atM.S.U.,&qu
Rice said. &qu came to an art show at Prestonsburg
and asked him if he knew anyone who wanted to

buy canes.&q

Swain subsequently visited Rice for a look at

his canes, and he liked Rice&#3 work enough to put
some selections in both the University&#3 art mu-

seum and craft center.

&quot sold most of my work through M.S.U.,&q
Rice said. &quot; have some of my work and people
see it. One person tells another&qu and buyers show

up to purchase the canes.

So far, he has made and sold over 100 canes.

“T&#3 got canes in Kentucky, Tennessee, Virginia,
Alabama, New York, Massachusetts. Japan, Texas,

California— I&#3 gat canes all over. Sailors Valen-
tine Gallery, in Nantucket, Massachusetts, has

been here to visi me and have bought 10 or 12

sticks from M.S.U. Swain and Susan Scheiberg of

M.S.U. I credit with promoting my work.”

As a result, Rice is becoming a name in the

world of folk art.

During a visit to his workshop located next lo

his house, Rice showed

tomer. He makes his canes out of small ees, such

as dogwood and sassafras, that a neighbor digs up
and gives to him, rvots and all.

& take the bark off and season them — allow
them to stand and dry, some for three to five

months, according to the time of year you get the

wood. If the sap is down, it dries faster. January
and February are the best months.&quo

In a comer of the workshop, several debarked

sassafras trees were stacked upright in a comer

where they have been seasoning for about five

months. He said that it takes him a few months

thereafter to finish a cane.

“When I get piece of wood, I take the bark off,
dress it up. I don&# know what I&# going to put on

it. That personality comes to me as I work on the

piece. Then I put the personality into the wood.

Protect your family against mumps

Mump is a fairly common dis-

ease which is usually uncomfortable,
but about one-third of the people wha

get the mumps recover without ever

knowing for sure thal they had them.

In the case of a child the disease is

usually mild and normally runs its

course in seven to ten days. Meningi-
tis and Joss of hearing can occur in

children with mumps.

Mumps is caused by a Liny virus.
This virus finds its way into the glands
of the face and neck. Usually swell-

ing begins in one check and spreads
to the other cheek within a few days.
The symptoms of tonsillitis can be

confused with mumps. Although
similar, the infected glands accom-

panying tonsillitis cause a hard swell-

ing under the jaw bone. With mumps,
the swelling is found just in front of,
and under the car, and is soft to the
touch.

The first symptoms appear about

two or three weeks after the patien is

exposed. Before the swelling appears,
the patient usually has chills, head-

aches and pain under the car. Fever,

vomiting, loss of appetite and diffi-

culty in swaliowing food may also

occur,

Mumps is a communicable dis-

case. That is to say, youcan catch the

mumps from another person. There-

fore, since itis in the mouth and nose

that most of the infection is found, it
is best that you stay away from the

patient’s face.

You can also catch the disease by
handling objects that have been

handled by the patient. You should

not drink from the same glass. Pro-

vide separate dishes, silverware and

linens to be used only by the patient.
‘When washing his or her dishes and

linens, use soap and plenty of hot

water. These precautions help keep
the virus from spreading to other

members of the family.
A soft dict including broths, soft-

boiled eggs and custard is good. For

the older child or adult, ice-packs
applied to the face may make the

patient more comfortable. When the

swelling and other symptoms have

disappeared, the patient can resume

normal activitics and return to school.

Let’s discuss the complications
mumps can cause. While mumps is

not as common in adults, the disease

usually is more serious. Serious com-

plications occur in only one out of

every 100 cases on the average. In

most cases where complications arise,
the virus affects more than just the

Gland of the face and neck.

Properly prepared hamburger can

avoid most of the food poisoning
which gained so much recent public-

ity when a rash of western fast food

restaurants experienced a number of

cases.

More than 400 persons in the

Northwest became ill after cating
undercooked hamburgers.

“If the beef had been properly
cooked, these illne: could have
been avoided,” said Fudeko

Maruyama, extension food specialist
with the University of Kentucky&#

College of Agriculture.
The problem arose when a fast

food restaurant switched to thicker
meat patties and did not increase cook-

ing time. The undercooked burgers
were contaminated with deadly
strains of E. coli.

E. coli can be present in such foods
as unpasteurized milk, contaminated

water, and apple cider, as well as

beef. However, cooking kills these

bacteria, Maruyam said.

Maruyama suggests the follow-

ing guidelines to ensure safety in

handling storing, and preparing raw

meats.

*Pick meal packages that are not

*Don’t Iet meat juices contami-

nate other foods.
*Don&#3 reuse meat packaging

materials,

seven days for out-of-town checks.
