Rospop said the project had been
given a “priority two” status, desig-

nating the abandoned mine as a “ha

ard to life and property.” That status
is one level below the most urgent
Priority, which desi

project
as an “extreme” hazard: and one step
above the least urgent, which de-
scribes a project as being in need of
“aesthetic” repairs,
Funds for priority one and Priority

(wo projects come throug the fed-
eral abandoned mine program and
arc distributed to states for usc on the
most hazardous projects first, The
Rural Abandoned Mine Program was
established in 1977 by the fedcral
Surface Mine Conwol Act and funds
may only be used on mines aban-
done prior to 1977. The program is
financed through assessments on cur-
rent mining operations of 35 cents per
ton on surface-mined coal and 15
cents per ton on underground coal.

Potential contractors inspected the
Stephen Branch site Tuesday, and
Rospop said he expected bids for

ling the mine openings to be
somewhere around $25,000.&q Those

bids are to be opened September 16.

‘bad’ the handicap is. The school
cannot place the child on a waiting

list. The child must be put in the
public school program i this is what
you want,” from The Protection and
Advocacy Division, Department of

area last month.

Althoug there are si confirmed
cases of wiberculosis (TB) in Floyd

County, compared w owo at this time
Jast year, Carrie Branham, nursing
director for the Floyd County Health

Deparunent, said there&#3 no need lo

pan
‘Just because somcone tests posi-

Wve doesn’t mean they have the dis-
ease,& Branham said Thursday. “A.
Positive reaction to a skin test just
means they&# been exposed to the
disease.”

Left Beaver residents are con-
cerned because of the larg number
of people who have been asked to

come in to the health deparunent for
TB tests,

Branham said that a high number
of people hav been contacted be-
Cause the individual who was con-

firmed to have TB had attended Lure
church services recently.

“Last month two new cases were

reported and close to 140-150 have
been tested,” Branham said. “Out uf
that number, we&#39 had 15 people
test positive, but have not been diag-
nosed with the disease.”

Ifa person shows a positive reac-

Yon to a TB test, the next step is to
check for symptoms of the disease:
night sweats, coughing, latiguc,
weight loss, hoarseness and chest

pain,
Ifa person has symptoms of the

disease, they need «i have a chest x-

ray and have their sputum tested.
Branham said that if a person is

confirmed to have TB, she will go lo

their home and counsel the person
and Uicir family about the disease.

Persons with TB are advised to
remain isolated in their homes until
lesLs for the disease come back nega-
ve. Branham said there is no aver-

age recuperation tine, but the in-
fected person must tke medication
for at least two weeks. Three Speci
mens of sputum are taken monthly

and when two sputum samples come
back negative, the person can resume
