Depositions were taken Thursday
in the Floyd County Courthouse An-
nex from 20 witnesses expecied
testify Monday in a vote fraud civil
lawsuit filed against Floyd County
Judge-Executive John M. Swumbo.

New trial ordered, but suspect stillin prison

Jim Jack Penix Jr. was denied pa-
role Wednesday, September 22 by
the Kentucky probation and . parole
board, but his fortune could be chang -
ing.

In August the Kentucky Coun of
Appeals ordered anew trial for Penix,
34, formerly of Van [ ear, now lodged
in a Bell County Detwntion center, in
the shooting death of Barrett Heath
Endicolt, of Prestonsburg, in a trailer
park behind Combs Airport on May
13, 1990.

In 1991 Penix was charged with
second degree manslaughierand sen-

tenced 1o 10 years in prison by Martin
County Judge Stephen N. Frazier.

Through the cfforts of Penix's al-
torney, Ned Pillersdorf, a retrial was
granted by the court of appeals duc-
ing a August 1993 hearing.

The decision o order aretrial came
after Pillersdorf claimed the com-
monwealth attorney had made nu-
IMCrous ¢rrors in the case.

Pillersdorf claimed thal the testi-
mony of the victim’s mother was
irmelevantand served no purpose other
than 1o appeal 10 the jury s emaotons.,
Piliersdorf also claimed that a photo-
graph of the victim unduly inflamed
and prejudiced the jury.

Anaother item in the original i

that came under attack by Pittersdarf
was the mention in the closing argu-
ments of the rifle’s safety.

Although Judge Frazier wld the
jury to disregard the statements con-
cerning the rifle’s safety device the
appellate judges ruled admonisluncot
wauld not cure the prejuditial effects

on the jury.
Appeliate Judge AM. Wilholt
said, “Coming it did in the

prosecutor’s closing argument, the
incident was surely fresh in the minds
of the jurors as they began delibera-
tions, and eertainly had a devastating
effect on the defense of accident™
“1f (Penix) only allowed the rifle
10 be pointed at the victim without

knowing whether or not it was loadced,
a jury could find at worst to be a
reckless act, but if he had also taken
the step of releasing the safety, the
jury might well conclude from this
additional fact that Penix acled wan-
wnly”

‘The appeliate judges determined
for these reasons a new trial is re-
quuu.i-md remanded the case 1o Judge
ier,

Although a reuial was granted,
Penix still sits in jail awaiting a mo-
tion to be filed for his bond.

[Us every turtle foritselt as the
turtlescrawl over and around cach otherto
qualify for the main event.

Heat races are titled: The Terrapin Trot
(businesses), The (O'Hare Pace (civic or-
ganizations), The Turtle Bones (medical),
The Muddy Banks (financial), The Shelly

Jog (individ ). Heats are timed by offi-
cial Terrapin. Trots timers. Heat winners:
receive ribbons. ;

The winners of cach hegt are keptin a
separate holding area.until the Sweep-
stakes race. Then, as spectators go wild,
the turtles dash/straggle toward the finish
line and a place in terrapin history.

Prizes are $100. $75 and $50 tor the
win, place and show, respectively. as well
as impressive ribbons suitable for display.

Only terrapins are eligible, no snappers
or musk. Turtles are furnished to busi-
nesses and individuals it so desired or
entrants may bring their own. Use of ste-
roids or other stimulants as well as deco-
ration or painting of the shell is.stricdy
prohibited. (For numbering purposes a

removable sticker is applied by racing
officials.) “

Turtles brought to Our Lady of the
Mountains School prior to the day of the
race are fed produce, bugs and worms and
kept in a comfortable environment. No
harsh chemicals are used for the pre-race
bath. Turtes are returned Lo their natural
habitat immediately after the races. The
Trots are approved by the National Wild-
life Association.

The Terrapin Trots are held behind
Ken's Sport Shop atnoon Saturday. Octo-
ber 8 in Prestonsburg, and in Paintsville,
the Trots will take place at Our Lady of the
Mountains School on Friday, October 1,
at 1 p.m.
