Round two of depositions in a

Floyd County vote fraud case against
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo

were held Thursday in Prestonsburg
and, although no damaging testimony

was given against Stumbo, there were

allegations made about county em-

ployces working on private property.
Delbert Denver Mullins, 60, of

Wolf Hollow in Arkansas, testified

‘Thursday that six months prior to the
May primary election county work-

ers built a bridge—twice—to homes
on private property.

Mullins said that the bridge, which
leads to the homes of Vernon and

Tandy Sammons, had to be replaced
when a county truck loaded with
gravel broke through it. Mullins said
the gravel was being taken to put on

a private road to Vernon Sammons”
home.

When the bridge was replaced,
Mullins said, county workers had to

encroach on his property to replace
the bridge.

Mullins also said that former Floyd
gistrate Eddie Caudill was with

county workers when the truck
crashed through the bridge.

“I told Ed Caudill that they
wouldn&#39 get any more land unless
Uney paid for ic’* Mullins said

Caudill losthis magistrate’s posi-
tion when he was convicted of pos-
session of a forged instrument in July
1985. The charge against Caudill was

the result of a state investigation into
Floyd County government in 1984.

Caudill lost an appeal of his con-

viction and tumed himself in at the
Floyd County Jail in January 1991 to

begin serving a one-year jail term.

Due to health reasons, Caudill did not

have to serve his sentence.

his withdrawal as both the county’s
chief prosecutor and as the defense

for the county&# board of
elections on both civil and criminal

issues in an ing legal
dispute conceming last May’ pri-
mary election.

Hammond&#39;s dual role in an clec-
tion suit between the two Democratic
candidates for Floyd County Judge-
Executive was to be the topic Friday

(today) of a hearing in Perry Circuit
Court, where special judge Douglas
Combs was to decide if Hammond’s
Position as a prosecutorand adcfense
attorney represented a conflict.

That issue could be moot if
Hammond&#39; withdrawal is allowed.

In his motion to withdraw, sup-
ported by letters to Floyd County
Court Clerk Carla Boyd and the atior-
ney gencral’s office, Hammond con-

tends that tes ony offered by Dale
McKinney, plaintiff in the civil ac-

Uon against incumbent county judge-
executive John M. Stumbo, indicates

that “probable cause exists that Mr.
McKinney has violated the Kentucky

Cc ign

Finance io

Laws.”
Hammond says in his letter to the

attorney general that he has consi
ered McKinncy tobe “a valued friend”

and that he is “blood related” to suit
defendant John M. Stumbo. He adds

that since he has “been called upon as

County Attomey of Floyd County to
Provide representation in a dual role;

I do not believe that cither of these
litigants or (the) general populace of
Floyd County would think that even

King Solomon would have the objec-
tivity and the wisdom to perform in
this environment as Count Attor-

ney, to say nothing about the percep-
Uon of my wisdom, ability and objec-
livity to do so.”

Hammond notes in his letter to the

attorney general that this is his third

WASHINGTON — As the people

at NASA and their propagandists in
and out of Congress have told us all

along, we spend enormous amounts

of money on space flight and explo-
ration because we leam so much that’s
valuable in the process.

Just one in the long series of ex-

amples of expanded human knowl-

edge thanks to NASA was the time a

middle-aged meshber of the U.S, Sen-
ate invited himself ona NASA flight
into space and we learned that it m
“him sick to his stomach.

Now we’ ve learned more with the
most recent failure of a robot

spacecraft&#3 exploration of Mars.
‘We&#39; leamed, or we think we&#39

learned, that those little transistors in
the spacecraft clocks don’t always
work.

And we&#39;re also pretty sure we&#39;
leamed that when those little transis-

tors go on the fritz—if that’s what

happened to the Mars Observer—
then we’ ve blown another $ billion
or so. And we&#3 just have to start all

over, giving NASA another $1 bil-
lion of public money so they can get

it right next time.

‘There are other specific specula-
tions that have held—possibly influ-
enced by a run of bad luck in recent

While NASA has expressed itself

as Officially disappointed at the silent
Mars Observer, the agency&# sunny

And that’s a comfort; not a $1
billion gomfort but a comfort never-

theless, believing that this finest in-

strument of space exploration is in its

planned Martan orbit, struck dumb

and blind b its transistors but duti-

fully on station and now circling Mars
for no purpose, maybe forever.
