written after the li of the

camp by Allied forces in April
1945, the soldiers of the 28th and
the 106th divisions who Were cap-
tured at the Battle of the Bulge
endured immense physical hard-

ship and deprivation during their

lime of captivity. Their struggle
for survival began soon after their

capture when they were forced to

march four day through the snow

and mud. They had only half a

loaf of bread to cat cach day
Once in Germany, they were

split into (wo groups and jammed
into boxcars, 87 to a car, where

they were held at least a week

without food or water. ‘Their bed-

ding consisted of a thick layer of

horse manure on the floor and a

lite straw.

Inone account, areponer noted

the unsanitary conditions of the
boxcars. ‘The German guard did

not allow prisoners to leave cars

to relieve themselves and they
were forced to use helmets for

this purpose, throwing the con-

tents out of the small windows at

the top of the $

“When they were finally re-

leased and given food, no mess

kits were provided. They were

forced to use the samc helmets to

eat from — and they were given
no water to wash them.”

On Chri: Eve, A

plane strafed the unmarked box-

cars, killing nine soldicrs. On

Christmas Day their only presents
were canteens of water given 10

them by Russian laborers
The Americans, from nearl

every state in the Union, were

taken shortly after Christmas to

Bad Orb prisoner of war camp
near Frankfurt. Officers were

moved to a different camp, and
the privates and Pfcs, who re-

mained inthe
slate mines.

The unsanitary conditions were

called “appalling.” One hundred
and forty men were crowded into

barracks 100 feet long and 20 feet
wide and which were infested with

bedbugs and lice. Most of the
Americans had no cots and were

forced to sleep o the floor of icy
cold barracks with only a thin

blanket for cover. They had no

soap and some had only one

shower in three months. Their

bodies were covered with pus-
filled sores from scratching lice

bites.

‘The soldiers were segregated

according to ethnic origins and
ionality. “Th thi

med

us up the most was the barracks.

they set up for Jewish boy in the

camp,” one soldier was quoted in.

one artic All Jews were segre-
gated and shackled and made to

do whatever the Gen desired

Americans said that their

guards were not brutal. ‘The Rus-

s however, were weated cru-

elly and murdered. According to

a Russian general and two colo-

nels who were POWs at Bad Orb,
hundreds of their men were slaugh-
tered and their naked hodies

thrown into a great pit on the camp
Premises.

The meals were vile and mea-

ger. Breakfast was coffee or tea

with sugar. Lunch was onc can-

teen of soup. At supper, cach man

received a piece of black bread

and a cup of tea. Occasional treats

were margarine and marmalade

and. once in

a

great while, a piece
of meat the size of aman’s thumb.

During their three-and-a-half
month imprisonment, each man

lost betwecn 25 to 40 pounds on

the semi-starvation dict.
A captured Amcrican medical

officer said that in three months he
had 1,600 ick call. Yet, he

considered it lucky that only 36
men had died.

Gifted grade-schoolers take an early look at college
“This is what science is all about—

you get about 50 screw ups before you

get it night.”
That’s Dr. Duane Sanders’ advice to a

group of Floyd County gifted students

who are accustomed to getting things
right and who can get easily flustered

when experiments don’t work out as

planned.
Sanders and other Prestonsburg

Community College faculty members

are devoting time this semester to giving
the third. fourth, fifth and sixth graders
from across the county a big dose of

challenge. ®

The youngsters are bused to PCC

every Wednesday morning to participate
in activities that augment their regular
Clas fare.

While one group conducts scientific

experiments in Sanders’ lab, another

group learns from art professor Tom

Whitaker about the importance of
observation in creativity.

.

Members of a third group write

poems and their own life stories under

the tutelag of Dr. William Barnette,
who regularly teaches English to college

students.

A fourth group studies how important
a fit body is to getting the brain juices to

flow. In front of a wall of mirrors, this

group kicks and bends to fast-paced
music in an aerobics class taught by
Kelly Adam, director of the college’s
Wellness Program .

The program for gifted students

meshes with a mandate of the Kentucky
Education Reform Act that school

children be able to apply what they
learn. That’s the case in each of the PCC

classes.

“This class is neat,” says Jessica

Roger Goodwill and other science

faculty, coordinates the Big Sandy
Natural Science Museum on campus.

The program was the brainchild of the

school system’s gifted program coordi-

nators, Patricia Barnette, Tammy Fran-

cis and Mary Lee Frazier.
“We had always thought of PCC as a

learning center,” says Barnette. “We

thought it would be a good learning
extension for these brighter kids, and

we don’t have another resource center

for them.”

The three teachers of gifted children

talked early in the summer about

exploring some type of science pro-

gram for their students at the college.
Ironically, when they contacted Dr.

Sanders, they learned that he and some

of his colleagues had also been discuss-

ing ways to get grade school students

interested in science.

After the science program started,

PC teachers Whitaker, Barnette and

Adam stepped up to say they, toa, were

interested.
