State school board puts tight reins
on control of construction projects

In an cffort to get a grip on cxces-
sive costs for building new schools,
especially in Floyd and Pike coun-
tics, the statc board of education last
weck passed a.strict ncw regulation
for school construction projects.

Citing concerns raised aboul
school construction in news rcports
and a 1991 state auditor’s report of a
review in projects in Floyd and Pike
countics, a law was passed during the
1992 legislative session which di-
rected state education officials tocre-
ate an advisory commillee 10 recom-
mend changes in construction regu-
lations.

The 1991 report, prepared by then
Sute Auditor Bob Babbage, found
that poor site sclection, inadcquate
bidding procedures, excess profes-
sional service fees and a luck of siate
ovcersight werecamong the reasons for
theescalating costs for school projects
in those two countics.

Trade pact could be a
boon for coal business

The National Coal Association
(NCA) has high hopes for the future
ol coal exports if the North American
Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA) plan
passes, but it appears local coal com-
panies will play a very small rolc in
those plans.

The vote today, Wednesday, on
NAFTA in the U.S. House of
Represcnatives will likely have litwde
impact, pass or fail, on cxports of
Eastern Kenwucky coal.

In 1992 the United States exponed
over 105.8 million tons of coal, closc
to 15.5 million tons to Canada, tariff
free,and 77,000 short tons to Mexico
which levies a 10 percent wriff on
cach ton shipped.

Qutofthose expons, Eastern Ken-

tucky was responsible for close to 2
millions tons of coal shipped to
Canada but only a small fraction of
the 77,000 short tons the U_S. shipped
10 Mexico.

“1think it (NAFTA) could possi-
bly help some of the western coal
producing stales with exports o
Mecxico. As far as this part of the
country there might be a litde trickle-
down effect, butnothing major,"said
David Gooch, President of the Bitu-
minous Coal Operators Association
(BCOA) in Pikeville.

Whenasked if NAFTA would cre-~
ate jobs in this arca, Gooch said "It
could spin off a liule increased pro-
duction but I don’tlook for any mea-
surable impact.™

Why
do we have our gargantuan national
debt? Why's our education system in
such a mess? Why do social pro-
grams scramble for money? The an-
swer, my friends, is in these filled up
silos.

Make of it what you will. What
amazes me is that we" ve just chucked
hundreds of billions of dollars down
the tubes, and for what? So we could
launch weather satellites more cffi-
ciently. That's my economic future
sitting there all prettied up for tour-
ists to look at and be amazed at the
passibility we had (and still do, with
some of our remaining thousand war-
eads) for sheer destructive power.
