Postal union Kkills chance
for 1,000 new jobs in area

A joint venture that began over a
year ago between the Floyd County
Decvelopment Authority, South Cen-
tral Bell and Image Entry, a London
based company, that could have
broughtas many as1,000 jobs o Floyd
County, came to an cnd Tuesday.

Itwas announced Wednesday dur-
ing a regular mceting of the authority
that bidding for two Rcmote Bar
Coding System (RBCS) sites thal the
authority had been trying 1o get for
Floyd County was canceled after the
American Postal Workers Union,
AFL-CIO, had successfully won an
arbitration in courl to stop the
privatizing of certain postal jobs by
the U.S. Postal Scrvice.

“The U.S. Postal Scrvice began
advertising for bids from daw-cnuy
companics o do work the post office
1s now doing in-housc.

“What that mcant was that the
Postal Service, rather than have w0
use high-paid federal employees 10
do that work, they were going 1o do
that through private bidders,” said
Darrell Gilliam, exceutive dircctor
of the authority.

The development anthority was
approached carly on in the bidding
proc and cntered into the joint
venture with South Central Bell and
Image Entry 1o bring one of those
sites to Floyd County.

The three then submitied a bid
along with 30 or 40 othcr bidders
around the country and had been
waiting for over a ycar, hoping o

Robin
Cooper, said Thursday that there was
apparcntly no cvidence o substanti-
ate claims that airplanc pilots were
operating their planes while intoxi-
cated on November 2 but he con-
firmed reports that therce was air traf-
fic at the airport that night.

Confederate prisoners held in
Kentucky were released o walk back
to their homes in the southland at the
close of the war, The return home for
the weakened soldiers was difficult
and filled with hazards.

The route for many of the released
confedcrue prisoncrs was along the
Wilderness Road through
Ci erla Gap. One
soldier from Tenncssce, named
Bailey, unfortunately mistook Stink-
ing Creek as a wributary of the
Cumberland River. He took the trail
leading away from the beaten path
which provided some safety.

The land became more and more
desolate the farther Bailcy traveled.
It is unlikely that he recognized the
extreme danger from an unknown
enemy who stalked him. If he sensed
danger he probably felt his only re-
course was to hope and pray.

Several men from Roaring Fork, a
tributary of Stinking Creck, served in
the Union army and some had re-
turned home. They noticed Bailey as
he traveled atong Stinking Creek and
made plans to bushwhack him at the
gapofRoaring Fork and Long Branch.

As Bailey neared the head of the
Fork he came 1o the Thomas Camnes
bhome where he paused to ask for food
and drink. Camnes was not at home
but his wife, Jane. gave him bread
and water.

She had lcamed from a

proaching him “with bad intentions,
He begged Simpson not to shoot him
again. His pleas were for nought.
Mrs. William Cames heard the
inigial shot and hwried to the site
where Bailey lay seriously wounded.
Her presence did not deter Simpson
from his ominous deed. He shot the
praying man at point-blank range.

The Russell Red Devils are anx-
iously awaiting the Prestonsburg
Blackcats as the Region IV playoffs
continue tonight at Russell.
