This statement

should be used to determine if any
benefits are subject to Federal in-

come tax and is also used for benefit

verification. “To ensure yo receive
th statement,” Jim Kelly said, “make

sure Social Security has your correct

aduress. This is especially important
for individuals who receive their ben-
efits by direct deposit.”

statements.

Form SSA L090—will

not have to pay taxes on their Social

Securily benefits because their total

income is less than the taxable ceil-

ing. “If you receive Social Security
benefits as your only source of in-

come, you are unlikely to owe Fed-

eral taxes on the benefits.” Jim Kelly
said.

An Intemal Revenue Services

(IRS) worksheel—IR S Nouice 703

comes with the benefits statement

“The worksneet shows you how to

determine if your Social Security
benefits are subject to tax,” Jim Kelly

explained.

John Salyers. who had recently

moved to Wise Cou from Tennes-
see, exited his home when he heard
the frenzied clucking from his chick-

ens. Shooting soon crupted and

Salyers was mortally wounded.

William Dotson, Common—
wealth’s Attomey, talked with the

dying man later that day and he de-
scribed Hopson as one of the culprits.

Sheriff Killen adjusted the noose

and asked Hopson about the murder

and if he had any final words.
“L did not shoot the man

doomed man replied. “I hope we all
meet again in heaven. God knows [

am innocent and he is. with me.

Goodbye, gentlemen.”
“Eve, may the Lord God have

them. It’s just another day, like the

day before, when they. hope they&#
