Seven years after being chosen as

th site for a new high school, Mitchell

Hill has surrendered a good chunk of

its forest and its sandstone, shale and

coal for a troubled school-construc-

tion project notorious for expensive
delays, miscalculations and its appe-
tite for money.

For any greenhorn venturing into

this section of the Appalachians, it
quickly becomes apparent that the

terrain dictates much about the way
of life. Roads generally follow

creckbeds that meander through the

valleys Off these roads, houses and

trailers occupy the few patche of

level ground that they often share

with a family cemetcry, a satellite

dish, old furniture, cars, chickens,
roosters and hunting dogs.

Builders and planners of large-
scale construction projects face two

choices, Carve level areas out of the

mountains or build up from a flood

plain.
Welcome to Floyd County and,

for that matter, much of Eastern Ken-

tucky. And welcome to Hi Hat, cen-

ter of the remote southern section of

Floyd County where the rules of the

land and the heavy hand of Mother
Nature are even more exaggerated.

“That area can be flooded before

the river ever feels any pressure,

says Jim Osbome. the chief of opera-

bons for the Floyd County schools

As unbutaries of the Big Sandy River,

many of these mountain crecks are

the first to swell and the worst for

flooding
These geographical factors be-

came paramount considerations in

the mid-1980s when Floyd County
suddenly found itself the beneficiary

of money from th state school fac ili

tics Construclion commission. The

pane] was created to helpavercome a

long-standing and worsening statc-

wide deficit in school buildings—
particularly in the poor communities

of Eastern Kentucky.
In Floyd County, the promise of

new moncy raised hopes. Since the

days of the New Deal, with its burst

of federally finunced construction,

the local school board had averaged
only one new building every decade,

slowly consolidating worm-out com-

munity schools

In 1986, the slate pledged $23.9

million in bonds for the county with

the promise of more in its next wo-

year budget. The much-needed

money hit like a mountain thunder

Storm that transforms lazy creck

s

into

gushing waterways.

Four construction projects quickly
moved ta ure drawing board. By 1990,

In the end, the school board in

Junc 1987 bought longshot, Mitchell

Hill-an ancient mound noteworthy
only to railroad engineer: the rise

of land at the south end of the Hi Hat

tunnel. “A thorough search had been

made for sites to no avail,” board

minutes state.

noted concern that, unless they de-

cided where to build, the state funds

migh be lost.
Halfway between rivals Wheel-

wrightand McDowell, and far froma

flood risk, the hill even drew an un-

usual formal endorsement from the

state superintendent of public instruc-

tion. The $4.4 million South Floyd
High School, first listed as a district

priority in 1984, had finally found a

home.

The fiasco was bom, itnow seems,

along with the project itself. To man-

age its new portfolio of building
projects, the school board chose to

hire individual construction manag-
crs rather than general contactors.

The managers sold themselves by
promising to do a better job ata better

price. By hiring them, the managers
argucd, the board would avoid the

markups associated with general con-

tractors and achieve morc flexibility
and oversight at cach step of the pro-
cess.

A big winner in that decision was

Sam Martin Jr., a prominent local

days after hes architects for its

new buildings, the board tapped Mar-

tin as the school district&#39;s supervisor
for the construction of the South Floyd
High School and the new elementary
school in Garreu.

Even as plans were drawn for the

high school, the cost of the building
on the mountain became a growing
problem. Cost problems have lin-

gered ever since, draining the

district’s building funds and forcing
school board members to make most

of their decisions in an atmosphere of

crisis.
In June 1988, two months before

the first bid was even approved, the

board votcd L ask the state fora five

percent increase in all of its consuuc-

tion projects and, to save money,
moved to delete the gym at South

Floyd. When the excavation contract

was awarded in August and work on

Mitchell Hill was finally ready to

begin, t¢ officials told the Floyd
County superintende that, given the

fact that the state funds set aside for

the high school were rapidly dwin-

dling, itwas time to rethink the project.
Citing an “inadequacy of funds,

the state education department& di-

rector of buildings and grounds asked.
.

local officials to project what the

building would cost. By the end of

Septembe 1988, the board had paid
more than $200,000 each to its archi-

tect, Jusnes Ellis of nearby Pikeville,
nd Martin, the construcuon man-

ager, Combined with other costs and

the projected excavation contract, the

slate calculated that $1.8 million had

already been obligated. The funds

available for the rest of the 73,000

square-foot building would be ad-

equate only uf Construction costs ran

no more than $38 a square foot, an

unthinkably low amount,

In letter a few day later, Elise

argued thal a new locauion should be

found for the school. Beyond the

highexcavation costs, he citeda num-

be of potential problems: The curve

The firm excavating the mountain

sued over a host of problems and

delays, eventually winning a deci-

sion in the case, which is being ap-
pealed. Claiming that faulty engi-
feering plans and numerous delays
and problems led to extra costs, the

excavator was awarded $164,212 by
a Floyd County circuit judge.

