State looking for remedy
to deadly intersection

PIKEVILLE — The fact-that two

fatal accidents have occurred at the
intersection of Town Branch Road

and U.S. 23 in the last two months is

not lost on officials at Kentucky&#39;s
Highway District 12 office in

Pikeville.

Greg Couch, engineering support
branch manager for District 12, said

a study is already being discussed, a

study that would start soon.

“We&#39;ve got that whole section on

a to-do list,” Couch said Tuesday. “In

light of what’s happened, it’s got our

attention. We&#39;l start the study in the

near future.””

Couch said a study would begin
by accumulating an accident history
for the intersection, followed by what

is known as a peak-hour count of
traffic. After that Couch says it’s a

matter of sending the numbers in

report form to Frankfort for approval.
“The study would take about two

months to complete,” Couch said.
“Then it’s sent to Frankfort along ..‘“To me this is

with a recommendation from us.

From there, the timeline would

depend on whatever type of project
would be undertaken.”

Two of the options could be a traf-
fic signal or a barrier wall. However,

Couch said a barrier wall has been
mentioned in the past without a great

deal of support. Couch was not aware

of any complete official study of the

intersection, he said Monday
The area where Town Branch

Road connects to U.S. 23 has been
the site of numerous crashes over the

Even as h is hard-selling Congress and the

American public on the need to act quickly on his

unprecedented economic stimulus package, President-

_elect Barack Obama is warning that the massive gov-
‘ernment spending program means that we will face

“trillion-dollar deficits for years to come.”
In the next breath, Obama acknowledges the grip-

ping high-wire act his administration will attempt.
Because such deficits would have a ruinous effect on

the economy if allowed to persist, the president-elect
promises to work diligently to eventually restrict

spending and impose other discipline that would allow

him to reduce the deficits in the long run.

We would be skeptical of such a promise in the best
of times. It is even harder, in these tumultuous days, to

accept that such a tricky budgetary U-turn can bé exe-

cuted over the next four or eight years.
Yet, something else Obama said gives us hope.
He declared that overhauling Medicare and Social

Security would be ‘‘a central part” of his budgetary
efforts. Politicians of all stripes have long treated these

two massive entitlement programs as practically sacro-

sanct even as experts estimate that they, along with
Medicaid (the health care program for the poor), will

consume nearly the entire federal budget by 2050 with-

out dtastic reform.

Obama did not offer specifics about how he will
address the issue, although during the campaign he

The Kentucky General Assembly
convened its 2009 Regular Session

this week, with more than 200 bills

already filed and more on the way.
During this odd-year “short” ses-*

sion, legislators will meet for 30 days.

Kathy
Stéin, D-Lexington, joining us in the
Senate after six terms in the House of

Representatives. One new committee

has been created this year. The former

Agriculture and Natural Resources
Committee was separated into two

committees so members will be able
to focus mote specifically on the
needs of these important areas.

With no time to waste. we went to

work immediate One bill already on

the floor and read for a vote is Senate
Bill 4. which represents a smarter

approach in the war on drugs. SB 4

would create an intensive drug treat-

ment program to help make sure

potential felons can recover from their
addictions even before they ar con-

victed for their first offense. The earli-

scored an F in all four cate-

gories of the American Lung
Association’s State of Tobacco

Control 2008 reported released
nationwide today. The state’s

flunking grades in ‘tobacco
control spending, cessation

programs, smokefree air and

tobacco tax stem directly from

the legislature’s failure to pass

strong statewide laws proven
to prevent the premature death
and disease caused by tobacco
use.

“Tobacco use is at the heart
of-a’crisis plaguing our state’s

health and economy,” said
Kuntz. “This report should
sound a thunderous wake-up

call to our elected leaders to do
the right thing for Kentuckians
by increasing our tobacco

excise tax.’

Kentucky’s F for tobacco
tax is based on a state excise

tax of 30 cents per pack. The

current national average tax is
$1.19 per pack.

Gov. Steve Beshear has

proposed a 70 cent increase in

Kentucky’s tobacco tax, which
is projected to produce over

$200 million a year in new

revenue for the state.

Kentucky last increased this
tax in 2005 from 3 to 30 cents

per pack.
“Increasing the cost of cig-

arettes will cut smoking rates,
especially among youth and

pregnant women,” said Kuntz.
“EG or every 10 percent

‘increase in the cost of a pack
of cigarettes, there is a seven

percent drop in youth smok-

ing.”

