A project that has

been talked about in Floyd County for

nearly a decade can now officially move

forward, county officials announced

Friday.
An informal agreement was made con-

cerning the Harold Sewer Plant Project,
also known as. the Pride on the River

Project, between county officials and

Prestonsburg city leaders late Thursday
evening.

The agreement is for Prestonsburg
Utilities to provide sewer service to resi-

dents along the Mud Creek watershed after

the construction of a plant at Harold.

“After much discussion I am overjoyed
to announce that we have put our heads

together to move forward,” Floyd County
Judge-Executive R.D. “Doc” Marshall told

those in attendance for a meeting of the fis-

cal court. “There will be other details to

work out as this only happened yesterday.
but I feel good that we’re now moving, it’s
not a stalemate.”

Over the past nine years, there have
been numerous false starts in seeing a plant
built at Harold that would pravide city
sewer service to residents across the coun-

ty. The general idea, according to Marshall,
will be to run a trunk along U.S. 23 to the

Pike/Floyd county line and then later

expand lines from the main trunk into

places such as Mud Creek and Little Mud
and along the river.

The tentative agreement, according -to

the county, has city officials agreeing not

only to expand services into the other areas

of the county, but to do so without charging
a higher rate than those living within city

limits

Expand
SCHIP to

cover children

The House of Representatives voted Wednesday to

expand a key health insurance program for children that

President George W. Bush vetoed twice last year. With less

than a week left in Bush’s term, it is a fitting repudiation of

the president’s misguided health policies.
No American child should grow up without health insur-

ance and the regular medical care it provides. Just as we

provide coverage for every elderly American, we also

should ensure that every child is protected.
The State Children’s Health Insurance Program,

times calléd SCHIP, covers about 6 million kids in families

that earn too much to qualify for Medicaid but not enough
to buy health insurance on their own.

The bill approved by the House on Wednesday would

renew their coverage. It also would extend benefits to anoth-

er 3.5 million children in families earning up to three times

the federal poverty limit, about $51,500 for a family of

three. That’s been the eligibility level in Missouri since

SCHIP was created in 1998.

Expansion of the program was approved twice by over-

whelming majorities in the House and Senate. It attracted

support from many leading Republicans. But President Bush
vetoed it both times, arguing that it was unneeded.

That wasn’t true before last year’s economic meltdown.
It’s even less true now, with unemployment reaching levels
not seen in decades.

Some 2.5 million U.S. jobs were lost during 2008,
2 million of them in the last four months. For most

Americans, the loss of a job also means the loss of health

insurance coverage — both tor the laid-off worker and his

family.
Laid-off workers can choose to continue paying for health

insurance trom their employer. but most can°t atford to do

so. A study released this week found that the cost of that

continued coverage is equal to more than three-quarters of

the average unemployment benetit paid to a worker in

Missouri.

But covering kids is relatively inexpensive. Each child

enrolled in Missouri’s SCHIP program costs about $131 a

month. Most of that money comes from the federal govern-
ment and so-called provider taxes paid by hospitals and

managed care companies.
That investment pays off in healthier children who miss

fewer days of school and are better able to learn.
The Senate should quickly follow the House lead and

ensure that the bill is ready for President-elect Barack

(ARS) say could be about to

get an image make-over, from

“nasty weed&quo to “wonderfuel.&quot;

Yes, you&#39; probably
_guessed it: The ARS scientists

say that this annual winter

weed has potential to yie a

bumper crop of oil-rich seed

for use in making biodiesel
and other products, including
an organic fertilizer and a nat-

ural fumigant.
Last summer, the ARS sci-

entists entered into a coopera-
tive research and development

agreement (CRADA) with

Biofuels Manufacturers of

Illinois, LLC, (BMD) based in

Peoria, Il., to conduct labora-

tory and field trials aimed at

teasing out pennycress&#3 pro-
duction characteristics as both

a cultivated crop and a

biodiesel feedstock.
Earlier investigations by

the ARS scientists, also based
in Peoria, indicated that a sin

gle acre of field pennycress
can yield up to 2,000 pounds

of seed, and that could poten-
tially translate to 75 to 100

gallons of ‘biodiesel. Imagine
that: 100 gallons of biodiesel

per acre--from a weed!

Under the CRADA with

BMI, the ARS researchers are

managing a winter crop of
about 10 acres of field penny-
cress, which will be harvested

late this spring to be followed

by plantings of soybeans and,
for the 2010 summer growing

season, by corn.

Once the oil&#3 extracted
from the seeds, a chemical

reaction called transesterifica-
tion (try saying that fast three
times; I&#39; not sure I can say it
once!) will be used to produce

biodiesel and glycerin, a

byproduct that can be used in

soaps, lotions and other prod-
ucts.

After the biodiesel is

refined, it will be tested in
accordance with industry stan-

dards for performance. The
researchers will also take a

close look at the chemical con-

stituents of the leftover. seed

meal, especially substances
called isothiocyanates, whose

breakdown biologically fumi-

gates the soil, killing certain

pests there.
This isn&#3 the first time that

ARS scientists have uncov-

ered the potential of members
of the pennycress family. A

few years back, ARS scientists

‘in Maryland--in collaboration
with university scientists in the
United States, Australia and

New Zealand--showed that

alpine pennycress can help
clean up soils contaminated
with cadmium.

Cadmium is a_ naturally
occurring element that&#3 wide-

ly distributed in the earth&#39
crust. It is released into the

environment during mining,
ore processing, and smelting

of zinc and zinc-lead ores.

Cadmium is used in metal

plating, pigments and batter-

ies.

Cadmium contamination of

soil is a worldwide problem,
especially in Asia&#39 flooded government.”
soils where rice is grown. In

fact, rice grown on those soils

can have 100 times the normal
level of cadmium.

vesting the aboveground vege-
tation of alpine pennycress
makes it possible to gradually

reduce the soil&#39 cadmium con-

centrations to safe levels.
And perhaps best of all, the

cost of this soil remediation

method, called phytoextrac-
tion, is only about $250 to

$1,000 per acre per year. If
that sounds a bit “pricey” to

you, considér this: The alter-

native clean-up method, which
involves removal of the soil

and replacement with clean

soil, costs about $1 million per
acre. Most highly contaminat-

ed soils can be deemed safe

after about 10 years of phy-
toextraction.
