We Americans sometimes take for granted even our

most cherished freedoms, forgetting that people in much
of the rest of the world do not enjoy such basic rights as

freedom of speech.
Consider two events that made headlines this past

week as the United States was inaugurating into office
President Barack Obama, our new chief defender of
freedoms.

Harry Nicolaides, an Australian working in Thailand,
was sentenced to three years in prison for insulting the
Thai monarchy in a novel he wrote. Now, this was not

exactly Salman Rushdie&#39;s international best-seller, &quot;T
Satanic Verses,&qu which prompted Iran&#39; AyatoHah
Ruhollah Khomeini to issue a fatwa calling for Rushdie

to be killed. Nicolaides&#39; work was a self-published
paperback that to date has sold exactly 10 copies.

The case against Nicolaides was brought under a Thai
law that calls for prison terms of up to 15 years for any-
one who “defames, insults or threatens&quot; members of the

royal family. Nicolaides was originally sentenced to six

years, but that was cut in half whén he agreed to plead
guilty. He said he has endured &quot;unspeakabl suffering&qu

in his five months of imprisonment so far.
The second incident cafigzat the instant Obama

uttered these words in his an@egural address: &quot;Recal
that earlier generations faced down fascism and commu-

nism not just with missiles and tanks, but with sturdy
alliances and enduring convictions.&quot; As soon as he got

to the word &quot;communism,& the censors at the state-run
China Central Television could take no more. They cut

away from the speech and went to an anchor interview-
ing an analyst.

Chinese translations of Obama&#39; speech published by
state-run news organizations censored the line about

communism and another Obama passage about &quot;tho
who cling to power through corruption and deceit and

the silencing of dissent.&quot;

Here’s what we know, from the
staff economist’s report: The ‘stimulus

can be very helpful to Kentucky if it

occurs: while we are still are in deep
recession since inflation would not be

much of an issue. But if stimulus

money and cuts take hold when the

U.S. begins to move out of recession,
whenever that may be, it could hurt

the economy by putting more demand
on goods and services and more pres-
sure on inflation.

So, in other words, how. much

money will be allocated to the states

under the bill won’t make much of a

difference if the moncy isn’t pouring
into the state at the right time. so say

the experts.
Another wellfactor in how

Kentucky fares from any potential
stimulus is the provisions under which

allocations of federal money are

made. It is a given that having more

people at work will generate more

income tax and sales tax by increasing
citizen buying power. But states also

have to consider an increase in feder-
al funding for some programs would

require additional state matching
funds over what they have budgeted.

Some good news is the economist
said he does not believe the bill would

require the state to payback any fund-

ing it receives to boost its unemploy-
rhent insurance trust fund, which is

st months away from being depiet-
ed. And it requires the feds to pay

more for Medicaid-a_ pr m_ that

now consumes over 20. pi nt of

state budgets
He also told lawmakers that work

projects planned in the bill to improve
national road, transit and other sys-

tems could be temporary work or

could sustain jobs depending on what
kinds of projects are in place. That is

what will determine long-term impact
of those jobs, he said.

Some lawmakers sound hopeful
about the stimulus, others less so. One

lawmaker said he believes that any
long-term economic recovery cannot

really take place until the U.S. stabi-
lizes its financial system. Others were

hopeful that the bill would include

funding for rural areas in need of help.
Right now, there are no clear cut

answers. It looks like all of us, even

the experts, will just have to hope for
the best and see what happens

Biologists and technicians
for the Kentucky Department
of Fish and Wildlife

Resources’ fisheries division

compile the annual Fishing
Forecast to fuel anglers’ day-
dreams. The forecast provides
current information about

Popular species in particular
bodies of water based on pop-
ulation sampling and creel

surveys. They spotlighted
some up-and-coming fisheries

for anglers to consider in
2009.

“Each fishery district looks
at the data they compiled from

spring and fall sampling in

2008 and predicts “what they
think the fishing will be for

that species in that waterbody
in 2009,” said Jeff Ross, assis-

tant director of fisheries for

Kentucky Fish and Wildlife.
Most people associate Dale

Hollow Lake with giant small-
mouth bass as it is the home of

the all-tackle world record and

produces gobs of hefty small-
mouths each year.

FRANKFORT — Gov.

Steve Beshear declared an

emergency Tuesday in

Kentucky because of a power-
ful winter storm. The declara-

tion enables state resources to

be mobilized to assist es

and counties in coping with

power outages and other dam-

age wrought by ice and snow.

‘When winter weather hits,
it is crucial that our citizens

know that their state govern-
ment is doing everything pos-
sible to ensure their safety and

well-being,” the governor said

in a news conference. “We are

prepared to use every available
resource to help Kentuckians

make it through these rough

conditions, whatever may
come.”

A winter storm that blew

into Kentucky on Monday has

much of the commonwealth

encrusted in ice and snow

today. Some 60,000
Kentuckians are reported with-

out power this afternoon,
mostly in western Kentucky.
Outage reports have come

mostly west of Interstate 65

and south of I-64.

Gov. Beshear said primary
area of concern are roads,

electric power. heating assis-

tance and shelter.

Kentucky Transportation
Cabinet road crews worked

through the night and are still

working today to keep main

routes at least passable. Crews
have been hampered by
downed trees and sagging
power lines in many areas,

On a Sunday
afternoon

With old familiar hymns bouncing
from one hill to another in true Bible

held umbrellas over themselves to keep
the sun off the backs of their necks,
while they waved funeral home fans
with their free hands.

of the half dozen preachers in the
crowd—but not necessarily one who

could carry a tune—would begin, “Shall
we gather at the river, the beautiful,

killed in hom heating fires in
2006 died in fires that

In 2006, heating equipment
was involved in an estimated
64,100 U.S. home strugture
fires, 540 ‘civilian deaths,
1,400 civilian injuries, and

$943 million in direct property
damage.

Preliminary statistics indicate
that five people died in five

separate crashes on Kentucky
roadways from Monday, Jan

19, through Sunday. Jan. 25.

All of the crashes involved
motor vehicles and two of the

victims were not wearing seat

belts. Single-vehicle crashes

occurred in Green, Marshall,
McCracken, Shelby and

Warren counties. One crash
involved the suspected use of

alcohol.

Through Jan. 25. prelimi-
nary statistics indicate that 38

people have lost their lives on

Kentucky roadways during
2009. This is 12 fewer than

reported for this time period in

2008.
