The troopers say
they located a large quan-
tity of prescription pills
nside the vehicle, includ-
ing 114 Endocet tablets,
210 Methadone tablets,
and 240 additional pills of
various types.

Jewell, of Prestonsburg,
was charged with operat-
ing a motor vehicle under
the influence and other
traffic violations, while the
‘passenger, 41-year-old
Michael Neal Thompson,
also of Prestonsburg, was
charged with public intoxi-
cation, criminal littering,
and two counts of first-
degree possession of a
controlled substance.
Police say he was also
wanted on charges of fla-
grant nonsupport.

Both men were lodged
in the Kentucky River
Regional Jail.

Commission were less likely
to bar adolescents from admis-
sion

Tn addition, the data suggest
that somc trcatment programs
mix tcens and adults. The
practice runs contrary to the
recommendations of the feder-
al Center for Substance Abuse
Treatment’ (CSAT). Knudsen
said such situations can create
problems because adolescents
arc at a different stage of lifc
than adults. They are typically
living with their families. have
shorter histories of substance
abuse. and they need services
Lo be wilored 1o their stage of
cognitive development.

Fairness Doctrine
should remain on
history’s scrap heap

Cable television offers dozens of news-analysis channels.
The last-minute financial rescue of Sirius XM satellite radio
leaves at least 20 talk shows on the air. Beyond that, count-
less blogs written by individuals bombard the Internet.
Never before has such a sweeping selection of political
commentary been available to the public.

Nevertheless, the bad penny of the airwaves — the dis-
credited Fairness Doctrine - has again turned up.

An odious invention of the Federal Communications
Commission in the.1940s — before TV, cable channels,
personal computers, the Internet, Blackberries — the
Fairness Doctrine required radio broadcasters to give equal
time to conservative and liberal viewpoints. More than 20
years ago, the commission scrapped the Fairness Doctrine
in acknowledgment of the growing array of political news
sources with diverse points of view.

It could stay on the scrap heap except for liberal
Democrats who seem to believe the nation would be liberal
if liberal hosts were as plentiful as conservatives on com-
mercial radio. Conservatives are more plentiful, of course,
because they draw far larger audiences, which attract adver-
tisers, whose payments keep radio station owners in busi-
ness. Liberal radio talk shows have struggled to draw lis-
teners enough to stay on the air. Enter the Fairness Doctrine
as a means of allowing liberal hosts to piggyback on the
popularity of conservatives like the leviathan of talk radio,
Rush Limbaugh.

Commendably, President Barack Obama weighed in
recently against the doctrine. Sen. Jim DeMint, R-S.C.,
moved ahead with his measure to prohibit the FCC from
reinstating the doctrine and it passed. But so did an amend-
ment by Sen. Dick Durbin, D-I11.. reminding the FCC of its
legislative charge to promote ownership of communications
media by women and minorities, the stereotype expected to
drop the conservative Limbaughs for the liberal Rachel
Maddows.

Some Republican legislators, too. see Durbin’s amend-
ment as a back-door substitute for the Fairness Doctrine
and a similar threat to conservative media. Not so, as long
as women and minority owners want their businesses to
thrive. Not so, either, if women and minority owners agree
to be banked by stereotypically white males rolling in
dough and uninterested in losing it

Both DeMint and Durbin are overwrought. In a country
our size with our history and inventiveness, the housing
market, the stock market, the flea market can all collapse
into government control. But no way can they take the mar-
ket for ideas and iPhones down with them.

Senate week
in review

On Wednesday. Feb. 25, Governor
Steve Beshear unveiled the
“Kentucky at Work™ itiative - the
details of an estimated $3 billion in
stinwlus funding from the federal
government that will be mvested in
Kentucky over the next 28 months.

The stumulus package is directed at
preserving jobs and growing the econ-
omy through:

B Medicaid: Kentucky's Medicaid
program will receive about $990 mil-
lion over the next two vears. The pro-
gram currently faces a $232 million
deficit this year, while demand for
services is mncreasing by about 3.000
people a month due to the econon

B Health and welfare: Kentucky
will receive about $272 million for
areas like public housing, weatheriza-
tion, childcare, child support enforce-
ment and homelessness prevention.

Education: Kentucky will
receive about $924 million in stimulus
nioney. Approximately $S35 million
will be used to preserve existing com
mitments to K-12 and higher educa
ton. as well as 1o continue efforts 1o
hold down the cost of tuition. The
remaining $389 nullion. administered
through the Kentucky Departmient of
Fdu . W go to Tlitle 1. Head
Start. and school lunch
programs and other programs that
help families m cris

General Fund: Kentucky will
receive nearly $120 million to help

address shortfalls and Wjijigate against
even deeper cuts over the next two fis-
cal years.

