to a claim that the children had been
forced to have sex with each other
and with two. other children.

According to Russell, Martha Pitts
told Gary Sykes. with the Kentucky
State Police, that the incidents could

not have happened that many times.
Russell said that Martha Pitts did not

deny the allegations about the chil
dren having sex, just that it couldn&#39;t
have occurred as many times as they
had been told.

Varney questioned Russell about
the children’s stories, asking the offi-
cer if they had been recorded. Russell
said that he took notes, but no record-

ing was made.

“We don’t know that they actually
said these things because you didn’t
record it.&q Varney said

Floyd County Attorney Keith

Bartley said that he didn’t think the
fact that the interviews of the children
with Russell weren’t recorded would
hurt the case, and that all forensic

interviews with the children were

recorded.

“T don’t think that’s a major point
at all,” Barley said. “ICs extremely

difficult to make children comfort-
able. When you are a big police offi-

cer with a badge and a gun, it’s even

tougher for them to get comfortable
with you. If you throw a tape recorder

out on the table, it might eliminate the

possibility that they will talk to you
altogether.”

Police removed potential evidence
from the Pittses” home, including pil-
low cases and bed sheets. which will

be tested for DNA material.

After hearing all of Russell’s testi-

mony, it was time for the judge to

make his ruling if there was enough
cause Lo send the case to a grand jury

to consider for possible indictments
on the charges.

Science works in fits and starts -- sometimes so slowly that

progress seems like an illusion and at other times so quickly
we can barely keep up.

By scientific standards, then, federal funding restrictions for

embryonic stem cell research were a blip on the radar screen.

President Barack Obama&#39;s decision to lift them wasn&#39 a sur-

prise, but it was an important step forward.
Federal funding is no guarantee that embryonic stem cell

research will provide hoped-for cures to dreaded diseases like
diabetes, let alone guarantee that any cures might come soon.

But the executive order that Obama signed on Monday will
clear away bureaucratic and procedural hurdles that have ham-

pered that research. It provides an important new source of

funding.
Perhaps most important, it signals a new commitment to

science ideals, free inquiry and open debate in American pub-
lic policy.

Many doctors believe embryonic stem cell research is

among the most promising avenues of scientific inquiry.
That&#39 because embryonic stem cells are “pluripotent” -- they

can develop into any type of cell.

Human embryonic stem cells were first isolated in 1998,

just yesterday in scientific terms. But researchers have already
made major advances in understanding how they work.

That&#39; true even though for the last eight years federal fund-

ing for research has been extremely limited. An executive

order signed by President George W. Bush in August 2001
restricted it to a handful of stem cell lines then in existence.

Since then, hundreds more stem cell lines have been devel-

oped with private funding. Some contain defects for specific
diseases. which make them invaluable in helping to under-

stand how illness develops and how it might be countered.
The lack of federal funding was bad enough. But equally

harmful was a complex set of accounting restrictions that

required separate labs to be built -- and separate staffs to be
maintained -- to perform embryonic stem cell research with

private funding.
.

Opponents of embryonic stem cell research argue that adult
stem cells are more promising. They were first isolated nearly

a half-century ago and now are used for some medical treat-

ments.

In late 2007, scientists announced advances in adult stem

cell research. They were able to get those cells to &quot;differenti-
ate&q to develop into specialized cells:

But just as. with embryonic stem cells, basic questions
remain about the mechanism for that development, how to

trigger and control it. Those questions demonstrate the impor-
tance of continuing research with both adult and embryonic
stem cells. .

In signing his executive order this week, Obama signaled a

new effort to insulate scientific research and decision-making
from: political considerations. That&#39 crucial for a society. like
ours. that prides itself on Openness and innovation.

As important as restoring of any particular kind of research

might be, the larger achievement is Obama&#39;s restoration of sci-
entific ideals

Prediabetics need weight loss,
other lifestyle changes

al test was over 140 mg/dl but under
200 mg/dl, you should be considered

prediabetic. The term “impaired glu-
cose tolerance” (IGT) is the term

most people use now. Once a person
has IGT, they need to take prompt

action to prevent or delay the onset of

type 2 diabetes.
The first step is to get some educa-

tion and counseling about diabetes
and the lifestyle changes that you
need to make. Weight loss of at least

5 to 10 percent of your current body
weight is the first recommendation.
This should be “accompanied by
increasing your physical activity to at

least 150 minutes of brisk- walking
every week — an average of about 20

minutes a day. All of these things
should be done by everyone with
IGT.

There are other measures that can

be taken based on the presence or

absence of several risk factors. The
risk for developing type 2 diabetes is

significantly increased if you have

high blood pressure, low HDL cho-
lesterol (that’s the good cholesterol).
elevated uiglycerides or a first degree

blood relative with diabetes (mother,

father, sister, brother).
‘ou cannot, abviously, choose

new parents. However, in conjunc-
tion with your family physician, you
can take action to lower your blood

pressure and improve your choles-

terol profile.
Also, an AIC test with a result of

over 6 percent is a risk factor. AIC is

a blood test that measures the amount

of sugar that is sticking to the hemo-

globin in- your blood-
‘Your test results, though. may not

tell the whole story. If you are over-

weight or obese (a BMI greater than

25) and are under 60. you probably
should talk to your doctor about start-

ing on some medicine to help your
body manage its glucose load while

you’re losing weight and starting to

exercise.

Some people with 1GT check their
blood sugars at home on a regular
basis to monitor how the lifestyle
changes they are making are work-

ing. On top of weight loss and exer-

cise, total calories and fat intake
should be reduced while adding in

more dietary fiber and increasing
your intake of whole grains.

Your doctor will want to follow

you at least yearly to see how your
efforts at preventing diabetes are pay-

ing off.
