The conventional wisdom is that, now that he’s elect-

ed, President Barack Obama will begin repaying those

traditional Democratic constituencies. You know, like

teachers unions.

His speech on education on Tuesday, however, sure

didn’t sound like it. While it would be nice if teachers

unions would embrace merit pay based on student per-
formance as likely to benefit their own members, that

hasn’t precisely been the history.
The president said it clearly: “Too many supporters

of my party have resisted the idea of rewarding excel-

lence in teaching with extra pay, even though it can

make a difference in the classroom.”’
Some union spokesmen seemed to be holding out

hope that the president wasn’t really tying pay to stu-

dent achievement, but the administration later reiterated

that the president was saying precisely that, though he

was also likely to consider other factors.

Many teachers are excellent all the time. Reward

them. Other teachers can be motivated to become

excellent. Money is a grand incentive. And a few teach-

ers may never make the grade. Get rid of them.

‘Test scores aren’t the perfect measure, but they are

the best we have. Still, reward also should go to these

teachers whose students might not be performing at

grade level but who, because they were so far behind to

begin with, have made incredible strides anyway.
The president also lauded charter schools as being

crucial to educational improvement. He’s right.
‘Teachers unions have not been enamored of charter

schools, either.

But Obama called on the 26 states with limits on

charter schools to lift them. One advantage of charter
schools is that, if they aren’t performing, they are easier

to close than similarly underperforming public schools.
The president clearly recognizes that communities

must use every tool in their belts to help students learn.

Quality charter schools and rewarding teacher excel-

lence with merit pay are two of the best tools.

Using federal stimulus money coming the states’ way
to achieve these is a perfectly credible use

FRANKFORT — Several
decades ago, March brought

out’ crusty, tough men who

impaled several night crawlers
of a large hook and dropped
Ure bait around any stump, tree

top, log or surface debris along
the shoreline of a lake or pond
for big bass. These anglers
used a scull paddle to move

their wooden boats quietly
around the water, and fished

stout cane poles with heavy
black nylon line to haul their
catch away from the cover.

This fishing technique became
known as jigging.

Although Herrington Lake
receives credit as the birth-

place of jigging, anglers dis-
covered the same technique

also worked well in other lakes
for enormous female large-
mouth bass

“They would drop the night
crawlers right in front of the

bass and haul them out of that

cover,” said

=

“Kentucky
Afield” television Host Tim
Farmer. “I was once a creel

clerk on Elmer Davis Lake in

Owen County and I would see

some really big bass come

from there at this time of year
by jigging.”

While most anglers nowa-

lays have switched to artificial
lures and modem

baitcasting
tods, the basic technique still

works at this time of year
because the big female large-

miouth bass need to eat.

:°They are spawning next

month and feeding up to put
dutrients in th theyll need

‘for spawnin said Gerry
Buynak, assistant director of

fisheries for the Kentucky
Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources. “The best

way to do that is to get up in
the warm shallow water and
feed as much as they can. This

is the final push to get ready
for the spawn.”

In early March, eggs make

up about 5 percent of the body
weight of a female largemouth
bass. By mid-April, eggs

account for 15 percent of body
weight.

“If you want to catch a

wallhanger, now is the time to

do it,” explained Buynak, who

served as black bass research

biologist for Kentucky Fish

and Wildlife for 18 years
“Those large 6-pound or big-

ger female largemouth bass

spawn first. They are more

vulnerable to anglers than any
other time of year, especially
anglers fishing from the bank.”
