INEZ — A federal indict-
ment-handed down Friday
accuses two inmates at the
United States Penitentiary
at Big Sandy of murdering
a fellow inmate.

According to indictment,
a correctional officer asked
the two men if Peterson
could be placed in their
cell. It is alleged that
Gravely agreed and then,
shortly after the conversa-
tion with the officer, told
Milburne they were going
10 kill Peterson.

. After Peterson was
placed in the cell, federal
officials say that both men
attacked Peterson as he
was sitting on the toilet in
the cell. During the attack,
Peterson was allegedly
beaten and eventually
knocked to the floor. It is
alleged that Milburne then
covered Peterson’s mouth
and nose until he stopped
breathin,

Economic recovery payments coming for
people who receive Social Security, SSI

Did you know that if you
receive Social Security or SSI
benefits that you may be eligi-
ble for a special payment in
May 2009? The American
Recovery and Reinvestment
Act of 2009, which the
President signed into law in
February. provides for a one
time payment of $250 to peo-
ple receiving Social -Security
and Supplemental Security
Income (SSI) benefits.

The one-time recovery pay-
ments will go out in May 2009
and all payments should be
received by the end of May. In
April, Social Security will send
a letter with additional infor-
mation to each person who is
eligible for the one-time pay-
ment. The payments will be
sent automatically, meaning no
action is required on the part of
the person receiving benefits.
The economic recovery pay-
ments -will be made separately
from a_person’s regular month-
ly payments.

All  adults who receive
Sacial  Security  benefits,
including disabled adult chil-
dren (but not minor children)

are eligible for $250 payment.
In addition, all persons who
receive SSI payments, includ-
ing minor children, are eligible
for the payment.” Anyone who
receives benefits or who was
eligible to receive benefits dur-
ing any of the three months
prior to enactment (Nove mber
and Déecember of 2008 and
January 2009) will receive the
one-time payment as long as
the address of record is in one
of the 50 states, the District of
Columbia, Puerto Rico. Guam,
U.S. Virgin Islands, American
Samoa, or the Northern
Mariana Islands.

The Jpayments will be made
in the same way that regular
monthly payments are made.
People with direct deposit will
receive their payments elec-
tronically. Those who receive
paper checks will receive their
payments in the mail. People
who receive regular payments
through the Direct Express
debit card will receive their
one-time payments through the
card.

If someone receives both
Social Security and SSI, gnly
one payment of $250 will be
made. The economic recovery
legislation also provides for a
one-time pay ment to recipients
of Department of Veterans

Affairs (VA) and Railroad
Retirement Board (RRB) bene-
fits. However, if you receive
Social Security or SSI benefits
and you also receive VA and/or
RRB benefits, you will only
receive one $250 payment.
The Social Security
Administration will send you
this payment.

To assist in processing the
payments as efficiently as pos-
sible, please do not contact
Social Security unless you do
not receive a payment by June
4, 2009. Information is avail-
able at www socialsecurity.gov
and will be updated regularly.

But think
about the benefits: You'll be
able to drive to church on
Sundays without everybody
making rude hand gestures at
you.

Pileup of problems probably
coincidental

Dear Tom and Ray:

Love the column, hate that 1
now have a reason to write to
you myself! 1 have a 2001
BMW 325xi, which I have
serviced regularly at a local

independent BMW mechanic
(and T do mean regularly —
that stupid car always has
some “little” $400 thing wrong
with it). The shop came highly
recommended, and I’ve never
had reason to question that.
But then last week, the
coolant light came on. I took it
in to get it topped off. They
told me my water pump need-
ed to be replaced, so I did it —
$450. Two days later, while
idling in a parking lot, the car
went boom! The shop now
tells me that the coolant
expansion tank blew, and that
it’s not related to the work they
just did. That was $600. Now
I'm thinking,” wait a minute:
No problems with the cooling
system for seven years, then
two in two days? But the shop
says there’s no connection,
that they see this fairly fre-
quently on BMWs after they
hit about five years old, that
they pressure-tested the sys-
tein after they finished and that
there were no problems.
Sounds reasonable, and
they’re going to cut some of
the labor costs for the second
repair. But I have no mechani-
cal knowledge to know if
they're legit or just blowing
smoke (like my car). So,
which one’s the lemon — the

car, or the mechanic? (Please
tell me it’s the car —that’s a
lot easier to replace.) — Laura

RAY: I don’t think this is
necessarily a crisis of car or
mechanic, Laura. The most
common reason a coolant
expansion bottle explodes is
because the car overheats.

