America’s

food supply
America&#39;s system for guaranteeing the safety of its food

supply Clearly i in need of strengthening. In the past year,
we have seen a 17-state outbreak of salmonella that sick-

ened 1,300 people, and contaminated peanut butter products
that sickened more than 700 people. Public health experts

*

estimate that each year about 76 million Americans are

sickened by contaminated food, and about 5,000 die. The

question now is, what should be done about it?

Last week, President Obama indicated he plans to

get serious about food safety by nominating two consumer-

oriented physicians, Margaret A. Hamburg and Joshua

Sharfstein, to head the Food and Drug Administration.

Hamburg, a former New York City health commissioner
who was nominated as the agency&#3 commissioner, is a

respected expert in public health and safety. Sharfstein, the
current Baltimore health commissioner who, if confirmed,

would be principal deputy commissioner, led the effort to

limit the marketing of over-the-counter cough and cold

remedies for children.
.

.

In addition to the appointments, Obama announced
the creation of a panel, headed by the secretaries of Health
and Human Services and Agriculture, to examine ways to

streamline food safety procedures, and he asked for $1 bil-
lion in new funding to increase the number of food inspec-
tions. Thirty-five years ago, the FDA inspected about half

the nation&#39; food processing plants. Last year, only 7,000 of
the nearly 150,000 plants were inspected. Companies can

hire private inspectors, which is what Peanut Corp., the

Georgia company said to be responsible for the peanut but-

ter contamination, did. But these inspectors are paid by the

companies they are inspecting, creating an obvious conflict
of interest and, demonstrably, an ineffective system.

In another recent food safety-related announcement,
Obama&#39;s agriculture secretary, Tom Vilsack, said that

“downer cattle” -- those that cannot walk -- would be
banned completely trom slaughter. This toughens meat-

packing standards imposed after the Humane Society last

year released film taken in a Chino, Calif., slaughterhouse
showing downed animals being moved to slaughter and
added to our meat supply.

Separate from administration efforts, Congress is

debating two different ways to increase food safety. One is
to increase the oversight responsibilities of the FDA,
including giving it the ability to recall foods, which it now

does not have. The other is to create a separate agency
responsible solely for food safety. Under current law, a

dozen federal agencies, including the FDA and the

Deparunent of Agriculture, are responsible for food inspec-
ions in the United States and abroad.

With growing numbers of the food and grocery
industry behind new food-satety rules, now is a perfect
time for Congress and the administration to work together
make the nation’s food supply sater.

The most frustrating aspect of cer-

vical cancer is that it is almost com-

pletely preventable. Experts know that
it is Caused by “high-risk” types of a

common infection - the human papil-
Jomavirus, or HPV. And we now have
available preventive technologies,

including the Pap test, the HPV test

and the HPV vaccine, to help stop this
disease in its tracks.

Despite these advances, why are so

many women still dying? There are

two key problems. .

First, women need access to

screening, In the U. approximately
half of all cervical cancer cases are in

women who have never been
screened. Minority women and those

with lower incomes are less likely to

have access 10 screening programs
and consequently, are affected by cer-

vical cancer at higher rates.

Second, women need to know what

technologies are available and appro-
priate for them. At around age 21

women should get screened with t

Pap test, the waditional way to screen

for cervical cancer. When women

reach 30, they should get an HPV test

along with their Pap.

Studies show
that using both tests together to screen

women aged 30 and older offers the
best protection against cervical can-

cer. This approach is included in lead-

ing medical organizations’ screening
guidelines.

HPV vaccination now offers sig-
nificant potential to reduce cervical

cancer rates. One HPV vaccine is

already FDA-approved for girls and

another vaccine is under FDA review.

Both vaccines have been shown to be
100 percent effective - in women. not

previously infected - at preventing
infection from the two HPV types that

cause 70 percent of all cervical can-

cers. Importantly, women who have
been vaccinated still need to be

screened regularly.
Having advanced technologies,

however, is not enough. Every woman

and girl must be informed about and
have access to these preventive meth-
ods. In January of this year, my organ-

ization, Tamika & Friends, Inc., along
with several other leading advocacy
groups, launched the U.S. Pearl of
Wisdom Campaign to Prevent
Cervical Cancer. a united, global

effort to help ensure that women and

girls everywhere know about and
have access to lifesaving cervical can-

cer prevention tools. The campaign
also promotes the Pearl of Wisdom as

the global symbol for cervical cancer

prevention.
I encourage women everywhere to

educate themselves about how to pre-
vent cervical cancer. And then spread

the word to your mother, daughters,
sisters, friends, and others. Please help
make the elimination of cervical can-

cer part of Jade Goody’s lasting lega-
cy.

Globally, tattooing has been

around for more than 5,000

years. In the United States,
‘tattoos have moved from the rebel-

dious fringe to the mainstream over

the past few decades. In 2006, the
Journal of the American Academy of

Dermatolog reported that 36 percent

epergy

of Americans between the ages of 18

and 29 had tattoos. Considering the

enormous popularity of tattoos, relat-
ed medical complications are rela-

tively uncommon.

Professional tattoo parlors use a

machine to quickly pierce the skin
and simultaneously inject permanent
dye. Because the needle pierces the
skin — the body’s largest protective
barrier tattooing can’ introduce

bacteria, presenting a risk for infec-
tion. Symptoms of skin infection may
include redness, swelling and pus-

like drainage.
Skin infections most often result

Tattoos: low medical risk,
high chance of regret

from poor aftercare. Your daughter
should receive written instructions

for tattoo care. Remind her to follow
those instructions to the letter. If she

does get an infection, she should see

a physician right away.
Secondly, if tattooing equipment

is not sterile, it can also transmit

blood-borne illnesses such as hepati-
tis, HIV/AIDS, syphilis and tubercu-
losis. The good news is that there are

no documented cases of anyone con-

tracting HIV or AIDS from a profes-
sional tattoo, according to the Centers
for Disease Control. Reports of other

blood-bome illnesses linked to. tat-

toos point mostly to non-professional
tattoos and tattoos predating the 20th

century.
Make sure your daughter goes to a

licensed tattoo parlor, and advise her

to discuss safety procedures with the

artist. before getting a tattoo. She

should confirm that the following

universal precautions are taken:

equipment should b sterilized, fresh
needles should be used for every
client, and the artists should not only
wear new gloves for each client but

also wash their hands before donning
the gloves. You or your daughter may

even want to watch the artists give a

tattoo. Any licensed, professional
parlor should be happy to share their

standards with you.
As for the MRI (magnetic reso-

nance imaging), since some tattoo

dyes contain iron oxide or other mag-
netic metals (newer dyes typically do

not), there have-been reports of tem-

porary warmth or redness. in tattooed

areas of the skin following an MRI.
This is rarely a problem, and the ben-
efits of undergoing a medically
advised MRI greatly outweigh any

risks. Patients should point out any
tattoos to the radiologist or technician
before undergoing an MRI. Should
