Norman to
be inducted
April 24

FRANKFORT —
Gurney Norman, who has
been appointed by Gov.
Beshear as Kentucky Poet
Laureate for 2009-2010,
will be formally inducted on
Kentucky Writers' Day at
11:00 a.m. E.D.T., Friday,
April 24, 2009, in the
Capitol Rotunda in
Frankfort.

Over the past thirty
years, Norman has been a
major force in the literary
and cultural renaissance
throughout the state and
region. Norman is best
known for his work "Divine
Right's Trip" and "Kinfolks:
The Wilgus Stories."
Presently the Director of
the University of Kentucky
Creative Writing Program,
Norman will soon complete
his thirtieth year teaching
at the university.

The Kentucky Poet
Laureate is appointed by
the governor to promote
the literary arts in
Kentucky. The word "poet”
in the position's title is
interpreted in its broadest
sense to include persons
whose accomplishments
are in any literary form.

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RECC rates going up 7 percent

Customers with East Kentucky
Power Cooperative (EKPC), which
includes those with Rural Electric
Cooperative Corporation (RECC), will
see increases in their monthly bills fol-
lowing a settlement to allow the com-
pany to raise wholesale rates.

Kentucky’s Public Service
Commission accepted a settlement
Tuesday permitting the company to
raise their rates by an average of $5.60
each month.

Officials with EKPC applied to the
public service commission for the set-
tlement on Oct. 31, 2008, in order to
increase its annual revenue by $59.5
million, or about 7 percent. The settle-

ment was submitted to the commission
for review on March 13.

" The new rates went into effect on
April 1 and take effect at the same time
as EKPC begins producing power from
its newest generating facility, a 280-
megawatt unit at its Spurlock plant in
Mason County. -

The increased rates are intended to
pay for-the new unit, according to an

announcement this week.

In recent years, a the company says
a shortage of generating capacity and
unscheduled shutdowns at its generat-
ing facilities have forced EKPC 10 pur-
chase large amounts of power from
outside sources. This additional gener-
ating-capacity afforded by the new unit

UK introduces new coach
to Wildcat faithful

LEXINGTON — Big Blue
Nation faithful have been able to
rest easier since Wednesday morn-
ing. The country’s winningest
NCAA Division I men’s basketball
program is back in good hands. The
University of Kentucky named
John Calipari the 22nd head coach
in UK men’s basketball history dur-
ing a press conference held
Wednesday- morning at the Joe
Craft Center. Calipari agreed to an
cight-year contract worth $31.65
million plus incentives. An addi-
tional $200,000 buyout was paid 1o

Before accepting the UK job,
Calipari spoke with former
Kentucky coaches Joe B. Hall,
Eddie Sutton, Tubby Smith and
Rick Pitino. The new Wildcats
coach plans to guide the UK bas-
ketball program back to promi-
nence.

“*Our goals will be to make the
entire Commonwealth, the entire
Commonwealth, proud of this
team. proud of their program.
proud of their team by our work on
the court and our integrity off the
court,” said Calipari. =1 cannot tell
you how excited I am to be here.
how hard the decision was because
of what I left behind. And you have
to understand, I left a lot behind.™”

Calipari wasn’t about to pass up
the chance to coach the tradition-
rich Kentucky program. saying
~Did I plan on doing this? No. But
I'll tell you what. This opportunity
is one that if I had passed on. three
years from now, I didn’t want to
live a life where I regretted. Why
didn’t I do this. to be in the best sit-
uation to coach basketball in the
country. maybe the world. to coach
basketball right here in Lexington

The 2009 Sports [lustrated
National Coach of the Year
Calipari led Memphis to an NCAA
Sweet 16 appearance and a 33-4
record this season. Calipari also led

Special tax break

available for new car

purchases this year

INDIANAPOLIS The
Internal Revenue Service
announced today that taxpay-
ers who buy a new passenger
vehicle this-year may be enti-
tled to deduct state and local
sales and excise taxes paid on
the purchase on their 2009 tax
returns next year.

