DANIELS CREEK — Police are

still investigating a shooting that
occurred at Daniels Creek in Banner

last week that left two men wounded
and now hospitalized.
&quot;Both James Isaac and Clifford
Jarrell ate now in the hospital after

the two shot one another over what
police say was a disagreement about

a-vehicle.

Kentucky State Police spokesper-
son Det. Mike Goble said an alterca-
tion between two men lead to gunfire
on April 3.

Both men suffered gunshot
wounds to their legs, Goble said,

adding that the, investigatjon is ongo-
ing.

«“No arrests have been made yet,”
Goble said. “‘They’re still investigat-

ing it. All we know right now is-there

was some type of altercation where
both’ subjects were. shot in the legs.””

Goble said the reason there have
been no arrests made:in connection to

the shooting is due to the fact that the

men are both hospitalized in different
areas and that detectives have not had

the opportunity to conduct full inter-
views.

“As far as we know, Isaac showed
up at Jarrell’s house and they had

words over a vehicle,” Goble added.

“(Det.) Gary (Sykes), who is investi-

gating the case, made an attempt yes-
terday to contact one of them.”

Isaac was indicted by a Floyd
County grand jury in late March on a

charge of impersonating an officer
and now awaits a court date in that

criminal case. According to police, he

attempted to act as a member of the
Floyd County: ‘Sheriff’s Department

in order to look further into a shoot-
ing involving his’son.

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American food

safety system
-

needs an overhaul
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Safeguards that are supposed to protect Americans from tainted

food are obsolete, ineffective and in urgent need of revision.
More than a dozen federal agencies are responsible for some

aspect of food safety. Among them is the U.S. Department of

3 Agriculture, which also promotes faod production. Federal officials

lack the authority to order recalls in most cases and rely on outdated

technologies and inspection practices. They have too few people and

too little maney.
The latest evidence of the system&#3 failure: A California processor

recalled 2 million pounds of pistachios this week because of possi-
ble salmonella contamination. Setton Pistachio, the nation&#39;s second-

largest processor, reportedly knew about contamination in some of
its products because of internal testing. That should have been a red

flag about wider problems in its processing plant.
But no law requires the company to notify state or federal regula-

tors. Instead of looking for the source of the problem, the company
simply reroasted the nuts in an effort to kill the bacteria and then

shipped them to about 35 wholesalers and food manufacturers.
Tests by one customer uncovered the tainted pistachio nuts. That

company finally notified federal officials on March 24.
That&#39; painfully reminiscent of the prelude to another massive nut

recall less than two months ago. That case involved a Georgia
peanut processor whose own internal tests repeatedly uncovered evi-
dence contamination. But the company wasn&#39; required to notify
federal or state safety agencies or to shut down production.

Tainted peanuts shipped by that company are thought to have
sickened nearly 700 people. At least eight deaths are tied to the out-

break.

At a Congressional hearing on food safety this week, Agriculture
Secretary Tom Vilsack said the Obama administration is committed

to improving oversight. But it&# going to take congressional action to

matte the kind of sweeping; fundamental chanBes needed.
A new report from Trust for America&#39;s Health and the Robert

Wood Johnson Foundation recommends concrete steps to create an

integrated food safety system. Specifically:
@ Laws should be updated to give the U.S. Food and Drug
Administration -- responsible for about 80 percent of the nation&#39;s

food supply -- greater legal authority to order changes in production
or recalls when suspect food has been shipped.
gle food safety agency should be created to centralize

responsibility and accountability.
Agency budgets, long underfunded, must be increased to buy

newer technology and hire additional staff.
* “fl Coordination between federal and state inspection services

must be improved, and industry standards that often are voluntary
must be mandatory. Companies must be required to notify food

safety agencies when contaminated product is discovered.
Lawmakers already have introduced legislation to improve feder-

al oversight. But industry involvement also is crucial. The majority
of companies that follow good manufacturing processes are natural

allies in the effort to prevent and detect contamination, because their
business is harmed seriously by the constant stream of recalls and

safety warnings.
The nation&#39;s food safety system hasn&#39 kept pace with rapid

changes in global food supply -- the explosion of processing facili-
ties here and the transportation improvements that bring the world&#39;s

agricultural bounty into American supermarkets. That has to change
soon.

