Education secretary
no fan of status quo

I.ast week, Education Secretary Arne Duncan offered
new evidence that he wants striking changes in public
schools -- not just a better-funded status quo. Duncan said
putting big eity mayors in charge-of troubled-school dis-
tricts has generally worked well and should be used in far
more places.

We think such an a la carte approach makes sense.
In too many big cities the diffusion of responsibility for
school performance undercuts accountability and gets in the
way of fundamental change. Special-interest meddling is
also common and explains why the average tenure of a big
<ily school superintendent is three years. Mayors, on the
other hand, tend to focus on the key question of whether
schools are getting better:

This focus has helped schools rebound in Boston
and Chicago and yielded long-overdue reforms in New
York. Unsurprisingly, this focus is missing in Los Angeles,
where Mayor Antonio Villaraigosa's school takeover was
effectively thwarted by the teachers union and the courts.

But opposition. to mayoral influence extends far
beyond teachers unions. Instead, it's close to the norm in
the broader education establishment, which largely opposes
charter schools, voucher programs, the tough standards of
the federal No Child Left Behind act -- anything, really.
that discomfits the existing power structure.

Duncan will see this for himself Saturday at the San
Diego Convention Center, where he will address the
National School Boards Association. Given his recent
announcement that he will withhold federal stimulus money
from states and school districts that used initial funds to
prop up the education status quo instead of to pursuc
retorm. he might be booed off the stage.

Duncan’s willingness to tick off this establishment
could not be more welcome. [n 1983, the school reform
movement was born with the release of "A Nation at Risk."”
a federal report that warned poor public schools were a pro-
found threat to America’s future. Among its many recom-
mendations, the report called for spending much more on
public education: raising standards: and developing effec-
tive ways to track student progress and teacher effective-

ness.

Twenty-six years later. inflation-adjusted per-pupil
spending has gone up 75 percent. Standards are generally
higher. But reform in many other arcas has been stymied.
Teacher tenure remains entrenched and raises are routinely
based on continuing education course work, not perform-
ance. The result has been modest, spotty improvements in
schools.

Against this backdrop. the cducation establishment's
argument that school quality is a function of spending is
absurd. Thankfully., Duncan -- and. apparently. President
Burack Obama as well -- understands money alone is no
panacea for all that ails public education.

Legislature has
productive
session

The recently concluded session did
not seem like the “odd-year,” short
30-day session. It was a very produc-
tive session because Senate and
House Leadership, Democrats and
Republicans, and  the  Beshear
Administration all worked collabora-
tively and cooperatively to address the
critical  challenges  facing  our
Commonwealth. We left some unfin-
ished business, but I would like to
highlight some of our most significant
accomplishments:

Budget: House Bill 143 deals
with State budget shortfalls with four
percent cuts for most State agencics.
The Medicaid program, corrections.
and SEEK funds for schools were
protected from the cuts. Higher educa-
tion received two percent cuts. The
budget revision plan also uses some of
the State’s “Rainy Day” funds to
close the budget gap. A combination
of spending cuts and revenue meas-
ures were passed which will address
the $456 million shortfall for the
remainder of FY 2009

2 Roads: We ftunded a $1.4 billion
State road plan, through a combmation
of the regular federal highway alloca-
tion, federal stimulus and the freezing
of four pennics of the gasoline tax

3 CATS: Senate Bill 1 overhauls
the State’s end-of- school
accountability exams, eliminating the
writing portfolios as well as arts and
practical living exams. Senate Bill 1
also mandates closer cooperation
between the State’s schools and
Kentucky colleges and universities in
an attempt 1o lower the number of
students who need remediation

4 Drug Treatment Senate Bill 4
allows arrested drug addicts to v
immediate assistance, resultin
savings of millions of dollars in treat-
ment  costs to the State. The bill
would allow drug offenders to enter
the program voluntarily for drug
abuse treatment that would begin even
before they go to trial. The goal is to
help addicts get off drugs and stay off
drugs, and to get them out of the jails
and back into socicty to lead produc-
tive lives. This program could poten-
tially help thousands of addicts. who
otherwise would go to jail. In addi-
uon, offenders who complete a fol-
low-up program and stay clean can
have their felony  conviction wiped
from their record

5 Sex Offenders: House Bill 315
bans convicted sex offenders from
MySpace, Facebook, and other social
networking sites where minors are
allowed. It requires them to register
their e-mail addresses, screen names,
and other online IDs with State
authorities and provides criminal
penalties for online stalkers.

