Heating program pumps

$5 million into economy

PAINTSVILLE — The Low Income

Home Energy Assistance (LIHEAP)
program has closed its doors now that

the cold weather season has passed. But
the program leaves behind a consider-
able impression on the local economy.

According to James Michael

Howell, the agency’s executive director,
the Big Sandy Area Community Action

Program provided $5 million to local
families for heating assistance.

The program provided assistance to

families in the five-county region,
which includes Floyd, Pike, Johnson,

Magoffin and Martin counties.

“Our agency’s goal is to help those
in the community who are in need,”

Howell said. “The help LIHEAP pro-
vides makes a difference between a

family staying warm or suffering from
the cold.”

The agency began taking LIHEAP

applications

in

November 2008 and by
the time the program closed its doors on

March 31 had processed more than

27,000 applicants.
“The $5 million injected by LIHEAP

The county with the lowest unem-

Ployment rate in February — Fayette
— still had 7.4 percent of its work-
force looking for a job. The county
with the highest —- Menifee — had
almost one out of five doing the same.

This doesn’t include the potentially
thousands of people who have given

up their job search, at least for now.

Statewide, February’s 9.2 percent
‘unemployment rate was the highest

since 1986. A comparison with the

previous February. is literally off the

charts: It was the biggest year-to-year
jump since records were first kept in

1976.

During that 12-month period. only
two industries grew: natural resource

and mining, which added 3,10 jobs.
most of those in coal mining; and edu-

cation and health services, which
added 3,200.

Manufacturing, however, shrank

by more than 34,000 jobs during that

time. Construction lost nearly 13,000
jobs, and the leisure and hospitality
industry, which includes restaurants.

hotels and entertainment venues,

Unemployment benefits first began
during the Great Depression, and are

paid from assessments on most busi-

nesses. Not surprisingly, the unem-

ployment insurance fund has been hit

especially hard because of the eco-

nomic downturn.
We were in the same situation back

in the early 1980s, when the fund

went into the red and Kentucky had to

borrow money from the federal gov-
ernment. The trend went in the oppp-

site direction during the 1990s, and by
2000 there was a record surplus of

$700 million.

That began to change in 2002,
when the fund started paying out more

than it took in because of the economy

check.

On Jan. 28 of this year, the fund

officially went dry, and we began to

borrow money again to meet the

weekly benefits that in all of 2008
totaled $500 million. By the end of

March, we had borrowed almost $180
million. By the end of the year, as

many as 30 states are expecied to be

borrowers as well

There are some glimmers of good
news. March&#39;s preliminary numbers

may show a higher unemployment

in review

Word received last week that state

revenues were higher than expected in

March is good news for all of us. Not

only does it mean that the economy
could be on the rebound, but it could

save us taxpayer dollars by climinat

ing the need for the governor to call a

special legislative session to boost

revenues in late 2009-2010.
State lawmakers were as happy as

anyone when budget officials

announced March revenues were at

the same level they were in March

2008. We expected a revenue

decrease, and had planned for one last

session when we made major legis!
tive changes to deal with a projected
$456 million shortfall through June

30. Now, given the March revenues,

some lawmakers say we might end

this fiscal year with $100 million

more than anticipated.
Having an extra $100 million or so

in the state’s coffers this fiscal year
because of better than expected rev-

enues could mean more than a possi-
ble turnaround in the economy. It

could also mean some relief for state

agencies, most of which have suffered

budget cuts in bath years of this budg-
et cycle, although it would not elimi-

nate the entire budget shortfall. But I

have to admit that the possibility of
that revenue does make me more opti-

mistic about our current budget situa-
tion.

Not everyone optimisti
including budget offi

s

Governor
Beshear Administration who are con-

cerned about a drop in state income

nues last month. Those offi-

cials also anticipate a fairly hefty
budget shortfall next fiscal year
despite decent overall March 2009

revenues. But even those individuals

agree with key lawmakers that rosier-

than-expected April revenue numbers

could indicate an economic recovery
is in the works.

What, if any. corrective action will

have to be taken this fiscal year to deal

with a shortfall next fiscal year is

expected to become clear the week

after the Kentucky Derby, when Gov.

It is that forecast

that will likely determine whether a

special session is called to boost rev-

enue for fiscal year 2010. For now,

though, it is nice to have an upswing
in an economic that has been riding
low for well over a year.

Budget shortfalls—which occur

when spending needs outweigh rev-

enues—are not new to the

Commonwealth. Kentucky has been

dealing with what some could call

But shortfalls of half a billion dollars

like we are experiencing now are not

your garden variety. And the irony is

that these massive shortfalls tend to

A spike in

expenditures in the state Medicaid

program, Corrections (which now

spends about half a billion dollars a

year on a growing inmate population)
and other essential state services in

recent years have made that pretty
clear.
