A hundred days is far too short a span to judge the ultimate success or

failure of Barack Obama, but i a useful time frame in which to divine
his intentions. And on that score it now is manifestly apparent that
Obama aspires to the most intrusive and far-reaching role for the federal

government of any administration in history.
In sheer scope and audacity — one of the president&#39; favorite terms —

bama’s agenda is breathtaking and, it would seem, boundless.

.,

At this stage, a majority of Americans support the direction Obama is
charting, polls show. If they harbor doubts about the limitless reach of the

administration, they are willing nonetheless to give this new president the
benefit of the doubt for now. This is due in large measure to the deter-
mined, confident leadership Obama has displayed during his first three
months in the Oval Office. From the very start, he has projected an air of

being presidential and displayed a keen ability to connect with voters.
Meantime, his popularity abroad stands in sharp contrast with the antipa-

thy widely shown to his predecessor.
Obama&#39; ambitions range from a trillion-dollar bailout of the financial

Sector and other favored corporate giants with powerful unionized work
forces, such as General Motors and Chrysler, to a trillion-dollar govern-
ment intervention in the health care industry, with a nationwide high-

speed rail system (of uncalculated costs) thrown in. Leaving no doubt
about his sweeping interventionist policies; Obama abruptly fired’&#39;GM’s
CEO and attempted with mixed results to dictate the level of bonuses

paid out by Wall Street firms.
The administration’s massive stimulus package sailed through

Congress as though it were free pork, flung with abandon to every cor-

ner of America on the assumption that unlimited outlays of borrowed fed-
eral dollars were the sure solution to the global recession. This avalanche

Of spending, which caused the federal deficit to more than quadruple in a
single year, prompted the Congressional Budget Office to warn of a jaw-
dropping $9.3 trillion in deficits over the coming decade, a level of bor-
rowing as a percentage of gross domestic product not seen since World

War II. And it prompted China’s Communist leaders to lecture the White
House about the dangers of weakening the dollar, hundreds of billions of
which Beijing has acquired in U.S. government debt.

For Obama, the economic crisis is not a reason to delay his expansive
spending plans and tax hikes, but rather a politically advantageous pre-
text to advance his agenda aggressively. Witness his leviathan proposal
to impose a levy on carbon use, siphoning an estimated $1.3 trillion from
the U.S. economy through 2030. Yet even many of his supporters rightlyWorry that the White House is trying to take on too much, too soon and
Zisks a widening gap between what the president promises and what he
@ctually delivers.

*..All the same, the polls demonstrate that the American people on the
whole remain committed to their choice of last November. A key reason

for this is Obama’s strong leadership, and his extraordinary political and
communications skills.

The demand for change after eight years of George W. Bush in the
White House could hardly have been more palpable when Obama took

the oath of office on the West Front of the Capitol on a clear, cold
Fuesday in January. After giving an inspiring, unifying inaugural address,

Obama set about immediately invoking. change across the board. The
Contrast with the previous administration was far more pronounced than

Usual, comparable to the sudden shift that occurred when Ronald Reagan
feplaced Jimmy Carter in the Oval Office almost three decades ago.

mine and use coal, but I do not believe

any of the challenges are insurmount-
able. The promise of clean-coal tech-

nology powers the light at the end of
the tunnel and leads me to-believe the

industry&#39 best day are still in front of
us.

PIKEVILLE — Citing con-

cern about the swine flu out-

break in the United States,
Pikeville Medical Center has
reviewed its emergency proce-

dures thoroughly to ensure the

safety of its patients, visitors

and employees.
Thus far, there have been

no confirmed cases of swine
flu in Eastern Kentucky.

The hospital has imple-
mented a number of _precau-
tionary measures to prevent

the spread of a potential virus.
Janie Hall, director of

Infection Control at PMC, is

working closely with the Pike

County Health Department to

distribute educational materi-

als. to. employees. and visitors.

Hospital employees have been

trained on the CDC-mandated

procedures of how to handle
and maintain a specimen of a

potential swine flu case.

“We have placed signs in

triage and at the hospital’s
main entrance displaying the

signs and symptoms of the
Swine Flu. We are also asking
visitors and patients who have

traveled to the affected regions
to please advise hospital per-

sonnel,” Hall said.

Pikeville Medical Center
has also placed respiratory
hygiene stations (masks, tis-

sues and hand sanitizer) in all

waiting areas and the main

entrance of the May Tower.

Mary. B. Combs, director of

safety and security at PMC,
said the hospital has an ade-

quate stock of medicine and

supplies on hand if a case — or

multiple cases — would arise.
“We have a plan for a vari-

ety of accident and natural

disasters,” Combs said. °

“We
review these policies and pro-
cedures regularly, and we are

ready and prepared to put our

plan into place.”
Fewer than 260 cases of the

Swine Flu have been: con-

firmed across the globe. In the
United States, the Centers for

Disease Control and

Prevention have confirmed
109 cases in 11 states (includ-

ing one death).

