PRESTONSBURG -— There were no reported deaths
due to flooding that covered Floyd County beginning
Friday night. This was a point of much relief for federal

and state officials visiting the area Tuesday afternoon.
But perhaps the reason such good news was able to be

reported is, in and of itself, reason for celebration in many
ways.

Tim Cooley, director of the Floyd County Rescue

Squad, said he and his crew members fielded the first of
what would be countless calls for help at about 8:40 p.m.
Friday night. By 11:30 p.m. Saturday night, the rescue

squad had rescued more than 280 people across all areas of
the county.

“We had five teams rescue 281 people,” said Cooley.
“Those crew members accounted for 830 man hours in that
amount of time.”

In a 26-hour span of time that included a total of 168

calls for help, Cooley and his fellow rescue workers found
themselves at times in danger themselves while attempting

to save others

receiving an admonishment.
I feel this law should not be

allowed to be used against a teacher to

say he or she is not certified to teach,
and in turn, allowing an emergency
teacher to be hired over an admon-
ished teacher. This is a slap in the face

to let an emergency teacher who is not

certified to teach to be dominant over

a certified teacher.

To me, this sets a precedent for
teachers. What’s the use of going to

college to get certified to teach, when
a warning on your certificate can be
used to say you:are not certified/qual-
ified to teach?

The city has endured mas-

sive flooding since the first
flood of record occurred in

January 1957. In 2003, flash

flooding soaked the city and

gave its residents the worst

flood since 1984. During the
1977 flood, water levels in the

downtown area of Martin
exceeded nine feet.

“There are elderly people in
this town who have lost every-
thing five and six times,”

Robinson said. “There’s a

woman right now sleeping in
her car because her house is

destroyed. There are people
sleeping on the floors of their
homes with damp quilts.”

Robinson said there is a fix

to the problem, at least to some

extent.

“Why don’t they just buy
these people out and let them

get to high ground so they can

have some peace?” she said

Minutes before meeting

with state and federal off Is,
Robinson, decked out in jeans

and muddy galoshes, talked
with Red Cross workers at the

Martin Community Center

where bottled water was

unloaded and- placed in the
center’s gymnasium.

The plan to relocate the city
was kick-started during a 1998

Martin City Council meeting
when a task force was formed

to start work on plans for rede-

velopment.
Following the. flash flood-

ing in 2003, work headed by
the Army Corps of Engineers
began in earnest to clear off a

hilltop section of the city, with

blueprints to build a new city
hall, police station and mainte-

nance building, as well as a

post office. That section is now

in place,-but the land in still
bare.

Robinson says construction
of these buildings is set to

begin in September with an

overall completion date that
had been scheduled for next,
year.

violence, so they have ‘self-
esteem issues that make their

job search even more difficult.

Participating in the workshop
and learning that they do have

skills to put on a resume

improves their. self-esteem

quite a bit, McCoy and Wilcox
said. By the end of it they.have
éreated a professional looking
resume highlighting skills they
‘were not aware of prior to the

workshop.
“They don’t realize that they

A number of them have used
the resumes they created and

Mother Nature

Maybe you&#39 reached the age when.

your doctor peers at you over the top of
his or her glasses and says, &quot;Ti to

lay off the caffeine!&quot; Or perhaps you&#39
already come to that conclusion on

your own, for various reasons.

In fact, cutting back on caffeine isn&#3

necessarily an age-related issue. I was

‘only in my 20s when I began to have
rather mysterious symptoms which
turned out to be my body&# way of let-

ting me know that I was overloading on

caffeine Of course, those were my
&quot;newsroom days,&q when I ran almost

entirely on high-sugar, high-caffeine
soft drinks, s it’s probably not surpris-
ing that my body staged its own mini-

revolution t6 get my attention.

Still, if you&#3 trying to watch your
caffeine intake for whatever reason,

here&#3 some news that may shock you:
‘Your dietary supplement may be sabo-

taging your efforts.

Chances are that you know what I

mean by &quot;diet supplement,&quo because
an estimated SO percent of adults in‘ the

United States report that they take

dietary supplements on a regular basis.
‘What those vast multitudes probably

don&#3 know--and I certainly didn&#3 know
until recently--is that some of those

supplements contain caffeine, even if
it&# not listed on the label as an ingredi-
ent.

That&#39; why a group of scientists
with the Agricultural Research Service

(ARS) undertook to analyze a number

of caffeine-containing products as a

way to explore caffeine levels in seg-
ments of the U.S. dietary supplement
market.

You might be wondering how caf-
feine could turn up in your supplement
without being listed on the product

label. Here&#3 how: In the United States,
there isn&# any requirement that a com-

Pany state the amount of caffeine pre-
sent in a food, beverage or supplement

on the product&#3 label. If a company
adds caffeine in its pure form to a prod-
uct, yes, they have to list caffeine on

the label--but if caffeine is ‘in there by
other means, they aren&#39 required to

report it to you the consumer.

So your next question naturally will

be, how would caffeine get in there if

they didn&#39; add it? This is where
Mother Nature slips one past us. You

see, caffeine is a natural alkaloid that&#39

present not only in the usual suspects—
coffee and tea--but also in more than

60 other plants and in plant derivatives,
which are known as “botanicals.”

Ever hear of guarana? Or perhaps
yerba mate? If you take a close look at

the labels of products that claim to help
you lose weight a little bit faster,

According to data from

KIPRC, in Kentucky only one

in seven older adults hospi
ized because of a fall was rou-
