On the initial arrest warrant.

Adams was charged with one

count of first-degree trafficking in

a controlled substance and two

counts of second-degree traffick-

ng.
When police arrived at

Adams’ home to serve the war-

rant, they received consent to

search the area and located 775

prescription pills with a street

value of $8,000. Adams also had
over $3,000 in cash in his pocket.

After the search, the case was

returned to the grand jury and

Adams was charged with addi-

tional first-, second- and_third-

degree trafficking charges. Police
also located a gun in the home.
which led to an enhancement of

the charges based on a drug
offense while in possession of a

firearm.

Credit card companies
deserve no mercy

President Barack Obama’s ambitious economic recovery
agenda is decidedly short in a crucial area: Consumers on

the brink of losing their homes have heard plenty of sympa-
thy, but they have received no real relief — at least on a

scale that would help rescue the hundreds of thousands of

hemeowners slipping toward foreclosure.
But the president promises swift action to rein in credit

card companies run amok. Thé action cannot come too

quickly and new restrictions cannot be too tough on this

unrepentant sector of the financial services industry.
Last month, the Senate voted down legislation that

offered the only realistic tool to reverse the nation’s tidal
wave of foreclosures: grantin bankruptcy courts power to

reduce — or “cram down” — home mortgage debt.
The mortgage lending industry has proven decisively that

it has no interest in helping to clean up the huge mess it

helped create. It has refused the across-the-board loan modi-
fications needed to bring immediate relief to homeowners.

And it has the upper hand because of a special exemption
under the bankruptcy code that strips judges of power to

reduce mortgage loans.

The Senate had the chance to put a hammer in judges’
hands, but it refused. As Sen. Hel Durbin, D-Dlinois, put it,
the banks “own the place.

But the reality, too,

disappointment sure to doom countl homeown to for
closures that might have been prevented had the legislation

passed.
Obama pledges to do better with credit card abuse —

another “financial service” that’s been extended recklessly
and administered unscrupulously.. The result has been a bru-
tal strain on American families, including personal bank-
ruptcies leading to losses at credit card companies that could

amount to more than $80 billion by 2010, according to fed-
eral regulators, further stressing the banking sector.

How have the major credit card companies reacted? By
jacking up fees and interest rates on an ever larger pool of
credit card customers — some by as much as 10 percent —

including on Consumers who never have missed or had a

late a payment. The credit card companies know reform is at

hand and want to soak customers to the greatest extent pos-
sible before the party ends.

Obama called credit card executives to the White House
to push them to reform their practices. He devoted a recent

weckly radio address to the topic — urging Congress to

‘make legislation a top priority so that he will have bill to

sign by Memorial Day.
Legislation already has pass in the House that, among

other things, would limit credit card companies’ power to

arbitrarily raise rates, require that they give customers 45
days warning before raising interest or fees, extend grace
periods for payments and protect college students and teens

from predatory industry marketing practices.
The Senate promises an even tougher approach, such as

stricter controls on rate increases and putting the kibosh on

“double cycle” billing practices that permit companies to

charge extra interest on balances that have been paid on

uume.

Obama has yet to prove his consumer protection creden-
tials. Credit card reform would be a start. The sooner and
tougher, the better.

Dear Tom and Ray:
I have a 2000 Toyota

Sienna van. My van tires lose
air on a regular basis. The tire-

trouble indicator on the dash is
on most of the time. The front
desk personnel — who have
had some mechanical training

— say I only need to have the
tire rims cleaned and sealed,
and they should hold for two

years. One of the mechanics,
who seems to be knowledge-
able, says it’s because my rims
are aluminum, and aluminum
rims collect residue that gets
between the tire and the rim.

He recommended getting
stainless-steel rims. Who is

right? —_ Jean-Marie
TOM: Well, there are mil-

lions of cars with aluminum-

alloy rims out there, and their

tires are all holding air. So I
don’t think it’s the type of rims

you have, Jean-Marie.
RAY: There are two things

I&# look at. One is your valve

stems. The valve stem is the
black rubber thing that sticks

out of the wheel. It’s where

you put the air when you fill

up the tires. Valve stems can

sometimes crack, or deterio-
rate and get porous, and allow

air to slowly leak out.

TOM: In fact, some 30 mil-
lion Chinese-made valve

stems were recently recalled
because they may ‘fail. They
were manufactured for a com-

pany named Dill and distrib-
uted by Tech International all

over the country. If you have

those, you can get them

replaced for free. —

RAY: The other possibility
is what the front desk person-
nel suggested — that you have

oxidation on the inside of the

rims, and that’s preventing the
bead of the tire from sealing
tightly against the rims. That’s
also a common source of slow
leaks

_TOM: So, my suggestion
would be to have your
mechanic remove all of the

tires, clean u the rims, replace
the valve stems and remount

the tires. I’ll bet that fixes it.
RAY: And if he happens to

notice any huge nail holes
while he’s at it, have him patch
those up, too. Good luck, Jean-
Marie.
