During most special legislative
sessions, the governor often. narrows

the agenda to a single, pressing issue.

Sometimes, however, other items will

be added if the governor and House

and Senate leaders feel progress can

be made.

That’s what happened during the

special session that ended last week.

The General Assembly&#3 first priority

may have been overcoming a billion-

dollar budget deficit, but there were

more than a half-dozen other major
accomplishments that, collectively,

should help jump-start our economy.

To begin with, legislators largely
followed Governor Beshear’s plan for

balancing the budget during the

upcoming fiscal year, which began
this month. We agreed to use more

than $700 million in federal stimulus

dollars, and we shielded classroom

funding, postsecondary

—

schools,

Medicaid and PVAs from cuts. We

also boosted the budgets of our&#39;pros
cutors and our public defenders, as

well as our parks.
.

While this will help us get through
another difficult year, the other new

laws from this session hold a lot of

potential when it comes to speeding
up our recovery.

One of the most noteworthy is the

state’ income tax exemption we

authorized for active-duty military

pay. This recognizes the sacrifices

our men and women in uniform have
made for all of us, but it also will

undoubtedly be a strong enticement

for military families who are based

here but may be looking at other states

in which to live. *

Other tax-incentive le ation will

affect everyone from small business

owners and filmmakers to those look-

ing to buy a new house or car. For

small businesses, especially those

already located here, we streamlined

our incentive programs to encourage
them to hire more workers and buy
more equipment.

For new home and car buyers, we

created programs designed to spur
sales in both of these industries. The

first will help current homeowners

who buy a newly constructed home

over the next year, which comple-
ments programs that already benefit

first-time buyers, and it should help
clear the backlog of new but empty
homes, Historic home owners, mean-

while, will benefit from an expansion
of a tax program that encourages them

to protect their irreplaceable property.
For car buyers, Kentucky will for

the next year credit the value of a

trade-in when determining how much

sales tax to apply. Before this change,
car buyers would pay a 6 percent sales

tax on the full price of a new car, no

matter how much they may have actu-

ally paid after subtracting the value of

their trade-in. This change puts us in

line with more than 40 other states.

Although the symptoms typically are

absent or mild, the infection can

cause serious, irreversible damage to

a woman’s reproductive organs, if

left untreated.

Chlamydia is a very common

infection, caused by the bacteria

Chlamydia trachomatis, and is spread
through sexual contact. The more sex-

ual partners a person has, the more

likely he or sh is to become infected.

Chlamydia is frequently called a

“silent” disease, because about three

quarters of infected women and about

half of infected men present no

symptom When symptoms do

occur, they often come on one to

three weeks after exposure. Some

symptoms of Chlamydia include

burning during urination, lower

abdominal pain, vaginal discharge,
pain during intercourse and irregular
bleeding.

Since the infection frequently
presents no symptoms, it can go

untreated for long periods of time. In

women, this can cause the infection

to spread to the fallopian tubes and

other reproductive organs. The fal-

lopian tube infection, called pelvic
inflammatory disease (PID) often

or potentially fatal ectopic pregnancy

(pregnancy outside of the uterus).

Women infected with Chlamydia are

up to five times more likely to con-

tract HIV if exposed to it.

Infected pregnant women also can

pass Chlamydia to their unborn

babies. This increases the risks for

premature delivery, and it can cause

respiratory and/or eye infections in

the newbom

Men also can be infected with

Chlamydia. They, too, often present
no symptoms, although they occa-

sionally experience urinary buming
or discharge as, a result of the infec-

tion. If their partner is diagnosed with

Chlamydia, men should seek treat-

ment to. avoid infecting or re-infect-

ing their partners.
Chlamydia is “easil treated with

Scribed. You also should make sure

your sexual partner gets tested and

treated, if necessary. I would recom-

mend abstaining from sexual contact

until you both complete treatment, to

avoid re-infection. Doctors often

encourage re-testing three or four

months after treatment.

Prevention is always preferable to

treatment. Safer sex practices, such

as using condoms, can decrease the

likelihood of contracting Chlamydia
again in the future.

Stress tests help
detect heart disease

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I

had an EKG in preparation for

surgery. The doctor said it was

abnormal. I was sent for a

stress test. I could not do the

physical stress test, so I had a

chemical one. I was told that

the results were OK.
No one told me ‘why the

EKG was abnormal. I am very

concerned. Is it OK just to go

on living as I have been, or dé

I need to do something?
have searched the Internet

for information but can find

none. -- M.D.

ANSWER: A resting EKG

is a good test, but it& not the

ultimate heart test. Things can

look strange on a resting EKG.

In order to find out if those

strange-looking things are sig-

nificant, the next step is to do a

more sophisticated heart test,

one that is more sensitive in

detecting true changes and

more specific in eliminating
EKG changes that look

but don&#3 truly represent heart

disease.
That&#39 where stress test

comes in. During tress test,

the person exercises, usually
on a treadmill. All during the

test, an EKG runs. It shows

changes if the stressed heart

isn&# getting enough blood

when it has to pump harder.

You didn&#3 have the treadmill

variety of a stress test; you had

one where a drug stressed your
heart. The end result is the

same.

Your stress test must have

removed the suspicion of heart

disease that arose from the

resting EKG. Do you play
cards? Your stress test trumped
your resting EKG

It&# OK tor you to go on liv-

ing just as you have been. If

something was wrong, the

doctor would be obliged to tell

you so.

Stress tests are done to

detect Coronary artery disease,

the illness that brings on heart

attacks. The booklet on that

subject explains what coronary

artery disease is. how it&#

detected and how its treated.
