A French
economics lesson

Perhaps the French have something to teach Americans about
economics, after all. -

As the unemployment rate continues to climb, hitting a 26-year
high in June, the U.S. povernment is struggling to roll out the mas-
sive economic stimulus package approved last winter. The French,
as detailed in a New York Times story on Tuesday, have proven to
be much quicker in launching “shovel ready” projects, job creators
that haven’t been quite so ready in the U.S.

“America is six months behind; it has wasted a lot of time,”
Patrick Devedjian, the minister in charge of the French stimulus,
told the Times. i

Devedjian noted that the U.S. could end up spending most of its
stimulus dollars after the economic crisis has passed. Which was
one of the key points made by American critics of the stimulus
when the package was approved in February.

Despite the slow implementation and so far limited success of the
first plan, one’ of President Barack Obama’s top advisers said
Tuesday another stimulus package might be necessary to pump up
the economy. Laura Tyson, an oulside economic adviser to the presi-
dent, said in a speech in Singapore that a second package, this one
focused on infrastructure projects, should be considered to blunt the
surge in unemployment. Incredibly, Tyson also said that the initial
$787 billion stimulus, the most expensive piece of legislation in the
nation’s history, may have been a “bit too small.”

Thankfully, the president has been cool to the idea of another
stimulus, despite the unemployment rate climbing to 9.5 percent last
month, well above the 8 percent peak forecast when the initial plan
.was approved. The exploding federal debt, triggered in part by the
stimulus, poses one of the greatest long-term dangers to the nation’s
economy, including a danger that the eventual recovery could be
sunk by rapid inflation and high interest rates.

For now, the Obama administration should pour its energies into
speeding distribution of the stimulus dollars. France plans to spend
75 percent of its stimulus money this year; the U.S. government
isn't projected to reach that mark until the fall 2010.

Whatever the wisdom behind the stimulus, and the economic
validity of that tact remains suspect, it’s certain that the dollars will
be spent. It’s critical then for the administration to ensure that the
money is used when and where it can help the largest number of
Americans as they suffer through the worst economy in seven
decades.

Beyond the Beltway

Michael Jackson
and America’s
cultural divide

My responsc to the news of
Michael Jackson’s death was on the
cool side of indifference. [ figured
him for a weirdo has-been who was a
long time between hits, his glory days
over.

Was I ever wrong.

His death ignited a volcanic erup-
tion of grief, memorial celebration
and loud music all over the world
Vast crowds in virtually ¢very corner
of the planet massed in public squares
to mourn his passing, dance to his
music and sing-along to his videos. I
don't remember anything quite like
that happening before

That makes the second time I was
blind-sided by the death of a pop leg-
end. When Elvis Presley died 1
thought: “He was a pretty good singer
No Bing Crosby, but a pretty good
singer.” 1 didn't realize he wouald
become a kind of sccular saint with a
longer shelf life than Mother Teresa
(How many Mother Teresa imitators
have you seen around recently?)

The Jackson frenzy led me to go
back and take another look at his
work. I was surprised. I knew he was
good but I didn't know he was that
good. He was a truly amazing dancer

with a high yet pleasing voice. But
most of all, he was an extraordinary
showman. I would even go so far as to
say he formed the bri between
Busby Berkley movie musicals and
the opening ceremony of the Beijing
Olympics.

Certainly he invented the modern
Super Bowl halftime extravaganza
with his work in 1992 and he was
probably more responsible than any-
one for the modern music video and
the very existence of MTV, Indeed.
there’s hardly an aspect of modern
pop music that doesn’t owe something
to his influence. [ see that now.

Fiven with all that, however, I
admit to be further surprised at the
manner in which the black communi-
ty has embraced him as one of their
own You saw it at the Black
Entertainment Television music
awards, conducted a few days after
Jackson's death, where everybody
was suddenly his grieving best friend.

Jamie Foxx, host of the proceed-
in said. “We want to celebrate this
black man. He belongs to us and we
shared him with cverybody else.”

Say what?

