The 9/11 commission originally proposed the Real ID because

18 of the 19 Sept. 11 hijackers had obtained state driver’s licens-

es-and used them to board planes on the day of the horrendous

attacks. But since Real ID was enacted, states have been in open

rebellion because of the costs of implementing the program. The

National Governors Association has estimated the costs imposed

on states to be as high as $11 billion. So far, 13 states have

passed laws refusing to implement Real ID, and others are con-

sidering doing so. In California, Sen. Gilbert Cedillo, D-Los

Angeles, has introduced legislation to bring state law into com-

pliance with Real ID.

The problem, as many others and we see it, is the procedures
for obtaining a Real ID. Under the original law, every applicant
for a driver’s license would have to present to his or her state

department of motor vehicles a verifiable birth certificate, a veri-

fiable Social: Security number, proof of address and proof of

immigration’ status. This and other information would have to be

digitized and entered into a database accessible to other states’

motor vehicles departments.
Here are some of the major problems:
First, verifying all these documents would be extremely time

consuming (meaning costly to state taxpayers) for state DMV

workers. Also, many Americans do not have verifiable birth cer-

tificates issued in the United States.

Second, state motor vehicle department data is fairly widely

accessible, though some states, such as California, have enacted

laws to limit access to these data. However, privacy rights

national ID card, but it would be far less costly for states to

implement because data such as birth certificates and home

addresses would not have to be verified. Nor would states have

to. construct databases searchable nationwide.

Experience tells us Real ID in its original form never will be

implemented. The revised proposal has its own flaws, but at least

it provides a way to move forward. Congress should debate and

approve an amended ID law.

A second popular opinion is the

entire issue of charitable gaming rev-

enues and the dependence upon these

by deserving local charities. This

argument continues despite much evi-

dence to the contrary. Surveys in com-

munities that have gone smoke-free

indicate no reduction in such revenues

after the implementation of the ordi-

jiancé: This includes sites in Kentucky
and in Delaware. These independently

commissioned surveys measure what

actually occurred, not just the

fears of those who were opposed to

the ordinance, and the surveys were

based upon real numbers obtained in a

reasonable time before and after the

ordinance went into effect. The sur-

veysdo take into account underlying
economic conditions and are pub-

lished in respected scientific journals.
I seriously doubt that those who enjoy
bingo will stop playing for the incon-

venience imposed by an ordinance

that would simply require a short

“break” from the game.
In summary, arguments one and

two are presented by those who would

use “smoke and mirrors” to confuse

the issue and to open large gaps or

“loophol: in the implementation
and enforcement of the law. The key
word in these efforts is exemption. A

weakened ordinance can appear to

take small steps toward the goal but

leave the issue completely unresolved.

A good ordinance will be strong in its

statement that the issue is not a busi-

ness issue, not a political issue but is a

public health issue that allows no

exceptions or exemptions beyond
those guaranteed within private resi-

dene cilities as named in the

original (first reading) ordinance.

Anything beyond this sends the mes-

sage that second-hand smoke is not an

issue.

Theretore let&#3 look at the facts

about secondhand smoke and deter-

mine who should be protected.
Secondhand smoke is a toxic air con-

taminant. Secondhand smoke is the

third leading cause of preventable
death in the United States. There is

N risk-free level of secondhand

smoke, Many Prestonsburg residents

do not smoke, but at least 70 percent

are regularly exposed to secondhand

smoke in workplaces and public
places. Opponents of the smoke-free

ordinance advocate that citizens have

a choice to whether to enter a

“smoke-free” establishment and that

the proprietor of that establishment

should have the choice whether to

permit smoking. With the documented

knowledge about secondhand smoke,

these arguments won&#39;t “hold water.”

Government must insure that the pub-
lic can base its business choice upon

quality of business product and quali-
ty of business service absent any issue

Of whether to walk through second-

hand smoke in the process. Any limits

of choice should fall upon the few, not

the many.

This could

include nationality, passport
number, bank account and PIN

numbers, spouse’s name and

mother’s maiden name, or other

personal or financial information

or security measures for finan-

cial accounts. The scammers

may use the genuine form num-

ber and name or may make up a

new form number, such as W-

4100B2.

‘They. either e-mail or fax the

form or letter. If only a letter, the

letter itself contains the request
for the personal and financial

information. The letter, which

claims to come from the IRS,

states that the recipient will face

additional taxes unless he or she

quickly faxes the required infor-

mation to the number provided
by the scammer.

In reality, taxpayers file the

genuine Form W-8BEN with

their financial institutions, not

with the [RS. Additionally, the

genuine W-8BEN does not

request the taxpayer’s passport
number, bank account number,

security or similar information.

It instructs

the recipient to click on a link

contained in the e-mail to access

and complete a form for the tax

refund. The form requires the

entry of personal and financial

information. The refund scam is

the most common one seen by
the IRS. Several recent varia-

tions on this scam have claimed

to come from the Exempt
Organizations area of the IRS.

Some others have included the

name and purported signature of

a genuine or a made-up IRS

executive.

Taxpayers do not have to

complete a special form to

obtain a refund. Taxpayer
refunds are based on the tax

return they submit to the IRS.

How to Spot a Scam

Many e-mail scams are fairly
sophisticated and hard to detect.

However, there are signs to
