Guest View
The passing
of a political giant

We rarely step outside of local and state issucs ... but we
feel the passing of Sen. Ted Kennedy is one of those events
worthy of comment.

Scarcely anyone reading this needs to be reminded of the
Kennedy legacy - John F. Kennedy’s service as representa-
tive, senator and president and his assassination; Robert
Kennedy’s service as attorney general and senator and his
later assassination while running for president; and of
course, Ted Kennedy’s 47 years in the senateé.

Ted Kennedy was not without his faults. His life was, at
times, riddled with scandal that would have derailed any
sort of political life for someone other than a Kennedy. In
his youth and middle age years, he often acted as the enti-
tled rich kid who could do whatever he felt, without conse-
quence.

Some of those actions - particularly the 1969 car accident
in which his passenger, Mary Jo Kopechne, was killed - did
ultimately derail any hopes he had of claiming the White
House.

Kennedy eventually settled down and his personal life
stopped becoming fodder for tabloid headlines. Once that
happened, people began seeing that Kennedy was, in fact, a
dedicated senator who was as knowledgeable about issues,
and as hard working. as anyone in Congress.

Kennedy was unabashedly liberal. He made no pretense
to hide that. His politics weren’t for all, and quite frankly
we believe he leaned a little too far to the left on a number
of issues.

What can’t be questioned about Sen. Kennedy, however,
was his commitment to public service. While his famous
brothers always targeted the White House in whatever they
did, Ted Kennedy found his calling in the senate, a place he
could work for those who elected him, to fulfill what he
grew to see as his obligation to society.

Known as a tircless worker, Kennedy often championed
causes for those who were least able 1o do so tor them-
selves - the poor, children, gay rights and women'’s causes,
civil rights, and, most recently, the drive to provide afford-
able health care to all Americans even as his own health
was failing.

Whether you agree or disagree with his politics, one
thing can’t be denied - Ted Kennedy felt that elected office
was an opportunity to engage in true public service, and he
pursued that with all that was in him.

We hope all those in local, state, or national elected
office, and those seeking such posts, whatever party affilia-
tion they may have, will emulate Sen. Kennedy’s example
in this regard.

House week
in review

We know from the state Budget
Office report released late last month
that state officials are predicting stag-
nant revenue growth throughout the
rest of this year and the first three
months of next year. But have recent
state revenue losses impacted those
predictions?

More than likely.

Kentucky is seeing growth from a
few revenue streams, but our econo-
my is not making the major recovery
some economists are seeing at the
national level. One reason, as I
explained last week, is weak growth

in employment and personal income -

that Kentucky officials expect to con-
tinue well into the current fiscal year.
Revenues from sales and use tax
receipts, individual income ax, prop-
erty tax and other income streams that
are directly tied 1o employment and
personal were down—some way, low
down—in the fourth quarter of the last
fiscal year and will have to show some
major_improvement before state offi-
crals are liable to change their predic-
nons

A closer look at tumbling state rev-
cnues from the fourth quarter of Y
2009 shows the most significant loss-
es occurred in the arcas of sales and
use tax, individual income tax and
corporate income  taxation - histori-
cally the state’s largest revenue
sources. If revenue is closely tied to
cmployment, it probably comes as lit-
tle surprise that the b st drop in

revenue among these three revenue
streams was in the area of individual
income tax receipts.

Individual income tax revenue
took a massive loss between the
fourth quarter of FY 2008 and the
fourth quarter of FY 2009 with a
$197.6 million—or 17 percent— drop
in receipts. The state Budget Office
report stated that all components of
the tax, including declarations, net
return, withholding and fiduciary,

>sted declines in the last quarter of
FY ‘09 compared (o a year ago.

The second worst drop in revenue
seen in the fourth quarter was a $47.9
million loss in corporate income
taxes, reflecting a 38.3 percent
decrease for the quarter. Final revenue
figures show that the state received
only $77.1 million in corporate
income tax in the fourth quarter of
2009—much less than the $125 mil-
lion collected in the fourth quarter of
FY 2008. State officials said the
reductions were caused by “expecta-
tions that corporate profits would
remain weak.”

The third biggest loss in revenuce
during the fourth quarter of FY 2009
was in sales and usc tax revenucs,
which fell three percent for a total loss
of $21.3 million as unemployment
srew and wages stagnated. A lack of
disposable income caused consumer
spending 1o drop off. harming this
important  statc  revenue  stream
[.osses in the sales and use tax arca
were offset somewhat by a new sales
tax on package alcohol sales, which
the state Budget Report said brought
“a small infusion of receipts”™. That
new revenue stream was created dur-
ing the 2009 General Assembly last

So have losses from
other revenue streams. Property
1axes—another indicator of economic
growth—w down in the fourth
quarter of FY 2009 by 4.5 percent,
along with state Road Fund reccipts
(down 2.1 percent from a year before)
which were affected by a yearlong
decline in motor vehiclé usage taxes
Usage tax receipts were down 16.5
percent from a year earlier due to lag-
eing motor vehicle sales, according to
the report.

Not every source of revenue took a
noscdive, however. The fourth quarter
of FY 2009 saw increases of 11.1 per-
cent in the LLET (Limited Liability
Lntity Tax on business) thanks to
enhanced collections by the state.
Other growth arcas were in coal sev-
crance taxation—up 12.7 percent due
to strong coal prices—along with a
101.7 percent increase in the state cig-
arette tax for fourth quarter 2009
receipts of $82.8 million. The increase
in the cigarette tax doubled the tax
rate on cigarettes from 30 cents to 60
cents a pack.

