Kentucky works hard to take care

of its farmers

Consider this: Kentucky farmers,

especially those who need financial

help developing or expanding their

farming operations. have received

millions of state tobacco settlement

dollars through low-interest loans

over the past six years.

Funding to initiate the loan pro-

grams came from 2003 state

Agricultural Development Fund

(ADF) dollars administered by the

Kentucky Agricultural Finance

Corporation. Governor’s Office of

Agricultural Policy Executive

Director Roger Thomas told the leg-
islative Tobacco Settlement

Agreement Fund Oversight
Committee recently that KAFC fund-

ing for the low-interest loans has

grown from $20 million to around $36

million over the past few years.

Thomas said the state hopes the

fund, available to the KAFC, will

“last beyond the ADF and will be

available for Kentucky agriculture as

we move forward into the future.””

KAFC Financial Services Director

Bill McCloskey told lawmakers that

nearly 300 loans costing $35.8 million

have been approved through KAFC to

date. The loans are provided through

fivej programs, including the

Beginning Farmer Loan Program
which helps farmers establish, expand

or buy into farm operations.
OAP Senior Policy Analyst Tim

Hughes said the program has made 55

loans totaling $5.4 million to date for

such operations as grain farming, pig
farming and marketing trees.

According to McCloskey, a KAFC

priority is helping farmers expand
their farming operations and in some

cases, intergenerational transfer from

one family to the next generation,
through its loan programs.

The other four loan programs
offered through KAFC include the

Agricultural Infrastructure program,
Coordinated Value Added Assistance

program, Agricultural Processing pro-

gram and Large Animal Veterinary

program. The state has approved 22

projects totaling around $14 million

through the infrastructure loan pro-

gram, which the GOAP says pays for

capital improvements on the farm.

One project funded through the

program was construction of what

Hughes called a “mouse house”.

facility that allowed a farmer to raise

rodents for sale to pet stores as exotic

pet feed.

“It just shows the diversity of what

we can do with these types of pro-

grams,” Hughes told the committee.

Approximately $1.4 million has

been spent on the Coordinated Value

Added Assistance program, the

GOAP s:

while $12.2 million has

been committed for seven projects
through the Agricultural Processing

program.

Always close any gate
behind you. Cross fences at the

post, not in the middle

between posts. A landowner

that spent several thousand

dollars in new fencing will be

hot if they happen upon a sec-

tion broken down by a hunter

crossing it. The best plan is to

go through a gate if one is

available, even if you have to

walk a ways to use it.

“Don’t drive across crop
fields or through mudholes,”

Brunjes said. “This is one of

the things that can make a

landowner really mad, espe-

cially driving across crop

fields. Think about how you

would want a visitor to treat

your land and act according-
ly.”

Retrieving a deer from

neighboring property can

cause tremendous _ friction

between the landowner and his

or her neighbor. “Don’t set up

your tree stand or hunt near the

property line,” said David

Yancy, deer biologist for

Kentucky. Fish and Wildlife.

“You must have permission
from the property Owner to go

onto their land to retrieve a

deer or you are trespassing.”
Disposing of the internal

organs left over from field

dressing a deer can be prob-
lematic. “Be discreet about

where you dispose of it,”

Yancy said. “Place it behind a

tree or a log and away from

any trails or roads. They disap-

pear quickly. Raccoons and

other wildlife eat them up.”

Don’t

hunt near these structures.

Use a climbing or ladder

stand for your hunting. Refrain

from using devices that require
drilling into a tree. Don’t nail

steps to a tree to get up in a

stand. Drilling or gouging

trees causes stress and gives an

entry port for parasites and

diseases to attack the tree.

Also, pay close attention to

the location of cattle, horses or

other livestock on the land.

Always identify the target and

look for what is behind it

before you pull the trigger.
Keep these things in mind

this modern gun deer season

and you will help keep private
land open for all deer hunters.

A pot in search

of a recipe

AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH SERVICE

Got any good bean recipes you&#
care to share?

If you&#3 a regular reader of this

column, you know I&#3 a fiend for

cooking--and I&#3 also hopeless
addicted to &quot;kitchen stuff.&quot

I&#39 got every kitchen pan, dish and

gadget known to mankind (and yes, I

really use them); someday an as-yet-
unborn archeologist is going to have a

blast trying to figure out what all those

weird items are that they unearth from

the Adig@ where my kitchen now

stands. My husband jokes that if I buy

any more kitchen wares, we&#39 have to

build an addition just to house them

all!

