PRESTONSBURG — A resolution
relating to elections and county
employees passed by the Floyd County
Fiscal Court 22 years ago was imple-
mented by that same body Friday.

The resolution, which requires
county employees challenging an
incumbent county official to step down
from their jobs for the duration of the
campaign, was enforced Friday.

The resolution. which dates back to
1988, was brought to the court’s atten-
tion by District 3 Magistrate Donny

Daniels and now finds one of his oppo-
nents. county employee Warren Jarrell,
without 2 job until May 19.

“I'saw it in the resolution on the per-
sonnel code and felt like it'd been in
place for 22 years and 1 wanted to be
fair to the people who hadn’t thought
about running during those 22 years,

the people who didn’t run for office
because of it.” Daniels said. “It might -
not be the most popular thing, but it
was the right thing.”

The court passed a motion made by
Daniels to uphold the resolution, with

| The plant would be con-
nected to the grid through a
substation owned by American
Electric Power Co. The elec
tricity would be sold on the
‘open, wholesale market.

Applicants to the Siting Board
are not required to meet the
“criteria set by the PSC for new
facilities built by regulated
utilities, and thus do not need
to prove that the proposed
facility is necessary to meet
demand for electricity.

The Siting Board considers
issues such as nois
impact, traffic, economic
impacts and effects of the pro-
posed facility on Kentucky's
electric grid

Environmental matters
such as air emissions, water
quality and solid waste are the
subject of separate pru(rn_d
ings before the Kentuc
Department of E nv.mnmmm
Protection.

By law, the

Siting Board
has 120 days after an applica-
tion is deemed complete to
decide whether to approve that
application. The law and asso-
ciated regulations set certain
requirements and deadlines for
public participation in the
review process

Persons or

entities with a
specific

interest in thé
i >ply to the Siting Board
to become parties to the case
(intervenors). Intervenors are
full participants in the

case,

with the right to request infor-
mation from the applicant or
other parties to the case and to
cross-examine witresses in the
evidentiary hearing.

Intervenors are not required
to reside in the county in
which the facility is proposed,
but must present a specific rea-
son for seeking intervention
that . is  witl the Siting
Board’s jurisdiction. Requests
for intervenor status, citing the
case number and the reason for
intervention, must be made in
writing to the Siting Board at
the above address within 30
days of the filing of a complete
application

A formal evidentiary hear-
ing may be held at the request
of parties to the case or on the
motion of the Siting Board.
Participation in the hearing is
limited to the applicants and to
parties to the cd#se. Testimony
is taken under oath. Requests
for a formal hearing must be

sary with a marketing campaign aimed at building support for a
second phase.

It is indisputable that the cconomy is growing again GDP
is pushing up at a blistering quarterly rate of 5.7 percent, a result
that has to be credited in some part to stimulus spending. What's
in play is whether this is a durable expansion or a temporary
surge attributable to inventory replacement and other unsustain-
able factors.

Investors clearly have not made up their minds’ They
putting their money toward investments that would crez
and boost growth. Considerable uncertainty remains
economic direction of the country, as we
the taxman.
confidence.

We also know for sure that the stimulus hasn’t fulfilled its
stated purposes. When passed, the nation was assured the mas
sive spending would hold unemployment under 8 percent and
“save or create” 3.5 million jobs. The jobless, rate eventually
topped 10 percent, and has only recently dropped slightly below
that mark. The White House’s claim of more than 2 million new
jobs attributable to the stimulus package has been discredited by
investigative reporting from the Associated Press and newspa-
pers across the country.

Most of the jobs saved were in the public sector. That's
because much-of the first-phase spending — $147 billion ——
went to states to fill their budget holes or shore up safety net
programs such as unemployment insurancé and Medicaid. In
many cases, Michigan being the prime example. the money
allowed states to delay necessary spending reforms for another
year.

The stimulus package also didn’t deliver on its promise to
build a healthier economic infrastructure for the nation. Just $31
billion was spent on infrastructure projects, with most of that
going to road and bridge projects and not to the soért of visionary
investments in things such as broadband networks and high-tech
manufacturing that might support future job growth.

° What we may never know is whether a different approach
would have worked better. Would deeper and broader tax reliefl
have triggered a recovery-inducing consumer spending spree, the
way the Cash for Clunkers program revived the auto industry
last fall?

That’s a question that ought to be thoroughly explored before
spending an additional $300 billion of the package

And if we are entering a sustainable recovery, it may be that
not spending the next $300 billion would have the most positive
impact on the economy, considering the jitters at home and
abroad over the America’s commitment to destructive deficits for
the long-term.

Instead of cheerleading for a program that has delivered such
_uncertain results, the administration should give itself the benefit
of an honest assessment of what the stimulus really accom-

. plished, and whether a new direction might produce a better
réturn.

Playing for

keeps with
 creepy-crawli ies

AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH SERVICE

One of the most charming descrip-
ftions I ever heard of why a scientist
wanted to work for the Agricultural
Research Service (ARS) came from a
soil-and-water expert out in Arizona,
\who explained, *“This is the only job
[\Where I can get paid to play with mud-
Kiesi”
' Maybe something similar explains
ithe scientists at the ARS Nematology
Laboratory in Beltsville, Md.: These
folks still like to play with worms.

And it's a good thing for all of us
that they do. The Nematology
Laboratory has one of the world's
largest and most treasured repositories
of roundworms, some 43,000 micro-
scope slides and specimens,
known as the Nematode
Collection.

The collection is more than just
enormous and impressive: it's also
biseful in many ways. For starters, it
helps regulatory agencies such as the
U S. Department of Agriculture’s
v\mmal and Plant Health Inspection
Service (APHIS)—the folks charged
‘with stopping unknown bugs and other
critters from crossing our borders—
know just what they’re dealing with.

In 2008 alone, a microbiologist

th the Nematology Laboratory_ iden-

fied nearly 700 samples sent to him
for identification, including ncarly 300
sent in by APHIS personnel at ports of
lentry or from domestic surveys.

The collection also helps us fight
“the pests that harm our crops-—the
ones that threaten to literally take the
food right out of our mouths. For
example, one ARS scientist in the lab
has idcnliﬁcd certain molecules called

i * that nematodes use to signal
each odn:r The idea is that the scien-
tists cdn use-this new information to
create eco-friendly means of control-
ling a nematode species called
Heterodera glycines, which costs U.S
soybean farmers some $1 billion annu-
ally in losses.

Not all nematodes like to munch on
plants. For some, the favorite treat is
microbes or insects. And there’s also a

“live, collection of bacterial-feeding
nermatodes, many of which can live
inside insects.’ If that doesn’t sound
particularly appealing to you, consider

s: In the past decade, the ARS scien-
usls have identified seven different
Species from the invasive Formosan
subterranean termite as well as nema-
