Academy exhibition in
Frankfort in which several leg-

their support for the mine

training program, but for the
coal industry in general.

Now in its fifth year, the

Kentucky Coal Academy is a

state-funded mine training
program operated through the

Kentucky Community’ and

Technical College System
with the primary goal of

rebuilding the state’s aging
mine industry workforce. Rep
Rocky Adkins, who represents
the 99th legislative district and

also serves as the House

Majority Floor Leader, said

one of his greatest accomplish-
ments during his 24 years as a

state representative was being
a part of the collaborative

effort that created the

Kentucky Coal Academy
“Coal mining is the

lifeblood for so many people
in eastern and western

Kentucky, and- its future
