PRESTONSBURG - Floyd County
officials have agreed to make a finan-
cial move .they hope’ will result in
opening up millions of dollars over the
course of the next several years that .
could be put to use throughout the four
qlisu'ims across the county.

The fiscal court voted this week to
restructure solid waste bonds and
bonds for the Floyd County Detention
Center dating back to 1999 that will
save the county - approximately
$40,000 each year over the next seven
years and shave two full years of bond
payments.

By cashing in CDs to pay down the
principal, David Layne, the county’s

treasurer, said the bond debt will be
retired two yecars carly. In those two
years that would have been paid on,
the county will save $468,720 on what
would have been the payments in 2018

.-and. then $469,800 for the amounts

that would have been handed over the
following year.

Overall, Layne smd the county
would save a total of $1,249,400.

More work to be done to
Sstop prescription abuse

Early in March, I spoke at the Prescription Drug Addiction
and Safety symposium in Hazard. This symposium was the cul-
mination of a series of public forums aimed at finding a compre-
hensive approach to addressing our prescription drug problem in
the Commonwealth. Working with Operation UNITE and the
Office of Drug Control Policy. my staff and I heard numerous
stories about the heartache, fear and destruction of prescription
drug abuse. Undoubtedly, in order to really solve this problem, it
is going to take a collaborative effort between local doctors, law
enforcement officials, communities and other states.

Recently, federal agents raided three South Florida pain clinics
suspected of funneling pills into the prescription pipeline that
leads into Kentucky. These pain clinics have a history of run-ins
with the law-from doctors with suspended medical licenses to
owners with criminal backgrounds. Currently, a loophole
in Florida that allows pain clinics to accept cash only, inst
insurance, to avoid state licensing laws. Florida lawmakers arc
now trying to close this loophole

I'm working th Florida authorities to address our shared
prescription drug abuse problem. While closing the legal loop
holes in Florida is an important step, it is only onc part of a big
ger solution. In October of last year, 1 testified before the
Florida grand jury urging officials to institute a prescription drug
monitoring system like our own here in the Commonwealth. The
strength of Kentucky’s All Schedule Prescription Electronic
Reporting (KASPER) system is significantly compromised when
other states lack the ability to monitor their own prescriptions,
leading to the infiltration of a large amount of drugs from other
states into ours.

‘We need greater cooperation between states. Prescription drue
abuse is not just a Florida problem or a Kentucky problem. It is
a problem that affects the citizens of all states-from the paticnts
and their families to the doctors and nurses who treat them
According to the National Center on Addiction and Substance
Abuse, from 1992 to 2003 more thar 15 million Americans
abused prescription drugs. That’s more than the number of peo-
ple abusing cocaine, hallucinogens and heroin combined. In
addition, 19 percent of all teenagers report abusing prescription
medications to get high. Kentucky's Administrative Office of the
Courts reported that in 2007, the number of prescription drue-
related cases reached a five-year high of 7,136.

Law enforcement is doing its part by arresting prescription
drug abusers: however, this creates a revolving door because
many of those arrested need access to quality treatment facilities
At the same time, our healthcare providers need to take appropri-
ate precautions inside their medical offices. Providers should
improve their process of screening patients in order to establish
clearer parameters about what is and is not acceptable behavior.

Kentucky can become the model for other states in fighting
our prescription drug problem. The ideas and suggestions gencer
ated during the symposium are a great first step, but we must do
more. We need to better educate people, from our classrooms 1o
our courtrooms, to our lawmakers in both Frankfort and
Washington. Our elected representatives need to hear from their
communities about best practices and how their money can best
be utilized in order to get this epidemic under control.

Despite the hard work that lies ahead, I'm confident that by
working together, we can make great strides in solving our sub-
stance abuse issues affecting countless individuals across the
Commonwealth and the nation.

Other cuts proposed by the Senate
include an addiuonal S48 million in
stale contracts, more cuts in Medicaid,
and an additional 2.5 percent cut
across state government. These deep,
draconian cuts would push Kentucky
back decades and place further burden
on our citizens already struggling with
healthcare costs and rising unemploy-
ment.

The Kentucky General Assembly
is bound by the Constitution to craft a
budget for the biecnnium and I am con-
fident that our differences will be

worked out. There will be shared sac
nfic but our “Kentucky Jobs for
Kentucky Families” is the spark that
will jump start the Commonwealth’s
economic recovery and I believe it
must be included in the final budget.

