The indictment alleges that from May 2004 until
May 2005, Allen reported monthly payroll and the
number of coal miners working for her to Kentucky
Employers Mutual Insurance. In doing this, it is alleged
that Allen paid the insurance agency less than full value
for workers compensation insurance.

the surface but would have been espe-

cially tough for our schools and citi- .

zens in need. That budget would have

led to layoffs for teachers and larger
classroom sizes. It also would have
hampered our ability to help people
when they need it most as they strug-
gle through the nation’s worst
nomic crisis in decades

Senate leaders say they believe the
House's jobs program would have the
state take on too much debt. This is
erroneous on two levels.

First. our budget borrowed less
than what the governor recommended
in his budget. and just four-fifths of a
percent more than what the Senate
suggested. Second. much of what'the
House would borrow would be used to
help school districts rebuild or replace
1those facilities in most need of repair;
they would oversee the investment,
not the state

So, for less.than one ¢ent of each
istate- tax dollar, we can put tens of
thousands of people back to work and
remove every dilapidated school in the
state while bringing better infrastruc-
ture to thousands of families and busi-
nesses alike.” It seems like such an
easy decision to make, but one appar-
ently favored only by the House.

Although budget negotiations
between House and Senate leaders
ended on Wednesday, there is still time
for a compromise to be reached before
April 15, when the legislative session
must end. The House is committed to
returning to the bargaining table, but
we feel strongly that an reement
must help get people ba 10 work
while avoiding the kind of short-term

eco-

cuts that could lead to Ionv term pr0b~
lemns.

It is imperative to. get a budgcl this

month if we are to avoid a special ses-
siog. Ultimately, we have to have a
budget mn place before July Ist to
Avoid having to close a wide array of

As House and :m_n'nc leadérs try to
find a compromise in the days ahead, it
is important to note that our differ-
ences are relatively small i
when compared to the total e of the
budget, whichgs a fittle more than $17
billion over two years.

“We’ll be there when they
need something,” Lafferty
said.

“This is a praying commu-
nity. This area comes together
really fast.”

Police blocked the roads in
order to get equipment in to
drill a way into the mine, one
Whitesville firemen on the
scene told a family member.

By 9 p.m. a line of
bereaved  family members
drove slowly past the troopers
headed for Whitesville
Elementary, where police offi-
cers were sitting in cars wail-
ing.

Ip 2014, this
maximum credit increases to
50 percent of premiums pai
by eligible small business
employers and 35 percent of
premiums  paid by eligible

employers that are' tax-exempt
organizations.

_The  credit is specifically
targeted to help- small. busi-
nesses and tax-exempt organi-
zations that primarily employ
low and moderate income
workers. It is generally avail-
able to employers ‘that have
fewer than 25 full-time equiv-
alent employees paying wages
averaging less than S$50,000
per employee per year.
Because the cligibility forrnula
is based in part on the number
of FTEs,
employees, many businesses
will qualify even if they
employ more than 25 individ-
ual workers.

The maximum credit goes
to smaller employers — those
with 10 or fewer FTEs — pay-
ing annual average wages of
$25,000 or less

A new take
on obesity’s
‘ origins

Here’s a word that could rock your
world: “epigenetics.”

No, that’s not the latest cosmetic
treatment for wrinkles, or a cool new
weight loss technique alithough it

have. to do with body weight.
Epigenetics” means “on or above
i And when what’s called an
“cpigenetics mechanism” is at work in
a living organism, the genes them-
S altered, but how the
genes function during the organism’s
early growth is changed.
This is starting (0 sound oo much
ass, so let’s take back
up a bit and put this in more hum
terms.

You're probably aware that when
women are pregnant, they often hear
from their doctors the mantra, “Don’t
gain too much -weight during your
pregnancy.” What constitutes “1oo
much’ has probably changed over the
years, but doctors don’t d that old
“eating for two’’ excuse as cute as the
rest of us might. In fact, doctors are
also advising women who want 10
become pregnant to get to a healthy
weight before doing so.

This isn’t just the typical medical
“‘tut-tut-ing,” as it turns out. Studies
funded, by the Agricultural Research
Scrvice (ARS) arc giving us a new
and somewhat startling look_ at how
influences that occur in the womb and
perhaps during the first few months of
life could affect development of a

- child’s ability to regulate his or her
weight, even into adulthood.

Yes, you read that right: If a
woman packs on 100 many pounds
during pregnancy, the child’s body-
‘weight-regulating mechanism could
be harmed by the mom’s excess
weight. This, in turn, could increase
the risk that the child would become
an overweight or obese adult, with a
higher risk of health problems such as
type 2 diabetes or cardiovascular dis-
ease.

In the ARS-funded, scicntists
looked at weight gains among rat pups
whose mothers, called “dams,” werc
either lean or overweight (as a result
of deliberate overfeeding in the labo-
ratory) at the time of conception and
during pregnancy. .

For this study, the scientists mated
the lean or overweight female rats
with lean males. The pups were
nursed only by normal-weight dams to
make sure the pups’ exposure to their
mothers’ obesity occurred only in the
womb.

All of the rat pups were at a normal
weight at birth and at weaning. But
‘when the weaned offspring were
given free access to a high-fat ration,
the offspring born to. overweight
mothers gained significantly more

- weight, and more of that weight as fat,
1 . compared to the offspring of the lean
mothers. -And that’s despite the fact
that, the offspring of the overweight
mothers didn’t eat any more of the
high-fat food than did the pups born to

' the léan mothers!

‘What does this mean in real-world
terms? The study’s results strongly .
suggest that exposure to the mother’s
obesity — while in the womb -—
results in programming of the baby’s
body-weight-control - - mechanisms.
The-factor of the mother’s obesity all
by itself was enough to significantly
increase the baby rats’ susceptibility
to obesity. . .

-You ‘might be thinking,

-~ mnaybe those rats were genetically dif-'
- ferent from each other, so that’s why -
this happened.” But the scientists

were careful to use only rats that were
genetically similar, so -that fules out
the possibility that genetic di
