Studies in 2000 with cut flowers
showed that smaller doses of the defo-

liant extended the life of alstroemeria
leaves. The more. recent.ARS studies

are the first to show the leaf-saving
and blossom-boosting effects of TDZ
with potted plants.

Although we non-scientists are

most likely to be impressed by TDZ’s

ability to make our potted plants and

cut boyquets last a while longer, the

scientists ‘Ihave a different interest:

finding out precisely how TDZ affects

‘genes and proteins inside the plants.
But it could all come together in

the end, if this research yields strate-

gies to make TDZ even more effective

at protecting our favorite ornamental

plants.
