With all of
these bears out roaming,
people should be mindful of
food attractants around their
home."

Garbage, food scraps,
pet food and even bird
feeders attract hungry bears

- looking for an easy meal.
"People can prevent 99 per-
cent of all human-bear con-
flicts by removing access to
these attractants.” Dobey
said

Dobey recommends
some simple preventive
methods to keep bears from
coming near your home or
property. Don't leave
garbage outside overnight.

. Instead, wait until the morn-
ing of pick-up to put it out.
Avoid throwing food scraps
outside to feed wildlife or
pets.

You should always store
pet food inside. If you have

-an outside-pet; put enly
enough food for one meal
at a time. If you see bears
in your area, take down any
bird feeders for one week.

mined by mental health professionals,
but the average stay, according to
Bartley, is about six months.

Click entered a guilty plen April
19, admitting that she performéd oral
sex on the 13-year-old boy in a bath-
room at Adams Middle School on

exchanged several text messages with
him in the time leading up to the
encounter. :

The case first came to the attention
of Bartley’s office when the victim’s
mother brought her son to his office.
There, the boy told Assistant County
Attorney Sumc Shearer what had hap-
pened.

Bartley would later meet
with the victim’s mother
after the investigation turned
up very little evidence, and
attemnpt to figure out how to

. move forward.
. “As a prosecutor, 1 am

determine the likelihood of
success, and to make deci-
sions if and on how to go
forward,” Bartley - said.
“Sometimes those decisions
are extremely difficule.”

The investigation had
_resulted in obtaining a secu-
rity video from the school,
which gave no help, and text
messages that were limited
to dates and times only and
did not show the contents of
actual messages sent.

““At the conclusion of a
thorough investigation, the
result was no’ eyewitnesses,
no physical evidence., no sci-

entific evidence or DNA, no”

video or audio evidence and
no documentary evidence,”
Bartley said. **And the minor
victim's mother did not want
to pursue the matter to its
fullest extent.”

Bartley said he then met
with Little to further discuss
the case.

“Both he and I recog-
nized that this was not a case
that would likely result in a

conviction based upon the
fact that the only evidence
was the allegation of the 13-
year-old _boy,” he said.
“However, both Det. Little
and I were convinced that in
fact this criminal act had
occurred and we both agreed
that getting a conviction in
this' case was- important,
even if ultimately it was a
misdemeanor conviction.”

During the meeting with
the boy’s mother, Bartley
said she told both himself
and Little that she didn™t
want to see her son go
through court hearings and
proceedings.

“As in all cases, the vic-
tim has a right to refuse to
testify.” said Bartley. “In this
particular case, the mother
had the right to refuse to
allow her son to testify . As
a prosecutor, I was not satis-
fied 'with the entire circum-
stance. However, | recog-
nized that it was likely that
we were never going to be
able to convict the defendant

of a felony sodomy charge. -

Therefore, 1 discussed  this
matter with Det. Little and
the two of us reluctantly
agreed with the defendant
and the victim’s mother to
allow the defendant to plead
guilty to the misdemeanor
offense of sexual miscon-
duct.”

The conditions of the
lea, however, would be
numerous, including the full
process of arrest and book-
ing, having the plea offered
in open court, the long-term
treatment and several other
restrictions during Click’s
three-year * probationary
period.

Since news of Click’s
plea - agreement became
known, Bartley said there
has been a great deal of
“misinformation” circulat-
ing about the case among the
public.

Manning studies learning tech overseas

Cindy Mann an associate professor of

Information T /. has always been

y. Hence her career,

and her carcer has led to an interest in the use
of technology for learning.

In July 2009, she got to explore that
interest on an international level by traveling
to Oxford, England for two weeks and living
in a flat on the campus of Regent's Park
College, which is a part of Oxford University.

During her stay, Manning toured the cam-
pus and met with faculty and students alike,
exploring the English university experience.
She also researched two new technologies:
TALL (Technology-Assisted Lifelong
Learning) and Phoebe, a piece of software
currently under production which is designed
to assist faculty in creating, researching, and

planning new college cours

Maunning’s trip was facilitated by a part-
nersk between the Kentucky Community
and Technical College System (KCTCS) with
Georgetown University and Georgetown
University's partnership with Regent’s Park
College of Oxford University. These part-
nerships provide an opportunity for faculty to
have a British perience in Learning and
Living (BELL).

Manning applied to the program and won
a scholarship of $3,000 to cover travel and
living expenses. The award also provided
free lodging at a university flat (small apart-
ment).

Manning enjoyed her visit to the campus
in Oxford, which is about one hour from
London. She found the people to be very
receptive and friendly. During her stay, she
also toured London and utilized ““the tube” or
British public transport to get around the city.

“The opportunity to spend two weeks at
Oxford University, meet*the faculty and stu-
dents, and tour the English countryside and
the city of London was such a wonderful
experience for me on both a professional and
personal level” Manning said. I gained
insight into another college’s teaching and
learning styles and, in such a short amount of
time, made friends that I still communicate
with today. I canhot say how appreciative I
am of the Bell Scholarship Program and the
opportunity it provided to me.”

Another BSCTC faculty member,
Matthew Smith, an instructor of Sociology,
applied to the program "this year and will be
traveling to England in late July. He plans to
conduct research on establishing a multi-cul-
tural student organization, with the goal of
starting' such an organization' on the campus
of Big Sandy CTC.

few areas.. Hives are the most
common dermatological condi-
tion seen in emergency depart-
ments of hospitals in the United
States:

About 20 percent of individu-
als will have an episode of hives
at least once during their lifetime.
Some people just get one out-
break; others, like you, will have a
lifetime of recurring hives.

The cause of hives can be diffi-
cult to find as they may be caused
by foods, food additives or chem-
icals. People who have only one
episode of hives or very infre-
quent episodes may never find out
the cause. But if you have hives
all the time, it is well worth your
time to get an allergy test.

Allergies -do run in families,
and sinceyou have siblings with
allergy-based conditions, you may

share some of their allergies.
Often there can be a bit of a delay
between exposure to an allergen
and the outbreak of hives, which
makes the triggers for hives espe-
cially elusive.

The most common allergy test
is the skin test. With the skin test,
trace amounts of common envi-
ronmental allergens, such as dust
and pollen, and common food
allezrgens are injected into the
outer layer of the skin. The affect-
ed skin is then observed to see if it
reveals any reactions and, if so.
how severe they are.

The skin test is a generally
painless procedure that can likely
be done in a physician’s office
Sometim blood tests for aller-
gies are sent out. These are some-
what useful, but they are not as
sensitive as the skin tests.

Although stress can aggravate.
hives, allergens are typically
involved with this condition. With
recurring hives, the ‘most impor-
tant approach is effective preven-
tion. If allergens are behind your
hives, this test can help you avoid
those triggers. Preventiori is the
best treatment for urticaria or any
allergy-based problem. It is never
too late to have this testing done,
even if you have had hives all of
your adulr life.
