Just this past weck, the National Tmist for

Historic Preservation.named Black Mountain,
duc to the threat of potential surface mining, one

of the 11 most endangered historic places in

America.
Here in Eastern Kentucky most of us cither

support or tolerate surface mining because it

helps ensure that our people are employed with

good paying jobs and these miners can support
not only their families, but the local economy at

the same time. Because surely, without the thou

sands of jobs the coal industry provides, the

local economy would crumble.

But at some point, we have to stand in front

of the bulldozer, put out our hands, and yell,
‘“*Halt!” In the case of Black Mountain, this is

one such time.

Black Mountain, located in Harlan County, i

the highest peak in Kentucky, and provides
some of the most beautiful scenery anywhere. It

represents not only an historic natural landmark,

but also.an opportunity for a long term, sustain-

able industry for Harlan County and eastern

Kentucky, namely tourism. -

Harlan County is already taking advantage of

this potential, boasting one the best off road

parks in the nation. And it’s paying off for the

local economy as well, with much more long
term potential.

Understanding and following safety procedures will make natural gas an even safer choice.

THE POTENTIAL HAZARDS OF NATURAL GAS
Gas accidents can be avoided if you understand the potential hazards.

(1) FIRE
.

Natural gas canbe a fire hazard, if you let it. Don’t let it. A very hot stove, open flame or pilot light can ignite any combustible materials that
happen to be near. Keep paper, curtains, paints. sotvents.,etc.. away from gas appliances.

(2) EXPLOSION
Natural gas can be ignited by open flames or sparks. That&#39;s why un-burned natural gas should never be allowed to escape into a room. A

spark, flame, lit match or cigarertte, even the flick of a light switch may be encugh to cause an explosion.
(3) CARBON MONOXIDE POISONING

.

.Even though natural gas itself isn&#3 poisonous, gas burners that aren&#39;t adjusted properly can produce deadly carbon monoxide. You can&#39;
see or smell carbon monoxide, but it’s a killer. To avoid its dangers, always make sure thal any natural gas appliances in your home are
properly adjusted and vented to the outside..so they&#39 burn safely and efficiently.

(4) SUFFOCATION
Natural gas can cause suffocation if it replaces air containing oxygen. (Only air that has oxygen can sustain life.) This is another reason

why natural gas should never be allowed to leak from appliances or build up in an enclosed area or room

Over time,.the end pieces
can separate from the tubing, and cause a serious gas leak, explosion, or fire. To Gur knowledge, these dangerous uncoated brass con-

Nectors have not been made for more than 20 years, but many of them are still in use. The older these connectors get, the greater the pos-sibility of failure

Although not ail uncoated connectors have this flaw, i is very difficult to tell which ones do. Therefore, any uncoated brass connector
should be replaced immediately with either a new plastic- coated brass or a new stainless steel connector. Connectors can wear out from

too much moving, bending, or corrosion. Connectors should always be replaced whenever the appliance is replaced or moved from its lo-
cation.

.

WARNING: Only a qualified professional should check your connector and replace it if needed. Don&#3 try to do this yourself!
Moving the appliance, even slightly, whether to clean behind it or to inspect its Gas connector, can cause the complete failure of one of

these older weakened connectors, possibly resulting in a deadly fire or explosion

HOW TO RECOGNIZE A GAS LEAK OUTSIDE HOUSE OR BUILDING — Gas leaks outside are uncommon, but it is a good idea to know
how to recognize them. Common signs include:

1 A gas odor.

2) A blowing or hissing sound.

3) Dirt being blown or thrown into the air.

4) Water bubbling or being blown into the air at a pond.
5) Fire coming from the ground or burning above the ground.
6) Brown patches in vegetation on or near gas pipeline. -
