PRESTONSBURG — A day of
fun and swimming- almost turned
into a tragedy on Saturday at the
Archer Park Pool in Prestonsburg,
but the training and quick response
lifeguard Nick Lafferty, of
is credited with saving the
life of a.6-year-old boy who came
perilously close to drowning.

John Anderson, a man who was
visiting the pool when the incident
occurred, 'saw the: entire drama
unfold.

“I saw a lifeless, blue body in
the watei,”” Anderson said: “The
lifeguard got _him “out, put  him
down and started doing chest com-

pressions. That kid had to be dead.
I went and had somebody call 911.
By the time I got back, some of the
water was coming out of his body.
The lifeguard saved his life.””

According to Ralph Little,
director of the park, Lafferty’s
training ensured that he made the
right decisions during the emer-
gency.

“It was a close call,” Little said.
“That’s what our guards are (ralned
to do. He did it well.” -

For the 22-year-old Laffeny. the
incident was the first of its kind
that he has encountered in his four
‘years, of working as a llfeguard ‘at
the park. -~ g

“I was sitting on the sland and ]
noticed the boy beside the slides,’

Laffcrty said. “When I looked
back, he was struggling underneath
the slide. When'I got to him, he
-was lifeless. I picked him up and he
started throwing-up water. At that
point, two nursés started assisting
mie and more and more water camie
up. Before he was taken ‘to the hos-
pital he was coherent and answgr-
ing questions.”

While Lafferty beheves he was
just doing his job, Anderson thinks
it is more than that.

“He didn’t panic. He, rcmamed
calm. He kept’ telling the kid to
“*hang’ in there,”” Anderson said,
“He's the reason the boy is alive. If
oné. minute had went by’ they
would be burying. him..
Lafferty is a true hero.”

PRESTONSBURG — The
trio arrested in April for
attempting to rob Earl Castle’s
Jewelry in Prestonsburg has
been indicted by a Floyd
County grand jury.

Robbie Dean Ward, 21, of
Sitka. Zachary A. Blair, 22, of
Paintsville, and Laura Lewis,
19, of Van Lear, were indicted
for allegedly conspiring to rob
a display case from the Court
Street business on April 20.

Blair faces counts of sec-
ond-degree robbery, third-
degree criminal mischief and a
single count of persistent
felony offender in connection
to past felony charges

Ward also faces a count of
second-degree burglary and a
count of third-degree criminal
mischief, while the indictment
handed down against Lewis
has her facing a single count of.
~<complicity to robbery.

According to police, the
robbery was planned as the trio
took a display case from the
business and tried to flee from
the scene in their vehicle and
then later on foot.

Police said the store owner,
Earl Castle, first triéd to catch
Ward and Blair, but was
unable. The two were later
captured by Prestonsburg
Police Officers about a block
from the store after they had
abandoned . the ' vehicle - and
_started to run .on foot.

**The three of them, the two
guys 'and the girl, came in and
I guess they ‘were casing the
place,.”

- Senate Joint Resolution 3 reads like a history lesson.

This resolution adopted by the Kentucky Senate dur-
ing the recently concluded special session of the
General Assembly walks the reader through civil rights
history from the 1860s through the 1960s, from Abe
Lincoln to Martin Luther King Jr. It covers the adop-
tion of the 14th Amendment and the struggle to gain
civil rights for all Americans that culminated in the
federal Civil Rights Act of 1964 and the Kentucky
Civil Rights Act in 1966.

Taken out of context, the resolution seems an unnec-
essary reaffirmation of something that had long ago
been settled by federal and state law — that all men
and women are equal in the eyes of the law, and dis-
crimination by public agencies and private businesses
won’t be tolerated.

Against the backdrop of recent comments by
Paul, the Republican candidate for U.S

Can you help
convince him it’s not safe?

*11 certainly try. The fact
is that lawn tractors are
not toys or passenger

vehicles. Children can and do fall

off of them, resulting in injuries,
including amputations and disfig-
uration, and sometimes, even
death. More than 68,000 people
are injured every year in mowing
. accidents, and more than 9,000

of them are under the age of 18
years old.

The American Academy of
Orthopaedic Surgery and the
American Academy of, Pediatrics
both recommend that no child
under the age of 16 should operate
a riding lawn mower, and push
mowers should not be operated by
a child under the age of twelve —
and only then if he or she is of suf-
ficient size, strength and maturity
to do so safely.

In addition 1o injuries incurred
in a fall from a riding mower,
other dangers associated with
mowing include injuries from fly-
ing debris or accidentally backing
over a child

Mowing safety for
children and adults

I would recommend keeping
the children inside when your
husband is mowing, since he

_would not be able to hear them

over the roar of the motor.

Most" riding mowers are
equipped with *“no mow in
reverse” (NMIR) technology that
automatically disengages the
blades when. the mower is in
reverse. However, older mowers
still in use may predate this fea-
ture. If someone absolutely must
back up on a riding mower, they
should make sure no- people or
animals are behind them.