Litigation and controversy sur-

rounding the building projects led the

architect Elise to the edge of bank

ruptcy by May 1992, when his con-

tract was terminated after he was.

unable to pay for professional liabil-

ity insurance for his firm.

“It goes on and on and on, and itis

still going.” says Ed Billips, a re-

gional sales manager for Teco Coal

who recently resigned in frustration
from the Floyd school board. Elected

as a reform candidate, Billips grips a

Louisville Slugger as he expresses
his frustration. H says it has become

clear that no one is willing to put an

end to the district&#39;s lingering con-

He ts parucularly critical of the

wict for failing to puta cost ceiling
on any of its construction projects
and of the state for refusing to stop in

and order that its money be used

more effectively. He and others point
to open-ended contracts with Martin

as an indication that projects were

launched without any expectation that

they would be finished on time.

“It is sct up to linger and draw,
draw, draw out,” Billips says. “If

Frank Lloyd Wright were alive to-

day, we could get him for the same

money wtha we&#39 payin to build this

school.”

Th busilin school constructi
in Floyd and

counties launched b the slate’s ex-

panded building program has been a

boon to Sam Martin Jr.

On South Floyd High School

alone, Marun has been paid, to date,
$396,940. His construction manage-
ment contract for the gym project

guarantees at least $166,000 more.

Initially, he estimated building the

school and a gym would take 14

months of construction and, for his

trouble, he would draw a $206,422
paycheck.

Manin, a former school teacher

who went from building houses to

commercial projects, has been a

prominent figure in Floyd County’s
construction bingo. He collected

$277,299 for managing the Garrett

elementary school project launched

atthe same time as South Floyd High.
Since then, he has collected $81,087
from the Floyd Count school dis-

tict for mani ing work on other

Projects, including a new elementary
school in the town of Betsy Layne,
that has never made it past fill dirt.

In neighboring Pike County, offi-
cials have paid Martin and his com-

pany, which employs about 1 full-

ume workers, $846,000 over four

yeurs for managing construction of a

high school gym, and athictic com-

plex, and, in Martin County, he made

$350,000 between 1988 and 1992 on

a middle school.

In Floyd and Pike counties, the

tinal payouts to Martin exceeded the

amounts called for in his original
contracts, duc to delay that extended

his services. Provisions in those con-

tracts promised a monthly check for

the duration of the projects.
State and local officials alike have

not found anything illegal about the

terms of Martin’s contracts. Observ-

ers have noted, however, that he

carved out a comfortable niche in a

program designed to infuse state funds

Into poor school district

“We didn’t get into this to make

money; we&#39;re here to do the job and

doatrigh ys Marguenttc Marun,

Sam Martin&#39;s wife and the vice presi-

Sam Martin refused several re-

quests for an interview, But he de-

County board-- a modified version

of the imdustry standard-- Martin

promised lo monitor building
progress, speed up the work cycle,

solicit bidders and “perform in an

expeditious and economical manner

consistent with the interests of the
owner.”

While setting a 14-month con-

struction cycle, Martin was alsocare-

ful to make sure he would not be

penalized—and indced would be re-

warded—if the project should linger.
“No fixed limit on construction cost

shall be established,” the contract

states. Later, it adds that the time line

only a projected period of time

and that many factors could cause

necessary extension of time for the

construction phase.”
Under the conwact. Manin&#39; lump

sum construction foe of $191,422
would be paid in 14 monthly install-
ments of $13,673. Should the project
linger, the monthly installments

would continue.

Beyon the open-ended contact,

critics also question Martin&#39; han-*

dling of bidding on the South Floyd
High project. Of the 33 contracts

initially awarded in 1989, 19 went w

single bidders.