States Department of Justice

The investigation reported

16,000 violations in total, with
12,000 of them coming from

the Lexington Rite Aid.

‘Waller Avenue, owned by a

physician from Georgia,
phoned in prescriptions to the

Lexington Rite Aid, prescrib-
ing the drug known as

Phentermine, which is part of

the diet drug Fen-Phen. That

physician is now prohibited
from practicing medicine in

Kentucky.

and some astrononters are sug-
gesting it might even become

bright enough to be visible
with. the naked eye around

Feb. 23 and 24.

Because they seemed to

materialize at random, comets

were once thought of as omens

of unfortunate events when

they appeared in the sky.
When a comet appeared it

might have been seen as the
i of the dedttrof ig or

a looming calamity.
Today however, we know a

lot more about comets than our

ancestors and do nofnecessar-

ily fear their appearance. To a

certain extent you might say
we actually look forward to

their appearance as an oppor-
tunity to learn about our solar

system ’s past.
What do we know about

comet? Well for one thing,
unlike our ancestors who

thought comets were actually
on fire, we know that is far
from reality. Comets are great
dirty snowballs hurtling
through space. Analysis of

comets, both from the Earth

and from. spacecraft, has

revealed that comets are com-

plex bodies made up of a host

of materials and chemical

compounds. Comets are for

the most part made of ices,
rocks and dust, hence the term

“Dirty Snowball”.

The bulk of the ices that

make up the nucleus of a

comet are composed of the

chemical compound carbon

have also been detected carbon
rich organic compounds on the
surfaces of the comets them-

selves.

When we think of comets,
the mental image of a bright
point of light with a tail

streaming out behind, racing
across the night sky, the clas-—

sic, comet comes to mind. But

comets do not always have

tails. It isn’t until they reach

the region of the inner solar

system inside the orbit of

Jupiter that the tail begins to

form. It is at this point that the

energy from the sun is suffi-

cient for the ices in the comet

to sublimate (transform from a

solid to a gas without becom-

ing a liquid first).
The pressure of sunlight

‘and the sor! id (a stream of

charged particles flowing out

from the sun in all directions)
cause the gasses and dust par-

ticles to flow outward from the

nucleus of the comet forming
the tail. Because of this, no

matter where a comet is in its

orbit once the tail forms, it (the
tail) always points away from

the sun. So, as a comet moves

in toward the sun, the nucleus

precedes the tail. However,
after the comet has passed
around the sun and is moving
outward through the solar sys-

tem the tail goes first. It is this

point that Hollywood never

seems to get exactly right in
movies involving comets.

Comets are classified by
astronomers into two groups

— short period and long peri-
od comets. Short period

comets are those whose orbits

are bring them around in 200

years or less. Long period
comets have are

longer than years.

Halley’s Comet falls into the

group of short period comets

with an orbit of 75-76 years.

Hale-Bopp on the other hand

is a long period comet with an

orbital period of 2533 years.
Hale-Bopp originally had an

orbital period of 4200 ye
but when it passed by Jupit
on its way around the Sun in

1996, the pass was close
enough for Jupiter’s gravity to

alter the orbit and shorten the

orbital period.
The reason Astronomers

are so interested in comets is

that they represent the unal-
tered original material from

the formation of our&#39;solar sys-
tem. Comets represent a sort

time capsule that allows scien-

tists to study the composjtion
of the solar! system as it

formed. Recently, NASA has

had two missions to comets for
+ just this purpose.

The Stardust and Deep
Impact spacecraft were

launched by NASA to help
expand our understanding of

comets. Deep Impact as its

name implied shot an 800

pound copper projectile into

comet Temple 1. The resulting
explosion was imaged by the

Parent spacecraft and an analy-
‘sis: material from deep

inside the comet was conduct-
ed as it was ejected from the

impact site into space
Stardust on the other hand,

had the mission of capturing
Particles from the tail of a

comet. The Stardust spacecraft
flew through the tail of comet

Wild 2 (pronounced as **Vildt

2&qu -and_using a special materi-

al developed by NASA called

Aerogel was able to collect

uncontaminated samples and

return them to Earth in a cap-
sule for study.