B Job training and public safety:
The Commonwealth will receive $66
million in job training dollars. In the
area of public safety. Kentucky will
receive about $30 million to combat
violence against women and to sup-
port criminal justice efforts at both the
state and local levels.

W Roads and Bridges: Kentucky
will receive $421 million for high-
ways and bridges. During the past two
weeks, Gov. Beshear and legislative
leaders have been working together
on a road plan that contains projects
that meet the federal government's
requirement that 50 percent of those
funds be obligated within 120 dayvs.
Projects must be shovel-ready.

B Transit: About $50 million will
be allocated for transit.

Water and Sewer lines:
Kentucky will receive about $71 mil-
lion for water and sewer infrastruc-
ture.

B Community Development: The
state will be allocated about $12 mil-
lion for local community development
block grants

B Energy Projects: About $63 mil-
Iion will be allocated 1o Kentucky for

Senate Bill 53, meanwhile, will
cast a spotlight on independent politi-
cal groups that work for or against
candidates and issues in campaigns.

Under federal campaign finance
legislation. these so-called 527 groups
— named tor the section of federal
law that deals with them — have
become more important. even though
they do not have to follow the same
disclosure rules as candidates.

'nder our bill, 527s would have to
file campaign forms, disclose donors,
and follow all the other rules cam-
paigns have to deal with. Too many
times during election season, we see
ads praising or condemning a candi-
date or ballot measure — sometimes
with millions being spent — but we
do not know until after the election
who is paying for the ads or what their
motives might be. With SB 53, we
will know during the election so we
can make a more informed choice.

Ethics legislation is not as attention
grabbing as some of the bills we deal
with. like the budget, education, or the
war on drugs. However, ethical gov-
ernment and ethical elections are cru-
cial to the success of government, and
legislation to promote those core
American values is very important.

WHEELWRIGHT -~ "The
Wheelwright “Volunteer Fire
Department received nearly $55,000
Wednesday.

The funding. which totals
$54,777. will be used for operations

and safety, according to the office of
U.S. Sen. Jim Bunning, which
announced the funding Wednesday
morning.

Wheelwright is one of 12 depart-
ments across the state to receive grant
money. The grants combined for the
12 departuments total $993,638.

Wheelwright city officials said

Thursday news of the funding was
thrilling, but that the commission has
yet to detail exactly how the money
will be put to use.

In a statement Wednesday,
Bunning said the grants aim to afford
the equipment firefighters around the
state with whatever may be needed to
do their jobs effectively.

“This is great news for Kentucky
firc' departments,” Bunning's state-
ment read. “These funds are vital to
ensuring that our firefighters in

Kentucky have the tools necessary to
handle emergencies in the safest and
most effective manner possible.”
The funding comes through the
Emergency Preparcdness  and
Response Directorate of  the
Department of Homeland Security as
part of the 2008 Assistance to
Firefighters Grant Program.

That’s why DFI is joining
national consumer organiza-
tions and government agencies
in the 11th annual National
Consumer Protection Week,
March 1-7. DFI is bringing
awareness about fraud - espe-
cially oil and gas investment
fraud - to help people protect
their money.

DFI licenses and registers
individuals sclling securities
from Kenucky offices, includ-

ing the companies that sell
shares in drilling operations.
Southern KentucKy in particu-
lar is known for oil-deposits in
shallow wells. and there are
many oil and gas operators in
the state - although not all of
them are legitimate.

41 is responsible for pro-
tecting Kentucky investors,
including citizens who -have
been contacted by an out-of-
state company that sells shares
in oil wells. In fact, it’s com-
mon for unscrupulous compa-
nies (o contact victims in areas
that are far away from the
drilling site.

While some oil and gas
investment opportunities are
legitimate, many are fraudu-
Icnt. Con artists frequently
provide falsc information.
Because it can be difficult to

fraudulent, it is important to
check with a regulator to make
sure the products_and the per-
son selling them are
licensed/registered and that-no
complaints have been filed.

“Unfortunately, investment
fraud has escalated during this
economic downturn,” said DFI

“You can stop con artists in
their wacks by verifying their
claims. Read the paperwork,
verify their license and under-

buying. If anything scems sus-
picious, report it to a regulato-
-ry agency immmediately.”

Oil and gas investments
can take many forms and arc
often complex. It's important
to ask detailed questions when
considering such an invest-
ment, and DFI’s checklist can
provide a start.

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Baking
bread

One thing I am not is a baker.
In my mind, when it comes to
cooking, you're either a cook or a
baker. Rarely
do you meet
those who do
both and do
them well.
I've made my
share of cook-
ies, breads,
homemade
cakes, plenty
of pies, some
tarts and such,
but the trouble
with baking are the ingredients:
butter, flour and sugar. I have had
enough of all three of those ingre-
dients to last me a lifetime. I'd
rather work with chicken!