TOM: And it’s possible that
the overheating was your
mechanic’s fault. That may be
why they fe eating some of the

bor cost — guilt. Or maybe
ou’re just cute.

RAY: If they didn’t bleed
the cooling system correctly
after replacing the water
pump, they could have left air
in it. Air doesn’t do nearly as
good a job-of-cooling the
engine as coolant does. That
could have ‘led the engine to
overheat and blow up the
expansion tank.

TOM: But that’s not neces-
sarily what happened. Your
thermostat could have gotten
stuck after the water pump was
replaced — just a coincidence.
Or the thermostat may have
been the reason the coolant
light came on in the first place,
and they just happened to
notice that your water pump
was,leaking and assumed that
was the issue.

Now that crash data is in
hand, Greg Couch, engineering
support manager for Highway
District 12, says that a radar
study will next be conducted in
the coming weeks.

The radar study will help in
determining to what extent
speed may be a factor in the
number of crashes in the area,
as officials say since no clear
pattern emerged it is suspected
that speed may have been a
factor in some or all of them.

Journalism still
must serve the
public trust

. T believe in the profession of journalism I believe that the public-
journal is a public trust; that all connected with it are, to the full meas-
ure of their responsibility, trustees for the public; that acceptance of a
lesser service is a betrayal of this trust.”

So begins “The Journalist’s Creed,” written in 1914 by Walter
Williams, who six years earlier had founded the nation’s first college
school of journalism at the University of Missouri. These were the polit-
ically rambunctious years of the Progressive Era, when newspapers were
the main news source. Too many of them were scandal sheets with sen-
sational coverage dubbed ““Yellow Journalism.”

Williams and some others ... expounded eloguently on the need to
redetine the role of newspapers. They saw journalism’s role as holding
: suntable institutions and people Who had subverted the public trust
to amass wealth and influence.

But now. nearly 100.years later, amid an ever-changing smorgasbord
of news media, what is the proper role of the professional journalist?

At a community forum in St. Louis last Wednesday, the Donald W.
Reynolds Journalism Institute at the University of Missouri posed this
question to journalists and non-journalists: “In the 21st century can pub-
lic-service journalism survive? Is it time to renew the Journalist’s
Creed?

Technology now has altered how and when professional news organi-
zations deliver news and information. But the change is more than
newspaper reporters recording video and audio or columnists who blog
or file real time online messages in short bursts on Twitter. Such change
was unimaginable in the Progressive Era when newspapers stood alone
1s the juggernant that determined what was the news of the day.

So. what is journalism today? Who is today’s journalist? Is it a blog-
ger working in his den? A radio talk-show host? A late-night comedian?
An author of an online book?

Opinions at the forum varied about whether newspapers and local
broadcast news provide enough quality watchdog journalism and
whether the execution or motivation of the journalists always are as
sanctified as the creed pronounces. But those at the forum agreed that
the professional media are obliged to ask tough questions and look out
tor the average guy

St Charles County (Moo Executive Steve Ehlmann astutely asked
the audicnee to ponder this question: If newspapers survived the advent
ol radio news and later television news, why won’t they again evolve to
the competiton?

Protessional journalists cross their fingers that their companies are
adapting suce ully into a full-fledged media world. People are chang-
ing their lifestyles and daily habits in most facets of life, not just in get-
ting the news. They use “smart” phones, laptop computers and gadgets
with multiple purposes. New s ¢ onsumption is one part of a huge techno-
logical sea change

Adam Hosp. an online developer and Web entrepreneur, talked about
how he gathers large amounts of information through the Internet with
out a printed newspaper. But he also talked about how the professional
media are a fountain of credible information from which many other
forms of online interaction flow.