* “For those thinking about
buying a new car this year, this
deduction may give them a lit-
tle more drive to make their
purchase this year,” said IRS
Commissioner Doug Shulman.
“This deduction enables tax-
payers to buy now and get cash
back later on their tax returns.”

The deduction is limited to
the state and local sales and
excise taxes paid on up to
$49,500 of the purchase price

of a qualified new car, light
truck, motor home or motorcy-
cle.

The amount of the deduc-
tion is phased out for taxpayers
whose modified adjusted gross
income is between $125,000
and $135,000 for individual fil-
ers and between $250,000 and
$260,000 for joint filers.

IRS also alerted taxpayers
that the vehicle must be pur-
chased after Feb. 16, 2009, and
before Jan. 1, 2010, to qualify
for the deduction.

. The special deduction is
available regardless of whether
a taxpayer itemizes deductions
on ‘their return. The IRS
reminded taxpayers the deduc-
tion may not be taken on 2008
tax returns.

Kentucky General Assembly’s

- 2009 session gaveled to an end
last week, capping 29 days of
legislative activity that includ-

. ed the passage of bills on
school testing reform, drug

. screening and treatment for
felony offenders, and tracking
for payday lenders.

More than 700 bills were
introduced in the two legisla-
tive chambers this year, includ-
ing legislation to plug short-
falls in the state budget.

Measures sent to the gover-
nor to be signed into law
include the following:

B CATS testing. Senate Bill
1 overhauls the state's end-of-
year school accountability
exams, eliminating writing
portfolios as well as arts and
practical living exams. Those
elements would be retained as
school programs, however.

B Drug diversion. SB 4
directs jail officials to screen
certain drug abuse offenders as
soon as they are booked
Judges can then order outpa-
tient drug counseling, while
serious addicts can volunteer
for inpatient treatrnent. Those
who complete a follow-up pro-
gram and stay clean can have
the felony wiped from their
record.

B Penal code. Senate Joint
Resolution 12 continues a
study of the state’s criminal

. laws, putting it under the juris-
dicdion of the legislature’s
Interim Joint Committee on
Judiciary.

B Personal services. SB 22
requires home health agencies
and other personal service

BEIGE BROWN =

businesses to conduct criminal
background checks on their
employees and bans anyone
convicted of abuse, drug
crimes, or sex crimes from
being hired.

The case for
community college
only gets better

Natalia Kolesnikova, an economist for Federal Reserve Bank of
St. Louis, last week published a study showing that for students
interested in a “‘a route of upward economic mobility” community
colleges are an incredible bargain.

That’s not news to most graduates of the twe-year programs at
community colleges in St. Louis or to employers who have hired
them. Once regarded as the poor relatives of four year colleges and
universities, community colleges have improved steadily over the
Yyears. As costs of higher education have escalated, affordable educa-
tion available at community colleges has become an even bigger
bargain. That should worry, and maybe even light a fire under, the
four-year colleges.

The St. Louis Fed study confirmed that community college cam-
puses are more racially diverse, on average, than their four-year
connterparts. They are home to more first-generation college stu-
dents and attract a greater concentration of older students — 35 per-
cent of their students are 30 or older.

el ity colleg d brings long-term economic bene-
fits. Workers with an associate’s degree earn more than their peers
with a high school diploma; minority students experience the great-
est gains.

In St. Louis, black men with an associate’s degree earn on aver-
age 13 percent more. while the return for black women is a stunning
43 percent increase — a fact the investigator attributes to a high
concentration in nursing and other health care training.

The national media focused on a “‘dog bit€s man” aspect of the
study — an unexplained statistical anomaly referred to as the “com-
munity college penalty.” Students who obtain a two-year associate’s
degree and continue on to earn a bachelor’s or advanced degree at a
four-year school earn less per year on average than peers who start
ed at a four-year institution.