Next, I want to discuss what I

believe to be the most positive
changes in Kentucky’s public. school

testing. These improvements will

begin with the 2011-2012 school year:
@ The standards that form the basis

for the state test are being narrowed

and will be more aligned with what is

taught at colleges and universities.

due to a new service called

FastTrack, according to new

data provided today
Secretary of State Trey
Grayson. FastTrack is designed

to reduce the amount of time it
takes to start a business in
Kentucky. By simply allowing
documents to be filed online, a

company can start several days
faster than before. Since its
launch, less than 45 business

days ago, over 1,000 companies
have been registered onlinc.

“The initial success of this

program has exceeded our

expectations,” remarked

Secretary Grayson. ‘FastTrack

clearly saves companies time
and money. By tearing down
the bureaucratic red tape of
state government, this should

encourage other entrepreneurs
to start their businesses in

Kentucky.”
e FastTrack, launched on

January 22nd of this year,
allows a business entity to file

its formation papers with- the

Secretary of State via the inter-
net. Upon its initial launch,

FastTrack allows Domestic
Corporations and Limited

Liability Companies to file
online. Over 20,000 new

domestic. corporations

and
LLC’s were filed in 2008.

Since its launch, FastTrack
has comprised over 20 percent

of all Domestic Corporations
and LLC formations in

Kentucky. The average

Process time of a FastTrack fil-

ing is two minutes. Currently,
it takes a paper filing 11 min-

utes to be fully processed once

it reaches ‘the Office of the

Secretary of State. The nine

Technology helps
reduce the surprise
tornadoes

It began as a blustery
Wednesday in early spring.

By day’s end, it had entered
the history books as the day
that 148 tornadoes slammed a

Stretch, of the United States
from Mississippi, ~Atabama
and Georgia up through’

Illinois, Indiana, Michigan,
Ohio and West Virginia.

April 3, 1974, became
known as the day of the Super-
outbreak, when twisters took

315 lives and injured 5,000
others.

Kentucky was not spared.
Meteorologists counted 26

tornadoes that ripped through
41 counties, killing 77 people
and injuring 1,377 others.

Thirty-one people, including a

number of schoolchildren,
died in Brandenburg, just west

of Louisville.

According to Keys Arnold,
agricultural meteorologist for

the University of Kentucky,
the Bluegrass State continues

to see its share of tornado out-

breaks. Historically, May is
the worst month, although
April also records several tor-

nadoes.

“Since 1974, there have
been a number of super-out-
breaks. In February 2008, we

had the biggest outbreak of
tornadoes I’ve seen over the

last 10 years. This outbreak
was the deadliest in Kentucky
since 1974,” Arnold says.

Fortunately, those storms

have not recorded the death
toll of the 1974 storm

-

in large
part because technological

advances have improved fore-
casters’ abilities to issue warn-

ings.
“In 1974, we didn’t have

NEXRAD radar that permits
us to see advanced characteris-
tics of developing storms. We

also didn’t have a large net-

work of weather radios that

people can buy and keep in
their homes and cars,”” Arnold

says.

Armmold encourages people
to buy weather radios, which

can give 30 to 40 minutes of

NATURAL GAS FACTS
Natural gas is lighter than air, non-toxic and contains no poisonous ingredients. Breathing natural gas is not harmful as long as

there is adequate air to breath along with it. Natural gas will not burn by itself. Combustion can occur only when there is a mix-
ture of gas and air containing between 5 percent and 15 percent natural gas and between 95 percent and 85 percent air.
Because of its unique qualities of being lighter than air with a narrow band of combustion, natural gas is one of the safest ener-

gy sources available. It is also one of the most economical sources. Understanding and following safety procedures will make
natural gas an even safer choice.

THE POTENTIAL HAZARDS OF NATURAL GAS
Gas accidents can be avoided if you understand the potential hazards.