6 Penal Code: Senate  Joint
Resolution 12 continues the study of
the State’s criminal laws through the
legislative Interim ¥oint Committee
on Judiciary. Senate Joint Resolution
12 secks a critical look at the broader
picture of penal code reform to iden-
tity necessary changes to our criminal
justice system. A report of recom-
mendauons from this committee 1s
due to the General Assembly no later
than December 1. 2009 :

7 School Waiver: Schools that

A qualified
professional must teach the course
and all coaches must pass a test after
the course. Beginning in 2009-2010,
at least one person who has complet-
cd the course must be at every high
school " athletic practice and competi-
ton.

9  Student lLoan Forgiveness:
House Bill 480 mandates that when
money is tight, the State restricts
access to ncw loans by the Best in
Class program, which forgives loans
for teachers who enter the fields of
math, science, and special education.
Current teachers whose loans need
forgiveness would have priority in the
program, which will also add nurses
and public-service attomeys to the
program.

10 Personal Services: Senate Bill
22 requires home health agencies and
other personal service businesses to
conduct criminal background checks
on their employees and bans anyone
convicted of abuse, drug crimes, or
sex crimes from being  hired

In our next regular session or per-
haps in a special session, which the
Governor may call, 1 hope we can
address the Governor's economic
development initiative and a trans-
portation infrastructure bill.

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Attorney charged with intoxication at Justice Center

PRESTONSBURG =
Robert Wright, the 39-year-old
Pikeville attorney arrested ear-
lier this year in Pike County
and charged with being drunk
during court, has been arrested
again in Floyd County.

Wright was arrested after
what court officials said were
three complaining calls made
about him Thursday morning

School

Wright was with a client on
the first floor of the Floyd
County Justice Center just
before 10 am. when
Prestonsburg police took him
into custody. charging him
with alcohol intoxication.

It is not the attorney’s first
encounter with the law this
year.

In January, Wright was
arrested on a charge of alcohol
intoxication while working
with clients in Pike Circuit

Judge Eddy Coleman’s court-
room.

Coleman later found him in
contempt of court and fined
him $250 following that inci-
dent.

According to- statements
during the contempt hearing in
Pikeville, Coleman said he
asked Wright into his cham-
bers and inquired as to
whether or not he had been
drinking. Coleman said Wright
told him he had not been

According to. the. paper-
work, aregular inspection con-
ducted March 12 found viola-
tions related to inadequate
restrooms, showing fixtures
needed cleaned or repaired.
lack of soap and poor lighting
Also water in the lavatories.
did not have enough pressure.
the report showed, and noted
that the boys’ restroom was
locked.

The reports notes that
floors, walls and ceilings in the
building were in need of clean-
ing or repair.

That report, which gave

Kessinger said he feels

school personnel purposefully
tried to make the school look
unsafe.
- “The report says-there was
a safety problem due to water
on the tile,” Kessinger told the
Daily News. “The floor was
wet, and they had not bothered
to mop it up. They wanted evi-
dence to be left for the health
department to find.”

Richard Helvey is the sen-
ior environmentalist for the
MCHD. He conducted the
inspections and said the water
in one room was more than a
small puddle.

“In one chemistry lab, some
of the water was a half-inch
deep,” Helton said.

The Intent to Suspend a
Permit notice stated that a
score of less that 85 at a rein-
spection scheduled May 16
would result in either a hearing
or the revocation of the
school’s permit. If the permit
is revoked. the school would
not be allowed to have stu-
dents on the premises. Helvey
said.

The board maintains that
repairs have periodically been
made to the school’s roof.

“The school was built in
1972, Kessinger explained.
“The roof consisted of the old
tar and paper materials. As the
tarpaper ages. it gets fissures
and breaks in it.