When termites swarm

inside a home, it’s an alert to

the homeowner that they have
a termite problem which needs

attention.

“Termites are actively feed-
ing much of the year. Spring is
the time when they tend to

swarm, and this makes their

presence more obvious to

homeowners,” Potter says.
Actually, swarming is a

period of great vulnerability
for termites. Usually, the

underground. insect is. largely
immune to the attacks of pred-
ators as they tunnel to dead

tree trunks or the buffet served

up by a human-built structure.

“When those winged ter-

mites emerge from colonies,
the majority of them are

ants,
lizards and other predators,”
Potter says.
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|
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Even if they survive preda-
tors’ feeding, the winged ter-

mites will die off soon after

mating and laying the eggs
that launch new colonies.

Swarmers emerging
indoors are incapable of eating
wood, seldom survive, and are

best removed with a vacuum

cleaner. They do, however,
indicate that an infestation is

present.
Potter emphasizes that not

every swarm of winged insects

appearing in a home are ter-

mites. “They can also be ants.

I encourage homeowners to

capture a few-and-take them to

the local Extension office to be

identified, or call a pest control

company.”
.

Once identified, the insect
can be handled appropriately,
Particularly if it is a termite

“We have very effective
tools to manage termites

today,” Potter says, but the
solution requires treatment by

a professional.
Professional pest control

firms can provide the assis-

tance homeowners need, he

says.

Once-bare trees hold thicken-

in the woods.
| “It’s harder to see turkeys —

but harder to see people, too.

That’s one of the big con-

cerns,” said Mary McQuillen,
hunter training officer for the

Kentucky Department of Fish

and Wildlife Resources.

McQuillen advises hunters
to Positively identify

what’s

moving before pulling the trig-
ger, and not make the mistake
‘f just shooting at a sound or

movement.

Hunting remains a safe

activity with just a few inci-
dents reported each season.

Although more than 75,000
P¢ople are turkey hunting in
Kentucky this spring, there has

been only one hunting acci-
dent reported as the general

season ‘approaches its second
week. In that single incident, a

hunter firing at a flying turkey
ecidently struck his hunting

Partner with some shotgun pel-
lets.

“What happened in that

particular situation was the

turkey flew and was out of the
hunter’s zone of fire,” said

Bobby. McKee, also. a

Kentucky Fish and. Wildlife
hunter training officer. “He

ended up making a mistake
and shooting his buddy. You

always have to know your tar-

get and what’s beyond it.”
McKee recommends

hunters create a plan when
hunting with  friends.. “If

you’ve got a buddy that is
hunting with you, you need to

constantly know where your
friend is at,” he said. “When

I’m hunting with a friend, we

plan ahead of time where each
of us will be and how we’re

going to hunt that farm. Have a

hunting plan and stick to it.”
Even with the best plans,

however, it’s always possible
to encounter an unexpected
hunter in‘ the field. Hunters
should be cautious when alert-

ing others to their presencé.
“If you see another hunter,

don’t wave at him. That move-

ment could get you shot,” said

McQuillen. “Stay still and,in a

normal voice, say, ‘Hey, I’m

THE:FLoyvp County Times

hunting here.’ ”

McQuillen also- cautions
hunters against using gobbler
sounds, which. other. hunters
may mistake for a-real turkey.
Additionally, hunters should

be .careful which colors they
wear in the field.

“Never wear the colors of
the American flag — those are

the turkey’s colors,” said
McQuillen. “Hunters see color

and they think, ‘turkey.’”
Turkey hunters should keep

safety-in mind at all times, no

matter how much they want to

take a bird. All it takes is one

laps in judgme to cause an

injury:
“Sometimes the pressure is

on if you haven’t gotten your
bird yet,” said McKee. “It

might make hunters a little
anxious to harvest one. But

this is not a time to make a bad
decision.”

Plants that

protect us

You&#39;v no doubt heard of &quot;guardi
angels&qu &quot;guardi plants&q

They&#39 all around us, according to

scientists of the Agricultural Research
Service (ARS). There are beneficial

compounds in fruits, vegetables and

even spices that help our bodies fight
harmful inflammation.

That&#39; a lot more significant than it
might sound at first blush, because it

means these plant-based natural chem-
icals, called phytochemicals, could be

helping reduce our risk of diseases
associated with chronic inflammation,
including the &quot;biggi like cancer, ath-
erosclerosis and diabetes.