It scems to me that the whole point
of Jackson was his sometimes mad-
dening lack of precise definition. He
was as white as he was black, as girl-
ish as he was masculine, as much
child as adult. In other words, no mat-
ter where you stood, Jackson wasn’t
that far from you. That was the uni-
versality of his appeal. So now he
becomes a hero of the black race?
People in black churches are swinging
and dancing in the aisles, doing cuts

from “Thriller?”

I don't get it. Even less do 1 get the
African-Amcricans who blamed his
troubles, and they were many — on
the Vast White Conspiracy. One man-
on-the-street, a house painter, told the
New York Times: “The system likes to
take black men down. They did it to
Ali. They did it 10 Tyson.”

Whoa. Wait a minute there
Icaving aside the question of whether
it was the system or Mike Tyson who
wok Tyson down, we're forgetting
something here. There is considerable
evidence that Michael Jackson was a
pedophile as well as a drug addict. Do
we know that for sure? No, but we’re
about 80 percent sure, sure enough so
that we wouldn't let him baby-sit our
kids. Sure c¢nough so that we might
want 1o hesitate before putting him up
on a pedestal.

I remember being similarly struck
by the white-black reaction to the O.J.
Simpson murder trial. To almost all
white people, O.J. -was" guilty of
killing his ex-wife and her compan-
ion.

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Softhall pitching distance to increase to 43 feet in 2010-11

INDIANAPOLIS -
Effective with the 2010-11
school year, the pitching dis-
tance for high school varsity
softball pitchers will increase
from 40 feet to 43 feet.

The new pitching distance
was one of four rules revisions
made by the National
Federation of State High
School Associations (NFHS)
Softball Rules Committee at
its annual meeting June 8-10
in Indianapolis. The rules
changes subsequently were
approved by the NFHS Board
of Directors.

Allhough the new pitching

tance is mandatory begin-
ning with the 2010-11 school
year,, NFHS-member state
high school associations may
adopt the 43-feet distance in
2009-10, if desired.

After at least 10 ycars of
debate by committee mem-
bers, the NFHS has extended
the fast-pitch pitching distance
to 43 feet. The change to Rule
1-1-2b was made after two
member state associations
experimented with 43 feet -
Florida for four years and
Oregon for one year. Coaches
surveyed within these states
were overwhelmingly support-

ive of the change.

Creating a better balance
between the offense and the
defense was the major ratio-
nale for the rule cha
Experimentation results from
both siates indicated more bat-
ted-bralls were hit into play.

“Our main thrust is gcttin
the defense more involved,
said Mary Struckhoff, NFHS
assistant director and liaison to
the Softball Rules Committee.
“When more balls are hit into
play, the defense is more
involved in the 'game. thus
enhancing skill development.”

The second revision (Rule
1-5) concerned bat specifica-

tions. The majority of the text
is simply reorganized from the
current rules book.

“This is primarily an cdito-
rldl change.” Struckhoff said

“We  just want to be more
detailed in our specifications
in order to give manufacturers
coaches, players and umpires
guidance on what is and is not
permissible.”

Another rule revision
next season affects  hair
devices. An exception was
added to Rule 3-2-12, permit-
ting “hard, unadorned devices.
such as bobby pins, bari
and hair clips, no lo
inches, to be worn o control

for

hair.” The rule was
to allow players more

player's
changed
options.

“The exception  allows
players a practucal way of
dealing  with  their hair,”
Struckhoff said. “The commit-
tee didnt see that hair devices
would be a nuisance or would
pose undue risk o players.”
The change also maintains
consistency with NFHS vol-
leyball rules regarding” the
same issue.

The final rules change con-
cerns how a winn i
determined. The ¢
altered Rule 9-6-6,

pitched for a starting pitcher to
be credited with 4 win to “half
of the total number of innings
played in the game.” The new
language gives the starting
pitcher the ability o carn a win
c¢ven if she leaves the pitching
position for another defensive
posittion and returns as pitcher
later in the game. It also allows
greater clarity in determining
the winning pitcher when a
game is terminated due to the
ruv\ -rule.