An important thing 1o remember
about the recession and the changes it
has wrought is that hard times will not
last forever. A financial “checklist™ 1
read some months back from the
investment advising firm  Edward
Jones said itbest: “Be patient,” it read
“No one can predict when a bear mar-
ket will end. but history has shown
that turnarounds can happen quickly
and uncxpectedly. So be patient.™

Next week, we will wrap up our
look of the state Budget Office report
by reviewing the report’s detailed out-
look for the state’s immediate cco-
nomic future. For now, ¢njoy the rest
of summer and the start of what [ hope
is a great school year.

heart, said T have tachycardia,

and told me to lay off the caf-
feinct hat is tachycardia, and how
concerned should I be about it?
Should 1 do more besides avoiding
caffeine? Does this mean I have heart
problems? I am a 25-year-old gradu-
atc student.

The normal adult heart rate is

between 60 and 100 beats per

minute (bpm). Tachycardia is
distinguished by an adult heart rate of

100 or more beats per minute.
(Children have a faster heart rate than
adults, so we’ll just talk about adults
today.)

It is not unusual for most adults to
experience a rapid heart rate every
now and then. This can result from
stress, exercise, caffeine, or anxiety.
In fact, some people’s heart rate
increases each time they go to the
doctor. This is referred to as white
coat tachycardia, and it is caused by
anxicty. Such temporary hikes” in

Not all tachycardia is dangerous

heart rate are normal responses to
caffeine, aerobic activity, and stress-
ful situations.

You should become concerned if
tachycardia occurs while you are
calm and at rest. Most tachycardia
falls into the category of “sinus
tachycardia,” which refers to a heart
beat that is fast but fairly normal —
typically under 140 bpm.

With sinus tachycardia, the best
thing to do is decrease your caffeine
intake, quit smoking if you smoke,
manage your stress level and contin-
ue to monitor your heart rate. You
should also avoid eating too much in
one sitting, as large meals may con-
tribute to sinus tachycardia. Some
resecarch suggests that maintaining a
steady schedule in terms of eating,
sleeping and exercising can also help
to bring down your heart rate:

There are two types of tachycardia
that warrant medical attention. One is
called a supraventricular tachycardia

(meaning “over the ventricles,”
which are the two bottom heart
chambers). This increased heart rate
is caused by an abnormality in the top
two heart chambers, the atria.
Usually, it causes a heart rate of
between 140 and 200 bpm. One cause
of supraventricular tachycardia is
atrial flutter, which results from
abnormal impulses from your body’s
natural pacemaker, located in the
sinus node of the heart’s upper cham-

TS.

The other type of dangerous
tachycardia originates in the bottom
chambers of the heart, the ventricles.
The rate of ventricular tachycardia
typically falls between 150 and 200

This form of tachycardia
immediate medical atten-

lying heart condition or even a heart
attack.

- Often people with tachycardia
exhibit no symptoms. When symp-

toms do occur, they can include a
thumping feeling in the chest, short-
ness of breath, dizziness, fainting,
and anxiety.

The diagnosis of tachycardia is
pretty straightforward. Your doctor
will take a medical history and per-
form a physical exam including an
electrocardiogram(EKG). This deter-
mines whether you have a form of
sinus tachycardia, supraventricular
tachycardia, or ventricular tachycar-
dia. Initial treatment is determined by
the EKG findings.

Asthma can appear at any age

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: 1
am 47, and my doctor tells me
1 have asthma. Is that possible?
1 thought it was a children's
di One of the ici
the doctor put me on is a corti-
sone-type inhaler. This has me
scared silly. I don't want to
stay on a cortisone medicine
for life. I have heard it does
too many bad things. What do
you have to say about this? —
M.L.

ANSWER: Asthma can
make an appearance at any
age. The incidence of it peaks
between the ages of 4 and 10,
and again in the 40s. It's not
only a childhood illness.

During an asthma autack,
the airways (bronchi) narrow
because the muscles wrapped
around them go into spasm.
That makes it hard for air to
get into and out of the lungs.
Added to the airway constric-
tion is an outpouring of thick
mucus  within the airways,
another obstruction to the flow
of air through these passages.

For an acute asthma attack,
medicines that relax the mus-
cles wrapped around the air-
ways are used, most often
delivered via an inhaler. The
onset of action of these medi-
cines is quick, but their dura-
tion is only about four to six
hours. So it is also important 1o
administer to asthmatics medi-
cines that last longer.

Inhaled cortisone medi-
cines are such drugs, and
they're essential for asthma
control. They soothe irritated

airways and prevent the con-
traction of airway muscles.
They also prevent the produc-
tion of thick mucus. It can take
up to four weeks before the
effect of these medicines is
appreciated.

Inhaled cortisone doesn't
cause the serious side effects
that prolonged use of oral and
injectable cortisone can. Your
health isn't going to be in dan-
ger from its use. Your health is
going to improve with its use.
You might not have to use it
for life.

RAY: And, obviously, you
should check the fuses not
only for blown fuses, but also
for bad connections. These
fuse boxes sometimes get
rusty (especially if, like my
brother, you leave the top
down when it rains), and rust
(or jostling from the tow)
could be preventing a couple
of fuses from making clean
connections.

I'OM: If the problem is not
in the fuse box, the next logi-
cal culprit would be the igni-
tion switch. We checked the
Spider’s wiring diagram in our
Mitchell Vintage Car database,
and this vehicle has no fusible
links. It’s a pretty basic electri-
cal setup — still pretty much
the way ‘was originally
designed.

RAY: So our guess would
be that your ignition switch
failing. What happened to it?
Well, on a car that's 30-plus
years old, ANYTHING can
break.

TOM: And if you’re towing
it for hours, and it’s bouncing
along the highway, it’s not out-
side the realm of possibility
that some swff got shaken up.