One of my latest acquisitions is this

gorgeous two-tone-brown ceramic pot
for baking beans. It&# enormous --

about the size of a basketball -- and

will probably outlast me. It&#39; just beg-

ging for some homey baked-bean

recipes ... something mouth-watering
that can simmer and bubble in the

oven all afternoon

Truth be told, I do love beans--all

kinds of beans. And there are plenty of

reasons to eat them. For one thing,
according to the results of studies by
Agricultural Research Service (ARS)
scientists in North Dakota, eating as

little as one-half cup of cooked dry
beans every day can help lower your

cholesterol!
You&#39;ve probably heard long ago

that beans are a heart-healthy food

choice. Here&#39; why: Experts consider

a “lipid profile,” Which is a complete
cholesterol count based on blood tests.

to be a valid indicator of risk for car-

diovascular disease. Because cardio-

vascular disease is a lifestyle-related
disease, anything you can do to

improve your cholesterol score:

such as changes i your phys
activity levels or your diet -- is consid-

ered beneficial to your health.

In the ARS study in North Dakota,

the researchers tested 80 volunteers

ranging in age from 18 to 55 years.

Half of those folks were healthy, but

the other half had at least two symp-

toms that lead to what&#39; called “meta-

bolic syndrome,&qu a combination of

conditions that signal a risk for cardio-

vascular disease.

Those with &quot;“pre- syn-

drome&quot; had abdominal obesity and

either high triglyceride levels. low

HDL (&quot;good& cholesterol, high blood

sugar or high blood pressure
For 12 weeks, half the group was

randomly selected to eat one-half cup

of cooked dry pinto beans daily along
with their regular diet. The others ate

a serving of chicken soup instead of

the beans.

The results? Compared to mea-

sures taken at the start of the L2-week

test phase. all the volunteers who ate

the pinto beans saw their cholesterol

levels go down.

You might think beans are a pretty

uncomplicated food -- but you&#3 be

wrong. For all their good qualities, I&#

bet you didn&#39 know that they also

come equipped with certain com-

pounds that prevent our bodies from

absorbing all the iron that&#39; available

in our faverite reds, whites and pintos.
ARS scientists in Ith: Ie ROR:

been digging out the details about nat-

ural compounds in foods that increase

or -- even worse -- decrease absorp-
tion of iron from those foods. To

achieve this, earlier this year the sci-

entists began tests with poultry as a

followup to experiments with human

digestive system cells cultured in petri

dishes.

Some of this new work builds on

an earlier ARS study in which the sci-

entists pinpointed a natural compound
called kaempferol as a possible key

culprit in decreasing our bodies’ abili-

ty to absorb iron from red and pinto
beans.

It turns out that kaempferol
belongs to a class of natural sub-

stances known as_ polyphenols.
Scientists have known for decades

that polyphenols were involved in hin-

dering absorption of iron from beans,

Cookie program spreads

The plan is simple. When you are

baking cookies for your family,
friends and co-workers, bake a few

more and send them to the troops

along with cards and letters.

How to ship cookies

Thin, crispy cookies will break

apart in transit including sugar cook-

ies, thin cookies, and soft and

crumbly cookies. Larger size cook-

ies, and bar cookies including
brownies and blondies work well.

Many drop cookies and refrigerator
cookies are good options as well

since they’re smaller and denser.

For extra protection and to make

sure the cookies are fresh when they

get to the recipient, wrap each one in

plastic wrap. For some types of

cookies, it may be better to wrap two

together.

holiday cheer to soldiers
Make sure the cookies are com-

pletely cooled before wrapping them

and boxing them, and make sure

there are no large spaces in between

the cookies. Pack them tightly and

use popcorn to fill the space

between them. You don’t want the

cookies moving around inside their

container.
For maximum freshnes: bake

them as close to your shipping time

as possible.
Place the wrapped cookies into

an airtight container. This can also

be a gift for the recipient. Use a

Tupperware or other plastic contain-

er or holiday tin.

Make sure to cushion the sides of

the container with packing peanuts,
bunched up newspaper, tissue paper

or other lightweight filler.

Write “Perishable” or ‘Fragile’ in

big, clear letters on each side of the

package.