As those ncgotiations continue,
bills are being passed and some are
going into Conference Committees to
work out House and Senate differ-
cences. Some of the bills under discus-
ston include

senate Bill 105, which the
House amended and passed by a vote
of 89-8, is designed to protect
Kentuc rriculture from what 'some
call “anti-agriculture™ animal rights
organizations. - It establishes the
Kentucky Livestock Care Standards
Commission to help create policy for
the proper care of on-farm livestock
and poultry. Senate Bill 105 now
returns 1o the Senate for agreement
with the House changes.

W Senate Bill 41, which was
amended and passed by the House 52-
40, would permit alcohol in state
parks after local option elections were
held. It would also make it easier for
distillers to set up sampling booths at
conventions, liquor stores, restaurants
and confercnces. Senate Bill 41 has
been returned to the Senate for its con-
sideration

M Housc Bill 536, which the House
passed by a vote of 80-16, would
exempt non-commercial billboards on
private property from siate permitting
requirements. House Bill 536 is now
before the Senate for consideration.

B Senate Bill 23 would prohibit
drivers from writing, sending or read-
ing text messages when their vehicle
is in motion. It cleared the Senate on a
27-6 vote and now goes to the House.

B Senate Bill 178, which would
allow preliminary evaluations involv-

SR\ iendrbeme

ing school boards and superintendents
to be closed to the public, cleared a
House Education Committee by a
vote of 16-9. The bill requires that
final evaluations be discussed and
voted on in public.

B A bill has passed the Senate that
would have pretrial officers ask peo-
ple arrested whether they served in
comb: House Bill 377’s goal is to
connect combat veterans with services
to help deal with problems stemming
from post-traumatic stress disorder.
The bill cleared the Senate on a 35-0
vote and now returns to the House.

W House Bill 462, which passed
the House 99-0, would create the
Kentucky 11 Emergency
Communications  Authority  that
would have an executive director of
all 911 communications with expand-
ed duties to include next generation
911. It now goes to the Senate for con-
sideration_

There will be more late nights,
lengthy discussions and probably
heated dialogue as legislators passion-
ate about our agenda work to gain pas-
sage and consensus on bills and agree
upon a budget for Kentucky. When
we leave here next week for the ten
day veto period, I am confident it will
be with a sense of pride and a job well
done under very difficult economic
conditions.

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Restoring dignity
to former felons

State Senator Damon Thayer is
preventing a proposed amendment to
the Kentucky constitution that would
restore voting rights to former felons
from moving forward. Furthermore,
nine of the 12 members of Thayer’s
State and . Local , Government
Committee say that they intend to
support the measure, but Thayer still
refuses to let it be heard. Surely this is
an imporant proposal that merits full
consideration (the proposal passed the
House last month with strong biparti-
san support).

Nearly 129,000 former felons in
Kentucky, who have served their
prison time, probation and parole,’
have not been able to navigate the
existing pardoning process which
requires an individual pardon from the
governor. Tens of thousands more
Kentuckians will be in the same situa-
tion in i years. Convi i
with former felons indicate that most
have not heard about the pardon
process and don’t know how to initi-
ate it. Even officials in the Kentucky
Jjustice system and the state’s county
clerk offices often don’t know how to

help people through the process.

We have to bear in mind that per-
sons recently released from prison are
at a particularly vulnerable point in
their lives. If we want them to re-
engage in sociely in a positive way,
we should provide them with every
possible encouragément to do so, and
work to remove hurdles that stand in
their way.

The current pardon process is
entirely dependent upon the sitting
governor. IU’s less complicated under
Gov. Beshear, but was quite difficult
under Gov. Fletcher. A civil right as
fundamental as the right to vote
should not be subject to the whim or
favor of any one individual.

Thayer alludes to the fact that the
current proposal, as currently written,
does not automatically restore rights
to those who have committed murder
or sexual abuse. He speculates that
this may’ create “two classes” 'of
felons - those” who regain their rights
when they have completed their sen-
tences and those who must still rely
“‘on the favor of the governor.”

This is a point worthy of consider-
adon.

I would prefer 1o restore rights
without exception. After all, the most
dangerous voters are those who use
their rights to advance their own inter-

interests routinely support laws that
give their business a special- and
unfair advantage, often at taxpayer
expense. Yet, we would never think of
denying such persons the vote. The -
right to vote is just that sacred. 2
A former murderer, on the other
hand, never has an opportunity to vote
for politicians who pledge to .“make
murder easier,”” so his vote is far less
likely to damage the common good..
Accordingly, there is even less reason
1o deny this person the right tq partic:,
ipate in our democracy. g% d

and it would at least restore rights 1o
nearly all former felons.

Kentucky's seasconally adjllsl(.‘d
preliminary unemployment
rate rose to 109 percent in
February 2010 from a revised
10.7 percent in January 2010,
according to the Office of
Employment and Training
(OET), an agency of the
Kentucky  Education  and
Workforce Development
Cabinet.