Teenagers often mow lawns in
the summer to earn money or as a
family chore. They should be
fully trained on mower safety

Anyone who operates a mower
of any kind should know how to
stop the machine quickly in case
of emergency: many mowers have
a feature that stops the blades if

you take your hands off of the
controls or get out of the seat. If
you are using an electric mower,
check before each use to make
sure no wires have been cut or
frayed by the blades. It is also a
good idea to disconnect the spark
plug wire whenever you have to
reach under the mower, to make
sure the engine will not start.

If you are operaung a lawn
tractor, know the

objects that get.caught in the
blades can be hurled to the side,
harrmng people, a.nxmals or prop-

Make sure’ the blades have
fu]ly stopped before gemng off of

. a riding mower.

Finally, wear s(urdy shoes —
not flip-flops, sandals or sneakers
— ‘when mowing. Many a toe has
been saved by following this rule.
ll is important, as a parent or

mower to climb hills. Avoid
slopes if you are not sure. Every

year, people die in rollover acci-

dents .because they use riding
mowers on hills that are too steep
for the machine.

Always gas up the mower out-
side. and never smoke when pour-
ing fuel into the tank. Before
mowing, clear the lawn of sticks,
rocks and other debris, and turn
off the mower blade when cross-
ing a sidewalk or driveway. Small

Reader wonders why car's
wheel broke oft
Dear Tom and Ray:
Two weeks ago while traveling
down a city street, my car, a Volvo
SR80, suddenly swerved and

almost flew into a lampposl A
man driving’ behind me said he
saw the right front wheel come off
just before the car swerved. If he
had not seen the wheel fall off, I
would not have known what had
happened. My insurance has cov-
ered everything, as the car was a
total loss, but neither the insur-
ance company nor the Volvo shop
where it was towed could give any
explanation for this accident.
Fortunately, no one was on the
sidewalk or in the street to be hit
by the wheel. Nonetheless, I am
very disturbed not to know what

caused this. Have you any ideas or"

explanations? Thank you. — Judy
RAY: I can’t say, for sure what
happened, Judy. but my guess
would have 1o be that your wheel
bolts broke off.
DM: Volvo uses wheel bolts
d of lig nuts to hold the
Is on. On most cars. if you
take a wheel off, the wheel bolts
are sticking out at you. They're
permanently attached to the wheel
hubs
RAY: But on Volvos (and
Volkswagens and Audis), you
have to stick the bolts IN through
the wheel. So you hold the wheel
in place, stick h bolt through a
hole in the wheel and then thre

removing air dam

it right into the hub. And in our
experience working on Volvos,
we’ve occasionally broken a
wheel bolt when tightening it up.

TOM: Why did it break? We
don’t know. A mnnufactunng
defect? Age? I would say that
most likely, the cause is previous
overtightening. If a shop. isn’t
careful "to measure its torque, it
easily can overtighten a bolt,
which stretches it, and that causes
the metal to fatigue and weaken.
And the more tinies you over-
torque it — putting it on and tak-
ing it off- — the weaker thé metal
gets.

RAY: Whenever we have more
than one wheel bolt break on a
car, we replace all 20 of them. We
don’t even give the customer a
choice. We figure if two of them
were overtightened and are ready
to break, they probably all were
overtightened and are ready ta
break.

TOM: And in your situation,
you might have had one that broke
without your knowing it. Then
you had four doing the job of five

RAY: That increased the stress
on the remaining four, and scon
another one gave way. Then you
had three doing the job of five

TOM: And you never would

notice this until the last bolt!or
two can’t hold on anymore, ana
the wheel falls off.

RAY: This is something that
you hope your regular repair shop
would catch’ in advance when it
does things like inspect your
brakes and rotate your tires. But
that didn’t happen in your case.
Maybe your shop doesn’t sub-
scribe to our bolt-replacement the-
ory? Maybe you haven’t been in
for service regularly enough?
Maybe they're the ones doing the
overtightening? Or maybe it was
just bad luck - and the whole
episode took place between serv-
ice visits? -

TOM: In any case, that's our
guess as to what happened. And
we’'re just glad you didn’t get hurt.

RAY: I know if that had hap-
pened to me, [ would have had to
ask my insurance company to
cover my dry-cleaning bill, too! *

Kentucky - Tourism, Arts ' and
Heritage Cabinet (TAH) launched
a plan Tuesday designed to trans-
form and modernize the Kentucky
State Parks system and bring long-
needed financial stability to the
parks. The plan is based on a com-
prehensive study of the park sys-
tem conducted by PROS
- Consulting.

*“The Kentucky State Parks are
among the state’s greatest asscts —
they are great tourism attractions
and important economic catalysts
for every region of the state,” said
Gov.. Steve Beshear. “It’'s impor-
tant that we protect and preserve
these parks because they con-
tribute . greatly to adventure
tourism and provide our citizens
opportunities for healthy living.”

*““This plan, based on, the most
comprehensive study ever con-
ducted of the park system, not only
is the first step toward getting the
system’s financial house in order.
but also provides a road map to
bring our parks into the 2lst
Century.”  Tourism. Arts and

Heritage Secretary
Sparrow said.

Sparrow also noted that” there
are ‘no plans to close Kentucky
parks. .

The  report recommends a
heightened emphasis 'on adventure
tourism — a priority of the Beshcar