Martin himself won a $90,000
contract for hoisting work and has

made $285,500 from contracts on his

two Floyd projects.
At South Floyd, the two largest

construction contracts were awarded

to new compani with no biddin
i T&amp;Ccec

which won the contract for masonry
labor, was legally incorporated more

than a month after the bids were

awarded, according to state records.

While the work originally was bid at

$387,600, the company had been paid
$658,604 through October becausc

of change orders.

‘Warco Manufacturing Company,
incorporated in October 1989, won

contracts two months later for chain-
link fending and wellas
for plumbing. The contracts one with
no competition, the other with one

competitor, totaled $355,610. As of

October, Warco had been paid
$568,991 for work at the high school.

By this fall, change orders ac-

counted for 36 percent of the total

construction costs at South Floyd
High. Most of the contractors have

doubled the amount of their original
bids through the additional work.

A 1991 review of the change or-

ders by the state education

depariment’s division of finance

found that, even thoug al of finance

found that, even though all werc

proper and legitimate and that even

more would be needed, the strategy
of using a construction manager was

proving unusually costly.
“The purpose of using a consuuc-

tion manager is to increase the num-

ber of prospective bidders as well as

getting a bettcr-built building.” Anic

White of the finance office wrote ina

memot facilities officials. “The bid-

ders were few, and most of the com-

panies were local. This situation is

very unfortunate financially for this

district.” It was also, he addcd, be-

yond the jurisdiction of the education

department.
Just as state officials felt helpless

toacton behalf of the $6 million they
had.invested to South Floyd High at

the time, local officials showed scant

signs of dissatisfaction.
“The attitude was, ‘Whatever it

cost, itcost,” says Elise, the Pikeville

architect who was fired almost six

years into the project after he was

unable to pay his insurance costs.

“[’ve seen some disgusting things
going on—a hemorrhaging of tax-

payer dollars.”

Early in the project, Elise pelted
local officials with memos critical of

their site selection. As hi frustration

grew with the frequent delays in the

project, he also became adamant in

objecting to Martin’s open-ended
contract,

Only in neighboring Pike County,
and only recently, have local offi-

cials begun t tum Lheir attenuon to

the work of the construction man-

ager.
A Pike task force this fall issu a

report cxamining similar construc:

ton problems there. The panel fo-

cused on a high school and two aut-

Icuc faciliues. all three of which were

managed by Martin.

“A common thread of construc-

tion management surfaced when these

various projects were compared,” Lhe

reportnoted “The Pike County school

system has obviously not been well

served by construcuion management
in the projects under review.”

In addiuion to recommending that

a construction auditor be hired wo

more closely inspect the work, the

Pike tisk force said that, if construc-

tion managers are used, they should

have a solid background, sign acon-

tract prepared by the school board&#3

lawyer, rebid any items that don’t

draw more than a single bidder, and

prohibit the consuuction manager

from bidding on work at the site.

‘The group was clear in noting that

its qualms were not with the concept
of construction management, but

rather wilh Martin&#39 work.

“To discourage construction man-

agers would be throwing the baby out

with the bathwater,” says Bruce
Hopkins, the spokesman for the Pike
district and the head of the task force.
“This is a critical ume because the

public is upset with the lack of

progress and the perccived costs of

these buildings. There 1s sulla stugma
that somebody screwed somebody
somewhere, and we need an indepen -

dent source to sort through that.”

Meanwhile, the state officials who.
oversee the use of the school con-

strucuon funds have found litde cause

for concem in Pike and Floyd coun-

ues. Throughout the South Floyd
High project, for example, they rou-

tincly approved change orders and

higher cost esumates. And, in two

separate reports examining the con-

struction, their findings principally
faulted the site selection, individual

contractors, Elise, and the local board.

While concluding that the project was

not the ideal, onc state official noted

that “we have not found a smoking
gun.”

Yet, a 1991 report by the state

auditor faulted the education depart-
ment for not providing great scrutiny

of the costly program.
“Through the state board&#3 right

to approve contracts and its mandate

to oversee the use of state and local

funds utilized in construction of state

schools, the state board has responsi-
bility to insure that funds are spend
wisely,” the auditor&#39; study of con-

struction in Floyd and Pike countics

found.
State officials, meanwhile, say

they feel no pressing need 10 closely
follow how the construction funds—

more than $1 billion to date and most

of it to areas with little experience in

juggling building projects—are be-

ing spent.