So okay. I've confessed I'm no
baker. I will tell you there are
times though, when a loaf of
homemade bread just cannot be
beat. And making bread by hand is
just plain pleasurable and even a
little therapeutic! Feeling the
dough in your hands, letting it rise,
punching it down and doing it all
over again...it can be fun, espe-
cially when you get snowed in and
baking project like a loaf of bread
is just the ticket.

I've noticed over the years that
my bread baking skills have gotten
a little better from some specific
troubleshooting. If you’ve gone
through all the time and trouble to
make bread from scratch, you
want to make sure it’s going to
work! Here five hints for making a
lovely loaf:

1. Fresh Yeast. We all have an
envelope or two hanging out in the
back of our cupboards. Dump it
and start over. You can test it for
freshness by proofing it: sprinkle
it on some warm water (about 110
degrees ideally), mixed with a lit-
tle sugar (this feeds the yeast). You
will see bubbling in a few minutes,
‘- which indicates that it is active. If
you don’t, it’s isn’t, throw it out!
‘Another way to determine fresh-
ness is smell: if it smells “yeasty”.
you’re good. If it smells like alco
hol, it’s way past it’s prime...out it

oes!

2. Knead Well. Don’t be gentle !
This is the place to let it all hang
out. Remember, the pulling and
punching and folding over action
you are using is what is develop-
ing the gluten—this is essential for
a tender loaf.

3. Warm Place. When it’s time
to rise, make sure your place your
dough in a nice warm spot. I use
the top of my fridge with some
plastic wrap over the top and a
clean tea towel over that (so it
won’t stick to the dough).

4. Punch Down. After the ini-
tial rising, you need to punch it
down to release the big bubbles of
carbon dioxide. Punching it down
makes those big bubbles turn i
little bubbles so you can have'a
more even rise the second time
around.

5. Rest Time. After the second
kneading, it’s tempting to want to
slam the bread into the loaf pan
and get baking. If you let the
doughi rest for 5 to 10 minutes, the
gluten relaxes resulting in a dough
that is easier to shape and a bread
that is a little more tender.

That doesn’t.look too difficult,
does it? Now go get yourself some
good whole-wheat~ flour, fresh
yeast and bake some bread. Think
of it as culinary therapy!

shoulder started hurting. 1

‘noticed ir at night rather than
in 1 -dayrime. I couldn't recall an
injury, so I took some ibuprofen and
tried ro ignore ir. Well, .it’s still there.
It now keeps me awake at night and is
beginning 1o bother me when I reach
for things or lift with that arm. What's
going on? Do I need to go to the doc-
10r?

You could be having trouble
Awilh your rotator cuff. The

rotator cuff is part of your

shoulder. It’s made up of four mus-

cles and their tendons, and it helps
stabilize the upper arm in the
shoulder socket. The muscles and
tendons in the rotator cuff serve to
connect your upper arm bone,
called the humerus, with your
shoulder blade, or scapula.
Between the shoulder blade and the
tendons are fluid-filled sacs known
as bursa that function like little pi

lows, cushioning the joint.
Unfortunately, the complex shoul-
der joint is easily injured. The rota-
tor cuff tendons may become irri-
tated by the shoulder bone, get
inflamed; and may even tear. This

If self-help measures don’t stop
‘rotator cuff pain, see doctor

often happens as a result of overuse
or as the result of direct trauma
such as a fall or sports injury.

Rotator cuff injuries can happen
to anyone but become more likely
after age 40 just due to normal
wear and tear on the joint.
Problems are more common in the
dominant arm. The first symptom
of a rotator cuff problem is pain in
the shoulder. The pain is worse
when you reach overhead or lift
with the affected arm. Lying on the
injured arm at night can be quite
painful. A large rotator cuff tear
can cause weakness of the shoulder
joint, as well.

While people talk about a rota-
tor cuff injury as a single problem,
it can be a problem with the ten-
dons, with the bursa. or a strain of
the muscles. Risk factors for a rota-
tor cuff problem are age, being ath-
letic—especially for sports that use
the shoulder a great deal, working

construction, having poor posture
and having weak shoulder muscles.

There are several things you can
do before you go to the doctor to
treat your painful shoulder. Resting
the arm by avoiding movements
that cause a lot of pain is a good
first step. When the injury is new,
ice packs will often be helpful.
After a few days, or when the prob-
lem becomes somewhat chronic, as
in your case, using hot packs can
help to relieve the pain and sore-
ness. Taking an over-the-counter
anti-inflammatory, like the ibupro-
fen you used, is often advisable
unless you have stomach or other
problems that make this an unwise
choice for you.