Newspaper and media companies already were transforming in the
digital age. Then a relentless recession blanketed the country to com-
pound their challenges. Even though second daily newspapers in a few
large U.S. markets closed recently, newspaper companies will continue
to provide their essential function of making an increasingly complex
workl more accountable

enough to afford insur
ance and a house in a
good  neighborhood,
you still can get pretty
good health care and a
decent education. Less
than that, you're on
your own
According to the lat-
est figures, we’ve got
47 million uninsured
people and, with job-
lessness escalating,
more on the way every
day. In none of the
countries ahead of us in health care
do people depend on being employed
for their insurance. They all have a
national health plan.

Are there problems with national
health  insurance? Of course.
Shortages of various kinds develop
and long waits for some treatments
can result. But for the most part it
works. I have yet to meet a Canadian
of modest means who would trade his
or her system for ours.

A disease doesn’t care whether it’s
being treated by a capitalistic or
socialistic system. Tt prefers not to be
treated at all. Which is what our pres.
ent system delivers all toa often.

Our health care system, far from
being the greatest, is a national dis-
grace.

Labeling on certain bat models

SPECIAL TO THE TIMES

WILLIAMSPORT, Pa. — It
has been brought to the atten-
tion of Little League officials
that there are a few bats for
sale in stores or that may
have already been purchased
that carry the Little League
approval, but do not have the
required bat performance
standard markings. The
Little League Rulebook
states that beginning January
1, 2009, all non-wood bats
used for play in Little League
Baseball (majors and below )
shall be printed with a bat
performance factor (BPF) of
1.15 or less. While the bats
we have identified pass the

BPF standard and other stan
dards of proportion and mea-
surement, they do not have
the proper label. These bats
are in the marketplace for a
variety of circumstances.
After review by Little
League officials, it has been
determined that these bats
may remain in the market-
place and shall be allowed
for play during the 2009 sea-
son only, with the under-
standing that these bats shall
not be allowed for play after
December 31, 2009, even
though some improperly
labeled bats may still remain
in the marketplace, or
retained by leagues and play-
ers after the 2010 deadline.

Also, check the model you
are purchasing. If these bats,
like the Vanquish, are
replaced with corrected
labeling, and have the BPF
1.15 label, they will be
allowed after 2009.
Specifically, the bats in ques
tion are as follow:

Adidas Vanquish Blue
design (There is a newer
model of this bat, also named
the Vanquish and it has cop-
per and black markings. It
contains the proper labeling
and therefore is not subject to
the one-year rule); DeMarini
Black  Coyote, Rogue,
Distance, Rumble, Tengu;

conditions and we strongly dis-
courage them from c,onducung
any type of outdoor burning.”

Because most wildfires are
caused by human activities, the
number of. wildfires and losses
can be reduced if residents take
more precautions. To reduce the
risk of wildfire, the division rec-
ommends the following guide-
lines for safe debris burning:

M Clear a safe zone that is

wide enough to prevent the-

escape of fire.

M Keep a pply of water
and a rake or shovel readily
accessible.

M Stay with your ﬁ:e until it
is completely out and never
leave a fire unattended.

B Bum only when the wind
is calm and the humidity level
is high.

M Extinguish fire complete-
ly if conditions become windy.

B Keep brush piles small to
allow quick control of the fire if
necessary.

B Locate brush piles an ade-
quate distance from structures
and utilities.

H Obey all outdoor burning
laws including forest fire laws,
air pollution and open burning

e i

regulations, and local ordi-
nances.

B Understand that you are
liable if your fire escapes.

B In addition to following
safe burning practices, the
Kentucky Division of Forestry
would like to remind -all citi-
zens that Kentucky law desig-
nates Feb. 15 through April 30
as spring forest fire hazard sea-
son. During this time, it is ille-
gal to burn anything within 150
feet of any woodland or brush
land between the daylight hours
of 6 a.m. and 6 p.m. The law is
intended to prevent forest fires