Kolesnikova said there there aren’t enough data to explain this
discrepancy, but speculates it could be because community college
students often come from poorly performing elementary and sec-
ondary schools. She said that’s a disadvantage that “affects their
educational and labor market outcomes throughout their career.”

Still, community colleges deserve credit for putting “disadvan-
taged” students on a positive track — even though it might not yet
have resulted in full wage-carning parity. And there’s reason to think
the “penalty™ will diminish as community college campuses attract a
growing share of the nation’s best-prepared and highest-achieving
students

Unlike many four-year schools, community colleges are not in.a
figurative arms race to build the flashiest student center or recruit
celebrity faculty members. They focus on the basics. And-one key
basic is tuition cost.

The average community college costs in Illinois are 28 percent of
those at the state’s four-year public institutions and 11 percent of

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Commodity
speculation: It's
the bankers
again

Public outcry over giant AIG
bonuses has members «of Congress
and the White House falling over
themselves to demonstrate their anger
at Wall Street abuses. Less publicized,
but equally worthy of outrage, is
deregulated or unregulated commodi-
ty futures trading that contributed to
huge price hikes in food and gas
prices, and chaos on our country’s
farms when the commodities bubble
burst.

Commodity speculation by well-
known Wall Street players, such as
Merrill Lynch, and the lesser known,
such as AIG, affected more than U.S.
supermarket aisles and gas pumps. In
2008, the world’s hungry increased by
an i 75 million people, while

Community colleges already enroll 45 percent of the nation’s
undergraduate students, according to the Fed study. As long as com-
munity colleges stay focused on fundamentals and keep costs
affordable, those numbers will grow.

when food and energy prices shot up.

Commeodities exchanges. such as
the Chicago Board of Trade (CBOT),
are perhaps the least regulated of all
financial markets. Traditionally, trad-
ing in agriculture commaodities has
been tied to real world supply and
demand, and has been used by grain
traders and county elevators to man-
age price risks

But a series of deregulatory
changes by Congress and the
Securities and Exchange Commission
(SEC) over the last 10 years opened
the door for well-hesled players. They
entered these markets and trans-
formed how commodity exchanges
had historically worked. Instead of

managing price risks, these specula-
tors, who don’t use or trade actmal
agriculture or enmergy commodities,
were out to drive prices up and profit
from their investment.

A decision in 2000 allowed compa-
nies like Goldman Sachs to enter
commodity markets and buy and sell
without limits. Then in 2004, Henry
Paulson, the chief executive officer at
Goldman Sachs and later Treasury
Secretary, successfully petitioned the
SEC to éxempt the big banks-Lehman
Brothers, Morgan Stanley, Bear
Stearns and J.P. Morgan-from keeping
large enough money reserves to cover
their trades. Soon after, these big
name banks released billions of dol-
lars of their reserves onto commodity
markets for speculation.

The financial giants then set up and
bet hundred of billions of dollars on
commodity. index funds that under-
mined traditional price risk manage-
ment tools, such as those used by
country grain elevators. For example,
the most-traded index fund, set up by
Goldman Sachs/Standard & Poor’s,
bundled together up to 24 commodi-
ties, including agriculture, oil and
gold. That fund rose 238 percent from
2003 to 2007: From 2003 to July
2008, money invested in commodities
index funds increased from $13 bil-
Llon to $317 billion.

The commodity bubble acted much
like the housing bubble. Suddenly in
2007 through mid-2008, prices for
agricultural commodities like corn,
soybeans and wheat shot up. Though
not entirely attributable to specula-
tion, from 2006-07 corn prices were
up 50 percent, soybean prices 60 per
cent and wheat prices 50 percent. A
marketing consultant estimated in
2008 that approximately 31 percent of
the CBOT price of corn was due to
financial speculation - having nothing
to do with supply and demand. The
U.N.’s Food and Agriculture

Organization estimates that price
volatility for corn was 30 percent,
soybeans 40 percent and wheat 60
percent beyond what could be
accounted for by supply and demand.