(1) FIRE a

Natural gas can b a fire hazard, if you let it. Don&#39 let it. A very hot stove, open flame or pilot light can ignite any combustible-
materials that happen to be near. Keep paper, curtains, paints. solvents.,etc.. away from gas appliances.

(2) EXPLOSION :

Natural gas can be ignited by open flames or sparks. That’s why un-bumed natural gas should never be allowed to escape into
a room.

(3) CARBON MONOXIDE POISONING
:Even though natural gas itself isn&#39 poisonous, gas burners that aren&#39; adjusted properly can:‘produce deadly carbon monoxide.

You can’t see or smell carbon monoxide, but it’s a killer. To avoid its dangers, always make sure thal any natural gas appliances.
in your home are properly adjusted and vented to the outside..so they&#3 burn safely and efficiently.

(4) SUFFOCATION
;Natural gas can cause suffocatibn if it replaces air containing oxygen. (Only air that has oxygen can sustain life.) This is anoth-

er reason why natural gas should never be allowed to leak from appliances or build up in an enclosed area or room.

() KEEP COMBUSTIBLES such as papers, fluids, paints, curtains and rags away from furnaces, water heaters and gas ranges
and dryers. :

(2) TEACH CHILDREN never to light or play with the controls of any gas appliances.
(3) KEEP, PILOT LIGHTS of your gas range lit. If you put them out to save energy, a dangerous gas build-up can occur if

someone accidentally turns on the range.
(4) KEEP GAS RANGE CLEAN — make Sure bumer bowls are free of used matches, grease, paper, etc.
(5) AND, NEVER USE YOUR GAS RANGE to heat your home or apartment. This practice creates a serious fire hazard and

puts you and your family at risk from dangerous carbon monoxide fumes.

(6) MAKE SURE APPLIANCES ARE VENTED -— Natural gas needs air containing oxygen to burn safely and efficiently. Without
enough air, dangerous carbon monoxide is produced. For this reason, always make sure that your gas furnace and water
heater are vented to the outside of the building. If you re not sure your appliances are vented properly, have them checked

by a qualified heating contractor or plumber. -

(7) KEEP FLUES AND CHIMNEYS CLEAR — Have your fluepipe and chimney checked to make sure they’re not blocked with
debris such as nests, branches, or ivy. (Your heating contractor can inspect and clean fluepipes for you.)

(8) SIGNS OF POOR FLUE VENTILATION — Indoor wetness (condensation); unusual smell in your home that doesn’t go away:
sick houseplants; yellow or wavering appliance flames; soot in your home; pilot light that keeps going out.

CERTAIN OLDER GAS CONNECTORS MAY BE DANGEROUS!

Gas connectors are corrugated metal tubes used to connect gas appliances in your home to fuel gas supply pipes. Some older
brass connectors have come apart, causing fires and explosions resulting deaths and injuries.
These older brass connectors have a serious flaw in the process used t ji their tubing to their end pieces. Over time, the end
pieces can separate from the tubing, and cause a serious gas leak, explosion, or fire. To our knowledge, these dangerous

uncoated brass connectors have not been made for more than 20 years, but many of them are still in use. The older these con-
nectors get, the greater the possibility of failure.

Although not all uncoated connectors have this flaw, it is very difficult to tell which ones do. Therefore, any uncoated brass con-
nectar should be replaced immediately with either a jew plastic- coated braés or a new stainless steel connector. Connectors

can wear out from too much moving, bending, or corrosion. Connectors should always be replaced whenever the appliance is
replaced or moved from its location.

WARNING: Only a qualified professional should check your connector and replace it if needed. Don’t try to do this yourself!
Moving the appliance, even slightly, whether to clean behind it or to inspect its gas connector, can cause the complete failure of
one of these older weakened connectors, possibly resulting in a deadly fire or explosion.

DO NOT MOVE YOUR APPLIANCE TO CHECK THE CONNECTOR!