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IRS offers tax payment options

INDIANAPOLIS — The
Internal Revenue Service
today reminded taxpayers to
file their federal tax returns
and pay any taxes they owe by
the April 15 deadline.

Aware that thé economic
downturn has affected many
people, the agency urged tax-
payers in difficult financial sit-
uations to file a tax return, pay
what they can and work with
the IRS to establish a payment
plan that will keep them com-
pliant.

Filing and Paying on Time
Saves Money

The IRS cautioned that
there is a failure-to-file penalty
for taxpayers who.don’t file
their tax returns by April 15
and who owe taxes. Filing by
the deadline allows taxpayers
to avoid this penalty, even if
they can’t pay all or some of
their taxes by the deadline.

— Taxp:
filing deadline can request an
extension of time to file.
However, an extension of time
to file is not an extension of
time to pay.

Taxpayers who can’t pay
the full amount would still
benefit from filing their return
and paying as much as they
can by April 15. Interest and
failure-to-pay penalties are
due on any unpaid balance and
increase the amount that the
taxpayer owes.

Members of the military
and some others serving in
combat zoness or in support,
can wait until after April 15 to
file and pay. As a general rule,
those eligible get the extra
time penalty-free and interest-
free without having to ask for
it. Normally, the filing and
payment deadline is postponed
until 180 days after the service

Electronic Options

IRS offers various electron-
ic payment options to taxpay-
ers to make it as easy as possi-
ble to make a full or partial
payment with their return.

Taxpayers can make pay-
ments online, by phone using a
credit or debit card, or through
the Electronic Federal Tax
Payment System. Taxpayers
who e-file their return may use
the electronic funds withdraw-
al option for submitting an
electronic payment. They can
e-file before April 15 but
schedule their payment for
withdrawal on April 15.

Information on these
options, including any fees
involved, may be found on the
IRS Web site, IRS.gov, on the
Electronic Payment Options
Home Page.

Taxpayers who have already
submitted their tax return, but
still need to pay all or some of
their taxes, may mail the check
to the IRS with Form 1040-V.

Installment Agreements and
Online Applications

Taxpayers who find they

can’t make a full payment by

the April 15 deadline may con-
sider applying for an install-
ment agreement.

An installment agreement
allows taxpayers to pay any
remaining balance in monthly
installments. Taxpayers who
owe $25,000 or less may apply
for a payment plan electroni-
cally, wusing the Online
Payment Agreement applica-
tion. Or they may attach Form
9465, Installment Agreement
Request, to the front of their
tax return. Taxpayers must
show the amount of their pro-
posed monthly payment and
the date they wish to make
their payment each month. The
IRS charges $105 for setting
up the agreement or $52 if the
payments are deducted direct-
ly from the taxpayer’s bank
account ($43 for qualified
lower-income taxpayers).

The IRS will automatically
give taxpayers'the low income

they . qualify. The taxpayer
does not have to request it.
Taxpayers are required to pay
interest plus a late payment
penalty on the unpaid taxes for
each month or part of a month
after the due date that the tax is
not paid. A taxpayer who does
not file the return by the due
date — including extensions
— may have to pay a failure-
to-file penalty.

Callege freshman failure
studied quite frequently as education
professionals try to determine just
why that high school graduate was
unable to successfully transition to a
college environment. And there arc a
lot of potential rationales. Perhaps
the student came from a broken
home, was ill-prepared by his local
school system, did not have the disci
pline and work ethic needed to apply
himself or was crippled by financial
hardships.

But Martin County native Chris
Jude doesn’t claim any of those
excuses. He came from a loving
home and two, hard-working parents
He was well prepared by his local
school system and. in fact. aced the
college entrance exams.

That was it: he had come to the
end of the road.

When asked how his transition
from high school star to college
freshman had gone so poorly, Chris
studies the floor for a minute and
then rolls out the self-descriptive
adjectives voung. bad attitude.

After his return home, Chris
worked at a variety of odd jobs
before being hired to work for a com-
pany that installed technology and
communication fiber cable.