How do these phytochemicals work
their wonders? The ARS researchers
will readily admit that they don&#3 fully

understand that process. But they&#3
coming up with some new clues to this

complex puzzle. Their laboratory stud-
ies with cell cultures have uncovered

probable modes of action of phyto-
chemicals from red wine, green tea,

garlic, curcumin and cinnamon.
The ARS scientists have found that

phytochemicals can interfere with the
normal flow of chemical signals or

messages sent to and from cells,
including the cells involved in

unhealthful inflammation. Those cells
send their “messages” in the form of

proteins. :

I try to avoid inflicting too many
tongue-tangling scientific names on

you, but here are a couple that we&#3 go -

past really quickly: “toll-like receptors”
(TLRs for short) and--even worse—

&quot;nucleotide binding oligomerization
domain containing proteins,&qu or NODs.
do apologize for that one!)

The ARS scientists&#39; experiments
show that certain phytochemicals can

interfere with the messages that could
otherwise travel from the TLRs and the

NODs. If those messages weren&#39;t

stopped, they could reach and activate

“pro-inflammatory genes&quot;-- that
kick off an inflammatory response.

Based on the results of the studies,
different phytochemicals have different

ways of interfering with the TLRs and

the NODs. For example, consider cur-

cumin. That&#39 found in turmeric, which
is the main ingredient of curry.

Curcumin can undenmine certain TLR.
when a specific part of curcumin&#39;s
chemical structure reacts with compo-

nents in the TLRs.

By contrast, let&#3 look at how resver-

atrol works. That&#39; the phytochemical
found in red grapes, and it&#39; thought to

be a key factor in why the French can

eat all that butter and all those wonder-
ful creamy sauces and not keel over

with completely clogged arteries (red
wine with every meal, perhaps?).

Resveratrol has a different set of
what the scientists call &quot;molecular. tar-

gets.& The ARS scientists say their
experiments indicate that resveratrol

busies itself interfering with molecules
called TBK1 and RIP! (I don&#3 like the

sound of that second one, do you?).
Normally, TBK1 and RIPI help con-

vey signals to and from the TLRs. But
the resveratrol acts much like a traffic

light, slowing or stopping the flow of
those signals.

The ARS scientists have also identi-
fied likely modes of action of a cate-

chin in green tea, a compound in garlic,
and a compound from cinnamon.

They&#39 also tracing the tactics of other

phytochemicals, including those from
cruciferous veggies such as broccoli

and. cauliflower.
“This. isn&# the ARS scientists’ first

foray into the land of NODs (I&#39; sorry,
[just couldn&#39;t resist that. one), In, their

earliér work, they investigated the
iittéractions between NODs, TLRs and

fats in. foods.

These same researchers were’ the
first to,show that modest quantities of

certainbeneficial polyunsaturated fatty
acids, ceeeethe omega-3s found in
‘some marine fi: can inhibit certain
MLA while safur fats like thos in
fed meat. and’ Bbuttér actually ‘activate
some TLRs.

The ARS scientists’ fatt acid exper-
iments provide detailed information

BSACAP helps couple keep warm over winter

Like

many communities in

~

Eastern

Kentucky, Floyd County has neigh-
borhoods that were named after ani-

mals. Particularly plentiful are those

referencing the four-legged bovine
family. What county doesn’t have a

Bull Creek or an Elk Fork? Floyd
County can also boast a Calf Creek,

a Buffalo Creek, and a Cow Creek,
the latter being the current home of

Jerry and Hattie Stricklin.
For the Stricklins, the past years

have meant pulling up stakes and

moving their mobile home from this
creek to that creek, searching for

safety in a region plagued by fre-

quent flooding. When they lived at a

trailer park near the old Johnson

County airport, floodwaters sur-

rounded them aiid nearly got inside
their home, forcing them to relo-
cate.

““We had such a close call,” said

Hattie, 66. “The water got up on the
third step. We were lucky, but
thought that we should move to be

on the safe side.”

The family then moved their
home to Abbott Creek, to a location

they thought was safe. Later, the
worst flooding in decades that
Memorial Day weekend in 2004

devastated Eastern Kentucky, shat-

tering the Stricklin’s much sought-
after sense of security, and nearly

costin them their home.

“The water was coming up so
fast,” recalls Jerry, 70, “We thought

we’d better get out while the gettin’
was good.”

In many respects, the Stricklins

were lucky: they escaped unhurt,
but the floodwater had left destruc-
tion in its wake. Most of the mobile
bome’s floor insulation was m:

ing, along with much of the unde

pinning, and the furnace barely
worked.

“We know we fared a lot better

than a lot of people did in that

flood,” said Hattie. ‘But it was still
hard to take.”

So, in their search for safety, the
Swicklins again pulled up stakes,

and found a tract of ground to rent

off Rt. 194 at Cow Creek.