You mentioned a solution to
prevent swimmer's car.

I can't give you a prediction
about the length of life. Of
course, your life span is bound
to be affected, but how greatly,
no one can tell with certainty.

National Geographic Channel sheds light on one of
the darkest and least-known chapters of Nazi terror

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Stripped
naked, lined up at the edge of a ditch
and gunned down. Village by village,
family by family, bullet by bullet.
Before the gas chambers and ovens of
the notorious death camps, this was the
barbaric protocol used by the Nazis to
murder an estimated 1.5 million Jewish
men, women and children at hundreds
of Eastern European sites during World
‘War I1. Many of these mass graves still
remain unknown, but through careful
investigation many are just now yield-
ing their all too terrible secrets.

“It’s hard to look at these things, and
that's why we must look at these
things. They unleash within us a feef-
ing of shame — shame not because we
were the perpetrators but shame
because we're a member of the same
species,” says Professor Michael
Berenbaum of American Jewish'
University.

On Sunday, August 2, at 10 p.m., the
National Geographic Channel journeys
back to Nazi Europe to tell the story of
Hitler’s Hidden Holocaust — the
killing frenzy of Hitler’s extermination
brigades, known as the Einsatzgruppen
or “action groups.” Woven together
with harrowing testimonials from sur-
vivors, witnesses and experts, this one-
hour special presents in chilling detail
— with photographic evidence and rare
video footage - how Nazi soldiers
planned, documented and committed
these horrific crimes. It was the same
routine: Go into a town,
Jewish families, take them to a ditch
and shoot them, often in front of curi-
ous spectators.

The Einsatzgruppen were mobile
units of Hider's Third Reich, tasked
with carrying out these mass murders
throughout German-occupied Eastern
Europe, beginning prior to the imple-
mentation of the more efficient, indus-
trialized death camps. When the war
ended. many of these graves of bodics
piled high were never discovered, often
because they were located in what was
then the Soviet Union.”” The
Einsatzgruppen consisted of German
personnel who would recruit local
police and townspeople to assist with
identifying the Jews and marching
them to be Kille first. “The
fiendish thinking behind this strategy
was that if they killed the women and
children first, the men, would be more
likely to fight because they'd have
nothing left to lose,” says Peter Black,
senior historian at the U.S. Holocaust
Memorial Museum.

Hitler’s Hidden Holocaust brings
this gruesome chapter to light by trav-
eling back to some of the known killing
sites across Eastern Europe — commu-
nities where the faces and stories of the
victims miraculously survived through
photos and film.

We revisit Eishyshok, Lithuania, in
late summer 1941 1o take viewers step-
by-step through the horror of the two-
day slaying of 3.446 members of the
Jewish community that had lived there
for some 700 years. The dramatic “then
and now™ images of the sleepy town
become a window into a haunting past,
as we hear chilling testimonials trom
some of the few remaining survivors.
Zvi Michaeli vividly recounts being
shot at as a young boy, and falling into
the mass grave with his father and
brother, who did not survive. In an ago-
nizing interview, he says, “My father's
arm around me with’ his hands on my
ncck. And machine guns started ... I fall
down. I feel, | remember. He pushed
me down ... I didn't sce him falling
down on me. But he was the closest
down on me holding and blood
spilling. Scconds, it stops. Quiet.”

As the killings were all too often
well atended by the general public,
many souvenir photographs were taken
by spectators and German soldiers —
some of whom would proudly send
them home to loved ones. In a home
video of a mass shooting, taken by an
off-duty officer in Latvia during the
summer of 1941, we witness all of the
actors in this grotesque drama — the
terrified victims as they’'re marched to
their death; the shooters in uniform,
some of whom arc smoking almost in
boredom; and the crowds of curious
bystanders, including women, children
and one pet dog. And these were not
the murders of strangers — “they’'re
witnessing their neighbors, their teach-
ers, their phan , their phys
... people with whom they’ve grown
up, whom they looked up to perhaps,
[all being killed]” says Dr. David
Marwell, director of the Museum of
Jewish Heritage.