February 2010’s jobless rate
is 1.3 percentage points higher
than the 9.6 percent rate
recorded in February 2009 for
Kcnlucky. The 10.9 percent
rate recorded in February 2010
matches the 10.9 percent rate
in Kentucky in August 1982,
and is the highest since
September 1983 when the rate
reached 11.1 percent.

“Kentucky's economy
tinued to show signs o
nomic hardship in February
2010. The unemployment rate
increased to 10.9 percent, and
nonfarm employment dropped
10 its lowest level since April
1998. However, discouraged
waorkers are starting to retum o
the labor force. This con-
tributed to a surge in the civil-
ian labor force, which com-
pounded the rise in the unem-

con-
eco-

ployment rate,” said Dr. Justine
Detzel, OET chief labor markct
analyst.

The U.S. seasonally adjust-
ed jobless rate remained at 9.7
percent from January 2010 to
February 2010, according to
the U.S. Department of Labor.

Unemployment  statistics
are based on estimates and are
compiled to measure trends
rather than actually to count
people working.

Senate passes
bill to ban texting
while driving

FRANKIFFORT The

Kentucky State Senate lasst
week passed Senator Denise
Harper Angel's bill (Senate
_Bill 23) to ban texting whilc
driving.
2 “Communuaunu through
electronic devices has become
important in our daily lives,
but drivers need to understand
the dangers of texting while
driving,” said Senator Harper
Angel, D-Louisville
“Statistics indicate that a per-
son texting while drving is 23
times more likely 1o be
involved in an automobile
accident.”

Senate Bill 23 bans any per-
son operating a motor vehicle
in motion on the traveled por-
tion of the roadway from writ-
ing, sending, or reading text
based communications using a
personal communication
device. This includes text
messages. e-mail. Internet and
instant messagin
- Exclusions to the bill would
be the use of a GPS feature of
a personal communication
device; the reading, sclecting,
or entering of a telephone
number or name into a person-
al communication dev 5 the
operator of an emergency or
public safety vehicle while
acting in an official capacity,
and the operator of a motor
vehicle who sends a text mes-
sage to summons for medical
or law enforcement help.

Senator Harper Angel’s bill
also prohibits drivers under the
‘age of 18 from using a person-
al communication device
while operating a moving
motor vehicle on the roadway.
The bill requires holders of an
instructional pcrmit or inter-
mediate license to hold their
permit/license for an addition-
al 180 days if a violation.
occurs.

- “This will be very signifi-
cant in keeping our young
drivers out of harm’s way
while they are behind the
:wheel,” said" Senator Harper

Angel. “Often teenagers t
the attude they C
his legislation will target this
vulnerable age eroup to get
them on the path of safer driv-
ing habits for the long run.

If the bill gains approval,
any person who violates the
law prior to Januvary 1, 2011
will receive a courtesy warn-
ing. After January 1. 2011, a
person who violates the law
will be fined S25 for the first
offense and $50 for each sub-
scquent  offens All fines
imposed by this bill are subject
1o court costs.

A 2009 Vlingo survey
shows that almost 60 percent
of people ages 16 to 19 and 49
percent of those in their twen-
ties admit to texting while
driving. Among people in their
fifties, 13 pereent said they
have sent text messages while
behind the wheel.  Also, a
study by the Transport
Research Laboratory in the
U.K. found that thosc who are
texting and driving reduced
their steering ability by 91 per-
cent.

“In  Kentucky last year,
53,000 crashes occurred due to
distracted  driving 199 of
which were fatal,” Scnator
Harper Angel said “These
numbers are alarming and,
sadly, the numbers continue 1o
grow.

Legislation to ban texting
while driving is supported by
law enforcement officers,
highway safety advocates and
the insurance industry.

If passed, Kentucky would

in 20 other states and the
Dnsmcl of Columbia that ban
texting while driving. In
addition, novice drivers are
banned from texting in nine
states and school bus drivers
are banned from text messag-
ing in Texas.

Scnator Harper Angel’s bill
will now move to the House of
Representatives - for further
consideration.

my mother keeps calling them
“pigsties.”” She told me to put hot
compresses on themn, and this usually
works. Lately, they're not going
away, and 1 think I'm going to go to
the doctor. Do I nced to? What caus-
es these? What can [ do to treat or
prevent them?

What you are describing is

called a “stye’, not a “pig sty™

(the medical condition can be
spelled with or without the “e’” at the

of Family Medicine

end). The official medical term for a
stye is a hordeolum. They occur
when an oil gland — called a meibo-
mian gland — in the eyelid becomes
inflamed or infected. At that point,
they swell up, much like a pimple,
and they usually feel warm to the
touch.