If these types of measures don’t
help relieve your symptoms, I'd
recommend you see your doctor.
He or she may want to do an MRI
after a good history and physical.
Unless there is a large tear in the

rotator cuff, your doctor will prob-g
ably recommend physical therapy:
You also may be given a steroid
injection or referred to an orthope-
dic specialist. Some severe rotator
cuff problems need to be repaired
via surgery.

As you'get older you should try
to prevent rotator cuff problems by
doing shoulder exercises, avoiding
repetitive arm motions for long
periods of time, and treating shoul-
der pain when it first starts with ice
and anti-inflammatories.

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Eight make up latest Kentucky Athletic Hall of Fame class

LOUISVILLE - Eight
individuals were named
Wednesday for induction into
the Kentucky Athletic Hall of
Fame. The latest Kentucky
Athletic Hall of Fame Class
will be honored at a banquet
on April 29 in Louisville.

More on each of the eight
Kentucky sports figures fol-
lows

Mike Casey — Casey led
Shelby County to the 1966
boys’ State Tournament title
and was named the 1966 Mr.
Basketball. He was the lead-
ing scorer at the University of
Kentucky as a sophomore
from 1967 to 1968, averaging
20 points per game. He
missed the 1969-70 season
after breaking a leg in a car
accident but returned in 1970
and finished his UK career
with 1,535 points, making
him the 13th all-time scorer
in UK history.

Travis Grant — Grant set a
career college scoring record
playing basketball at
Kentucky State (more than
4,000 points). He also spent
more than one season with
the Los Angeles Lakers and
more than two seasons in the
American Basketball

Association, where he aver-
aged 25.2 .points for San
Diego from 1974 to 1975.

Patti Jo Hedges-Ward — A
graduate of Louisville’s
Western High  School,
Hedges-Ward was a starting
point guard for Kentucky'’s
only Southeastern
Conference women’s basket-
ball championship team. She
was an All-SEC performer
and a gold medalist as a
member of the 1983 Pan
American team.

Elmore Just — Just was a
golfer at Flaget High School
and Bellarmine where he cap-
tained the college’s undefeat-
ed team that went to the
NCAA Tournament. He was
champion at three golf clubs,
founded Persimmon Ridge
Golf Course and founded the
Louisville Golf Club
Company.

Bobby Keith — Keith, a
former Clay County High
School basketball coach, led
the team to a state champi-
onship in 1987 and runner-up
positions in 1985 and 1988.
His teams ‘won 14 region
championships, more than
any other »coach. Under
Keith’s leadership, his teams
went 587-97.

Marty O’Toole — A 1957

graduate of St. Xavier High
School, O’Toole was a four-
time All-American and the
first swimmer to win four
state championships in the
same event — the 100-yard
breaststroke. After attending
Catholic  University and
Notre Dame, O’Toole
returned to St. Xavier. He
coached the Tigers for two
years in the early 1970s, then
returned as head coach in
1989, directing St. Xavier to
state titles the past 20 sea-
sons. He has coached 23
swimmers to 49 individual
state championships, along
with 37 relay state titles.
They’'ve set 16 state records
and two national records with
59 earning All- America sta-
tus.

Dan Ulmer — As chair-
man of the Board of Trustees
for Minor League Baseball,
Ulmer successfully led the
drive to bring minor-league
baseball back to Louisville
and organized a slate-of buy-
ers to purchase the Redbirds
from A. Ray Smith, who
wanted to move the franchise.
Ulmer is chairman of the new
arena construction committee
and once ranked third among
the top 10 minor-league base-
ball power brokers.

KBC relief work winds down in Kentucky

LOUISVILLE — After five
weeks of clearing debris and
providing relief, Southern
Baptist disaster volunteers are
winding down their efforts to

aid Kentuckians affected by

ice storms late in January.

Crews are still working in
six areas of western Kentucky
through the end of this week,
but all other teams have fin-
ished and the entire effort is
expected to conclude by next
week, said Webb.

“We're starting to shut
down because our number of
volunteers is decreasing, and
also because we’ve been able
to finish our priority projects,”
said KBC Disaster Relief
Associate Coy Webb. “Of
course, there are still needs
and there will continue to be
recovery efforts going on

locally.” -

According to ‘Webb,
approximately 1,500 Southern
Baptist volunteers have been
involved in ice .storm relief to
date, logging a combined total
of 9,074 volunteer days.

The volunteers came from
20 state Baptist conventions,
including Alabama, Florida,
Georgia, Illinois, Indiana,
Kansas/Nebraska, Kentucky,