Whilé companies like Cargill and
Archer Daniels' Midland saw their
profits skyrocket, farmers struggled
because their costs for fuel, fertilizer,
seed and equipment also rose
Researchers from Tufts University
found that for mid-sized farmers,
increases in costs wiped out gains
from farm sales.

The spike in oil prices mirrored
agricultural commodities and high gas
prices sent shockwaves throughout
our economy. In January, “60
Minutes” documented how the price
of oil shot up $25 a barrel in one day-
without any change in physical supply
and demand.

Fortunately, not all of Congress is
ignoring the damage caused by exces-
sive speculation in commodity mar-
kets. Rep. Collin Peterson (D-Minn.),
the Chair of the House Agriculture
Committee, has introduced legislation
to limit how much speculators can
trade, require greater reporting of pri-
vate contracts, and demand separate
agriculture and non-agricultural trad-
ing data. Peterson’s efforts for tougher
regulation are stalled in a current fight
with the House Banking Committee
over who has jurisdiction over com-
modity exchanges.

If we want to prevent the type of
runaway speculation that drives up
prices at the supermarket or at the gas
pump, we need to focus some of our
AIG outrage toward policy change
and strengthen regulation of commod
ity exchanges.

Soup
making

Spring might be springing but
it’s still quite cool outside. The
daffodils are trying to convince us
it’s  warming
up and maybe
it is on occa-
sion, but we
still have cold
days, rain (and
snow) and
sadly the last
days of soup
making before
the weather
becomes too
warm.

So let’s make some soup!
Understanding the Basics of good
soup will get your soup kicked up
several notches and make you the
undisputed queen (or king) of
soup at your house !

Okay, let’s break it down. First
up, mire poix. Say that with me—
meer uh pwah. A1l that is, is
onions, carrots and celery all
chopped up; the basic beginning
of any good soup. I like the onion
to be the lead veggie and the cel-
ery and the carrot about the same
amounts, so for a pot of soup
(using a quart of broth), I'll use a
large onion (about the size of a
softball) and one rib of celery
(about 8 inches long) and a carrot
about the same size. Chop it up
(no need to mince) and sauté it in
the bottom of your soup pot before
introducing the broth. You want
the veggies to start to release their
aromas, their colors to intensify
and in the case of the onion, you
want it to become translucent.

Now it’s the broth’s turn. I like
homemade chicken broth like
everyone else. I don’t always have
it, but I always have several quarts
of low sodium chicken broth
hanging aropnd in my well-
stocked pantry (have I told you
lately that a well-stocked pantry is
a girl’s best friend?). My current
favorite broth is Wolfgang Pucks
Low Sodinm Roasted Chicken
Broth. It’s the bomb and lends a
wonderful. homemade flavor to
your soups.

Anyway, now that we have the
basics, let’s have a recipe, shall
we ? This is one soup you're going
to love ...enjoy!

Pistou Vegetable Soup
Serves 12
1 pound dried white beans.
cooked

1 tablespoon olive oil

1 large onion, chopped

1 carrot. chopped

1 celery rib, chopped

4 cloves garlic, pressed

4 potatoes, diced

1 can (28 ounce) tomatoes,
and all with tomatoes

1/4 head cabbage, shredded

8 leaves kale, shredded

6 cups chicken broth, canned or
homemade

1 teaspoon thyme

Salt and pepper to taste

jarred pesto

Puree half the beans in your
food processor and set aside. In a
large pot, heat olive oil and sauté
onion, carrot and celery till
translucent. Now add the garlic
and potato and sauté another 2
minutes. Add tomatoes and their
liquid, beans, bean puree and sea-
soning. Let simmer 5 minutes.
Add chicken broth to the mixture
(sooner if it seems to be drying
out). Add cabbage and kale, cor-
rect the seasoming and simmer
until veggies are completely ten-
der.