HOW DO KNOW IF A GAS HAZARD EXISTS??? — YOUR SENSE OF SMELL SHOULD TELL YOU

(1) A GAS LEAK IS POTENTIALLY VERY DANGEROUS! — Gas may leak from faulty appliances, broken pipes or broken
mains. Make sure all members of your family know what to do if they smell gas.

(A) IF THE ODOR IS STRONG:

1) Do not light matches.

2) Do not turn lights on or off.

3) Do not operate any controls or pull any plugs from outlets.

4) Do not use the telephone.
5) Notify everyone in the building or house to leave immediately, and leave the door open.
6) If possible, ventilate the building by opening doors and windows, starting where the odor is strongest. Do not re-enter the

building for this purpose.

7) Call the utility company or fire department from a nearby building or house. Do not use the telephone in your house.

HOW TO RECOGNIZE A GAS LEAK OUTSIDE HOUSE OR BUILDING — Gas leaks outside are uncommon, but it is a good
idea to know how to recognize them. Common signs include:

1 A gas odor.

2) A blowing or hissing sound.

3) Dirt being blown or thrown into the air.

4) Water bubbling or being blown into the air at a pond
5) Fire coming from the ground or burning above the ground
6) Brown patches in vegetation on or near gas pipeline.

If you detect any signs of a gas leak outside, call Prestonsburg City’s Utilities Commission immediately.

These recent losses so close

together hit her hard, but she has
bounced back and was her usual

merry self when I saw her recently.
She began our conversation with

a story of my maternal grandmother,
Laurie (Hicks). Prater. Laurie was

the mother of my mother, Ruth, and
Bertha’s husband, Kenneth. Bertha

laughed as she remembered that
Laurie would approach the table at

someone‘s house, spy a dish that
looked appealing to her, and say she

just wanted to “taste it.” She would
take a bite, then another, then anoth-

er, until she had eaten a helping. We
figured that this. way, Laurie could
pretend to herself that she had not

eaten very much of the dish she
could not resist. My own mother,
who like her mother had a healthy
‘appetite, also employed the same

strategy.
Bertha also told me a story about

my mother. She and my mother

were both pregnant at the same time
in 1948, each with her first child.

Bertha had chosen the name Sandra
Lynn if her baby was a girl. Ruth

gave birth first. and Bertha was

shocked when she received the birth

announcement in the mail. Ruth had
named her daughter Sandra Lynn!
Now Bertha did not know what to

call her baby

if

it were a girl. As

luck would have it, she did deliver a

girl, and she said “the poor baby was

born without ua name.” She was

quite upset, and Kenneth came to

the rescue. He named his first-born
Susan Laura after her two grand-
mothers, a beautiful recovery,
would say.

Bertha speaks lovingly of her

family life growing up. She and her

sisters “kept the kitchen up” and did
the family’s laundry. She washed

clothes on a washboard, and she
used soap made from the hogs
which her father raised on their

farm. Her mother used the “clean
fat’ from the hogs to make soap for

washing dishes and taking baths,
and she used the fat from the hog

intestines to m&amp;k soap for washing,
the clothes. In addition to hogs, the

Shepherds raised sheep, cattle, and

chickens, and they owned horses

They grew corn in their garden to

make fodder for feeding the live-

stock.

Bertha Sears) andsays that

unusual at that time. When his kids
needed clothes for school in the fall,
Lewis and Suzanne would order the

clothes and charge them until the
spring. when their animals would
bear offspring. Lewis would sell the

young animals and get .enough
money to pay his bill with Sears and
Roebuck.

Bertha recalled the “Hoover

Days” when he “almost starved the

country -to death.” After the
Depression, President Roosevelt

started the “Happy Pappy” program,
and her father was lucky enough to

get a job working on road-building.
On pay day Lewis would ride his red

horse home, and he would have a

bag of stick candy. He would give
the bag to her mother, and Suzanne

would handle the distribution.
Bertha described her father as a

“talented man” who would dehorn

catde. castrate male animals. and

shoe horses to make extra money.
She remembers his workshop
(forge) where he worked on his

horse-shoeing trade.