Chris was promoted to
supervisor and moved around the
country wherever the job might lead.
Starting in Kentucky, Chris eventual-
ly traveled throughout the United
States; including Arkansas,

The pay wa iveling
was tough. Chris cxplains that he
would often drive all day to reach a
job site and then work all night 1o
splice the fiber. The dav to Jav
tasks of the job quickly became rou
tine and the work tedious. In sum
Chris was bored and the allure of col
lege and the what might have been
dreams were always there

Evenwally., Chris realized that he
was at a crossroads in his life:  stay
in the demanding but boring, good
paying job or opt into college student
poverty and short-term sacrifice tor a
long-term pavoff. After some con
sideration and a great deal of encour
agement from his girlfriend. Sandy
Branham. Chris decided to reclaim
his potential, quit his job and moved
back home to enroll in college once
again. His family was thrilled
“Mommy cried.” he confesses again.
but with a half smile

After spending so many vears
away from the books. 24.year old
Chris, now older, wiser and more dis
ciplined, was ready to take on the
educational challenge. He signed up
for three summer classes, which were
offered online. and ended each of
them with a good solid A. For the
Fall 2008 semester, he signed up for
17 hours of classes, when it only
takes 12 hours to qualif: a full
time student and 15 hours is general
1y the recommended limit. Again, he
received straight As. Currently, dur
ing the Spring 2009 semester, Chris

T tell them that vou have to
work a little bit evervday” on the
classes and then vou don't tall behind

ind the work docsn’t become over-
whelminge. he explains

When ashed. in retrospect, if he
thinks he would have had a more suc-
cesstul transition trom high school to
higher education it he had started at a
COommunity close to home,
Chris explains: “Hack when I was in
high school. community college was
seen as a pl yvou went if you
weren’t smart enough to 2o anywhere
else. But now T tell everyone 1 know,
especially parents with prospective
students, that a community college is
the right place to start. You get a
two-year start on college at a half to'a
third of the cost of an education at a
four-year university. and you still get
the benefit of being at home.”

psoriasis, and it docs scem to

run in families. About 10 percent of
psoriasis sufferers develop the condi
tion before the age of ten. Although it
can begin in infancy. childhood psori-
asis is most common in children
between the ages of 5 and 11,

‘While doctors and researchers are
uncertain- about the exact cause of
this skin condition, the mechanism is
well understood. Psoriasis occurs
when the skin maturation proccss
speeds up. Tn normal skin, it takes
about a month for new skin cells
growing in the basement layers of the
skin to maturc and migrate to the sur-

lace, where they soon die and shed.
In psoriasis, the maturation process
takes only a few days. and the skin
cells pile up on the surface instead of
boing shed. causing rcdness and scal-
ing.

There are five di
psoriasis, each with slightly dilTerent
symptoms. About 80 percent of peo-
ple with psoriasis have plaque psoria-
sis. characterized by redness and
scaly silver lesions. These accumu-
late most frequently around elbows
and knees. Infant psoriasis, which
often first appears around the but-
tocks and genital arcas, is often mis-
diagnoscd as diaper rash.

The second most' common Lype of
psoriasis — afflicting more children
than adults — is psoriasis guttate. It
appears as widespread small red

spots and tends to lollow strep throat
infections by about one to three
weeks. Psoriasis has been linked to
other triggers. too. such as stress. skin
trauma, certain medications. alcohol
and sunburns.

You will notice that I
mentioned any dietary tr
alcohol. The good news for your
granddaughter: cream is not a
problem. There is no scientific cvi-
dence Lo suggest that a moderate
sugar intake will make psoriasis
worse. Despite the lack of medical
proof, there are tojis of web sites and
books describing psoriasis  dicts,
which mostly give contlicting ulfur-
mation. Beware of “‘miracle
claims.

Treaument calls for liberal use of
moisturizers. Sometimes topical

steraid creams can help, but there can
be side elfects, such as stretch marks
and thinning of the skin. Moderate
sun exposure (phototherapy) can
help, too, but don’t overdo it as sun-
burns can aggravate the condition.
For severe cases, cerlain oral medica-
tions have been shown to suppress
the immune response that may be
causing the psoriasis. but these can
not be used in children.