“We liked the spot as soon as we

‘saw it,” said Jerry. “It’s not close to

any water, and it’s a nice place, with

good neighbors.”
While they felt safer with the

location, Jerry and Hattie had no

way of making repairs to their

badly-damaged mobile home. ‘The

couple, married 47 years, reared a

family on Jerry’s earnings from his

job at the strip mines. And like many
women of her time, Hattic never

worked outside the home. Running a

house and running after seven kids

left little time for much else, and

came with no service pension. With
Social Security benefits as their sole

source of income, the couple strug-
gled to make ends meet. Making any

repairs to their home was simply out

of the question: there just wasn&#39;t any
money to do it Matters weren‘t

helped any when Jerry underwent a

tiple bypass surgery in March 2007,
further straining their already mea-

ger budget.
“Even if we’d had the money, we

didn’t have any way of doing the
work,” said Hattie. “In the winter

time, the furnace ran all the time, but
it didn’t keep us warm. It just ran

and ran. I had to turn the oven on

and leave the door open just to keep
us warm. We went two years like
that, without any real heat. It was so

cold

Last fall, Hattie learned of a pro-
gram available through Big Sandy
Area Community Action Program

that helps people with their home&#39;s

heating system. Funded through the
S. Department of Energy, the

Weatherization Assistance Program

helps families make their homes
safer and more energy efficient.

Weatherization staff conducts an

energy audit to determine what can

be done to reduce a home’s heating
and cooling costs, and make certain
that the home’s heating system is
safe.

By reducing the home’s energy
bills, Weatherization lets families
spend money on other things the

family needs, like medicine or food.
On average, savings for the typical

household is 32 percent. Last year,
the Weatherization Assistance
Program completed 151 homes in

the Big Sandy region.
After Jerry and Hattie were

approved for the program,
Weatherization staff visited to con-

duct an assessment. Homes are

assessed using the latest technology
that measures energy efficiency, and

identifies areas in the home where
the energy is being lost. Armed with
this information, staff can better uti-
lize the materials on hand to make

the home warmer in winter and
cooler in summer.

For the Stricklin home,
Weatherization staff installed a new

electric heating system, sealed duct
rk, replaced storm windows and

caulking, and replaced what floor
insulation the floodwaters had left

behind. Pipes were wrapped. under-
inni

ind new smoke

je detectors now

helps ensure the family’s safety.
“I can walk through my home

now without shaking and shiver-

ing,” says Hattie. “It makes a world
of difference to people like us who

could never have had the money to

do this. Plus, the electric bill has
been lower. The savings will really
help us.”

With the winter that wouldn’t

stop now finally at an end, thoughts
of ice and snow and bone-chilling
cold are fading. For many, it was the

worst winter in memory, But for

Jerry and Hattie Stricklin. the 2008-

O9 winter at Cow Creek was the

warmest winter in years.

INSPECTIO PERIOD
FOR THE PROPERTY TAK ASSESSMENT ROLL

The Floyd County Real Property Tax Roll will be opened for inspection from May 11, through
May 27, 2009. Under the supervison of the Property Valuation Administrator or one of the
deputies, any person may inspect the tax roll.

This is the January 1, 2009, assessment on which state, county and school taxes for 2009 will
be due about September 15, 2009

The tax roll is in the office of the Property Valuation Administrator in the county courthouse and
may be inspected between the hours 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m

Any desiring to appeal an assessment on real property made by the PVA must first
request a conference with the PVA or a designated deputy, the conference may be held prior

to or during the inspection period

Any taxpayer still aggrieved by an assessment on real property, after the conference with the
PVA or designated deputy, may appeal to the County Board of Assessment Appeals

The taxpayer can appeal his assessment by filing in person or sending a letter or other
written petition stating the reasons for appeal, identifying the property and stating the tax-
Payer’s opinion of the fair cash value of the property

The appeal must b filed with the County&#3 Clerk’s Office no later than one work day following
the conclusion of the inspection period.

Any taxpayer failing to appeal to the County Board of Assessment Appeals, or failing to appear
before the board, either in person or by designated representative, will not be eligible to appeal
directly to the Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals

Appeals of personal property assessments shall not be made to the County Board of
Assessment Appeals. Personal property taxpayers shall be served notice under the provisions

of KRS 132.450(4) and shall have the protest and appeal rights. granted under the supervison
of KRS 131.110.

The following steps should be taken when a taxpayer does not agree with the assessed value
of personal property as determined b the Office of Property Valuation Administrator.

(1) He must list under protest (for certification) what he believes to be the fair cash value of
his property.

(2) He must file a written protest directly with the Department of Property Valuation within 30
days from the date of the notice of assessment.

(3) This protest must be in accordance with KRS 131.110.
(4) The final decision of the Revenue Cabinet may be appealed to the Kentucky Board of

Tax Appeals.