An internal stye occurs when a
meibomian and under the surface
of the skin becomes infected, and an
external stye occurs when the basc of
the eyelash gets infected, leaving a
red lump on the edge of the eyelid

When styes get in your eyes

Most pl do not disti ish
between the two since the treatment
is the same for both.

Your eyelids have many functions,
but primarily, their job is to open and
close in order 1o clean and lubricate
your eyes. There are oil glands on the
edge of the upper and lower eyelids
that produce the necessary lubricant
for your eyes. Unfortunately, bacteria
can get into these glands and cause
inflammation and infection. This
leads to styes, which are a bit like
boils that occur on your eye!

An experienced physician n
diagnose a stye just by looking at it.

v. no additional testing 1s «

You are right to apply warm
compresses to treat the 1 would
recommend you use a warm com-
press about four times a day. If the
styes don’t respond in a day or so,
vou may need to see a physician to

get antibiotic eye ointment. Do not
ever attermnpt to drain a stye by
squeezing it or poking it with a steril-
ized needle. It is always best to leave
them alone except for hot packs and
medications. Squeezing can spread
infection into the tissue around your
eye, which can lead to serious med-
ical conditions. Poking can do the
same, plus it opens the risk of seri-
ously damaging your eye.

‘While styes will usually heal and
go away on their own or with a little
antibiotic ointment, they sometimes
do not drain if the oil gland becomes
fully blocked. When this occurs, we
call it a chalazion. This kind of infec-
tion may need to be drained by a
licensed ophthalmologist.

One thing that will help prevent
styes is to avoid pulling on your eye-
lashes. Sometimes excessive or old
mascara can contribute to the devel-

opment of a stye. Most importantly,
always wash your hands before
touching the area around your eyes.

Styes are a relatively common’
occurrence, but not everyone gets
them. Some chronic conditions Tike
diabetes and chronic dandruff
increase their likelihood. It sounds as
though your styes come often
encugh and stay long enough, to
warrant attention from your family ’
physician.

Dear Tom and Ray:

I bave a manual-transmission
2000 Subaru Forester with 126,000
miles that I’ve had since it had 12
miles on it. I also have a 1-month-old
baby. As a new mom, my car has me
a little worried. During the past year,
it has started shaking violently when-
ever I make a left turn, This starts
happening after I"ve driven it about
10 miles. When I say “shaking vio-
lently,” T mean it feels like the body is
going to rip itself off the chassis. I've
taken it to the dealership and multiple
mecharics who won’t get in the car
long enough to feel the problem, so it
hasn’t been reproduced for a profes-
sional. They have all told me, “That’s
what happens to Subarus with high
mileage.” I find that hard to believe
Any thoughts? Is it still safe to take
on long trips? Thanks. — Piper

TOM: Gee, Piper. My 1977 Fiat
shakes violently when I drive it, 100.
But that’s how I know it’s running!

RAY: You need several things,
Piper. First, you need a mechanic
who's actually interested in helping
you. Try checking the Mechanics
Files on our Web site
(www.cartalk.com/mechanics).
That's a list of mechanics who are

personally recommended by other
readers and listeners of ours.

TOM: Anyone who won’t spend
10 minutes riding with you to see
what’s wrong with your car is not ter-
ribly interested in your business. Or
your welfare.

RAY: When ycu find someone
willing to experience the shaking
firsthand, I suspect the diagnosi
going to be that you need a new vi
cous coupling. We’ve seen viscous
couplings go bad on lots of Subarus
around the same age as yours.

TOM: The viscous coupling is
Subaru’s version of a center differen-
tial, which allows the front and back
wheels of an all-wheel-drive car to
turn at different speeds when you're
comnering. If it's binding up, it'll
result in one or more wheels dragging
on the pavement while you tumn
You’ll feel that as a violent chattering
sensation. Sound familiar?

RAY: They usually don’t take 10
miles to start misbchaving when they
20 bad, but that would still be my first
guess. If you need a new viscous cou-
pling, it’ll cost you in the neighbor-
hood of $700-S900

TOM: If it’s not the viscous cou-
pling, the next thing I would check is
your CV (constant velocity) joints
One of them could be binding up. It

could be in the front or the back,
inner or outer. You've got eight of
them.

RAY: ‘And can you still take this
car on long trips? I wouldn’t. At least
not until this is fixed, Piper. If it’s the
viscous coupling. it can really mess
up the car’s handling. And if it binds
up while you're cornering at a high
enough speed, you could even lose
control of the car.