Highway crews representing the state work
force assigned to nearly 30 eastern Kentucky coun-
ties will come together this coming Monday, April
6. for a Work Zone Safety Road Rally

A fleet of Kentucky Transportation Cabinet.
Kentucky State Police and other agency vehicles
will parade south on US 23 from Gree nup to Floyd
County on Monday. calling for increased safety for
the maintenance and construction workers who
repair and pave our roads as well as motorists who
drive through these work zones

The rally is part of National Work Zone Safety
Week undertaken each year by state governments
and the transportation industry

“We hope it will be a reminder that thousands of
highway workers will be out in force this year, and
that their lives are in our hands,” said Boyd Sigler.
director of highway safety programs for the
Kentucky Office of Highway Safely. “Work zone
safety is a concern for everyone on the road

Kentucky Department of Highways districts
employ dozens of men and women in ¢ach county
to clear ditches, remove snow. patch potholes,
repair bridges and guardrails, install traffic signs
and signals, mow state right of way, trim trees.
remove debris. repair and replace culverts, and all
the other tasks necessary to maintain and improve
safety — every season of the year

In addition. state contractors are already work-
ing in several areas - guardrail placement along the
Mouthcard-Biggs Road in Pike County and the
Midas-Eastern Road in Floyd County. intersection
improvement at KY 172 and Stone Coal Road in
Johnson County, and the first section of the valley

floor portion of US 119 in Letcher County — and
more projects, including new blacktop and new
bridges. will get under way this summer.

But no matter what job they do, workers face
the same dangers associated with working along
side busy highways.

“Traffic fatalities averall are down in Kentucky
this year, and we want to keep it that way,” said
Kevin Damron, Chief Engineer for Highway
District 12. *“We had no work zone injuries or fatal
ities in our district last year,.due to the alertness
and caution of motorists as well as the safety pre-
cautions taken by our crews and contractors. We
certainly want to equal that record this year.”

Some physicians suggest that
infants, defined as babies
under the age of onc ycar.
idcally should only get breast milk.
But many people start their babies on
solid food when they are about six
months of age. Because infants and
voung children are more prone to
food=bornc - itlnesses; - precautions
should be taken in food preparation.

Honey, as well as non-sterilized
corn syrup and dirt, can contain
spores of the organism, Clostridium
botulinum. The sporcs generally arc
harmlcss for children and adults, but
in the immature gastrointestinal tracts
of. infants, they can germinate into C
botulinum toxin. Because infant
i Sys are less
this can Icad to infantilc botulism.

Although most cascs of infaatilc
botulism are treatable. the condition
can be falal. The lirst symplom is
typically constipation — a common,
usually ‘benign condition -in-infants.
Infantilc botulism is a likcly diagno-

sis if constipation is followed by

Icthargy. wcakencd crics, difficulty
cating and swallowing, an cxpros-
sionless face and decreased move-
ment. The infection can cause paraly-
sis, which at its worst, affects the res-
piratory systcm, impeding or halting
breathing.

Il your baby has these symploms,
see your physician immediately.
Treatment for infantile botlism can
require several weeks of mechanical
ventilation and continuous tube feed-
ings in the intcnsive carc unit. To be
safe, do not féed honey (o infants
under the age of 12 months.

Overall. it is up to parents and
caregivers to prepare food in a way
that docs not introducc harmful
agents. Non-disposablc bottdes and
bottle nipples should be thoroughly

thiow away leftover milk if your
baby docsn’t finish the bottlc.