Bertha’s mother. Suzanne, had all
her babies at home. Dr. Davis from

Prestonsburg came tor the births of
the last three (Bertha and two of her

brothers). Lewis would get in his

wagon, hook up hi team. and go to

town to get the doctor who would

stay up all night waiting for the

delivery. One week after their births.
the babies would be lying in the
shade of a tree awaiting feeding
from Suzanne who was hocing corn

in the field.

The babies in Bertha’s family
wore dresses. Her mother would set

the comer of the bed on the baby’s
dress tail so that he or she wouldn&#39;t

get burned at the fireplace
When Bertha started school, her

uncle. Bob Shepherd. was her

teacher. When Bob was only three

weeks old, his parents were killed.
Bertha’s parents had been married

less than a month, but they took Bob
in and raised him. Bertha remem-

bers that Bob called her mother,

Suzanne, “mom,” but he called her
dad “Lewis. He knew that Lewis

was his brother. Bob grew up and

received his degree from Berea

College (as did 1).
Bob was the teacher in the one-

room school at Ruff ‘n Tuff when

Bertha started first grade there. She

thought that her uncle was especial-
ly hard on her. Although her parents

were not interested in formal educa-
tion, Bertha walked two and a half
miles to school each day one way.

rode the bus to high school in

Prestonsburg. She left her house
before daylight and walked to the

bus stop at the mouth of Middle
Creek. She did not have a flashlight.

and her walk to the bus stop took her

by Norman Shepherd&#39;s house where

dogs would bark and scare her. She
would walk to the bus stop in an old

pair of shoes, then change into better

ones before she boarded the bus

She left the old pair on a ledge until

she got off the bus in the afternoon
She attended high school for two

and a half years before she dropped
out. She had tonsillitis and eventu-

ally her tonsils were removed by Dr

George

Archer Although I

expressed chagrin that she was so

close to finishing. Bertha seems to

accept the way that her formal edu-
cation was terminated.

My Uncle Kenneth, Bertha’s hus-
band, dropped out of school in third

grade because his help was needed

at the family sawmill and to help
Bertha took care of all

i

house-

hold. She ‘pa the bills, handled

insurance, and did the banking and

marketing. I remarked that this was

unusual in those days for the wife to

handle those responsibilities. and
she answered that she had more edu-

cation than her husband. and it
seemed a natural way for them to

handle their affairs. I can imagine
that perhaps some of their relatives

might have made comments about

their way of doing business, but I

don‘t think either of them saw it as

unusual.

Bertha attends church regularly
and is the “older woman.” as she

says, who listens to the younger
women and their problems. She pets

them and lets them cry on her shoul-
der when necessary. She genuinely
loves them, and she said she wishes

she had an older woman when she

needed love. I wish she had, too.

In a recent study, researchers funded by ARS

studied the results from a group of 19 healthy
individuals, all

trolled diet. To
14 servings of fruits and veggies every day, nine
of the participant receiyed 3, milligrams
daily of potassium bicarbonate in capsules. The
other 10 participants received placebos.

After thé volunteers had-reached the maxi-
mum level of daily potassium. bicarbonate or

placebo capsules, the Participants were put on

either a 10-day low-protein diet or a 10-day high-
protein diet, with a five. “wash out&q period in

between. of the study, every
Pparticip as on each diet at some point.

The researchers wanted to look at both an

alkali-producing diet (the folks who got the

potassium bicarbonate capsules) and an acid-pro-
ducing diet (the folks who got the placebos). The

researchers measured each participant&#3 calcium

absorption and measured certain markers of bone
and muscle metabolism.

The results? When dietary protein intake went

up, the folks who&#39; received the potassium bicar-
bonate had lower levels of nitrogen excre-

tion, an indication that they probabfy also had less
muscle wasting. The group that got.the potassium

bicarbonate also had higher levels of IGF-1, a

marker for both muscle and bone conservation,
and of calcium absorption, a marker for bone

conservation, on both of the protein diets, com-

pared with the placebo group.