If you arc using baby food, thor-
oughly wash your hands before leed-
ing your baby, and use clean dishes
and utensils.” Regularly wash your
can opener, too, as bacteria can build
up on its cdges. Do not feed a baby
straight from a jar. Every
put the spoon back into the jar, you
may introduce bacteria. which can
multiply in any food left over and
causc illncss when the leftover -food
is scrved. Instcad, dish up a singlc
serving. of food into a bowl and
immediately refrigerate the rest of the
jar until it is used again. Also. like
many commercially prepared foods,
baby food jars arc vacuum-scaled. If
the jar docs not “pop” when you open
it, throw it away. It could be contam-

As children get older, there are
many foods you can safely introducc.
In fact, studics have shown that, for
non-infants, honey can be ‘used as an
antibacterial treatment for ulcers and
burns, and some physicians suggest
that local raw honcy can curb allcrgic
reactions. Still, cven as your child’s
diet expands, safe food preparation is
important at any age.

fect Pontius Pilate send him to
his death, or was it the Jewish
high priests who called for it?
Has Jesus’ final resting place

‘been discovered? And what of

the Knights Templar, the mys-
terious Christian crusaders of
the 11th century? Did this
secret brotherhood participate
in decidedly anti-Christian
acts?

On Monday, April 6, — six
days before Easter the
National Geographic Channel
(NGC) premieres three hours
of original programming that
explore controversial theories
that, if true, could unravel
mysteries at the heart of the
Christian tradition. Each com-
pelling hour features
renowned scientists and bibli-
cal scholars who dissect
archaeological and historical
evidence revealing provoca-
tive insights that could chal-
lenge the faithful, and leave
others still believing in the
miraculous. Familiar tales and
characters are recast in a new
light as we investigate conspir-
acies and cover-ups that some
claim have obscured what
could be the true history of
Christianity.

In Search of Jesus' Tomb
Premieres Monday, April 6,
at 8 p.m.

In 1980, archaeologists
investigated a tomb outside
Jerusalem. They found boxes
of bones and a series of names
that led to a sensational claim
— that this tomb could contain

the remains of Jesus Christ, as
well as shocking evidence that
he was not resurrected, but had
married and even had a son.
This radical theory outrages
most scholars,’ who say it’s
based on conjecture fantasy
and-even forgery.

Thirty years later, contro-
versy still rages over the
“Jesus Tomb Theory.” Using
21st century DNA analysis,
scientists may be able to deter-
mine if there is a bloodline-
connecting the remains of two
boxes that believers in the the-
ory say are inscribed with the
names of Jesus and Mary
Magdalene.

Some experts feel the evi-
dence is convincing, based on
the tradition of the burial plot,
its location and the unique col-
lection of names. James Tabor,
chair of the Department of
Religious Studies at the
University of North Caroline
at Charlotte, believes the find-
ing could be the real deal: “It’s
not just the names, but the
cluster of names. It’s not just
any Jesus. It’s Jesus son of
Joseph, [with] a mother named
Mary [and] a brother named
Joseph.” However, many
experts dispute the uniqueness
of the inscriptions, and their
very interpretation. Joan
Taylor, senmior lecturer,
University of Waikato, New
Zealand, notes, “People like
drama in terms of archaeologi-
cal discovery and, if someone
comes up with this idea that
this could be the tomb of Jesus
and his family . what greater
drama is that?”

It is
Caiaphas, the Jewish high
priest, who accused Jesus of
sedition, of claiming that he is
a king and rival to Caesar.
Contrary to the Gospels, the
clear historical evidence is that
Pilate would not have hesitat-
ed to execute an agitator
accused of sedition. So, why
would Pilate be portrayed as
ambivalent and the Jews
blamed for the death of Jesus?
One theory is that the Gospels
have an anti-Jewish agenda.
According to Tabor at UNC
Charlotte, “The Gospels were
written after the year A.D. 70.
By then a new Christian move-
ment had begun to spread. The
Gaspel writers had to convince
their Roman audience that
they were not enemies of
Rome.” Yet others believe that
once he met Jesus, Pilate
became a believer. The latter
seems unlikely. since Pilate
was ‘recalled” by the empire
and stripped of his duties
because. ironically, he had
ordered too many crucifixions.
